The Minister of Sb!ipping in the 
Ministry of Trusport (Shri Raj

Plan envisaged the expansion of the 
Hindustan Shipyard at an estimated 
cost of Rs. 244 lakhs. Against this 
provision, Government have so far ac-
corded administrative approval to a 
programme of works costing about 
Rs. 96'08 lakhs. Out of this the 
execution of civil works costing 
Rs. 20.50 lakhs has been postponed 
on account or the Emergency. The 
Shipyard is planning a programme 
for further development works against 
the balance Plan provision and has 
every hope of utilising it.
