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Land under Cultivation

2555. Shri Maheswar Naik: Will
the Minister of Food and Agriculture
be pleased to state:

(d) the time by which full irriga-
tion is expected to be provided?

The Minister of State Im the Minis-
try of Food and Agriculture (Dr. Ram
Subhag Singh): (a) and (b). No
detailed surveys have been carried
out to determine the extent of land
included under the category ‘cultur-
able wastes' and ‘land under miscel-
laneous tree crops and groves' which
can be easily brought under cultiva-
tion. However, on the basis of avail-
able information for the year 1960-61,
the total land available for cultiva-
tion and the area of land under ac-
tual cultivation are tentatively esti-
mated at 444.6 million acres and
356.1 million acres respectively.

(c) 602 million acres.

(d) According to preliminary estl-
mates the ultimate irrigation poten-
tial from mmajor and medium
schemes is roughly of the order of
112 million acres (gross) and from
minor irrigation it is of the order of
75 million acres (gross).

It is not at present possiblg to estl-
mate when this irrigation potential
will be achieved.
