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The Minister of Labour and Em-
ployment (Shri D. Sanjivayya): (a)
Yes.

(b} Although the money Wwages of
industrial workers increased continu-
ously during the period of the
Second Plan, the real wages declined
mainly because of an upward consu-
mer price movement. However, since
1960 ti . real wages have been show-
ing a rise.

The rise is due to the effect of
Wage Board awards which benefited
workers in the more important 1in-
dustries.

This policy of adjusting wage levels
through Tripartite Wage Boards will
continue in future plans,
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
