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scheme of assistance has been com-
menced out of the collections made 
from and after September, 1004.

All States and Union 
Territories are similarly to render 
financial help to teachers in their areas 
out of the collections Imade by them; 
but the exact information from them 
has not yet been received inspite of 
requests.
