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needy mothers free of cost at 
the Primary Health Centres. 

4. Immunisation against dipthe-
ria whooping cough, bronchi-
tis etc. of pre-school children. 

5. Examination of blood of preg-
nant mothers with a view to 
speedily controlling venereal 

diseases. 

e. Provision of safe, clean, free 
delivery and continuous health 
supervision before, during and 
after the birth through Mater-
nity and Chlld Health Centresl 
Primary Health Centres. 

7. Provision of about 120 mobile 
units for emergency mater-
nity services and domiciliary 
cases. These emergency units 
will be linked with adequately 
developed obstetric units. 

8. Improvement in and develop-
ment of paediatric services. 

9. Strengthening of the existing 
Primary Health Centres and 
increasing the number of 
maternilty beds in each such 
Centre.
