THE DEPUTY MINISTER IN THE 
MINISTRY OF RAILWAYS (SHRI
BUTA SINGH): (a) to (c). A state-
ment is laid on the Table of the
Sabha.

Statement
(a) The Ministry of Railways have

not laid down any criterion for consi­
dering an area as backward for the
construction of new rail links. The
recommendations of the St arte Gov­
ernments are considered for the cons­
truction of rail links in the backward
areas

(b) and (c). Provision of funds is
not made state-wise or area wise.

Memorandum for Clearance of Kon- 
k u  Bail Line

*664. SHRI VASANT SATHE:
Will the Minister of RAILWAYS

be pleased to state:
(a) whether Government have re­

ceived a memorandum from peoples’
representatives from Maharashtra,
Karnataka and Goa urging for early 
clearance of the Konkan Rail Line 
proposal;

(b) if so, the important facts there­
of; and

(c) steps/decision taken in the 
matter?

THE DEPUTY MINISTER IN THE 
MINISTRY OF RAILWAYS (SHRI
BUTA SINGH): (a) to <c).' A state­
ment is laid on the Table of the Sabha.

Statement

(a) and (b). Representations have 
been received from Members of Parlia­
ment, Public bodies and the State 
Governments of Maharashtra, Karna­
taka and Goa for the construction of
Konkan Railway.

(c) Final Location Survey from 
Apta to Dasgaon portion of the Apta* 
Mangalore rail link, has been completed.
Final Location Survey between Das*

gaon and Ratnagiri including spot
checks between Ratnagiri and Manga* 
lore is in progress. A traffic survey 
and financial appraisal of Apta.Das­
gaon rail link has been included in 
the Railways Budget for 1976-77 at an 
estimated cost of Rs. 65,000/*. The
project will be considered for being 
taken up for construction after the
proposed surveys and financial apprai­
sal are completed and also subject to 
availability of funds.

SHRI SHANKERRAO SAVANT: The 
answer is really strange because the 
Government refuses to say which lire
the backward areas. Very often it has 
been admitted on the Floor of the 
House that Konkan and the entire
coastal area is a backward region And
2 don't know why they are not prepar­
ed to accept the position.

Secondly, I should like to point out
that several MPs have given a repre­
sentation requesting the Government
to start work on the Apta-Dasgaon 
section which is part of the Apta-
Mangalore railway line. The final
Location survey has also been com­
pleted, but there is no outlay for this 
construction of item No. 4 this year.
Why should it be so? Why should they 
not start construction work on the
Apta-Dasgaon section at least, if not
on the Apta-Mangalore section?
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SHBI BUTA SINGH: I fully chare
the anxiety expressed by the Hon.
Member, His question i» m two parts.
He asked why we have not accepted 
some criteria for declaring an area as 
backward. The reply, as mentioned 
in the Statement, 'does not give the 
criteria that have have been laid down 
by the Railways because the Railways
don’t lay down any criteria by them­
selves. A request has to come either
from the Planning commission or the 
State Government concerned that ‘this 
is a backward area kindly take up 
work lor having a survey lor taking 
up new railway lines’. This is how,
in that context, we have said that the 
Railways do not themselves declare
an area a backward area.

Regarding part (ii) ol the question,
I would say that: lor conducting the
survey of this particular section, Apta-
Daggaon Rs. 85,000 were earmarked
and survey reports have become avail­
able. We are analysing those reports,
and as and when resources are avail­
able, we will definitely take up that
project.

SHRI SHANKERRAO SAVANT:
This is a stereotyped reply that is 
being given for the last three years— 
not now. but for the last three years.
When are you going to make funds
available9 For the entire Apta-Man- 
galore line, the Planning Commission 
may not be prepared to give so much
ol money. But so far as Apta-Dasgaon 
line is concerned, only Rs. 14 crores
are required. You may request the 
Planning Commission to give Rs. 14 
crores and take up this work. As a 
matter of fact, on this line, some work 
has been done by the State Govern­
ment also and that is being washed 
away. This line is necessary in the 
national interest. Will you start work
on this Apta-Dasgaon line at least this 
year, partlculary In view of the fact
that survey, etc have been completed 
many years back?

SHRJ BUTA SINGH: No doubt, this 
work was taken up as a drought relief
measure by the State Government, and 
the State Government, as soon as

those condition* were not there, said,
“Now we cannot do this from our side,
the Railways have to treat this as a 
regular project’*. We approached the 
Planning Commission, but unfortu­
nately It was not possible lor the 
Planning Commission to "allocate the 
funds that are required for the cons­
truction of this line. I agree with the 
hon. Member in what he has said. He 
should join us in persuading the 
Planning Commission.

SHRI VASANT SATHE: The first
thing that I would like to know from
the hon. Minister for Railways is this.
—we are not wanting to stand on any 
local sentiments— do we consider
this economically and nationally neces­
sary that the coastline where there is 
no other communication facility should 
have a railway line— right from Goa
to Karnataka? Once it is lelt that it is 
economically a desirable thing, even 
to develop that region which has a
remendous potential, why should we
allow this to be delayed? How many 
more years should it take’  Now the
cost has gone up agam. You had pro­
vided only Rs. 85,000 lor the survey
I do not know whether even the survey 
has been completed or not At least
the Railways should have a complete
survey aone on their own For that, 
you do not need to go to the Planning 
Commission. You may have to go to 
the Planning Commission only for
finances, and that also can be done m 
phases You do not need all the 14 
crores of rupees, or whatever the 
amount may be, at once A ra’lwa> 
line is not built in a day. If we are 
eager , then what is it that is stopping 
us from going ahead* You push the 
ball to the Planning Commission and 
the Planning Commission throws it 
back in your court. Where exactly
do we stand? Be frank and tell us 
where the matter really stands

SHRI BtnTA SINGH It is not
correct to say that no survey has been 
done. Much of the thinking has gone
into it. The survey was done With 
your permission, I will read this out.
It has been revealed by the report that
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the t̂ ost of construction of Apta* 
Dasgaon section, about 109 kms.,
excluding the cost of rolling stock,
will be Rs. 18490 crores; the Apta-
Mangalore line, which is about 909 
kms., was estimated to cost us about
Rs. 300 crores. There is no lack of
urgency on our part. With your per­
mission I can say that, at one stage,
the Prime Minister herself has spelled
out in so many words that it is a very
important and urgent project and that
it should be taken up as early as we
can. But, unfortunately, it boils down
to this that funds are not available
with us. We cannot proceed with this 
project simply because funds are not
available. The Planning Commission
is not coming in our way. They have
their own priorities, and looking to
the overall picture of the financial
position of the country, it will be
difficult for anybody to commit here
that, by such and such a date, we will
be able to do this

SHRI VASANT SATHE: X would
like to know if any effort has been 
made by the Railway Ministry to
consider the economic feasibility of
this project That means, you invest
certain amount, you can take it either
from the financial institutions absolu­
tely as an economic proposition or
even the world Bank and in how
many years the amount can come
back. Has the Railway Ministry con­
sidered this as an economic proposi­
tion?

THE MINISTER OF RAILWAYS
(SHRI KAMLAPATI TRIPATHI): It
is a suggestion tor action. So far as
funds are concerned, we must get the
clearance of the Planning Commission
for the scheme itself and the funds
also. Unless that is done, bow can 
we proceed?

SHRI VASANT SATHE: The scheme
lu» been cleared.

SHRI BUTA SINGH: The idea has 
been cleared.

SHRI VASANT SATHS: there
is a difference between the idea and 
the scheme. Have you placed the
aeheme before the Planning Commis­
sion for clearance?

SHRI KAMLAPATI TRIPATHI:
Yes.

SHRI DINXSH CHANDRA GOSWA- 
MI: Though the question related to
Maharashtra, the hon. Minister has
made two general statements. Firstly
that the Railways do not lay down tike 
criteria for considering an area as
backward, with which I have no quar­
rel. Secondly, he has stated that the
provision of funds is riot made state* 
wise or area-wise. I hope, the hon.
Minister will agree that tor an overall
economic development ef the country,
creation of infra-structure including
taking railway lines to the backward
areas is of imperative necessity. May
I know, whether the Railways have
any policy of Unking up the backward
regions with railway lines so that
there can be economic development in 
that region. If not, what is the over­
all policy of the Railways regarding
linking up of the backward regions
and the industrially under-developed
regions, or the Railwavs have no
policy at all?

SHRI BUTA SINGH: As tar as part
(1) of the question is concerned, I 
need not repeat what I have already
stated. With regard to the policy, the
answer is: Yes, Sir. I would like to
add that the real conceptual change
was made in the year 1973*74 by the
then hon. Railway Minister from the
orthodox financial criteria for con­
struction of new line in the backward
areas and under-developed areas.
Certain criteria were laid down and 
the policy spelt out in which the State
Governments were expected to share
certain portion of the expenditure.
The criteria are:

(i) Exemption, full or partial from
payment « f dividend liability
to the General Revenues dur­
ing the period of construe* 
tlon and for a specified num-
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jjta? of years after1 compJetiwt
and opening to traffic.

(ii) Participation ol State Govern­
ments or local authorities, in 
reducing the cost of construc­
tion by gftiftg the land and 
labour content of construction
free of cost,

(ill) Suitable Adjustment upwards
of fares and freight structure
applicable to the newly con­
structed line which in com.
mon parlance is called infla­
tion chargeable mileage’, and

(iv) Levy of fares and freight on
& discontinuous basis so as to
be a set-off against telescopic
structure of standard fares
and freight.

This is a clear policy laid down by
the Railway Ministry and there is no 
much time has been taken?

SHRI RAJA KULKAHN1: The Hall­
way Ministry need not lay down any
new criteria for backward regions. It
is quite clear that where the Govern­
ment has allowed the industries to
grow tn rural areas or outside the
metropalitan cities, the Railways have
not developed These are automati­
cally backward regions from the rail- 
ways point of view, because the indus­
tries are allowed, but infra-structure
facilities like railways are not allowed
to grow. In view of this, will the hon.
Minister explain why the work on the
railway line which was sanctioned for
Deva-Basi is not going according to
the schedule and the funds have not
been allowed for the current year?
Similarly, what has happened to the
Bombay Metropolitan Railway which
was cater to the needs of rural
areas outside Bombay and how far
that project has made progress?

SBR| BtJTA SINGH: The Diva-
Bmsaein railway link is in pro*
grtss and the uptodate progress
Is about 23 per cent of the pro- 
ject A provision of Rs. 3.3
crores has been made in 1976-77 and
the work is targeted for completion by
Mtrtih 1980.

BHBI RAJA KU^KABM: What
about Bombay Metropolitan railway?

MR. SPEAKER: Is that also a back­
ward area?

•690. SHRI RAJDEO SINGH: WiU 
the Miniser of PETROLEUM be pleas­
ed to state:

(a) whether actual sale of Petro­
leum products was brought down
from an estimated demand of 25 mil­
lion tonnes to something like 21 
million tonnes in 1974;

(b) if so, what was the annual
demand in the years 1972 and 1973; 
and

(c) whether this fall in annual
demand is due to increased price of
petroleum products only or for some
other factors also?

THE MINISTER OF PETROLEUM 
(SHRI K. D. MALAVIYAT? (a) and
(b). Actual consumption of all petro­
leum products including refinery boiler
fuels reduced to 23 million tonnes in
1974 against 23.7 million tonnes in 
1973 and 22.6 mfllion tonnes in 1972. 
Thus consumption in 1974 recorded a
drop of 2. 8 per cent over consumption
in 1973 against an increase in con­
sumption of 4.7 per cent in 1978 over
1972 an 9.6 per cent in 1972 over the
previous year.

(c) Besides increase in prices of
petroleum products this drop in con­
sumption was a result of several other
measures taken to reduce consumption 
such as amphesis on switch-over to
coal, increase in efficiency in the use 
of fuel, regulatory measured to dis­
courage inessential consumption etc.

SHRI PRIYA RANJAN DAS MUNSI
It is a fact that for the Last" 3 years m
our country, the dealers and agents 
who deal with petroleum product i.e.,
fuel for the cars, are young gradu­
ates, science graduates and other
engineers, who are dealing with these 
things independently. The profit com­
mission of the dealers from 1954 to
1975 has been only 4 paise. They had
to add some surcharge, which is
under dispute with the MRTP com­
mission. I would like to know
whether the Minister will consider io
balance their profits in a manner which
can protect them and protect their
livelihood will he inonease it from
4 paise to something more so that the
surcharge will not be Charged on the
consumers?

SHRI K. T>. MALAVIYA: Ret* comes 
the caae of an advocacy on behalf of
the distributors to raise the incidence 
of wwmniMWn. On the other hand, the

hon. Member wants the price to be
reduced. Both these things connot go
like that. We have received w>me re- 
presentation from West Bengal to this
effect as has been indicated by the
hon. Member.

1 am having another review of the
whole question how we can reduce the
price of kerosene ultimately for the 
consumers and, at the same time, we 
can streamline the distribution mecha­
nism with tbe co-operation of the State 
Government so that the element of
profit may be reduced and the consu­
mers may not be put to a loss.

SHRI INDRAJ1T GUPTA: Can the
hon. Minister give us any figures to
corroborate or to contradict the allega­
tion which is made that the reduction 
in the consumption of motor spirit is
almost entirely confined to the owner® 
of the private vehicles whereas, m the 
case of vehicles which are owned by
the Government—ministerial cars or
staff cars of various departments/
ministries and companies—the offtake
has remained what it was in spite of
the heavy increase in prices so that,
in fact, the actual burden by way ol
reduced consumption is to be borne
almost entirely by the owners of pri­
vate vehicles and not by those institu­
tions which pay tor the petrol out of
their institutional funds or the Gov­
ernment funds?

SHRI K. D. MALAV1YA: I have not* 
got the figures to indicate that But
more or less, what the hon. Member 
says would be right Looking to
the workload on the institutions or
public bodies which have to find out
the expenditure on business or the
administration, perhaps, they are not
reducing tbe expenditure on motor
spirit as they ought to. In spite of
that, we have been trying to persuade 
them to reduce it

Some quarters do report to us that 
there has been some marginal reduc­
tion in the consumption of motor
spirit But we will take note of the
suggestion made by the hon. Member
while reviewing and collecting the-

(b) Most of these chemicals an
feeing produced indigenously but have 
to be supplemented by imports tc 
meet the gap between the demand and 
production. There are some chemi­
cals which are hot being produced 
indigenously and where the demand is 
met by imports. Efforts are being
made to augment/develop production 
capacity for attaining self-sufficiency.
Imports are also made In accordance
with the Import Trade Control policy
to boost exports.

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SHRI P. C. SETHI: Tfee hon. Mem- 
bar hm put a very valid question. In 
tbe year 1974 the import ol chemicals
which Include* fertilisers was to the
tune of Rs. 721 crores and out ot this 
more than Rs. 425 crores were spent
on the imports of manufactured fer- 
tlisers. The hon. Members might be
•wans that the Price of fertiliser last
year all over the world had doubled.
It was touching Rs. 2,000 per ton. Now,
fortunately the prices in the world
market have crashed and, therefore,
the import content as far as the ferti­
lisers is concerned will be reduced.

Another way of reducing the import
of feftllisers is that we proceed to.
wards the goal of self-sufficiency in 
the field of fertilisers and in that direc­
tion we are doing our utmost to in­
crease the production of fertilisers. 1 
am glad to inform the House that this 
year's production target of nitrogenous
fertilisers was 1.5 million tonnes and 
it is for the first time in the history
of fertiliser industry that we have
crossed the target one month ahead 
and we are hoping that as far as this 
year is concerned the production of
nitrogenous fertilisers even in our
country would be in the vicinity of
1.65 or 1.9 million tonnes. Xn this 
respect the Agriculture Ministry has 
put a consumption demand of 2.6 m.
tonnes but our conservative estimate
is that it will be 2.2 m. tonnes. So
the gap is closing and experience
shows that our estimate of demand
has been more near to the fact than 
actually envisaged by the Agriculture
Ministry.

As far as other imports are con­
cerned, for example, drugs, in the 
year 1974-75 there were Imports to the 
tune of Rs. 45.6 crores. Here we
were matching because the export of
drugs was to the tune of Rs. 43.12 
crows. Actually the balance ot trade 
as far as export and import of drugs
is concerned, is hardly Rs. 2 crores.
As far as other chemicals are concern­
ed, certainly we are importing the 
pesticides.

Steps to tighten Audit Machinery
•888. SHRI B V. NAIK: WiU

Minister of LAW, JUSTICE AND

THE DEPUTY MINISTER IN THE 
MINISTRY OF LAW, JUSTICE AND
COMPANY AFFAIRS (SHRI BEDAB- 
RATA BARUA): (a) and (b). A state­
ment is laid on the Table of tbe 
House.

Statement
(a) By the Companies (Amendment)

Act, 1974 two new sections, namely,
Sections 224A and 619B have been in­
serted in the Companies Act, 1956. 
These sections require that IS com­
panies in which not less than 25 per 
cent of the subscribed share capital is 
held, whether singly or in any combi­
nation by public financial institutions 
as listed in the Act, the appointment
or re-appointment of the auditor shall
be made by a special resolution and 
where the shareholding of these insti­
tutions is not less than 51 per cent, the 
companies will be treated like govern­
ment companies and appointment of
auditor shall be made by Central
Government.

As regards the streamlining of the 
Institute of Chartered Accountants,
the working of the profession is con­
stantly under review and in regard to 
the audit of tbe Balance Sheet and 
Profit and Loss Accounts, a notifica­
tion under section 227 (4A) of the Com­
panies Act has recently been issued 
laying down the guidelines for detailed 
reporting by the auditors.

(b) No, Sir.
SHRI B. V. NAIK: Sir, may I know 

the number of the companies out of
the voluminous number of companies 
in the private sector which fall within
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the category ill which the Government
Or its *ubatdia*ies hold SI pet ecu! of
the share capital and the number of
companies where 51 per cent of the 
share capital is held by the Govern* 
ment or its subsidiaries and nationa­
lised banks?

SHRI BEDABRATA BARUA: I am 
not sure if I can give the figures right
now, in a short time. But the posi­
tion is that now by this amendment
of the Companies Act, a very large 
number of companies have been in­
cluded because where the public 
financial institutions hold shares along 
with Government or other financial in­
stitutions to the extent of more than 
51 per cent, they would be treated as 
government companies so far as audits 
are concerned. About holdings of the 
financial institutions in the companies,
it is a fairly good number now. In 
regard to big companies like T1SCO,
ACC etc., which are some of the big­
gest companies in India, I con say 
offhand that shareholding by public
financial institutions is much more
than anything that we can think of.
In the Associated Cement Companies,
for example, the government public
financial institutions hold 39 per cent
while all the houses that control the 
company may not even have 2 per
cent of the shares. The position is 
llfce that in TISCO also; I think it is 
much more than 25 per cent. So over
file whole range of industries, so far
as the big industries are concerned,
the public financial institutions have
come in in a big way. Th&t is all 1 
can say.

SHRI B. V. NAIK: The hon. Minis­
ter has said that be could not give
the figure* because of the short
notice—he has given a long answer,
which of course, i* welcome—though 
21 days’ notice was given of this ques­
tion. In reply to part (b) asking 
whether Government propose to set up
a Bureau of private sector enterprises
•n the lines of 'the Bureau of Public
Enterprises, a <Mnk, negative 'No,
Sir’ answer bar been given. In view
ef the fact that be docs not have any
figure* eren as to the number of in­

stitutions where you hs^e shai* **pk
tal* of 25 and u  per cent, it* vfe* at
the absence ot the molt vital statistic* 
and data, in order to makf these eqp*- , 
panics more accountable te tit* pub- 
lie exchequer as well as to you, is It
not necessary that Government think 
once again of filling in this gap,rev
gardlng Information by setting up such, 
a Bureau?

SHRI BEDABRATA BARUA: Let
me make it very clear that there is no
gap in Information, this Department
has the information, but since the hon.
member had not originally asked this
question—his question was specially
about audit—I was giving him the
position in law. I do not have im­
mediately in my hands the figures be
had asked for.

Regarding a Bureau of Private Sec­
tor Enterprises, this is a new idea he
has suggested Apparently the Bureau 
of Public Enterprises has got a speci­
fic function. It oversees the function­
ing of the public sector. The private
sector is looked after by Its own
management and Government exercise’ 
a number of controls, thro&gtf the ad­
ministrative Ministries, auditors and 
other governmental institutions. So
I do not think they can be brought on
the same plane so that a Bureau of
Private Sector Enterprises on the lines
of the Bureau of Public Enterprises 
could be contemplated.

DR. RANEN SEN: In view of the 
fact that sometimes irregularities have 
been found out in the audited accounts 
of private companies which show that 
somehow or other the industrialist* 
have been able to influence the audi­
tors, and in view also of the fac^ that 
there has been a demand in this House 
by several members in the past far
national! cation of the whole audit sys­
tem which would do away with corrup­
tion, malpractices or other irregulari­
ties, what is Government's reaction to
this suggestion?

SHRI BEDABRATA BARUA: As I
have stated in my answer, in most of
the b if companies of the private «ae»
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tor, Government have come in 
through the UTI or other institutions
sponsored by Government and are
holding shares in large numbers. In 
aome companies, public sector financial
institutions have shares of more than 
50 per cent. There the appointment
of auditors Is made by Government.
Where public financial institutions
hold 25 per cent shares, their approval
has to be obtained for the appoint­
ment of auditors. If they want to 
oppose, they can oppose, because then 
a special resolution with 75 per cent
voting strength is required. So far as 
government companies are concerned,
'Government have got control. So far
as other private sector companies are 
concerned, the Company Law Board 
issued an order in November last re­
quiring auditors to go into certain
-specific matters regarding raw mate­
rials management, their loans, their 
deposits, provident fund etc. They
have to specifically mention in the 
report. All those have to be looked
into and they have to be personally 
satisfied that they are in order. This
has been done in November and from 
this year onwards all those things will
appear in the balance sheets and it 
will be available.

OB. RANEN SEN: I asked about

•658. SHRI C. K. CHANDRAPPAN: 
Will the Minister of CHEMICALS AND 
FERTILIZERS be pleased to state:

THE W tT T Y  MINISTER IN THE 
MINISTRY OF CHEMICALS AND 
VSRTIUZERS (SHRI C. P. MAJHI): 
<*) and (b). A  statement Is laid on the 
Vnfate of tbe House.

Statement
The stock with manufacturers as on

1-4-1976 1$ estimated at 2.02 lakhs
tonnes of nitrogen and 1.10 lakh tonne* 
of phosphate; this stock represents
more than 5 weeks ot production of
nitrogen and 14 weeks of production of
phosphate and is on the high side.

Accumulation of fertilizer stocks is
mainly due to the high prices prevail­
ing during 1975-78. Besides, April is 
the slack season for fertilizer offtake 
and the Kharif offtake is expected to
gain momentum from May onwards.

Government have taken a series of
measures to improve the offtake of
fertilizers. These include:—

(i) Reduction in the duty on im­
ported phosphoric acid from 
30 per cent io 15 per cent with
effect from 1st December, 1975;

(ii) Reduction in the excise duty on
single superphosphates from 
15 per cent to 7ft per cent with 
effect from 1st December,
1975;

(iii) Reduction in the price of
muriate of potash (MOP) from
Rs. 1085 to Rs. 900 per tonne
with effect from 16th March,
1976;

(iv) Reduction in the Price of phos.
phatic fertilizers to the extent
to Rs. 1250/- per tonne ot
P205 with effect from 16tb 
March, 1976;

(v) Reduction in the price of Urea
by Rs. 100/- per tonne with 
effect from 16th March, 1976.

It is expected that these measures 
would help improve the off-take of
fertilizers when the Kharif season 
starts.

SHRI C. K. CHANDRAPPAN: In
the statement government had stated 
that there was accumulation of 2.02 
lakh tonnes of nitrogen and 110 lakh 
tonnes of phosphate. They have also 
stated that it is due to high prices; due
to high prices the offtake is less; that 
is what they say. You will remember 
that last year when there was a cnsis
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In the economic sphere, it was the 
shortage of fertiliser, that was the 
problem; this year wtien agricultural
production is good, there is lack of
purchase. The Government bad listed 
five steps. What is the guarantee that
those measures or concessions given by
the government will really benefit the
poor farmers and small peasants? It 
is a fact that there are middleman who
are selling those fertilisers to the poor
peasants. I should like to know from 
the government whether they will
organise or initiate measures to orga­
nise a distribution system by which the
small peasant will get the benefit of
the concessions which are offered by
the government. May I know whether 
there will be planning so that the 
situation like this, one year there is
shortage and another year there is no
offtake of fertiliser, wifi be avoided*

SHRI C. P. MAJHi • This is a sug­
gestion for action. As a matter of fact
production this year has very much 
improved. Accumulation has taken 
place on account of high prices Gov­
ernment have taken measures to reduce 
accumulation; offtake has not been 
there because the agricultural season 
has not started, with the starting of the 
agricultural season offtake will certain,
ly start picking up. Regarding pro­
fiteering by middlemen, we have fi\ed 
the price at the distribution level and 
prices are controlled by the government 
at the lowest level to see that the far­
mers are not exploited by middlemen.

SHRI C. K. CHANDRAPPAN: I
think the hon. Minister has not really 
appreciated the point which I tried to 
bring to his notice. The government
says that it is due to high priccs that 
the offtake is low. Is it not a fact that 
the purchasing capacity of the peasant 
is low because of the crash in prices of
agricultural products, he is not getting 
remunerative price for his products? 
Taking this into consideration, whether 
the Government will take some steps 
go that we will really be in a position 
to purchase the fertiliser which is one

of the essentia] inputs for the develop­
ment of agriculture?

SHRI P. C. SETHI: X would like to
draw the attention Of the Hon. Member
to this fact that it is not in the case of
all fertilisers that consumption went
down. For example, in the case of ni­
trogenous fertilisers, in the year 197*- 
75, the consumption was 17-05 lakh 
tonnes this year, in 1975-76, inspite of
the fact that before we had offered tb>s 
concession the consumption of the
nitrogenous fertiliser as compared to
last year, had gone up to 21.48 lakh 
tonnes. Therefore, it would not be
very correct to presume that the ferti­
liser consumption has gone down 
and the prices are prohibitive. Sir, it 
is true that as far as the agricultural
produce is concerned, the rnce is
packed. But we are not responsible 
for this. It is in the overall interest of
the country, in order to save our econo­
my and to make the agricultural pro­
duce available to the consumers whose
number is much more, that the Govern­
ment has adopted this policy. As
compared to what the peasant has been 
getting since the last two or three years,
at a particular price, it is irue, the 
Hon'ble Member’s contention is true,
that ihe price of input has not been 
reduced equivalent to what he is getting 
and that is why there was some inhibi­
tion. But it was the inhibition parti­
cularly in the use of phosphatic fertili­
sers because phosphatic fertilisers con­
sumption was low as compared to last
year—in 1974-75, it was 4.71 lakh 
tonnes this year, m 1975-76, instead of
the demand going up, the actual con­
sumption was 4M lakh tonnes. That
means about 0 5 lakh tonne was less.
That is why we have now adopted 
these measures and as I have stated in 
my main reply there is a reduction of
Rs. 1250 per tonne in price of Phos­
phatic Fertilizer. We are hoping—-the 
season has started from May-—-that
consumption of phosphatic and polas- 
sic fertilisers would definitely improve.
As far as planning fs concerned, now
it is completely dovetailed and what­
ever inputs or the Agriculture Ministry’s
demand Or whatever production nr
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there, there is a complete harmony bet.
ween the various Ministries.

SHRI S. R. DAMANl; It U a matter
of a greet satisfaction that production
of fertilisers has increased. There is
no need to import fertiliser. May I
know from the Hon’ble Minister what
is the total production of fertiliser this 
year and what will be the production 
for the next three years?

MR*. SPEAKER: No question on the 
production side. You can ask the 
question regarding accumulation. Your
question is not relevant. That is a 
separate question.

SHRI FRIYA RANJAN DAS MUNSI: 
May I know from the Hon’ble Minister 
whether there is any Co-ordination 
Committee between the Ministry of
Agriculture and the Department of
Fertiliser including the representatives
of various State Governments to decide
and to assess the actual allocation to 
the various States and to fix up the 
quota and understand the need of the 
agricultural consumers as well as the 
farmers? If so whether it was ap­
prehended at that stage that due to
high price such accumulation will take
place? If not, whether now It will be 
reviewed further?

SHRI P. C. SETHI: As the Hon’ble
Member has pointed out, there is no
Committee as such. The Agriculture
Ministry comes with a particular
figure of demand based on the recom­
mendations of the various State Gov­
ernments. Now while taking into con­
sideration the irrigation, the availability
electricity and the various other factors,
the consumption is computed on the 
basis of the recommendations of these
State Governments. Now, Sir. it is a 
fact that an imbalance has been creat­
ed in the use of fertilisers. On account
ftt very high prices of phosphatic and 
potassic fertilisers, the consumption of
urea, ammonia nitrogenous....

MR SPEAKER: You have already 
explained that.

SHRI P. C. SETHI; Therefore, the
need was to reduce considerably the
phosphatic fertiliser price because we
wanted a balanced use of the fertiliser.
The nitrogenous fertiliser fives good
results. But if a balanced use between
the nitrogenous, phosphatic and potas­
sic fertilisers is not maintained, then
ultimately the fertility of the soil is
spoiled

to order such variety of footwear as 
he considers appropriate and that he
would not be compelled to buy any
particular composition of footwear
products offered by the Batas. The
price List issued by the company
would also indicate jn future that the
dealers are free to charge prices lower
than the maximum prices shown in 
the price list. On the footwear itself,
the words “price not to exceed R s...
will be embossed.

In regard to the company’s agree­

See
No, LT-10775/76], Only in respect of
two drugs, namely, Phenobarbitone
»nd Sulphaguanidine, the pooled price
was higher than the indigenous price
on Account of higher landed cost of
imports of these two drugs and the
ttstaiSty which was imported.

(b) IDPL do not maintain separate
trading accounts for imported bulk
drugs/drug intermediates being distri­
buted by them. Moreover, the profit­
ability has also to be viewed in the
context of the system of pooled prices
adopted for sale of imported and indi­
genous material by them so that the
loss on the latter may be compensated
by the profits ©n the former. The
distribution of bulk drug is done by
the Marketing Division of IDPL which
is treated as a separate trading unit
for this purpose.

sectors.

The Indian sector are of the view

However, com­
plaints of shortage of some individual
preparations are received from the 
State Drug Controllers from time to 
time. In order to ensure adequate 
supply of drugs, periodical meetings 
are held in the Ministry to review the 
reports of shortages/availability.
Whenever instances of shortages come
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to the notice of the Government, the 
matter is taken up with the manu­
facturers concerned and they ere
advised to meet such requirements on 
an emergent basis

The prices of drugs are statutorily 
controlled under the Drug (Prices 
Control) Order, 1970 which, inter aWa, 
provides that no retailer shall sell 
any formulation to a customer at a 
price exceeding the retail price of that 
formulation approved by the Central 
Government. The relevant provisions 
of the Drug (Prices Control) Order,
1970 have been amended by a notifica­
tion dated the 7th March, 1975 t> pro­
vide that no retailei shall sell any 
formulation to a cu&tomer at a urice 
exceeding the retail price indicated in 
the list approved by the Central Gov- 
ernment or the price displayed on the 
label ol the container of the formula­
tion whichever is less. These provi­
sions have already come into effect 
from the 1st May, 1975.

Consequent to the increase m excise 
duty on certain patent or proprietary 
medicines, medicinal preparation con­
taining alcohol, narcotics and narco­
tic drugs with effect from 16th March,
1976 the manufac fleers have been 
allowed to revise the existing retail
prices to the extent of additional ale- 
ment of duty of excise levied by the 
concerned excise authorities Manu­
facturers have been asked to effective­
ly ensure through their dealers, whole­
salers or retailers that the new price
is exhibited on the outer packings of
medicines and medicinal preparations 
by affixing stickers indicating the new 
price as published in the revised 
price-list before the lots are actually 
released for sale to the consumers.

Electronics corporation of India Limi­
ted, a public sector undertaking and a 
prototype equipment is under test.

ADDITIONAL EMOLUMENTS (COM­
PULSORY DEPOSIT) AMENDMENT 

BILL*

THE MINIS’PER OF FINANCE 
(SHRI C- SUBRAMANIAM): Sir, I beg 
to move for leave to introduce a Bill to
amend the Additional Emol'iments
(Compulsory Deposit) Act, 1974.

MR. SPEAKER: Motion moved;

"That leave be granted to intro­
duce a Bill to amend the Additional

Emoluments (Compulsory Deposit)
Act, 1974,”

SHRI a  M. BANERJEE (Kanpur, : 
Mr. Speaker, Sir, I rise io oppose the 
Additional Emoluments (Compulsory
Deposit) Amendment Bill, 1976. If you
kindly read the Statement of Objects
and Reasons, it says;

“The Additional Emoluments
(Compulsory Deposit Act. 1974. is
one of the legislative measures which 
wag enacted with a view to protect­
ing the real incomes of industrial'
workers and salaried employees who
were worst hit by the rise m prices.
It provided, amoffgst others, for the
impounding of one-half of the in­
crease m dearness allowan e. 1 he 
objective of arresting the pri> e s-pi aj
has been substantially achieved .

“But the need for controlling ihe
expansion in money supply to conso­
lidate the gains towards stability con­
tinues. The Bill, therefore, proposes
that the period for deductions of ad­
ditional dearness alldwance, which* 
is due to cease on the ®h day of July,
1976, should be continued for one
year more___"

And then it says :

“While the additional" dearness al­
lowance deducted upto June 1976 will
be repaid in the manner provided in 
the Act. the deductions made f-r»m 
July 1976 will be repaid in five equul
annual instalments by crediting each 
such instalment to the provident
fund account of the employee ’’

We were told in this House that this 
measure was taken to arrest the prices
and to contain the inflation which was
prevailing in the country. The prices 
have no doubt not increased. In cer­
tain items, the prices have come down;
(Interruptions) but since the month of
April 1976, the prices of all the commo­
dities have arisen. I would request ihe

talking about anything else. Let
•them purchase only vegetables.
The price of each vegetable has 

:gone up. The price of ‘Postman* 
has gone up from Rs. 16.50 to
!Rs. 17.85. The price of mustard oil
which came down to Rs. 7.50 has gone
up again; and it appears that there is 
a tendency for tlfif price of every item 
to go up. Under these circumstances,
.the question whether we should im­
pound the dearness allowance for an­
other year, is a matler for the Govern- 
ment to think about. I say this only
because of what had happened in this 

'House recently. The MPs were unable 
to make both ends mset. So, Rs. 500/-
were sanctioned to them; and herd£T:he 
•employees who want their full dearness 
allowance are not getting it. The cosx 
of living index is being manipulated in 
such a way that there*'is no fear of
any rise of dearness allowance in 
fyture. I am sure about it. The hon.
Minister is silting here; he promised 
.'before the Standing Committee of the 
JCM that it was under consideration.
Mrs. Sushila Rohatgi, while replying
to the Supplementary Demands had 
said tihat it was under consideration.
There were two questions raised.
'The first was about the sixth 
instalment of dearness allowance
to Central Government employees,
and the second was about rais­
ing the emoluments of pensioners.
Something has been done to the pen­
sioners. But we do not know anything 
as to what has happened to the 6th 
instalment of the dearness allowance.
•Government says that if protects the 
-salary of the wage-eamers. I am not 
an economist; the hon. Minister is. He
will bear me out that tfie real wages of
the workers have fallen beyond expec­
tations. There is a fall in real wages
Any trade unionist will bear me out— 

-whether belonging to my group or the 
other group—that the real wages of the 
working classes have gone down.

SHRI & M. BANERJEE: If you
could kindly give me time, I will go to
the Library and get the information.

MR. SPEAKER: Is there any report,
about the real wages going down?

SHRI & M. BANERJEE; Prices
have gone up. It is an admitted fact

MR. SPEAKER: When you say that 
the real wages have gone down, is it 
based on those reports? I am only ask­
ing whether it is your impression or
it is an admitted fact.

SHRI S. M. BANERJEE: This was
the impression of all the economists 
who were members of various commis­
sions. TKey say that the real wages 
have come down. If you consider the
consumer price index- f̂lnd if you con­
sider what the Reserve Bank have
written—you will find that the real
wages have gone down. Moreover, the 
purchasing capacity has gone down.
One reason why the prices have fallen 
is to lack of purchasing capacity.

SHRI B. V. NAIK (Kanara): When 
prices go down, the real wages go up. 
You are making a mistake regarding 
money wages and real wages.

SHRI S. M. BANERJEE: That is an 
artificial thing. It is a jugglery of sta­
tistics.

I am not a statistician, nor an 
economist.

SHRI B. V. NAIK: It is a jugglery
of the politician.

SHRI S. M. BANERJEE: According
to all reports, wages have come down.
50 per cent cf the workers are living
below starvation level. This is the re* 
port of many commissions. At this 
time, are we to impound the dearness 
allowance further, when the Govern­
ment knows that dearness allowance
is not going to be increased any
more? These employees are not go­
ing to get any more dearness allow­
ance, unless their BA is merged with
pay. Whatever dearness allowance
they are getting at present, 50 peer 
cent of it is being impounded; it is
not) for the future. So, I oppose it.
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When this measures was brought tor
the first time, we accepted it in all sin­
cerity and honesty. We explained to 
the Central Government employees and 
the other salaried people that they 
should tighten their belt in the interest 
of the country. Though we are in the 
opposition, we still explained to the 
workers m the JCM and the Standing 

"Committee of the JCM that they 
should agree to the arrears being de­
posited in the provident fund and 50 

per cent of the DA going to Ihe com­
pulsory deposit account. Now, when 
the stipulated period is ovej^Anstead of
getting the sixth instalment, they are 
getting this Bill. So. I would request 
the hon. Minister to kindly withdraw 
the Bill..

We are not opposing it merely tor 
the sake of opposition. We are sup­
porting many TEIfigs done by this Gov­
ernment. This ‘fheasure is going to 
give a handle to the reactionary forces 
to tell Ihe Government servants and 
the salaried people that the Govern­
ment are trying to extract their pound 
of flesh from tKeir employees. Lei the 
hon Minister not forget that the Gov­
ernment employees and other salaried 
people are paying income-tax. because 
they cannot conceal their income On 
the other hand, those who have dec­
lared something, are safe, because they 

"have declared some blackmoney, may 
be Rs. 2 lakh&or 3 lakhs They have 
got a certificate and nobody is going to 
touch them. But these Central Gov­
ernment employees and the salaried 
people are being to put to difficulty by 
this Bill.

So many assurances were given in 
this House, that this particular mea­
sure is going to be in force only for a 
limited period; I do not know what that 
particular period is. Let them say m 
this House that this measure is going 
to remain indefinitely. Then I can ap­
preciate at least their honesty and sin­
cerity. Let it not come in doses year 
by year. I oppose this because It is a 
breach of faith. It will not contain 
inflation. When they are not able to 
control the prices, if they say that 
•there should be no dearness allowance,

I am sorry 1 am unable to support that
proposal. So, vre oppose this lock, stock
and band.

SHRI C. SUBRAMANIAM: Sir, I
am sure you wouljji not expect me to 
reply to all the points raised by the 
hon. Member. 1 appreciate his interest 
in the welfare of the working class. 
But I want to tell him that we are 
equally, if not more, intereste3'in the 
welfare of not only the working class 
but the community as a whole. My 
humble judgment *s. because of these 
various measures that have been trken,
not only the workers have been bene­
fited but the whole nation has been 
benefited. It is only from that point of
view that we are extending this Bill
for another year.

Regarding the various points that 
have been raised by the hon Member,
they would be dealt with in detail when 
we take the Bill for consideration. So.

MR. SPEAKER: The House will now

take up further discussion and voting
the Demands for Grants under the
control of the Ministry of Agriculture
and Irrigation. I think there are a 
large number of speakers I propose
to give text minutes to each of the

the President.
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speakers. I would request the hon.
Members to confine their remarks to 
ten minutes.

DR. K. L. RAO (Vijayawada): Mr.
Speaker, Sir, I was mentioning yester­
day that the balance between food pro.
duction and the requirement c£ the 
nation has been achieved this year.
This balance is due to two factors.
One factor is checking the growth of
population and the other factor is com­
pensating for the vagaries of monsoons.
We have also submitted that the
growth of population can be taken 
care of by our normal irrigation pro­
gramme at the moment, that is to say,
by having additional one million hec­
tares every year. As far as the other 
factor is concerned, we have got to 
plan for, that is to say, to compensate 
for the vagaries of monsoons. In some
areas, we get good rainfall and good
produce from the land and in other
areas, we do not get them. The defi­
ciency is of the order of an average of
four million tonnes a year.

Therefore, we have got to take up a 
programme called “The monsoon com­
pensation programme", that is to say,
we must take steps to produce food
immediately and in an accelerated 
manner in three to four years. This
can be done by taking up areas where 
there is plenty of water, both cn the 
surface and underground, where the 
cost of works is very low, where the 
lands are fertile, where there is already 
some work done and where there is no
difficulty in carrying out the above

If you examine the whole country
you will find that the areas which are 
beet suited for this programme will be
the areas to the north of the Ganga In 
the State of U.P. Here, we have got
many rivers. There they have got
plenty of rainfall especially in the
monsoon months, excellent under­
ground water and the cost of the pro- 
jectb is less. Whereas ;n the rest of the
country, it is something like Rs. 2500 
per acre, cost of the project In Uttar
Pradesh in these areas will be around

Rs. lDOo per acre. Also, you will find 
a number of works already constructed
partly. For example, a barrage is al~ 
ready there in most of the cases.
Therefore, if we take up a package pro­
gramme in these areas, we can easily
produce the necessary amount of food- 
grains to meet the requirement For
example, compare the production of
rice in Tamil Nadu and U.P. In Tamil
Nadu, the land under rice is 2.8 mil­
lion hectares and the food produced is
5.5 million tonnes, that is to say. one
hectare produces two tonnes, whereas
in Uttar Pradesh, the cultivated land
under rice is 4.5 million hectares and 
it produces 3.8 million tonnes, that &
to say, one hectare produces less than 
one tonne

As i submitted, these require a care­
ful study, Tamil Nadu with less land 
is able to produce more food than U.P.
with a larger amount of land under 
cultivation of rice. The reason is that
the percentage of irrigation under rice
in U P is 16 whereas in Tamil Nadu,
it xs 90 per cent. So. we should see
immediately all that is required in U.P.
If you introduce irrigation in this area,
you will be able tjo produce 4 to 5 mil­
lion tonnes of rice immediately to
wipe out the deficiency due to the
vagaries of monsoons.

These are extremely valuable points
which have got to be examined and I
hope the hon Minister will study in 
depth and take necessary steps also. As
I said, the cost comes to very much
less; it is Rs. 400-500 crores in four
years. Therefore, it is very important
that we should take up a special mon­
soon compensation programme with the 
result that all the shortages that occur
in bad years can be made up by pro­
duction in U P. Some people may say,
this will bring an extra assistance to
UJP. It is not. It is a national effort
Instead of borrowing and spending 
money in foreign exchange for im­
porting foodgrains—as in the last few
years, we have been importing food­
grains at the rate of Rs. 300 crores
a year—instead of dotng that, It 1* 
much better to grow foodgrains In 
India itself.
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Social justice can be achieved by
adjusting the normal irrigation pro­
gramme. We have got a large r, umber 
of drought areas. We should make 
sufficient provision of irrigation m 
those areas. For example, there is a 
stretch oti. drought areas along the
river Oanga. There are drought areas,
like, Palamu, Rewa, Mirzapur, Shoha- 
bad, Gaya and so on. We should take
up the irrigation projects in those 
drought areas under the normal irriga­
tion programme. The diversion of
Tilaya waters to Gaya district will
completely eliminate the chronic dro­
ught conditions there. It is hanging 
fire for a number of years. It is sur­
prising that the diversion of 1/4
million acre ft. in a river of 10 million 
acres ft. is giving the trouble. It 
seems, a lot of discussion is going on
which is not necessary. It should be
done. The normal irrigation program­
me should include all the drought
areas. What I suggest is that in ad­
dition to normal programme we should 
have a monsoon compensation pro.
gramme, as I said earlier, separately In 
order to produce in three or four years
4-5 million tonnes which will wipe out
the effect of vagaries cf monsoons.
Once you do that, you need net import
foodgrains from outside.

In India, we have got a large popu­
lation. It is the second largest country
in the world. We have got an obliga­
tion to the world. We should watch 
food production in the next 20 years.
At the end of Vhe Century, it is stated,
the population of the world will be­
come double. What happens to food
production then? One has got to watch
it. We have got a special responsibility 
because we have a large population to
support. It is being suggested that
there should be a global programme.
Now, countries like Venezuela and 
Nigeria which are oil-producing count* 
ries and rich countries are not pro­
ducing foodgrains ana they are only
importing from outside. At the same
time, they have got a good supply of
river waters and a good soli I had 
been there two months back. There is 
a river called Orinoco which is as large
as the Ganga and the Brahamaputra

combined. They have not cultivated 
even one acre of land in the valley of
that river. They are importing food­
grains because they have got plenty of
oil and they have become very tich.
That is wrong. That policy must be
changed. The countries which 
have got water resources and 
good soil must produce their own 
food so that at the end of the
next 20 years, at the end of the 
Century, the position in the matter of
food production is stablished to be able 
to meet the growing population of the 
world.

There are some countries like Arab 
countries where water and good soil,
are scarce. Those countries have to
depend upon the surplus foodgrains of
other countries. But the countries
which have got a good supply of river
waters and good soil must produce
their own food. That is very Impor­
tant. India comes under that category.
It has got good water potential and 
good soil. Therefore, it should be pos­
sible for India to become self-sufficient
in foodgrains at the end of the Century 
to meet the needs of the population 
at that time. That is the responsibility 
we should be able to take. I hope, the
hon. Minister of Agriculture and Irri­
gation will take this stand in the F.A.O.
Conference discussions that we will be
able to do that provided the rest of
the world also does it.

Now, I would like to make a few
suggestions very briefly to the hon.
Minister. Minor irrigation is in the
agriculture sector. It should be shifted 
to irrigation sector. The idea of bring­
ing irrigation to agriculture is to 
have a coordinated action to provide
irrigation facilities. Minor irrigation 
means tapping water from under­
ground and that involves a large 
number of technical and highly com­
plicated machinery and so on which,
in course of time, are being improved.
Therefore, I submit, minor inigation
should be shifted from agriculture sec­
tor to irrigation sector covering right
from the big projects to very small
ones as well.

Than, our financial constraints have
been more rigorous because we have
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taken up project* which are hanging 
on lor more than 20 years. For exam­
ple <he Gandak Project is a very good
one; it is an extremely good one and 
if that is not successful, nothing would
be successful in this country. It is in 
an area where there is fertile ground­
water and there is the excellent river
Gandak where a barrage is also con­
structed, but we are not getting the 
fruits thereof yet

Similarly, the same thing applies to 
Kosi. That means that we should re.
quest the concerned State Govern­
ments and probably take action our­
selves in the matter to see that the 
projects for which a considerable
amount of money has been given and 
spent give benefits early in the inte­
rests of the nation, because we are 
more interested in the nation becoming 
self-sufficient as early as possible—
because we cannot drain away our 
resources, whatever little we have,
year after year. In these respects I 
think the Centre and the hon. Mini­
ster will have to keep a watch on the
various projects.

Likewise, I don’t know why the
Rajasthan Canal has been hanging on 
for years and years. I am glad to note 
that the Hon. Minister has, this year,
allotted an extra amount of money for
some of these projects and is also see­
ing to it that these projects are
completed. Hereafter, our policy should 
be that no project in this country
should take more than 10 years. We
should plan our financial adjustment
and the project itself should be so 
adjusted that no project goes
beyond ten years. If any project
which will have extensive bene­
fits is likely to spill over ten years,
it should be taken up in the second 
stage, but the first stage should be
complete in itself, both as regards ex­
penditure and its benefits to the nation.

Then, we are thinking of collecting
betterment levy. In some places we
did it and in many projects we did not
succeed. I don’t know whether Cent­

ral legislation wil give an impetus to
see that this bettement levy is col*
lected at least for five to ten years.

Then, again, our designs and our
constructions, particularly the canal
systems, have not improved. They
have been following old rules where a 
lot of safety factors are involved; and 
really the structures need not be so 
massive. In this respect, new theories
are coming up—for example, reinforced
concrete. This is a method wherein 
the concrete which we will have to put 
in now the structures will be much
less than what we do in at the moment.
These new techniques will have to be
incorporated and the Engineers should 
be requested to achieve economy to the 
extent possible.

Another point I wish to make is that 
the Engineers who adopt new innova­
tions should not be punished if
any mishap occurs. Of course,
mishaps should not occur, but
when you want a man to go out of
the usual way and adopt some
new methods by which we can 
achieve economy, he has to be sup­
ported. Why I am s-jjing this is be­
cause it is very usual in our country 
to go on troubling the Engineers for
every little thin#. I know that in the 
case’ of the Matatila dam for a very
simple occurrence they harassed the
Engineers and there was a Committee
going into it for a long time. I sub­
mit that this poliov should go and the 
Engineers should be given a sufficient 
amount of encouragement. We have
the best Engineers m this country, es­
pecially in the field of Irrigation If
only we give them sufficient encourage­
ment and protection 1 am sure they will
achieve enormous economy. What 1 pm 
Interested in is to see that the project
cost is less than whnt it is. Irrigation 
per acre, which was costing about
Rs. 250 before is to-day costing about
Rs. 25*0/. tn many cases except in
particularly favourable areas like UP.
and Bihar. What 1 am submitting is 
that there must be every encourage­
ment for Engineers and sufficient pro­
tection also.

Finally, in this eountry we have got
human resources and we value this
very much. But In actual practice, we
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not using that human resource we
are employing many contractors and so 
on with the result that the cost is going
up and the work is going slow etc. I 
submit that, in this respect, we must
observe what is being done m other 
countries, particularly China, where the 
human resources have been very well
exploited and very well used. 1 hap­
pened to be there when 1 saw 13 lakhs
of people working They have got
some intermediate technology-* that is 
to say, it is not regular machines like
draglines and so o1, but they have 
wheel-barrows *»*c. In China nobi dv 
carries earth on the head. In our 
country we carry so'l on the head and 
this is a very inefficient method of
doing it. We should conduct time &na_ 
motion studies to increase the efficiency 
of our working, and introduce new 
methods and easier methods
of handling In that case, we f'an 
reallv use our huTjan resources to the 
best advantage of the country In this 
country also I have seen this in the 
construction of he Kosi embankment.
In the beginning there was a lot cf
enthusiasm among the people and ihev
went voluntarily to those areas where
there used to be tigers and where the 
land was very inhospitable, the work 
was started on a voluntary basts and 
they did very well, 1 ut later on. some 
complications *.et in and the voluntary 
work collapsed. We should not he
afraid of failures Failure is ti»e step
ping-stone for suck̂ is I would submit
that there must be methods to utilise 
the human resources, mavbe, on a regu­
lar basis For every Indian, there may
be compulsory service for six months
to one year, tiie ê is nothing wiong
We should thing over this problem and 
see how to utilise the human re­
sources.

Finally, I would submit, that if
strong foundations in the matter of
food and energy *j« tfculy land, then
we have a great future, and our suc­
ceeding generations will feel happy
and be proud us.

SHRI BHALJIBHAI PARMAR (Do- 
had): Mr. Deputy-Speaker, Sir. I am 
glad that I am given the opportunity to 
speak on the Demands on Grants of
the Ministry of Agriculture and Irriga­
tion. In the report, the year 1975-78 
has been characterised by easy avail­
ability t>f foodgrains and steady dec­
line in their prices. The total produc­
tion of foodgrains during the year 1975-
76 may be expected to be around the 
target of 114 million tonnes fixed for
this year. This is a rosy picture for
our advance in agriculture. We thus 
expect to be self-sufficient on the food
front. But still we are depending on
imports of foodgrains During 1975, 
the total import of foodgrains into
India amounted to 74.7 lakh tonnes as 
against 48.74 lakh tonnes in 1974 and 
36.14 lakh tonnes m 1973. I think this 
is also due to the population explosion 
In our country for which Dr. Karan 
Singh, the Health and Family Planning 
Minister, has decided to come to the 
rescue of the Department of food by
introducing vigorous steps in family
planning. This will also help to a 
large extent in decreasing our food im­
ports in future.

In my State of Gujarat, the food
position during this year seems to be
'very easy as Gujarat has reached the 
target of 50,000 tonnes of wheat this 
year. Gujarat is also trying to procure 
1,00,000 tonnes of wheat this year.
The agricultural crop production
for the rabi and kharif crops
is estimated to be 47 lakh ton­
nes. This is, so to say, the highest
record of good crop in Gujarat. The 
State of Gujarat is now under Presi­
dent’s rule. The Government of Guja­
rat should see that the prices of daily
necessities do not increase and that the 
price of groundnut should be maintain­
ed properly by keeping stocks in the 
State and not allowing the same to be 
moved out. The agriculturists of Guja­
rat should be allowecT to keep 25 quin­
tals of com of one kind and not 10
quintals as is fixed by the State Gov­
ernment.

The landless people should be given 
title deeds at an early date after
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[Shri Bhaljibhai Parmarj
granting them lands tor cultivation.
There should not be delay in the
same as delay will deny them the 
opportunity of cultivating the land
during the coming kharif season.

Th* prices of different foodstuffs
sold in hotels and restaurants must be
decreased as the prices of food com­
modities are going down and there is a 
downward trend.

Inter-State water disputes must be
solved seriously as most of the livers
in India are inter-Slate in character.
The Ministry should continue to settle 
the water disputes amicably by nego­
tiations through the good offices of the 
Centre, leading to fruitful results. I 
appreciate the view taken by the Union 
Minister of Agriculture and Irrigation 
and the representatives of the four
Stales of Madhya Pradesh, Maharash­
tra. Rajasthan and Gujarat pending 
the decision of the Tribunal, in allow­
ing Gujarat to go ahead with the cons,
truction of the Karjan, Heran, Kami
and Subhi projects

In Gujarat, there are drinking water
difficulties in 950 villages. Most of
them are in the Saurashtra region and 
some are in the Broach district. It is
estimated that 3,200 tubewells are re­
quired to be constructed which would 
require a loan of Bs. 38 crores. The
Central Government should help by 
giving special grants to the State for
this purpose The Government of Gu­
jarat intend to proceed with the Panam 
river dam, command areas, check dams 
irrigation tanks etc. Priorify should be
given for the construction of Kotar 
bunding etc., specially in tribal areas 
for preservation of water and irrigation 
purposes.

Due publicity should be given to the
drought prone areas programmes. The
strategy is to improve the economy of
these areas through a package of
icfra-sfructural and farm development
activities with the objective of optimal
utilisation of land in accordance with
the human and livestock resources of
the areas concerned.

Nutrition programmes would have a
better impact on health of rural mas­
ses. We have to pay heed to the
health of the rural masses, as atso 
urban areas. 80 I say that nutrition 
programmes must be well organised 
in the rural areas so that poor people
could take advantage of it, especially 
the tribal people who are backward
economically. They do not get jobs or
regular employment. They are mov­
ing from place to place and so their 
problems should be attended to by the 
government.

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE 

MINISTRY OF AGRICULTURE AND 
IRRIGATION (SHRI SHAHNAWAZ
KHAN): Sir, it is very gratifying to
observe that the working of the
Ministry of Agriculture and Irrigation 
has been appreciated. The ministry 
has been functioning under the very
able and mature guidancoe of Babuji.
It is a happy augury for the country
that we have attained self-sufficiency
and wie are loking forward to building
up a sizeable buffer stock. The present
trends in the country are that we shall
as early as possibly bring prosperity
to the millions of our people. That
prosperity cannot be separated from 
the prosperity of the farmers—small
and marginal—and agricultural lab­
ourers who form about 80 per cent of
our population who live in villages.
It is but right that large number of
hon. Members including Sardar Dar- 
bara Singh could have referred to the
schemes that are operating in the
country for the development of small
and marginal farmers. These schcmes
are aimed at bringing about prosperity
among our small and marginal farmers
and agricultural labourers. The main 
emphasis is on increasing food pro­
duction and on improving their lot.
During the Fifth Five Year Plan, a 
sum of Rs. 200 crores hag been set
aside for the development of 160 
small fanners development agencies
and the main thrust would be on 
development of minor irrigation to
promote crop husbandry programme.
A large number of hon. Members have
very correctly emphasised the need 
for development of minor irrigation.
Sir, we hope, during these fivia years,

these minor irrigation schemes would
be in operation and we hope to bring
over five million hectares of land 
under minor irrigation. That is the 
main emphasis of the small farmers
development agencies.

Sir, we have so far identified 75 lakh 
small and marginal farmers and agri­
cultural labourers. These persons are
eligible to benefit from the small far­
mers development agency schemes.
These schemes contain an element of
subsidy. For instance, a small farmer
or a marginal farmer wishes to have a 
tubewell and the tubewell costs about
Rs. 10,000. 25 per cent in the case of
small farmer and 33 per cent in the 
case of marginal farmer, would be
given as subsidy to him. Similarly, we 
are giving milch cattles to agricultural
labourers and marginal farmers. There
again an element of subsidy of 33.13 
per cent Is given. I have visited some 
area9 and found that these schemes 
are very popular and the people arc
taking full advantage of them.

The House would be glad to learn 
that so far 2.87 lakh people have taken 
advantage of the minor irrigation 
schemes; 1.53 lakh people have bene­
fited from the dairy industry; 10,000 
have benefited from the poultry pro­
jects; 23 lakhs of people have benefit­
ed frojn improved agricultural scheme 
and so far, we have succeeded in dis­
bursing Rs. 110 crores as term lours
among small and marginal farmers and 
agricultural labourers. Similarly, my
hon. friend Shri Parmar and others 
spoke about the importance of deve­
loping drought prone areas which 
have scanty rainfall. People in those 
areas are rather economically back­
ward and, therefoi'a, we have selected 
74 projects or districts in those drought
prone areas and schemes are function­
ing there. In these projects also, we
are laying emphasis on improving
minor irrigation, dry land levelop- 
ment, cattle /sheep development, poul­
try and dairy afforestation etc. Seri­
culture, in certain areas, has proved
higMy popular and successful; and 
small and marginal farmers are taking 
to it  I have seen one farmer in the
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[Shri Shahnawaa Khan]
Kolar region having one acre of land;
and he is making as much as Rs. 15,000 
by the sale of mulberry leaves to
other farmers or agricultural labour­
ers who are growing sllk-worm. It is
highly popular; and we have helped
such small farmers to improve their
irrigation. In the drought-prone areas 
we are also getting assistance from
the International Development Agency
(I.D.A.); and 985 million will be given
to us by the World Bank for six pro­
jects in Anantapur in A.P., Bijapur in 
Karnataka, Ahmednagar, Sholapur in
Maharashtra, Jodhpur and Nagaur in
Rajasthan. These are all special pro­
jects in these areas, apart from the
other schemes that I have spoken 
about, 74 in all.

W« then have the tribal people. You
are so much interested in them, Sir,
and you are so much linked with the
tribal population. Those tribal people
are also receiving very special atten- 
tion of the Government. We have 8 
pilot projects for the development of
the selected, sensitive backward tribal
belts; and in each project, wt» will be
spending Rs. 1.50 to Rs. 2 erores in 
helping them to improve their agri­
culture, to improve their animal hus­
bandry, horticulture and fisheries—all
these pilot projects ana being operated 
for the tribal areas. I am glad to say 
that the tribals are reacting very fav­
ourably and cooperating with us in im­
proving their lot. We are trying to
ensure that the other people who were
so far exploiting the tribals are pre­
vented from doing so and from en­
croaching on the land of the tribals.

We then have got the hill areas;
right from Kashmir to Ledo in Assam,
there are hill areas; and these areas 
are inhabited by very hardy and hard­
working people; and it is essential
that they should not be ignored, For
the development of these hill areas,
we have taken up 8 pilot projects, one
of them is in Tehri Garhwal, tb* other 
it in Manipur and yet another is in 
Tehri-Garhwal. These ace the 3 pro­
jects in which we are carrying out

very special experiments. **•
laying special emphasis m  stahtHriog 
agriculture and to diacouragelhooro*
cultivation. Huge areas of ftarest land*
are burnt out every year; and every
year, a new field is created by the
burning of jungles and forests; and
next year, the . ‘Jhoomias’ move to
some other place; this is leading to
irrepairable damage to our forests
and is doing a lotf of harm. We have
established an agricultural research) 
complex in the eastern region with its
headquarters at Shillong and with 
brandies in each of the States ih the
eastern region, Mizoram, Meghalaya 
Nagaland, all these areas are coveredt
Theife we are carrying out veuy in­
teresting experiments to find out whe­
ther we can stabilise agriculture in 
those areas and whether we can find 
out a way by which the tribal people
would take to established agriculture,
rather than shifting cultivation, and 
we expect we will suucctiied in this 
work.

Shri D. N. Tiwary is not unfor­
tunately present here. He made alle­
gations against one of our top-most
scientists in the country, a person who
is renowned «U over the world and 
one who is respected for his knowle­
dge. I have tried to explain the situa­
tion earlier during the Question Hour
and during short duration discussions 
in the House. Apparently, Shri Tiwary
has not for given either him or me.

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The Inquiry Committee appointed by
&* Government of Ituiu to review
the recruitment and other procedures
in the Indian Council of Agricultural
Research went into this problem care­
fully and arrived at the following
conclusions:

“It is obvious that the protein
content of wheat, as probably of
other cereals, is highly variable, de­
pending upon the soil, climatic con­
ditions and also the fertilizer use,
and variation is well-reflected in 
the published results. However, in 
spite of the variation, Sharbati 
Sonora seems to be clearly superior
to Sanora—64 and Kalyan Sona in 
respect of protein content.”

So, the allegation has ben completely
belied by the finding of Inquiry Com­
mittee.

I quite agree with my hon. friends
that no useful purpose would be serv­
ed by continuing this controversy.
This article was published in a British 
journal known as New Scientist by
one Mr Henlon. In his article of
November 7, 1974, he said; “Top Food
Scientist publishes false data”. He
based his statement on an FA.O. offi­
cer, Dr E. Bennett, who said that all
claims relating to Sharbati Sonar a had
been demonstrated to be false One of
the leading British scientists, Sir
Joseph Hutchinson, F.R.S., and some
scientific journals strongly objected to
fills article as unethical, and said:

“This allegation was based on
racialism. A  scientist from the first
world cannot tolerate seeing a scien­
tist from the third world coming up
to the same level.**

This view has been upheld by our
revered Prime Minister, during" her
recent speech, when she said:

'India and Indian science must be
prepared for more onslaughts. At­
tempts will be made to discredit
leading figures in our science as they
are being made to denigrate leading
figures in our politics.’’

SHRI D. N. TIWARY: I want to 
know what reply you have got to the
report of Gajendragadkar who said 
that this has not been proved by vari­
ous laboratories here also. It had to
be sent to laboratories, it was never
sent. Why?

SHRI SHAHNAWAZ KHAN: Un­
fortunately, you were not here. I 
read the finding of the Enquiry Com­
mittee.

SHRI D. N. TIWARY: I have seen 
the report.

SHRI SHAHNAWAZ KHAN; I am 
also reading from the same report.
The Central Varieties Release Com­
mittee, a committee consisting of lead­
ing scientists of the country, has also
upheld this claim that the protein con­
tent of Sharbati Samara is superior to
other varieties I would not like to
take more time of the House on this.

I would like to enlighten the House
on the excellent research that has 
been carrited out by our scientists.
They have done excellent work on rice
in evolving blast—resistant varieties
and brown plant hopper resistant
varities. Also, in wheat, which has 
bee** affected by rust in a very serious 
manner, we have succeeded in evolv­
ing rust-resistant varieties of wheat.
Also, our Ministry of Health were
very keen on developing a plant, a 
tuber known as Dios corea. This 
creeper has a tuber growing under­
neath which is used for family plan­
ning, and our Institute has now evolv­
ed very useful varieties, and we will
be able to meet the requirements «£
the country in this dnut
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SHRI S. M. BANERJBE (Kanpur):
He «ays it is for a family planning.
How will it be used?

SHRI SHAHNAWAZ KHAN: A
chemical diosogenin is extracted from 
the tuber and used in the manufacture
of a contraceptive pill.

Shri D. D. Desai is an expert on oil­
seeds, and he has been insisting that
some Improvement in groundnut
should be made. He is aware that we
have evolved a variety of bunch type
groundnut which has a period of dor­
mancy, and that has a great effect
from the agricultural point of view.

Some people also said that we should
take advantage of research and varie­
ties which are available in other parts
of the world. We fully appreciate that 
view and are always ready to take
WeJp from others

We have also evolved a new variety
of hybrid cotton. There are five varie­
ties of cotton such as Suvm, Sujata,
Hybrid 4, Varalaxmi and MCU5. Our
varieties have become so popular that
I am happy to inform you that even
our friends from Pakistan would like
to import and we would like to co­
operate with them

In the matter of cattle breeding, we
have also made good progress As
Babuji was saying today, hybrid cow
is rcplac<ed by buffalo, I hope if the
hon. Members find some time to visit
Kamal and Pusa Institutes, they
will come to know that we have
cows which are producing as much as 
38 litre? of milk per day. We milk
th*am four times a day. As far as 
buffalos arc concerned, some research
has been done on them Now, we
have started a progeny testing of
buffalos and the House would he
happy to know that other countries
want our buffalos. We had a
tion from Iraq and they wanted to
import a large number of Indian
buffalos. Other countries like Bulga­
ria have also taken buffalos and

particularly the Murrah variety is in
great demand.

As far as sheep is concerned, we are
also carrying on a lot of experiments
on sheep breeding. Recently the
House is aware that for the first time
in their history the Soviet Union ex­
ported 250 Karakul sheep outside the
Soviet territory. This Is the first time
that this sheep has ever been exporte- 
ed. The House would be happy to
know that we had 200 females and SO 
males and they have given lambs. 150 
sheep have given birth to 161 lambs.
They are multiplying very fast in the
desert of Bikaner. We are improving
both the quality of wool as well as 
mutton from our sheep (In­
terruptions.) There we are
going in for artificial insemination.
This country has a tremendous scope
for development of fishery. We have
our Fishery Research Institute at
Barrackpore Recently I was there
and I was happy to see that in sunder- 
bans and in those areas, they had 
proved that it was possible to produce
nine ton*? of fish per hectare in a year.
Thtere is a tremendous scope for deve­
lopment of fishery particularly in the 
eastern region where there is plenty 
of water There this fish breeding is 
profitable and it grows very very fast.
There is one particular type of fish 
called "Grass Carp”. We have im­
ported that from China and that fsh,
given proper living conditions, grows
to a size of 5 Kg in one year. There

tremendous scope and our scientists
have evolved new methods known as 
induced fish breeding. Pitutary gland
extraction given as injection to the
fish induces fish to lay large number 
of eggs. This way it is possible to
multiply fish seed hundreds of times.
We are encouraging our small margi­
nal farmers, the State Governments,
and the cooperatives, also the coopera­
tives of ex-soldiers, to come forward
and take part m the development of
fishery, cattle breeding, and, we hope,
our countrymen will take full advant­
age of this.

About sugar, I would just like to 
say a few words...
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SHRI M. RAM GOPAL REDDY
(Niaamabad): The production has
gone down.

SHRI SHAHNAWAZ KHAN: Yes, I
«dmit, due to adverse factors, thtei pro­
motion has gone down this year. As
against 48 lakh tonnes of production
last year, we feel, the production this 
year may only be about 43 lakh ton­
nes. This is due to various conditions
connected with weather, heavy rain­
fall and water-logging in certain areas.
Although the area under cane was
more, the actual supply to sugar mills
was less. We feel that much mere
sugarcane was diverted to crushers
this year than in previous years. The
position is that we are hoping to
achieve a capacity of 70 lakh tonnes
for licensing by the end of the Fifth
Plan. That is our target.

Now, 259 sugar mills are installed in
the country out of which 103 are in
the cooperative sector. Then, out of
all the licences issued 96 new factories
ace at different stages of implementa­
tion. Almost all States have applied
and obtained licences. We hope that
with this new policy of encourage­
ment and concessions which have been
allowed, the new factories will come
up in the shortest possible time. Ma*
harashtra has stll to implement licence
for 22 sugar mills; Andhra Pradesh— 
20 sugar mills; UJP.—23 sugar milols;
Tamil Nadu—8; Karnataka—8; Gujara
_6; Haryana—2; Madhya Pradesh— 1;
Assam—4; Pondicherry—I and Mani­
pur—l. The total is 96 mills. We
hope, when these mills come up. we
will attain the target that we have
fixed for the Fifth Plan.

The House will be glad to know that
this year the position of payment of
pan* dues to farmers is very much
better than what it was last year. I
am grateful to the State Govern­
ment* which have taken Hrong steps
to ensure that farmers get thfiir dues
in time. They have enacted legisla­
tion. Not only they have enacted
lcgU4aiion but they have given effect
to l i  One of this leading sugar mill
•wners in Uttar Pradesh who had de­

faulted in paying sugarcane dues to
farmers is now in jail. The state
Governments are taking strong mea­
sures and they have enacted legisla­
tion to ensure that if any sugarcano
payment Is delayed, they will have to
pay interest ranging from 12—15 per
cent. I hope, this will have the de­
sired effect.
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•SHRI M. KATHAMtTTHU (Maga- 
pattinam): Mr. Chairman, Sir, on ac­
count of paucity of tim« I would con­
fine my remarks only to two or three 
essential issues concerning the Minis­
try of Agriculture. I would like to
stress the importance of land reforms
in the agricultural policy of our Gov­
ernment I need not say that the 
issue of land reforms is under the ad­
ministrative control of the Ministry of
Agriculture. In the Annual Report of
this Ministry it is sla%i: “the land 
reform constitutes an important aspect 
of the programme for overall trans­
formation of the rural society The 
national policy of tenancy reforms 
aims at uniformity within the broad 
framework of conferment of owner­
ship lights on the tenants” As I
Mated at the outset, the imperative 
necessity of land reforms jn the 
scheme of things has been rt-cogn.sed 
m the Annual Report The 20-pomt
economic programme also lays preat 
importance on land reforms. When 
we see that the same degree of im­
portance to land ri4foi ms not given 
m actual practice, m the process of
implementing this national agricultu­
ral policy, we ore constrained to feel
that only a sense of complacency has 
been exhibited in the Annual TlPport 
by the Government. The gap between 
widening.

My hon. friend, Shri Sarju Pande,
pointed out yesterday that m Uttar 
Pradesh pat fas have been given to the 
landless, but they have not got the 
physical possession of the land The 
actual ownership of land has not yet 
been vested on lhe landless in many 
States. 1 am sorry to say that the ex­
isting land laws also do not provide
for the conferment of ownership of land 
to the cultivating tenants. In Bihar,

Tamil Nadu and some other States 
there is no law at all for enforcing
conferment of ownership. In Andhra 
Pradesh* Haryana and Rajasthan, there 
is a Jaw envisaging that the cultivating
tenants can purchase the land. For
me this seems to be an Utopian dream.
Will it ever be possible for the landless
to purchase land? As has already been 
done in Kerala, where the law for con­
ferring the ownership of land to the 
landless has been effectively implement,
ed, the Central Government should 
persuade other States to enact such ?
legislation forthwith Unless this >s 
done immediately, no significant pro­
gress can be made in land reforms.

Sir, another disturbing feature is Ihat 
lands can be resumed for personal
cultivation, the inevitable oonsequenre 
of which is forcible eviction of the 
tenants. In Assam, Andhra Pradesh,
West Bengal and in some other States,
the landlords can resume the land for
personal cultivation. Only recently 
the Tamil Nadu has banned, the 
resumption of land for personal cultiva­
tion. Yet, I can quote instances galore
of the eviction taking place even in 
Tamil Nadu and other States If the 
cultivating tenants are evicted uncere­
moniously in this fashion, how are we
going io confer upon them the owner­
ship of land? The Tamil Nadu Indebt­
ed Agriculturists (Temporary Relief;
Ordinance Number 2 of 1976 was pro­
claimed after the dissolution of the 
Tamil Nadu Legislative Assembly and 
the imposition of President’s rule. For
the fatal upto June M). 1975 this relief
should be there. Since there is no
provision in the Act, we expect more
evictions to take place. On the one
hand fhe tenants are being evicted and 
On the other we talk about conferment
of ownership. I demand that a ban
should be imposed throughout the
country prohibiting the resumption of
Und for personal cultivation. It should
also be ensured that the policy of con­
tenting ownership of land to the tenants 
is uniformly implemented throughout
the country.

According to the national guidelines,
the tenants are to hand over annually
to the landowners one-flfth or one- 
fourth of the produce towards rent. Z 
am sorry that this is also not being im­
plemented uniformly throughout the
country. In Andhra Pradesh, Haryana,
Punjab, and Tamil Nadu, more than 
their entitled share is extracted by the 
landowners. When the national guide­
lines are being flouted in this manner,
I suggest that the Government at the 
Centre should take effective steps for
the implementation of national guide­
lines in respect of giving protection to 
the cultivating tenants.

Sir, land records and proper registra­
tion constitute the basis for any kind of
land reforms. In many States even 
today proper registration is not being 
done and the land records are not be­
ing maintained at alL When the 
question of incorporating the Tamil
Nadu Land Ceiling Act in the 9th 
Schedule of the Constitution is being 
debated, no steps have been taken to
ensure that this Act is in consonance
with the national guidelines. The 
Annual Report of the Ministry does not
refer to any action taken in the matter
of amending all the State Land Ceiling 
Laws to be in conformity with the
national guidelines. The foremost
duty of the Central Government, in 
particular the Ministry of Agriculture,
is uniform implementation of national
guidelines by the States.

It is high time that some attention 
is paid io vast areas of land i>elonging 
to religious trusts and other trusts. In 
Tamil Nadu alone 4.5 lakh aoreb of
land belong to the religious trusts. 1+ 
will be just an eye-wash if we talk of
land reforms without touching the land 
belonging to the religious trusts And 
other trusts. In fact, the Government
will not get enough surplus land for
distribution if they do not do some­
thing'about the land belonging to the 
religious trusts and other trusts
Similarly, I have to point out that 
binomi transactions continue merrily.
I am afraid that probably it has gone 
beyond control. The Government must 
forthwith come with a heavy hand on
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fiuch binami transactions. The Minis­
try of Agriculture shoul£ look into
these aspects if land reforms are to be- 
mmf a resounding success in our
country. Sir, in the malter oI land 
reforms, the cooperation of the people
Is a must and in order to ensure it the
Government must formulate proposals
for setting up peoples' committees
throughout the country.

Sir, I have to point out that ihe far­
mers are not getting remunerative
prices either for commercial crops or
for foodgrains. You know that
modern scientific agriculture demands
greater use of chemical fertilisers even 
at forhidding prices. Though the Gov­
ernment have recently reduced the
{Rices of chemical fertilisers, it is not
so much as to permit the purse of the 
farmers. A viable approach has to 
be adopted in regard to fixation of re.
munerative prices for the agricultural
products. The arguments that high 
prices for foodgrains would have
adverse effect, the consumer price of
foodgrains would go up,"tEe inflationary 
tendencies would get further fillip etc.
do not hold much water under the 
present circumstances. By portray­
ing such' a frightening picture, the just
demands of Ihe farmers for remunera­
tive prices cannot be neglected. It
must be borne in mind that agriculture,
like any other industry, is also an 
economic activity.

1 would like to say that the procure* 
ment of foodgrains varies from State to
State. It should be uniform through,
out the country. There is no meaning 
in declaring support prices where mono­
poly purchases are resorted, and where
the farmers cannot sell their produce
anywhere. Upto January 30, 1976 
there was one procurement price in 
Tamil Nadu. After the dismissal of
the Tamil Nadu D.M.K. Ministry and 
after the dissolution of Ihe Assembly,
It was declared that the procurement
would be stopped. After agitation fay 
the people, support price wa* announc­
ed. In this process the small farmer* 
have suffered seriously. Instead of

support price, remunerative procure­
ment price should be announced. The
methodology of the Agricultural Prices
Commission fixing prices requires
modification and in fact a thorough 
review1 should be undertaken in this 
matter. This is essential if the Go*
verament want to end the unseemly 
controversy between the urban and 
rural areas.

The hon. Minister this afternoon 
stated that the sugarcane production 
this would be just about 43 lakh 
tonnes as compared to 48 lakh tonnes 
last year. He also staled that this
seems to be inexplicable when more
area has been brought under sugarcane 
cultivation. If that is so, where has
the sugarcane gone? I have to point
out that in northern States more area 
has been brought under sugarcane cul­
tivation, In southern States the pro­
duction of sugarcane has come down,
mainly because of unremunerative
prices to the producers Jn fa*'*, xn 
Tamil Nadu, the price given to sugar­
cane is very much le«?s. Naturally
Ihe sugarcane cultivators have left
sugarcane cultivation. The same posi­
tion obtains in cotton and chilly The
sugarcane price varies from Slate to 
State. The Central Government must
bestow their personal attention in this 
important matter concerning the vital
economic activity of the nation.

Though the minimum wages to tfce 
agricultural labour have been announc­
ed, they have not got the l̂ eneflt yet
I understand there is interference
from Police in many places. I demand 
that the Ministry of Agriculture should
look into this matter seriously and 
sincerely.

In conclusion, I would remind this 
Bouse that the hon. Finance Minister 
himself stated in his budget speech 
that the credit facilities being extend* 
ed by the financial institutions have so 
far been availed of by the big farmers. 
In the Annual Report of the Mintstrf 
of Agriculture a reference has Been 
made fo this fact. The institutionalised
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credit being given now is not suffi­
cient for the small fanners. The Go­
vernment must ensure that the small
fanners get adequate credit facilities
at the appropriate time.

With ihese words I conclude my 
speech.

<E3uru)’ Mr. Chairman, Sir, I was very 
glad to hear that sufficient funds have 
been provided for agricultural deve­
lopment, particularly on the irrigation 
side. The Andhra Government had 
requested several times for the eomple
tion of the Nagarjunasagar Project
It was originally estimated to cost Ks
91.12 crores; now the figure is expected
to be Rs. 312.47 crores. Work on the 
project was inaugurated by Pandit
Jawaharlal Nehru in 1955. It started 
an 1B65 but thereafter the allocations
came down sharply. From Ra. 20 
crore in 1965-66 it came down to Rs.
5.3 crores in 1973-74.

Work on the Nagarjunasagar Dam 
having been completed, water is now
available to irrigate the lull ayacut of
21.54 lakh acres. The canal excavation 
bM however been partly completed up.
to mile 66/3 and block 12 on the right
•ide. A total of 10.71 lakh acres has 
been covered with irrigation facilities.

The expeditious execution a* canal
works to 00%  the balane* of 11 lakh 
acres depends on the availability of in* 
creased funds. But for lack of funds 
we cannot complete it now. The Gov­
ernment of Andhra Pradesh has appeal* 
ed to the centre several times for
funds. It is not Andhra Pradesh oi
Guntur or the Krishna district only 
which i* concerned with this. This
should be treated as a national project
just as Bhakrs-Nangal or Damodar 
Valley project or Neyveli. Agriculture
is the only Industry of Andhra Pradesh.
We have no other industry. Govern­
ment are prepared to spend crores and 
crores on importing foodgraine but Gov> 
emment arc not considering the invest­
ment of a few crores here which will
produce food for the entire country,
not only lor Andhra Pradesh.

Concrete proposals were sent fo the 
Government of India in February !975 
for sanction of additional financial
assistance, if necessary by securing 
foreign aid, as the additional invest­
ment on the project by the Centre 
would result in tremendous economl’
advantage to the country. Now T 
heard that the Government have sanc­
tioned only Rs 3.5 crores lor
Nagarjunasagar and Rs 1 5 crores for
Pochampad; the additional benefits as 
a result of which would come to 5,000 
hectares in the case of Nagarjunasagar 
and 10,000 hectares in the case of
Pochampad.

We always say that the fanner is the 
backbone of the economy of the country 
that the farming industry is ‘he basic 
and key  industry of the country. But 
this is the fate of projects which have 
a direct bearing on agriculture and 
farming. The Minister has not given 
a proper answer.

As regards sugarcane, the basic ques­
tion h about the cane price. That is 
the only industry owned by the farmers
now Unless the cane price is fixed 
satisfactorily, the farmers will suffer
Thi# question has been raised many 
times for two or three yews. There is 
no reply a$ to on wha* basis the? have
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ftxad the pfice. Several time, we
have discussed the matter with the 
concerned ©Ulcers In the Agriculture
Ministry. Generally, they have agreed
on the calculations, but nothing actual­
ly happened.

Recently, fortunately or unfortunate­
ly, we have constructed one Coopera­
tive Sugar factory at Bhimadola in my 
constituency. Now the loss has gone 
up. We constructed the factory within 
a cost of Rs. 3 crores (Interruption).

SHRI ANNASAHEB P. SHINDE • 
Very unfortunate.

SHRI K. SUHYANARAYANA: Be­
cause we have not pushed up the price
we have not colluded with the rianu- 
facturers, whereas in the same year, for
the same capacity with the same
machinery Government have invested
Rs. 4i crores. The incentive is not
there to my factory.

AN. HON. MEMBER: Sampath
Committee.

SHRI K. SURYANARAYANA: We
do not consider the Sampath Commit­
tee. 1 am asking Shri Shinde and Shri
Jagjivau Ram, not Sampath. Thev 
are responsible to us. Sampath is only 
a calculator. Government has to con­
sider all these things: after all Secre­
tary will give only the figures. I do
not want to blame only the officers.
Tilings are going on like this. Unless
the cane grower is assured of a reason- 
able price, there will be difficulty and 
hardship. There have been several
changes in pricing policy of sugar 
industry. On what basis? Why? In 
1063-64 it was Rs. 4.69 to RS. 6.46 per
quintal. I have no time to quote all ihe
figures; in 1970-71 it was Rs. 7.37 to 
Rs. 9.22 and later on it was from Rs.
8*52 to Rs. 12.80. How can we go on 
like {his? Our factory managing direc­
tor is a deputy collector, not a private
man; we have borrowed several lakhs

rupees as loans from the Industrial
finance Corporation; the State and the

Governments ate standing sure­
ty far 50:50; we have invested about

R». 7x mrhff and the Andhra Govern­
ment through the NCI, Rs. 65 lakhs.
The managing director cannot face the 
general body. There is loss. For
what reasons? Not due to malpractices.
The whole thing is controlled by the 
government. It is the first new factory
which* in the first year crushed 70.000 
tonnes. It is the policy. That is the 
difficulty. This year the farmers have
gone to private factories and khandsari
manufacturers in the district. Who
can Pay more in time. This factory
is losing. Last year the fiscal loss 
was Rupees five lakhs and depreciation 
loss was Rs. 25 lakhs; total Rs. 30 lakhs;
this year Rs. 32.83 lakhs. The manag­
ing director, a deputy collector, is un­
able to face it: he wants to go on leave
or transfer. What is this government
doing? Mr. Shahnawaz Khan is 
sympathising with us but could not do 
anything. I appeal to the Cabinet
through Mr. Shinde arid other Minis­
ters. I have approached the Prune 
Minister and Shri Jagjlvan Ram about
how the things are happening like this
Is it happening because it is a co-opera­
tive? The position will be different if
it is a private factory. I am now pre­
pared to declare the co-operative
factory to be a private or public
factory. Government also may join.
How can we manage like this? We
have got our own methods to manage 
those things if it is private. The ques­
tion is whether it should be nationalis­
ed or should there be partial decontrol
or control. How can we maintain 35 
per cent free sale? I have got the 
figures. The government has calculat­
ed on the price for free sale which is 
Rs. 319.7 in Punjab, Rs. 325 in Haryana.
In Andhra they say it is Rs. S15 for free
sale Sugar. I understand from the 
managing director that they have 
sold only at Rs. 275 in my factory. The 
government officers have gone on the 
basis of presumption only. It is cut­
ting the throat of the farmer now.
They say that the growers arc getting 
a share of the profits from the free sale. 
How many factories in U.P., Bihar, or
other states gave the Share of their 
profits to the cane suppliers of free
sale? What fc the amount? What 
does each factory in India get from the
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[Shri K. Suryanarayana]
free sale proceeds? What is the re* 
covery? In my state also a fifteen year
old factory shows recovery at Rs. 8 ft 
or Rs. 9. There is no check on the 
factory* The Government only de­
pend on their figures.

Coming to irrigation, the Godavary
barrage in Andhra Pradesh wag cans* 
tructed in 1847—f853 by one Mr. Cotton 
agent of the British East India Com­
pany. Because he constructed it, he 
was called back; during those days
they did not allow to develop our
country. The Godavari anicut at
Dowlaiswaram in East Godavari
and West Godavari Districts was
constructed in the years 1847 to
1853 to s^rve the area of 4 lakh
acres. By 1936, the ayacut under
the system rose to 10 lakh acres. The
anicut is more than a Century old. The 
structures of the anicut were adjudged
as being beyond the scope of renova­
tion. So on the recommendations of
an Expert Committee the construction
of a new Barrage to protect the ex­
isting ayacut to save the 10 lakh acres

had been considered. In view of the 
importance and urgency of the work,
the International Development Agency
was requested for financial assistance.

Now, in my own village, Potunuru, I
have asked the small farmers to 
contribute towards share capital of
sugar co-operative factory and they
have agreed to do so. There
are about 10 Harijans and 10 
or 15 small farmers in the village.
These small farmers took loan from
the banks and the co-operative
societies. They also took taccavi loan 
from the Government. These small
farmers own one to two acres cf land.
Due to failure of monsoon, these far­
mers are not able to repay the loans
taken from the Government, Com­
mercial Banks and the Co-operative
societies. Their property is being 
attached. Their land is being attached.
The produce, that is, paddy, grown in 
the small lands is being attached. The
paddy procured from the farmers is 
sold to tbft neighbouring villagers. The
food Corporation of India will add Rs.

30.0 per bag of paddy thus procured
from these farmers and sell It in the 
neighbouring areas. In my district,
that is, West Godavari, the delta areas 
comprise three taluks and the interior 
dry areas consist of five taluks. The
farmers living in the dry areas will
generally go to the delta areas during 
the transplantation and harvesting 
periods in the season. These people 
will work in the delta areas, in the 
fields. But, unfortunStely the paddy
produced by these people is not sold to 
them at a reasonable price. The Food
Corporation of India sells the very
same paddy produced by them at a 
higher price.

Another point is that there is no
moratorium for the loans given by the 
co-operative banks and the commercial
banks. Unless moratorium is declared
In the case of loans taken by the small
farmers owning one or two acres of
land—because there was crop failure — 
Ihese small farmers cannot survive.

PROF. NARAIN CHAND PARA- 
SHAR (Hamirpur); Sir, I rise to
support the Demands presented by the
hont Minister of Agriculture. Babuji
has earned a name for himself, and
the people of this great country are
grateful to him, because whichever
may be the department that he has
supervised and guided, he ha* risen 
to new heights and the country has 
risen to new heights during his 
tenure.

Just as m emergency the trains are
running on time fortunately, the rains 
have also come on time, which is a 
sign of good luck for the country.

I would start by referring to one
of the major recommendations of the 
Swaran Singh Committee, which is
proposing certain cnostitutional am­
endments from our party side. I am 
happy to learn that they have pro­
posed agriculture to be put in the 
Concurrent List. This is a major
break-through because, henceforward,
the Central Government is also ex­
pected to> share the burden of • the
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rural development end also *olv« the
problem of agriculture, because It Is 
a major occupation in this country.

I will straightway come to rural
development. It is a sign of the
awareness in the intellectual circles of
the problems in the rural areas that 
the Indian Science Congress, meeting 
at Waltair from 3rd to 7th January,
adopted for discussion the theme of
“rural development” and made cer­
tain major recommendations. The 
Science Congress, which was address­
ed by the hon. Prime Minister, was
unanimous in calling for the consti­
tution of a national agency for rural
development, because so far little has 
been done in this direction. Although
schemes of far-reaching importance
were initiated on the birth-day of
Gandhiji in 1953, known as the Com­
munity Development Programme, they 
have not been able to cut much ice.
In this connection, I will refer to a 
speech made by the hon. Finance 
Minister, the strategy for rural deve­
lopment, issued to us by Shri C. 
Subramaniam.

I would like briefly to read from
one of the paragraphs in this booklet,
which is very valuable because it
gives us a hindsight into what has 
happened.

“It would be fair to say, how­
ever, that in essence the programme
of development have often been 
marke  ̂ by a fragmented and com­
partmentalised approach in formu­
lation on the one hand, and a ‘top- 
down’, inflexible, one way system 
of implementation, on the other.
The Community Development/Pan- 
chayati Raj Programme attempted 
to break new ground, and to free
planning from the limitations of a 
bureaucratic administration by
building up local initiative and 
stimulating popular participation. 
But its impact was, by and large, 
limited. The two major stumbling 
Modes tthte wttte the weight 0!  the

colonial ttactyftfcof jgwatoRftentift 
administration and lack of a sound 
technological base for improving 
productivity and incomes of the 
rural population/’

I would stress that these causes should
be eliminated first. Today we are 
hearing the heartening news that the
business community is coming for
ward to adopt villages, that the uni­
versities and medical colleges are be­
ing asked to adopt villages, but we
must understand why the com­
munity development programme has 
failed for so many years. One of
the reasons, as Shri Subramaniam 
has pointed out here, is the bureau­
cratic system  of administration which
has the weight of colonial administra­
tion behind it.

Yout Mr Chairman, Sir, have been 
very kind in presenting to our Con­
gress Parliamentary Party Executive
a programme of action by the party 
because unless the people take it 
upon themselves that rural develop­
ment is the yuga dharma or the call
of the times, nothing can be done

Files have been there for hundreds 
of years Files come and go. And
one scientist from Karnataka went so 
far as to carry out research ag to
how many days a file takes in ulti­
mately getting processed. He came 
to the conclusion, if I am not wrong,
that 289 days ore required for any
sensible processing of a fPe which 
does not necessarily result in a deci­
sion. A decision may or may not be
there. This heavy delay in this system 
of decision-making has resulted In 
crushing initiative of the rural popu­
lation and rural development, and the 
Indian Science Congress has come to
this conclusion.

At the Indian Science Congress, the
Prime Minister referred to Dr. Swaroi- 
nathan’s speech in which he had 
pointed out the anomaly of India 
havtag the third lagest stock of
scientists ana yet being regarded as 
under-developed. It is In fact tinder-
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d e v e lo p  Wap is It to? Became 
Ihe inteUeetuel community our
country, the scientists have lived in 
the universities and have bothered 
little to look beyond the universities 
and go to the farmers.

In this connection, I would congra­
tulate Babuji on one very interesting 
thing which has happened this year.
An award hag been given to a person 
who was responsible lor making a 
very fine achievement, but not in a 
laboratory. I will read out from a
brief note:

“Shri Chandra Shekhar Lohmir a 
retired Headmaster of a primary
school in Naukachhiatal, Nainital,
U. P., has recently been awarded
by the Indian Council of Agricultu­
ral Research for controlling this 
weed (Lantana Camara) by using 
the Lantane bug. He also proved
that this bug did not cause any 
harm to cereal, horticultural and 
other crops and flowering plants and 
forests. This outstanding work will
go a long way in encouraging
scientists and others to use biolo­
gical control methods of controlling
various weeds.’*

No pesticide was involved. He thought
of a certain insect which would eat
the worms that were destroying
crops. This is the way in which the 
the native wisdom of India has con­
quered the laboratory wisdom. I call
it a major break-through in our
scientific outlook towards agriculture
today because in the far-flung areas 
of India there are people with a lot
of experience, but because they can­
not produce a degree or a certificate,
nobody listens to them. Even a B.D.O.
will refuse to listen if they suggest
some herb or some new method of
cultivation, because, whether in the 
field of academic research In the uni­
versities or creative literature or agri­
culture, we have refused to recognise
the native wisdom of India. Unless 
it i« testified by the laboratory, mea­
sured ihe metre rod, weighed So
* balance which Is very sensitive, we

do not recognise it  So, I congratu­
late the Indian Council of Agricultu­
ral Research that it has done a good
thing, and I hope that this will not
be the only and the last recognition
of its kind, that the native wisdom 
of India would be appreciated. Let
the scientists throughout the country
and the agricultural universities,
schools and colleges as also the exten­
sion officers follow this wisdom in
the field to see what rural develop­
ment requires from them.

Rural development is a noble task,
but I must admit that so far, we
have not thought in terms of practical
proposition. For example, I say that
the Community Development Pro­
gramme was launched on 2nd October
1952, but nobody thought of providing
even the limited telecommunication
facilities like a telephone for a block
development office. The community
development block headquarter were
recognised as a category station for
the provision of PCO (Public Call
Office) only on 19th July, 1974, that
is after about 22 years of programm­
ing for community development.

Similarly, the local initiative
through Fanchayat samitis, has not
been allowed to grow, because the
officers felt, sometimes politicians also
felt, that if the panchayats marched 
up, if they showed some genius, if
they showed some ability, this kind 
of approach would out-wit them and 
they had to be discarded and ulti­
mately dropped. I must stress the 
fact that people’s initiative right from 
the Fanchayat Raj institutions and
upto the level of Parliament, the
peoples’ representatives and those non- 
laboratory methods, must be encour­
aged if we have to make any head­
way. I would rather stress the fact
so much highlighted by the Indian 
Science Congress. It says, “Resource
and talent utilisation at present is 
heavily oriented in favour of urban 
areas.”  I will only read this line and 
ask: Why is it oriented In favour of
urban areas Brcause our scientists 
refused to go to the villages, because

rural climate does not suit them? So,
if we treat the block headquarter as 
this focal points for rural develop­
ment, we must give all the facilities,
we must have primary health centre,
telephones, metalled roads, and model
High schools. Then, 0f course, I think,
people will be able to go there. And
it Education «nd Agriculture, both 
these subjects, become concurrent sub­
jects, then the Central Government
will have to shoulder its responsibility.
1 must stress the concept of integrated 
development or what is called inte­
grated rural development, because un­
less all the Ministries join—the Minis­
try of Industry has to play a role,
the Ministry of Education has also to 
play e role—it is not possible to pro­
mote rural development.

Along time back, there was a 
talk of a model high school for each 
community development block. That
has been discarded because of paucity
of funds. But if we have to lift India 
up to the new heights expectcd by 
Gandhiji and hoped for by our national
leaders like Jawaharlal Nehru find 
aspired to by the national leaders
like Shrimati Indira Gandhi and 
Babuji, we must face the facts clear­
ly that there must be a focal point
of reference and that model point of
reference for rural development can 
only be the village block or the head­
quarters of the community development
blocks There are 5026 blocks in the
country. Let us concentrate on focal
points in each of these blocks in the 
farflung areas in the country and the 
result would be there.

As far as forests are concerned,
these days, forests are forgotten, but
we must not think that forests have
been forgotten in India traditionally.
Lord Buddha was the famous Indian 
saint who stressed the need to culti­
vate these and the western scholars
are quoting now Lord Buddha in 
favour of forests He said,

"Let every one of my desciple and
every one of the adherents of my

faith, whether a layman etc a monk 
plant a tree in every five years of
his life”

I have seen in Nepal how at tne
time of celebration of Buddha Poor- 
nima and at the advent of rains,
they just plant a tree and this is
regarded as a token of worship. And
we, who have been worshipping trees
and people, must protect the plants.
I must stress the fact that although
75 million hectares of land are avail­
able in India for cultivation, out of
this total area of land, only 22.7 per
cent is available for forest trees.

I am thankful to my Chief Minister,
Dr Parmar who has written a very
inspiring article in the Tribune pub­
lished on the 15th of April. He has 
brought out certain latest scientific
thinking on the subject of forests.
The forests would give beauty to the
landscope; they would bring coolness
to the atmosphere and they would
bring water right from the bottom up 
to the top This transpires into the 
atmosphere it would be /ery in­
teresting to know “The water taken 
from trees from the sub soil trans­
pires into an atmosphere and falls as 
rains A single eucalptus tree, 40 ft.
high is said to transpire 80 gallons or
360 litres of water a day.” He has 
proved in this article that the yield
per acre is far better and more ins­
piring through the cultivation of forest,
artificial and natural, than through
multiple cropping or otherwise

So, it is time that we should pay
attention to forestry and forest based 
industries because with the cutting of
forests, soil erosion and silting—all
the allied problems occur—with the
result that the area for cultivation has 
shrunk. It is said that scientifically
40 per cent of the area in the plains
and 60 per cent area in the hills must
be covered by forests. But, in this 
country, as I told you, 22 per cent is 
only covered and that too is indiscri­
minately felled. How is that forestry
been given only 1.6 per cent of our
national income whereas in other
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countries, the figure is as high as 80 
per cent. We have paid little attention 
to it. Though the British Govern­
ment made a Policy Resolution on
forestry as far back as in 1894 and 
our Government, after India became
Independent, made certain changes
and formed a National Policy Resolu­
tion on Forestry in 1952, yet not much 
attention has been paid to it. Though 
the Indian Forest Service has been
created, the “forests’' remain a State 
subject, in the States, they do what­
ever they like and the private con­
tractors fell trees indiscriminately.
For the beauty of India, for the glory
of India and for its traditions, I would 
plead that forestry be given much 
more attention than what has been 
given so far.

With these words, I support the 
Demands relating to the Ministry of
Agriculture and Irrigation.

SHRI D. D. DESAI (Kaira): Mr.
Chairman, Sir, while supporting the 
Demands for grants relating to the 
Ministry of Agriculture and Irrigation,
I would like to make a few sugges­
tions.

This year, we are grateful to nature 
and partly to our own scientific break­
through that we have been able to
achieve extraordinarily good result*- 
in respect of cereals and several other
crops. But in 1970-71, we had a 
similar situation and we frittered away
substantial amount of grains and other
material with the result that we went
through a period which was a very
difficult one. Therefore, I would plead 
that this year we should at least
have 15 per cent of our production
stored in proper silos for our future
needs because 1978-77 could is a bad
year, if the cycle were to be repeated,
and it could not be different from
1972-78.

There has been a talk of reduction
in sugar production, in sugarcane pro­
duction and in cotton production. On 
the one hand, we are saying that the
weather has been favourable. How

can it be unfavourable to sugarcane 
and a few other crops and favourable
to cereals? This does not make much 
of a sense. The fact is, we did not
give proper prices to sugarcane grow­
ers and *o cotton growers and we
suffered the consequences. Let us not
repeat the mistakes of earlier periods.
Give reasonable prices to farmers.
Don’t give extraordinary prices. If
we give proper prices to farmers,
whatever crop, whatever production
we need, will be in abundance. The
farmers will give the results which
the country needs.

There are many river disputes. We
are all aware of them. But recently
I have been following some of the 
disputes and I have found that extra­
neous matters, other than those refer­
red to the Tribunals, other than the 
terms of reference, are being dragged 
into and unnecessary time is wasted 
with the result that some of the dis­
putes may not be resolved in a couple
of years or three years or even longer
period. This is one thing where the 
Government has to step in and take 
a very firm stand that nothing more
than the terms of reference to the
Tribunal would be dragged into the
disputes and that judgments or awards
are to be given promptly. This has a 
particular relevance to the Narmada 
river water dispute. We have a very
limited reference to the Tribunal.
But several items which have already 
been disposed of and finalised bet­
ween the States are being dragged 
into the matter and, unfortunately,
the time is going to be extended from 
one year to two years and I do not
know how many more years will be
taken.

We have talked about farmers’ fate
and problems in the past. Fortunate­
ly, this year, we are in a little better
position. But we cannot be sure that
farmers would rot be called or>ce 
again kulaks and rich farmers. Farm­
ers ©nee in a while become prosper­
ous because of their own efforts But
that prosperity disappears as soon a1* 
a bad year comes. From my own 
experience of a large number of
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farmers, I knew that farmers are the
greatest gamblers in the warJd. He 
gambles with his entire fortunes plus
borrowed money. In case the crop
fails, there is no compensation,
there is no crop insurance. It
is true that he gambles with Provid­
ence and, probably, Providence is 
sometimes favourable ang sometimes
not favourable. All that he can do
is to cry within his heart, within
himself, and not show his face out­
side and suffer the consequences of
his risk. We should consider that the
nation also has some share in it, and 
we should not leave him high and dry.
Crop insurance, I know, is not yet
organised, but the earlier we do it,
the better off we would be because
that would provide the insurance to 
farmers.

The Asoka Mehta Committee recom­
mended some twenty years ago that
announcement Qf the policies, support
prices and other crop policies, should 
be done in advance of the sowing
season But even upto this year, this 
has not been done Babuji has taken 
over this portfolio and I am quite
sure that with his warmth and soft
corner for the farmers, he would
arrange for this (Interruption) For
example, the support prices for cotton
have not yet been announced.. .

THE MINISTER OF AGRICUL­

SHRI D. D. DESAI: I would not
pick ud  an argument with Babuji
because he is more knowledgeable,
but all the same I would strongly
urge upon the Government that, if
this has not been done, they should 
try to do it, so that the fanners are 
able to decide what pattern of crop­
ping they should take recourse to in 
the ensuing period. This was all that
was in my mind.

We have reached the plateau of
productivity in respect of certain 
crop*. The other countries have also 
reached for instance the United

fertilisers op ecology and water sup­
ply. How, we have been shown that,
if C4 type, Le., carbon 4 type,
of crops are taken, then 
the productivity is higher,, the
photosynthesis is greater; if C3 type
is taken like wheat and rice, the pro­
ductivity is less Sugarcane falls under
C4, jowar falls under C4. C4 crops
yield a higher energy return. Because
the Sun is in abundance, the Sun is 
generous to this country, and with
water and like C02, we can have an ,
abundance Df feed crops which could
completely change our picture. In 
1960 Mr. Subramamam was able to
see the advantage of hybrid seeds or
cross-breed seeds—improved seeds— j 
and we had the Green Revolution.
Now we need a super-Green Revolu­
tion if Babuji introduces slelective
cropping, C4 crops, and also settles
the genes which fix the nitrogen,
we would not need so much of ferti­
lisers which have become very costly,
and in terms of foreign exchange, we
are facing certain difficulties in pro­
curement. Last year, our debit
balance—the adverse trade balance— 
was of the order of Rs 1200 crores,
and this year, we are threaten­
ed, we may have Rs 1400 crores or
so Therefore, this may be looked
into.

Grafting the nitrogen-fixing bacteria 
to cereal crops has been tried in 
several countries When we have
collaboration in the field of industry,
we can have collaboration in the field 
of agriculture also; we may have col­
laboration with those countries and 
giet the know-how for speedy intro­
duction of this technology in our
country. After all, our scientists are 
well equipped to absorb this techno­
logy; they can study and graft it in 
this country without much delay.
Therefore, we should fix up the colla­
boration.

I had written to  Babuji about no­
till farming. Babuji felt a little happy
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or amused. X would like to say that
we should not leave it at that No*
till turning can offer Us fantastic ad­
vantages; it cuts cost by fifty per cent,
it gives us 25 per cent higher produc­
tion, there is no problem of erosion,
we will need less fertilisers and so 
many other things.

We have talked about jhoom farm­
ing in forest and other areas. ‘No-till* 
will solve the problems of hill areas 
and also solve certain difficulties re­
garding forest-cutting and so on.

We have talked about fishing. Fish­
ing is very important. We are now
talking of 200-mile coastal boundary.
We should obtain the design for fishing 
ships, namely, the factory thips, with
the associated fishing vessels. I know
that Soviet Union some five or ten 
years ago had promised to give us 
the design, but subsequently what
happened, nobody knows. Probably
there has been some reservation when
the offer was made or follow-up did 
not take place to the extent it was
necessary.

As far as the forestry is concerned,
I would say only this much that we
have plenty of knowhow in the world
today to develop forestry very fast
and our own photosynthesis, plenty of
sun and carbon dioxide would make 
Us grow trees in 25 years which take
80 to 70 years in Northern climes
This great advantage that God has 
given us, we cannot let it off.

With these words, I support the
Demands for Grant of the Ministry of
Agriculture and Irrigation.

SHRI SHIVAJl RAO S. DESHMUKH 
(Parabhani): Mr. Chairman. Sir, I 
rise to congratulate the hon. Minister 
Of Agriculture and Irrigation, Babu 
Jagjivan Ram, for the most successful
chapter he has turned in the history of
Tndian agriculture. While doing so, 
and supporting the Demands for

Grants for th* Ministry whole-hearted,
ly, I personally wish to urge upon the 
cole champion of the down-trodden 
masses of this country to be a little 
more sympathetic towards them.
These down-trodden masses have pre­
cisely and solidly stood behind him and 
have shed blood and tears in order to 
make his task successful. Even 90 
per cent of the jawans who laid their 
lives for tbe defence of the country 
were fanners and cultivators and from 
backward classes, whose cause he has 
been championing. Now when he is 
Minister for Agriculture, the same 
rustic farmers and backward classes 
in the rural areas have solidly stood 
behind him to give him record produc­
tion. I, therefore, say with a little
sense of pride that whatever tremen­
dous amount of political support
these people have derived from 
Babu Jagjivan Ham Ji. in no
small measure, they have been 
trying to return with the same sense 
of spirit. I urge upon him to be a 
little more sympathetic and to be a 
iittie more cooperative with the lot of
these most unfortunate people in the 
whole* country.

It is a fact, and even our enemies
will acknowledge it that we had a 
record production of 114 million 
tonnes of foodgrams but it is also a 
jaci and only a lion-hearted gentleman 
like Babu Jagjivan Ram will come
forward to own it that had there been 
not a fall in the consumption of ferti­
lizers, this record would have been 
still higher and still brighter and per­
haps we would have beaten the best 
agriculturists in the world. And there 
has been fall in the consumption of
fertilizers, because at one stroke of
pen, the Government of India raised 
the price of fertilizers by 100 per cent,
and every time they go on reducing by 
1 per cent, they can say that within a 
span of one year, they have reduced it 
hundred times and yet they will come 
only at the stage from where they 
started. This nibbing of the problems
of fertilizers cannot be allowed to 
remain in the hands of another Minis,
try. That is why, I have been plead-
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ing time and again that all subjects
concerned with agriculture should be
under one control and under one
Ministry. Unfortunately, when we
heard that irrigation had been added 
to the Ministry of Agriculture so that
there would be coordinated develop- 
ment of agriculture and irrigation 
because without that there cannot be 
a single handed development, we also 
beard that cooperation which happens 
to be the very soul of agriculture was
handed over to some other Ministry.
I do not wish to discuss individuals.
It is true that Shri Fai may be more
sympathetic than even the most sym- 
pathic Minister of Agriculture, but if
the problems are tagged along with
the Ministry of Industry, which is
mostly concerned with the problems
of rich people, the problems of poor
people concerned with agriculture, and 
the cooperatives Ere bound to suffer.
Therefore, instead of helping in the 
solution of the problem, it has made 
the problem a little more difficult.

Similar is the case of cotton and 
jute. We see that cotton production
has fallen. Has cotton production come
down because there has been a lack of
in puts in cotton? Has it come down
because there has been a lack of in­
secticides to protect the crop of cotton?
Is it because of any fertiliser deficien­
cy in cultivation? It is only because
of the foolish pricing policy followed
by us, that the cotton production has 
gone down and on that policy unfortu­
nately the Ministry of Agriculture
has no control. If the man who pro­
duces, is forced by somebodyelse to
part away with it with a carrot and 
stick policy, I do not think agricul­
tural production can increase in this 
country. Therefore, while on the one 
hand I appreciate the record produc­
tion and also I further appreciate that 
it would have been a higher record,
had there been enough fertilisers at 
competitive and economic prices avail­
able, we cannot forget the stark and 
naked fact that sugar production and 
cotton production In this country has
fallen because of the foolish policies

followed by us. Therefore, I wish, 
that if a man of the stature of Babuji
cannot rectify it even in the days of
emergency no power on earth can rec­
tify it and no power on earth can go
to the rescue of the sugar-cane grower
or the cotton grower. So, unless cer­
tain urgent steps are taken to improve
the situation, I am afraid the situation 
instead of improving, may deteriorate 
further.

Fortunately, last year, we had re­
cord export of cotton. Even last year
when we were exporting cotton, our
mill-owners’ association has been 
clamouring that we need not export
cotton but instead we might convert
them into textiles or ready-made gar­
ments and export thereby adding to 
the wealth of the country. The fact
remains that merely by exporting cot­
ton the country has earned a lot of
foreign exchange. Then why was the 
specious plea put forward by the 
mill owners’  For the simple reason 
that they wanted cotton prices to 
touch a rock bottom and when the 
cotton prices touch a rock botton, on 
the specious plea of exporting gar­
ments. they would say that the cotton 
garments exports have come down 
bro&use of this policy or that policy,
because of this tax or that tax and yet
the country has been able to make 
valuable foreign exchange So, there 
was a very wise decision taken But
this wisdom was limited to 2 lakhs 
bales only. Had this wisdom been a 
little more liberal, the country would 
have earned a lot more of foreign ex­
change. Even though this year we 
have a record carry-forward of cotton 
bales and even though production has 
not risen that high that we expected of
textiles and other cotton products, yet
here again the same plea has been 
made by the mill-owners’ association 
that they want imported cotton so 
that by import of cotton, the prices of
indigenous cotton should again touch
the rock bottom.

Wc have applauded the Government’ 
of Maharashtra in the AICC fur 
the monopoly trade in cotton.
We thought that the Urion Gov­
ernment which ftood by the Maha-

raahtra Government in the party orga­
nization for enforcing a revolutionary
scheme of monopoly procurement of
cotton would stand by them but they 
struck by one blow the very heart of
this scheme by denying them credit.
The Reserve Bank of India imposed 
restrictions that they could not get
credit even from commercial banks or 
even from Reserve Bank or from 
Government of India and they could 
not get even ways and means advance.
Last year’s arrears of cotton prices
have to be paid even now. Show me
any cultivator in any part of the coun­
try who has sold his produce at a 
particular price and then has to wait
for the amount for 12 more months.
Therefore, this has resulted in the 
simple fact that the cotton acreage in 
Maharashtra has gone down by 25 per 
cent and the total production of cotton
in Maharashtra has gone down by 50 
per cent.

Therefore, marketing of agricul­
tural produce is the very heart of
agricultural production and it is part
and parcel of the process of produc­
tion. Unless we do something to im­
prove the marketing and unless we do
something to see that no middleman is 
allowed to interfere, production can­
not rise. Therefore, 1 urge upon 
Babuji that if to-day he speaks for the 
sugar-cane grower or the cotton
grower, he will not be misunderstood 
and he will be in a position to remove
the injustice for both the sugar-cane
grower and the cotton grower. Let
him take one simple step of taking 
over the Textile Commissioner's office
which is the bane of all the ills of
cotton-growers of this country. Why 
should cotton be handled by the Com­
merce Ministry which has nothing to 
do with cotton? It has everything to 
do with the Agriculture Ministry and 
jute and cotton should be taken over
by the Agriculture Ministry to see 
that the production increases on 
account of the efforts put in by the 
farmers and that the benefits of pro­
duction go to the proper Quarters and 
the poor homes of cultivators for
whom it is meant.

In these days of : emergertcy  ̂and 
socialism and talks of ^p^og^asivism,
we have coined a new phrafg called,
‘sugar syndicate’ as if tfeg. sugar
cyndicate consists of poor co ôpera-
tors! 85 per cent of them have got
cane acreage of less than 3 acres >and 
they are the richest persons on the 
face of earth and they are richer than 
the Tatas and Birlas and what not?
Therefore, if we go to their rescue and 
if we'allow them a little more margin 
and if they want a farthing more for
a bushel of grain or a tonne of cane,
we should curse them and say that we
are pleading the cause of the sugar 
syndicate! Pleading this, as the cause
of sugar Syndicate, 1 do not care
whether you call it a Sugar Syndicate
or you call it a Syndicate itself, I 
would say that the production of the 
sugar industry has come down from 48 
lakh tonnes to 44 lakh tonnes this 
year. Even to-day at the rate of
London Market of £200 a tonne, how
much foreign exchange is lost, is a 
simple calculation to make. 50 per 
cent of it is the rupee profit earned by 
the Government of India at the cost
of the toiling sugar cane growers.

We had series of Commissions right
from the Sen Commission downwards
in order to work out the price of sugar 
on a scientific basis. It was suggested 
that the all India average sucrose con­
tent should be considered at a parti­
cular level and any addition to tha! 
sucrose content should be in th.it
proportion. Therefore, , last year,
Government announced a sugar cane 
policy of with a minimum sugar cane 
price, thereby saving that for 8 5 per 
cent recovery the price should. be 
Rs. 85 as a tonne and for eyery one 
point increase thereon, one shall get
Re. 1 more. But this proportional
increase and fixing of sugar cane prjee 
as the minimum cane price basj>een
Set at nought by saying that the entire 
formula of price fixation on levy basis 
will be changed. Levy price r will be 
calculated on the actual sugar cane 
price paid by the factories of that 
particular region. The actual cost,
actual working conditions of the fac- 
toies set at nought the concept of

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free sale and levy price. Under the
garb of open gale and free sale we
imposed total control on the sugar 
Industry. This total control has work­
ed against the interests of the sugar 
industry, sugar cane growers and the 
sugar consumers. Why I say that it
has worked against the sugar consu­
mers is that if 44 lakh tonnes of pro­
duction of sugar is subjected to 20 
per cent excise duty @ average weight
ed price of Rs. 150 per bag, it works
out to Rs. 30 per bag on levy sugar 
and 45 per cent of Rs. 300 per bag 
works out to Rs. 135 The average
excise duty paid per bag works out to 
Rs. 67.50. To that purchase tax is 
added Rs. 16.50 which is charged by
the State Government. The fact
would reveal that 3/4th of excise duty 
which is shared by the Government of
India is thrice the total public capital
employed in the sugar factories. Even 
the purchase tax payable by one sugar 
factory in a full crushing season comes
to the entire share capital subscribed 
by the concerned State Government.
And yet those factories should survive?
And because these factories should 
survive, the Government of India bad 
appointed the Sampaths Committee.
The Sampaths Committee took a long
time to give a Report. To arrive at a 
conclusion to accept the recommenda­
tions of the Committee, {he all power­
ful Government of India aided by a 
large army of experts took one year
i.e. 365 days. Even at the time of
consideration, the nine—sugar facto­
ries which were basically covered 
under the Sampcth Committee recom­
mendations as public were not given
incentive so far as excise duty was
concerned. They had been assured 
that they will be covered under the
Sampath Committee, but were left out
from the Sampath Committee, because
the Sampath Committee recommenda­
tions were applicable to these factories
which had got f.o.r. cost of plant and 
machinery over Rs. 200 lakhs. The
sugar industry which pays f.o.r. cost
of Rs. 200 lakhs has to cover project
cost of Rs. 4-1/2 crores. The total

losses worked out on that basis of
sugar factories having plant and 
machinery ot to.r. cost of Rs. 200.00 
lakhs or Rs. 160.00 lakhs come to mot* 
or less the same.

So, our basic request is that the Gov­
ernment should consider the case of
9 factories which were emotionally
and officially covered by the Sampath 
Committee's recommendations. The
slab, as I have already mentioned,
should be brought down from 200 
lakhs to 160 lakhs, (with proportional
reduction in the incentives already 
announced). We went from door to 
door, we went to the Industrial Costs 
and Accounts Bureau, we called on
Mr. Babuji We went and saw the 
hon. Prime Minister, and yet this 
simple thing which is a logical thing 
could not be acceded to

For the development of sugarcane 
in the sugar factory area there is a 
central sector scheme. 50 per cent of
the purchase tax levied by the State
Government should be reserved for
village road development. The Maha­
rashtra Government, instead of reserv­
ing that for development of village
roads, has passed a Resolution, saying 
that sugarcane growers cannot use 
tarred roads for transport of sugar­
cane in bullock carts. They just want
to cater to the needs of the air-condi­
tioned transport, of the intelligentsia 
and the elite. I wish to state that any 
blatant violation of Sampath Commit­
tee's recommendations, which Com­
mittee was constituted by the Govern­
ment of India themselves, should not
be tolerated by them. Government
should clamp it upon them with a 
heavy hand. Water and electricity 
should not be denied for the cultiva­
tion of sugarcane. The Government
should come down with a firm hand 
in such matters and unless they allow 
sugarcane priority in respect of electri­
city, irrigation and fertilizers, and re­
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serve fifty per cent, of the purchase
tax for rural road development in the
factory area, the Government of India
should say clearly that they will not
give the excise duty share to the State 
Government concerned. I hope Babuji
will see to it that the grievances of the 
sugarcane growers are removed. Thank 
you.

Mr. Chairman, Sir, whichever the 
Ministry that is headed by Babuji, he
wins the laurels of the people. He 
became very popular when he headed
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the Defence Ministry. Now, as the
Minister of Agriculture and irriga­
tion, he is more popular because the 
nature has been Kind to him and there 
was a good monsoon during the last
year and there was a good crop. But
I would like to point out that the 
results achieved through the scientific 
research have not been fully applied 
for agricultural development These 
results have not reached the farmers,
with the help of which they can pro­
duce more This is one of the biggest
subjects that we are discussing today 
and the demands are huge. The
subjects we are discussing centie
round the 20-pomt programme an­
nounced by the Prime Minister
Various speakers have made many 
suggestions and also appreciated the 
work done But they have also 
pointed out how the farmers of this 
country have been completeh neglett
ed and how there is an exodus of
farmers towards the cities Sir the 
economy of t'us country is based on 
agriculture Excellent research has 
been made by ICAR but the results 
have not reached tUf"farmers I must 
pay my handsome tributes to Dr.
Swammathan who has done excellent
work on agriculture Because of the 
land ceiling and land reforms we have 
thought of, the whole country is going 
through a social change We are 
making experiments in distribution of
land to the landless and opefShng the 
land ceiling laws But after all this,
the important aspect Ts whether the 
farmer is free from taxation and hars- 
sment As I said, farmers are run­
ning away from the vllages to the 
towns and cities because various fac­
tors have created an anxiety among
them. The economic condition of the
rural farmer is not good I will give
some figures about farm incomes in
Karnataka and other States, which
have been collected by an economist.
I feel it is very relevant to the situa­
tion:

“Who has benefited by the green 
revolution and the several
measures of agrarian develop.

“Excerpts from the studies made
by Dr (Mrs) Scarlet Epstein 
released by the Economic Divi­
sion of the Bureau of Econo,
nncs and Statistics of the
Karnataka Government are 
confined to two villages near
the sugar town o{ Mandya

. The rich farmer in the dry vil­
lage has also registered a 
two fold increase m net in­
come per consumption unit 
at 1965 prices He has tend­
ed to substitute the costly 
rice for cheaper ragi in his 
household consumption and 
there is also a 15 per cent in­
crease in the value of basic 
foods consumed per month 
plating the daily calone in­
take per consumption unit at 
about 4 000 in the form of
rice and ragi The increase 
m income has resulted in 
considerable household sav­
ings which he was invested
on lands, bullocks, pumpset,
rice mill etc The land hold­
ing of the middle farmer in 
the dry village remained the 
same In 1955 the value of
rice and ragi accounted for
about half of the household’s 
food consumption he has cut
down his overall expenditure
per consumption unit by 10 
per cent to manage to break 
even He is dependent on
income derived from outside
the village to keep his family
going and without this, be
would have great difficulty In
making both ends meet.

The case of the poor fanner re­
vealed that his subsistence
output per consumption unit
which was Rs 5 in 1955 had
dwindled to Rs. 2 per unit by
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the sale of half of big dry
lands. The 'drastic fall in 
output forced him to cut down 
big food intake. He spends 
very little on other staple 
foods. A calorie intake of
less than 2,000 per day is 
hardly sufficient to feed a 
working man.

While middle farmers have
managed on the whole to hold 
their own, the cases studied 
of these farmers show that 
the greater a household’s de­
pendence on rural cash wages
for meeting necessary ex- 
penditure, the greater has
been the deterioration in the
standard of living.”

This is the condition that is prevailing 
in the villages in this country!

Even the economic help that you are 
rendering to the farmers is very 
meagre. What is happening now is 
that in spite of the incentives that
have been announced, people in the 
rural areas are making distress sale 
of rice, ragi and paddy because they 
are not getting any remunerative price.
The prices of inputs like pump-sets,
fertilisers, etc. are very high. The
small and marginal farmer cannot
mechanise their farms because of small
holdings. Even the taxes that you 
have levied have not helped the small
farmers. The Raj Committee has re­
commended that the rich farmers
should be taxed but the Government
of India and the Agriculture Ministry 
have not taken note of those recom­
mendations and the entire peasantry 
is in dolldrums. Still the primitive
methods of cultivation are going on.
Bullocks are still used for ploughing 
the fields. That system has not been 
changed in the rural part.

In every part of India, there are cer­
tain schemes for the benefit of small 
and marginal fanners but unfortunate­
ly, the marginal farmer cannot take 
advantage of thoee schemes because 
his holdings are small and cannot be 
mechanised. They have small hold­
ings and sometimes, dry holdings. Hie

harassment that is there by the Gov­
ernment officials is there both on mar­
ginal farmers as well as rich farmers.
He has to auction his animals for pay­
ing a paltry amount to the Land Mort­
gage Bank. But today, the Govern,
ment of India does not stand guarantee 
for him. They stand guarantee for
the rich farmers, rich landlords, indus­
trialists and for sick mills, but not
for the poor farmers. Therefore, there 
should a rational thinking in under­
standing the plight of poor farmers.
They should be given remunerative 
prices taking into consideration the 
cost of inputs. The prices of the inputs
like tractor, etc. have not come down.
I would like the Minister to take this 
point in view. Minor irrigation 
schemes have not been completed in 
all the States. In my own State, minor
irrigation schemes are not forthcom­
ing Therefore, how can you account
for the economy of the rural sector
when there is no mechanised farming.
If the small-holder is to have the 
advantage of mechanized farming, the 
tracV>r—whether it is imported or
manufactured here itself should be
made available at a reasonable charge.
This is not being done. Those people'
are not reducing their price. The pump
sets which you supply are not condu­
cive to the needs of the farmers. And
its price is also not reasonable. The
size of the tractor is also not suitable.

A study made in this connection has 
revealed as follows: ,

“In a sample study of indirect
taxes of an 18-acre farm, it was 
found that the per acre indirect tax 
came to Rs. 209.62 and for the alter­
native oil-engine powered tubewell
farms, it amounted to Rs. 254.37 per
acre. The total liability works to
Rs. 3,774.46 for the former and 
Rs. 4,580.99 for the latter, on the
same farm.”

This study also says that:

“This is exorbitant and more than 
in Japan and the Soviet Union even
in the early stages of their develop­
ment.”
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Therefore, the economic effect of the 
indirect taxation on farms should be 
■subjected to a meaningful study There 
should be an enquiry into the taxa­
tion of the farmers, and the entire 
land should be categorised The taxa­
tion should be based on rational think­
ing, and the prices paid to the agri­
culturists should be remunerative

With these words, 1 support the 
Demands

SHRI DINESH CHANDRA GO- 
SWAMI (Gauhati) While taking my 
stand here to support the Demands for
Grants of the Ministry of Agriculture 
and Irrigation, I associate mj self with 
the sentiments expressed by the other 
hon Members who have congratulated 
Babu Jagjivan Ram and his Ministry,
for the tremendous improvement that 
we have seen during the last year In 
a country like ours, where the food
bill constitutes a major share of the 
budget of an individual an improve­
ment in the agricultural sector not only
improves the total economy of the 
country, but it really brings relief to 
the common man From that point of
view, one shall have to admit that the 
fate of the common man in this coun­
try during the last few months, be­
cause of improvement at the food front
and also the Emergency and other 
measures taken after Emergency, has 
really improved and it is better com­
pared to what it was about a year 
back My other colleagues who have 
spoken earlier have dealt with the 
various aspects of agriculture But I
will draw the attention of the Ministry 
to the difficulties of my State and the 
other States which are suffering from 
the havoc of flood

I come from a State which it. con­

tinually suffering year after year,
from the flood—not only once or
twice, but sometimes even six times 
or mote; only during the last year,
there was some relief to the common

man because, though Bihar and other
States suffered heavily from flood,
Assam was an exception. Brahma* 
putra is playing constant havoc with 
the population and property, so much 
so that to-day it has completely sap­
ped the initiative of the farmer to go
m for better farming methods, as he 
does not know what his fate awaits 
him because if there is flood all his 
efforts go in vain, I do not want to 
give statistics here about the loss or
damage due to flood m the State of
Assam or in other States It has been 
stressed in this House on many occa­
sions But unfortunately, it has to be 
admitted that during all these years,
only an ad-hoc attempt has been made 
to deal with the problem of flood, even 
though we have spent a considerable 
amount of money Since 1954, as the 
Report itself indicates we have spent 
about Rs 445 crores for the repair of
embankments and other efforts to 
tackle the problem But unless some 
sort of comprehensive plans are taken 
up to tackle the problem of floods it 
will continue to remain m the same 
state of affairs as it has been today
or as it was in the past, and year
after year we will be only spending 
money which will go down the draia.
Therefore I feel that the time is now 
ripe when we should take some plan­
ned measures and even though our re­
sources mav not be sufficient for it, 
we should go m for resources from 
other organisations like the World 
Bank or some other organisations Un­
less something is done in this direc­
tion, m> own apprehension is that not
only the people will continue to suffer 
and valuable property will be lost, but
there will not be any systematic and 
planned development in the agricul* 
tural front m many areas

In the House we were assured that 

the Brahmaputra Flood Control Bill
would be taken up and that the Cen­
tral Government would take up the
responsibility of tackling Brahma­
putra We know that it Is not possible
for the Central Government to tackle
the Brahmaputra within one or two
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years and that we shall have to live
with the Brahmaputra for a consider­
able number of years. But we want
that at least some sort of beginning 
should be made to tackle this problem.
When it was announced here that the 
Brahmaputra Flood Control Bill would
be taken up by the Centre, there was
expectation in the minds of the people
that at least concerted efforts would
be made to tackle this problem. But,
unfortunately, the Bill has not seen 
the light of day, even though a couple
of years have passed. I feel that a 
proper tackling of the Brahmaputra 
can lead to growth-oriented projects
for both irrigation and power. So, I 
would appeal to the hon. Minister of
Agriculture and Irrigation to take this 
aspect seriously. I know that his
answer may be that this is a problem 
for which the financial allocations will
have to be made from the resources of
the State. But, it is not possible for
a Slate like Assam to deal with such 
a mighty river which, unfortunately,
flows only through that State. How
can wa go to the people and say that
the responsibility is either with the
Centre or with the States? After all,
the people want that thejr problems
should be mitigated and, therefore, I 
foel that the Centre should take up
this matter, in consultation with the
State Government.

In that context I will come to the 
other problems of agriculture in my 
own region. It shall have to be ad­
mitted that there has been tremendous
develpoment in agriculture, but de­
velopment has been only in some areas.
For example, there has been develop­
ment in Haryana and Punjab, but in 
the eastern region development is still
to go a long way. In fact, we are still
continuing with the age-old processes
of agriculture. I was horrified to find 
from the statistics, which are a few 
years’ old— I do not have the present
statistics with me*-that while in the 
whole country more than 19 lakh 
pump-sets were being utilized, only
somewhere near 137 pump-seats were 
in operation in the entire north-eastern 
region. The farmers in that region 
have not taken to irrigation, or power.

or utilisation of other inputs. There
is hardly any rural electrification in 
the eastern States, because the figure
for that region is only 6 per cent.

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE 
MINISTRY OF AGRICULTURE AND 
IRRIGATION (SHRI ANNASAHEB 
P. SHINDE;: What is the reason?

SHRI DINESH CHANDRA OO- 
SWAMI: One reason is that the cli­
mate has not been created for develop­
ment. After all, the agricultural com­
munity is a conservative community.
They continue with the age-old habits.
So, a climate should be created where
they could see for themselves the bene­
fits of modern techniques so that they 
will adopt them themselves. But, un­
fortunately, such a climate has not
been created. I would appeal to the
Central Government to consider how 
we can create such a climate there.

Take, for example, rural electrifica­
tion. According to Government statis­
tics, for the entire north eastern region
the average is somewhere m the
region of 6 per cent whereas m Har­
yana it is 100 per cent and the All-
India average is more than 30 per
cent.

It is an admitted fact that today
there is a lot of water resources in 
the north east region. In the Report
itself the Ministry had admitted at
page 8 that there is termendous poter- 
tialities for water development m the 
north-eastern region. The Report says:

“The action programmes included 
steps for strengthening the surface
water and ground water organisa­
tions in the States, monitoring of the 
programme in the eastern States 
where there is comparatively much 
larger potential for further develop­
ment of ground water resources.

Unfortunately, because of the heavy
rainfall in the eastern States, there
was a feeling that irrigation is not
necessary. But now it has been found
out that the moisture content of the 
land is very low. Once the rain water
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Hows out, the land becomes dry and
irrigation becomes necessary. Thexe- 
iore, the Central Government should 
take up very seriously the question of
development of agriculture in the
.eastern region, and for that proper
studies should be made and ways
-should be found out as to how the 
feabits of the people, particularly the 
agriculturists, can be changed, from
the age-old habits of agriculture to 
^modern agriculture.

For example, we do not have better 
varieties of seeds. When the seeds
that we get from long distances ulti­
mately reach Assam, we find that they 
lose much of their quality  and in many 
eases they are damaged. From the re­
port I find that there are a number of
projects in regard to seeds in other 
areas including four sub-projects but 
I find that thera is no such project in 
the eastern region. If properly de­
veloped, the eastern region can reallv 
feed the rest of the country so far as 
rice is concerned. Therefore, I woulJ
Tequest the hon. Minister to consider
having some projects in this respect, 
in the eastern region also.

Because of the moratorium on rural
debt, today the availability of credit
to the rural people has dried up. anil 
the rural banks are not yet in a posi­
tion to meet the needs of a large num-
"ber of farmers. So. unless some alter­
native arrangements are made, the 
condition of the farmers will not only
deteriorate, but it will affect the total
economy of the country besides agri­
culture. Therefore, the Agriculture
Ministry should draw up a plan of
providing alternative credit to the 
Tural people.

Since agriculture has become al!-
embracing, we should not be content
with only discussing the Demands of
'the Ministry of Agriculture, but we
should have an early opportunity of
discussing integrated rural develop­
ment schemes on which Mr. Subra-
-maniam laid greaf emphasis in his 
Budget speech.

I hope the boa. Minister will take 
note of the points raised by me and 
tty to do as much u  possible for this 
region,

SHRI PURSHOTTAM KAKODKAB
(Panjim): I rise to congratulate the
Minister of Agriculture on the im­
provement achieved in agriculture pro­
duction and procurement, proper
planning and distribution of foodgrains
and also providing the necessary infra­
structure. I particularly refer to 
Babuji because this improvement we
have seen only since he took over as 
Agriculture Minister. Many factor*
have contributed to this situation, like
emergency, hut they have also come
only after he has taken over as Minis­
ter in charge of this portfolio.

Hon. Members have expressed their
views and mentioned that the situa­
tion is better all over the country. I
would like to see the same situation 
in Goa. I need not speak about the
whole country. Since nobody has
spoken about Goa. I shall take time
only to say something regarding Goa.

Before liberation, in Goa there w j s
no availability of fertiliisers. good
seeds, modern methods of cultivation 
or the necessary infra-structure, and 
yet the production of rice, which is the 
staole food of the Goans there, wus 
sufficient for about seven months in 
the year. For the remaining five
months, it had to be brought from 
outside. After liberation now the 
availability of fertilisers is good.

We have plenty of fertilisers and 
a fertiliser plant is functioning in Goa.
Then good seeds are also available.
Some modern methods of cultivation 
are also available. But the production
has gone down. The paddy production
now is for five months instead of
seven months. We have to bring rice
from Karnataka and Andhra Pradesh 
and even from Nepal, What has
happened to the funds there? What has
happened to the technical knowledge?
Only those people who are responsible
in administration and for development

can say something about it  Naturally,
It is misused and misused to such on 
extent that I don't think anywhere in 
the country, it is misused like this.

The 20-point programme has been 
there today in Goa and about it loud
slogans are going on; it has been a 
farce, as far as its actual implementa­
tion is concerned. I belong to Goa
I have moved with the people and have
-seen things with my own eyes. I have
not seen anything regarding its im­
plementation as such. But I have
heard slogans about it and have read 
statements about it. 1 have also heard 
people saying just the opposite. If
at all something has been done, it is 
done by some private parties at the 
cost of sacrificing their own interest.

For example, take the case of bouse
sites. House sites have been announc-
~ed by the Government. But I do not
know how many house sites have
been actually given to the tenants or
the farmers. There is one person Mr.
Desh Prabu who announced on 19lb 
November last that he had given more
than 300 house sites to the tenants 
without getting anything from them.
He has also assured them that they
should not pay a single paisa for thpse 
house sites. I do not remember the 
exact figure, but it is more than 300. 
He has also told them that they should 
not pay anything to him and those 
houses and some land are theirs. He 
gave it to them in writing.

But the Government of Goa, the
party people and even those who are 
in power, ridiculed and criticised it.
This is what is going on in Goa. If
they had stopped these slogans and
followed the 20-point economic pro­
gramme as also its implementation,
1 would certainly have appreciated 
and praised it openly.

There is a sugar factory. I am not 
telling you what the people told me.
But there are many concrete and 
tactual things. I will read out only 
what is published in papers and what
is published are th« statements made

the Ministers in the Assembly.

SHRI PURUSHOTTAM KAKOD
KAR. This is what this Report also
says

“Land holding* in this country are
by and large fragmented and small
to lend themselves to scientific cul­
tivation ”

All this is regarding the whole coun­
try Goa is a small territory If we
go on fragmenting the land, it will not
help anybody so, my request to the
hon Minister is to appoint a high- 
powered committee of experts and find 
out how the best use can be made of
the Comumdales so that paddy produc­
tion can be acquired from the land, and 
Goa does not require to bring nee from
other States

SHRI PATTABHI RAMA RAO (Ra- 
jamundry) Mr Deputy-Speaker Sir,
I rise to support the Demands for
Grants in respect of the Ministry of
Agriculture and Irrigation, and I would
like to make «  few suggestions for
what they are worth

The bumper harvest of the current
season is a mixed blessing The fact
that we have been able to produce
nearly 115 million tonnes of gram*" 
shows that given the normal aids, the
country is well on the wav to self-suffi­
ciency At the same timp, the surplus
has brought forth one or two more
lessons

The first is that unless the other
condilions are normal we cannot ex­
pert a good harvest Among these* 
conditions the most important is the
supply of water which, in turn depends
on the monsoon During the last three
or four years we have had sufficient
experience to know that, with the best
of will m the world, the farmer cannot
produce more in an intensive wav
without assured water supply This Is
the first lesson that we have learnt
or should learn

The second lesson is that even a 
small surplus can be embarrassing 
when prices fall suddenly.. This hurts 
the farmer in one wav and the
Government in another way It hurts
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the farmer because he has purchased 
inputs like fertilisers and seeds at 
high prices in the expectation that he 
will be getting a certain return from 
the harvest and when this return tails 
or is reduced, he naturally loses the 
expected income, apart from the fact
that this makes it difficult for him to
return the loans that he has taken 
during the cultivation season. It also 
robs him of the incentive to produce
more in future.

Government Introduced the policy of
compulsory purchase in one form or 
another of a part of the grains or, in 
some instances, all the grains at a par­
ticular price. The idea behind this 
purchase was that the consumer, espe.
dally in the urban areas, should get
his food articles at a fairly cheap price.
This involved a certain amount of sub­
sidy in the interest of the consumer
and at the expense of the taxpayer.
The system worked well as long as the 
farmer was able to dispose of the 
balance of his produce at the market
rate which was higher than the price
at which Government purchases were
made. But when, as a result of sur- 
plus grains, the prices fell, the position 
of the Government was reversed.
Far from buying the grains from the 
fanner at a price which was lower
than the market price, they had to buy
from the farmer in order to sup­
port him and keep the price at a 
level which is bound to be higher 
than the market price. This Is inevi­
table in the circumstances, but throw
a huge burden on Ihe Government.
This raises several problems for
the Government. The Govern­
ment agencies are not equipped
to buy all the grains offered
and within the time that the farmer
wishes to dispose them of. They do
not have sufficient storage space and 
certain amount of wastage occurs
thereby. Complaints have already been 
voiced in the surplus-producing areas 
that Government is not buying so as 
to meet the full supply offered.

The draw on credit ia very high and 
the resources of the banks are being
strained. Although a new situation

«U  L S.—10.

has been created, it is put 10 the Gov­
ernment to see that this situation today 
and similar situations in Ihe future 
are tackled in a proper manner with­
out a sense of panic and without a 
feeling that it is a crisis, in other 
words, what is required is the nor­
malisation of agricultural planning.
A procedure should be put into the 
administration of agricultural supply 
and demand in such a way that neither 
deficit nor surplus poses any serious
problem. Let it be remembered that 
agricultural production cannot be plan* 
ned meticulously as in the ease of in- 
dustry. Variations from one’s expec­
tations are bound to occur even if
there is no embarrassing surplus.

Incidentally I would like to mention 
that there is a misnomer about the 
quantity of the surplus and its impact
on the economy. Some persons are of
the mistaken view that the surplus is 
only three or four per cent and that,
therefore, it is not very great. What 
matters in this context is not the per­
centage of the surplus but the actual
quantity involved. It is five per cent
of a hundred million tonnes; in terms 
of the actual quantities that arrive in 
the market, as a proportion of a total
production, the quantity involved is 
almost one-fifth or one-sixth of the 
total quantity that can be absorbed by
the market.

What then is the solution? As I said 
earlier, a method has to be devised 
which should be put into as a norma)
procedure. I venture to suggest that, 
instead of the Government being solely 
responsible for ihe purchase, the other 
agencies should also be made respon­
sible for it, though not directly through 
the provision of credit. The other day
I read an item of news that one of
the leading banks in ihe South is 
constructing godowns to store grains.
This, Sir, is an excellent move and 
should be copied by all banks. This 
is an advantage to everyone concern­
ed. The banks benefit by using their 
funds in a constructive manner and by 
aiding the economy of the country. The 
Government benefits by reducing the
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area of their responsibility, at the same 
time maintaining a hold indirectly on 
the quantities of grams available for
distribution The farmer gains by not
being compelled to sell at unremunera- 
tive prices but getting enough credit on 
his produce so as to tide over the im­
mediate demand for money The au­
thorities concerned should evolve a 
detailed plan for ropmg in the tanks
m such a way that they build the 
godowns, give credit to the larmir tor 
as long as necessary give him option 
to sell as he likes or al) offering to 
the government at prescribed prices
By this means, I lhmk the surpluses 
can be taken care of without undue 
strain Indeed. Sir, I understand in 
some countries the credit slips given to 
the farmers are negotiable And the 
fact that the farmer >s given option 
to sell of his own or offer the produce 
to the Government makes the scheme 
a practical one Perhaps the Govern- 
ment may try this in one or two highly 
surplus areas fo begin with and see 
to what extent it can be made a nor­
mal practice of credit-cum-sale

I said earlier, that there can be no 
intensive production without water
This is not the time to go in*o the 
merits or demerits of the way m which 
the States have held up many schemes 
in regard to th*. use o* in*cr-St»ite 
rivers This is an old storj and the 
Narmada is always an example as to 
how much water goes waste lor lack 
of mter-State understanding More re.
cently, the Government have become 
aware of this problem, and thanks to 
Babuji for the dynamic lead he has 
been taking m this direction, the Gov­
ernment are taking steps to accelerate 
such understanding and push forward 
schemes for the full utilisation of the
waters of inter-State rivers

1 am myself concerned at present 
only with a small point Recently the 
Chief Minister of Andhra Pradesh 
agreed to augment the water supply 
of the city of Madras by giving some

of the surplus water at the Krishna.
This is but a beginning. What is Teally 
required is to link up the southern 
river so that a southern water grid 
is formed. I Suggest that immediate 
steps should be taken to connect the 
Godavari wifh the Krishna, the Krishna 
with the pennar and the pennar with 
the Cauvery This is not a grandoise 
scheme like the linking of the northern 
and ihe southern rivers but a simple 
and a practical one which can be im­
plemented with the resources which
are immediately available Between tlw* 
Godavari and the Krishna there are 
hill streams wich cause a great deal 
of damage through a sudden flush of
floods, they can be canalised It is 
notorious that most of the water of the 
Godavari is wasted into the sea during 
the monsoon months There is a large 
swamp in the Krishna and West
Godavari districts called the Kolleru 
lake which also can be reclaimed for
food production if this scheme is im­
plemented I, therefore, suggest that 
this should be given the highest prior­
ity and a committee of experts appoint­
ed immediately to work out the 
details

Then, Sir, sugar is a big foreign ex* 
change earner today But the position 
of the grower of the sugarcane or the 
producer of sugar m Andhra Pruviesh 
is very bad The farmer does not get
a remunerative price for his produta
the producer loses heavily with the 
present levy price in Andhra Pradesh,
which is the lowest m the country If
the factory pays Rs 120 per tonne of
cane, it is not quite remunerative to the 
grower Then even at that price, if
the levy price per quintal of sugar is
Rs 120, the factory loses heavily on 
every bag it produces I request the 
Government to re-examine the issue 
and give a remunerative price to the 
grower and a reasonable levy price
to the producer

With these observations, 1 support
the Demands and congratulate the 
Ministry for their best performance in 
the year gone by

SHRI C K CHANDRAPPAN (Teili- 
cherry) Sir, I take this opportunity 
to bring to the notice of the hem Mini­
ster one or two points Firstly, I
would like to know from the Govern­
ment what is the final decision about
setting up a coconut Board, because it 
It a fact knows* to Babuji, Shindeji,
everybody, that coconut cultivation in

our country is a small farmers' culti­
vation and that the coconut trees are
badly affected by a disease. So, our
productivity is one of the lowest in the 
world Therefore, there is every rea­
son for making a co-ordinated effort
so that coconut cultivation in our coun­
try could be saved There was a very
useful discussion in Delhi and the
Government seem to have made up
their mind to come forward for the 
setting up of this Board So, I would 
like to Government to make a cate­
gorical statement during this discus­
sion of the budget on that issue

Secondly, there is the question of sea 
erosion Kerala is a State, having a 
long coastline, which is badly affected
by sea erosion The subject of sea 
erosion is dealt with by the Depart­
ment of Flood Control Since there 
is a constant demand made by the
Kerala State Government that the pro­
blem of sea erosion should get special
attention from the Central Government
—a separate department should be set 
up to look mfo this matter

Unless this problem of sea erosion is 
tackled on a war footing, it is going 
to have very serious effects Just as 
we send army fo defend our borders
from the enemies, we should defend 
the borders of the country from &ea 
erosion Otherwise, the Arabian Sea 
will gradually take away the coast of
Kerala

So, I think Government should pay
some serious attention to this problem 
and spend more money on saving our
coast from sea erosion

In this connection, I would like to
say that there are ways other than 
constructing bunds to protect the land 
from sea erosion Recently I had op­
portunity to go to Viet Nam in a 
Parliamentary delegation There, 1 
found that instead of building bunds,
which is very expensive, they cultivate
a kind of tree and protect the land I
was told that a similar thing is done
m China alio So, why can we not
try similar methods? I hope the Gov­
ernment will look into it

On the question of the development
hilly areas, I feel very strongly lhat
the neglected area of Wynad in Central
malabar should be taken into considera­
tion—not because it is in my consti­
tuency or any such thing, but because 
it is a very badly neglected area. The 
waters of the Cauveri, Manantarvadi
etc., flowing through Wynad are a 
subject of inier-State dispute to vihich 
Kerala is also a party. All the irriga­
tion schemes in respect of these water.1 
which are presented to the Centre are 
not sanctioned because of this dispute

So, I would like the Government to 
take this also into consideration and 
settle the inier-State water dispute as 
soon as possible, so that these projects
may be cleared.
