
The Minister ot I w r iu  aad Civil 
fcftalfaa (Dr. Karan Singh): (a) No, 
Sir. Not for the present Our re­
source* do not permit the production 
of tourist doumentaries on each place 
•f tourist interest in the country.

(b) A provision of Rs. 30 lakhs has 
been made under Part II of the Fourth 
Five Year Plan on Tburism for pro­
viding tourist facilities in Rajasthan. 
The expenditure on these schemes, 
will be shared in the ration of 50:50 
between the Central and the State 
Governments. The detailed break­
down of schemes is awaited from the 
State Government.
