Will the Minister of WORKS, HOUSING
AND SUPPLY be pleased to state .

(a) whether it is a fact that bungalow
No. 10, Janpath, New Delhi has been lying
unused for the last two years;

(b) if so, the total loss of rent during
the above period and whether it has been
maintained properly;

(c) the number of persons to whom this
bungalow was allotted and the reasons for
their refusal; and

(d) the manner in which Government
prapose to use this bungalow ?

THE DEPUTY MINISTER IN THE
MINISTRY OF WORKS, HOUSING AND
SUPFLY (SHRI IQBAL SINGH) : (a)
No. The bungalow remained vacant from
23rd March, 1966 to 23rd June, 1966 after
vacation by the family of late Shri Lal
Bahadur Shastri and thereafter it was allot-
ted to a Government office who vacated it
on 22ad May, 1967, and since then it is
vacant.

(b) The monthly rent of the bungalow
under F. R. 45-A is Rs. 1380.85 per month.
The bungalow is maintained by the C.P.-
W.D.

(c) and (d). The question for the allot-
ment of this bungalow is still under consi-
deration and the decision is likely to be
taken in the very near future.

DEMAND POR SMALL Sizé PLOTS IN DELHI

(b) if so, the action taken by Govern-
ment to increase the number of small size
plots ?

The Delhi Development Authority
have received 3,152 applications for 1,600
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plots for the Middle Income Group in
Pankha Road and Wazirpur Residential
Schemes and 13,334 applications for 300
plots for the Low Income Group in Wazir-
pur Residential Scheme,

(b) The Delhj Development Authority
are examining a proposal to provide more
plots for the Low Income Group.
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
