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(b) if so, whether Government are con-
templating to introduce such system on other
Railways also; and

(c) if not, the reasons therefor?

THE MINISTER OF RAILWAYS
SHRI C. M. POONACHA) : (a) Yes.

(b) and (c). The Railways have already
instructions to consider sale of dry food
packets at such of their stations where there
is demand and also to popularise this
facility.

On all the Railways, the facility of dry
food packets has already been introduced at
certain important stations. But due to poor
patronage, this facility had to be discontinued
at some of those stations.
