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THEFT OF PAINTINGS FROM SALAR JUNG 
MUSEUM, HYDERABAD

The 
value of these paintings has been assessed 
by a Committee of Experts at Rs. 14,050/. 

(c) The matter has been reported to the 
Police and other authorities concerned 
for investigation and assistance in the re-
covery of the lost paintings and tracing the 
culprits. In addition, Museum authorities 
have been asked to tighten the security ar-
rangements and to enSure strict observance 
of the Museum's own rules in the matter.
