Shipowners in the private as 
well as the public sector are desirous of 
ordering new tonnage from abroad subject 
to availability of credit facilities and price 
being competitive. The shipowners nego-
tiate with the shipyards abroad regarding 
the terms of supply, including credit faci-
lities and price etc. and then submit pro-
posals to Government for approval. 

At present credit facilities for building 
ships are available only in Yugoslavia and 
Bulgaria. Efforts are, h~er, being made 
to secure such facilities from UK. and West 
Germany also.
