(b) At the talks the supply and contract 
position together with expected shipments 
was explained. It was noted that out of 
8,(KK> tonnes of caprolactum contractecl for 
by the State Trading Corporation in ad­
vance, a total of 2,200 metric tonnes would 
arrive in May/June, 1973. The spinners 
stated that they would endeavour to main­
tain their production and delivery of Nylon 
yarn at last year’s level. Spinners also 
agreed to make available their production 
figures to the Weavers’ Association. It was 
also noted that State Trading Corporation 
had already placed at the disposal of indivi­
dual spinners letters of Authority valued 
at Rs. l.SO lakhs covering about 8,400 
tonnes.
