Indian Ocean is being carried out by 

the National Institute of OC.!3.nography 
Goa. The project has been sponsored 
by the Depa.-tment of Ocean Develop-

ment. After detailed survey in the 
Central Indian Ocean covering more 

than 3 million square Kilometres, 2 
mine sites, each of an area of 150,000 

sq. kms. and almost of equal commercial 
value have been identified. India, which 

has been r ~cogn i~ed as a Pioneer 

Inv ~stor, has ah eady filed an application 
with the Preparatory Commission of the 
International Seabed Authority for the 
allotment of one of the two sites as a 

pioheer area in the Indian Ocean. 
Research & Development work or 
mining of nodules, including the related 
work of the coHecti{}n of environm:ntal 
data would be taken up after the mine 
site has been allocated to India by the 
Preparatory Commission. It has also 

been possible to extract the metals 
(copper, nickel & cobalt) from the 
polymetallic nodules on a laboratory 

scale and the pro<:ess is being upgradC\l.
