Introduction of Train between Narka-

Provision of AC sleeper on
Janaki Exp. is also presently feasible due to
shortage.

Action is being taken to ensure regular
running of 1st Class Coach on Janki Ex-
press.

Modernisation of Sitamarhi Railway
Station

(a) whether Government have received
representations for the modernisation of
Sitamarhi (Bihar) railway station and for
providing accommodation for the passen-
gers there; and

(b) Amenities at stations are provided,
as per norms, based on the volume of traffic
dealt with.
