The FERA guidelines seek to regulate
the level of fereigrn shareholding in
companies operating in the country de-
pending on the nature and character of
their aclivities. The control of com-
panies is, however, determined under
the Companies Act primarily by the
voting vower flowing from the extent
of equity holding in the company and
the pattern of holding,

(b) According to the FERA guide-
lines, the following types of compa-
nies are entitled to retain foreign equi-
ty upto 74 per cent or 51 per cent:

(1) Companies manufacturing items
listed in Appendix I of the Industrial
Licensing Policy of 1973.
