THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE
MINISTRY OF RAILWAYS (SHRI

Procurement of wagons is arranged by
the Railways taking into account the
traffic demands and the availability of
funds from year to year. Consistent
with the allocaton of funds for 1980-
81. procurement of 8,5000 wagons in
terms of four-wheelerg has been
planned. There was no proposal to
avquire 20.000 wagons in terms of
war-wheelers during 1980-81.
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
