PARASHAR: Will the Minister of
RAIJLWAYS be pleasedq to state:

(a) whether the Railway Adminis.
tration are aware of the harassment to
railway passengers caused by the
daily commuters and the suburban
traing around Delhi and other cities
caused by the chain puilling and other
delay tactics; and

(b) if so, whether any effective
solution would be found to this prob-
lem and the likely date by which it
would be found?

THE DEPUTY MINISTER IN THE
MINISTRY OF RAILWAYS (SHRI
MALLIKARJUN): (a) Yes.

(b) Special attention is given to
the requirement of train services for
commuters so that commuters do not
travel by long distance trains. Inten-
sive ticket checking and surprise
checks by deploying teams of large
number of ticket examiners, Railway
Protection Force and Government
Railway Police personnel and Magis-
trates, are regularly conducted to
tackle this problem and suitable action
as per rules is taken against the de-
faulters and unauthorised passengers.
The evil of alarm chain pulling and
other unauthorised activities are ba-
sical y problems of law and order, to
be tackleg continuously and as such
it is net possible to indicate a firm
date by which these unauthorised acti-
vities would be stopped,
