Will the Minister of IRRIGATION
AND POWER be pleased to state whe-
ther action is being taken to resolve
the dispute on Narmada River Scheme
between Madhya Pradesh and Gujarat
States in accordance with the spirit
of the A.I.C.C, Resolution of the 27th
July, 1965 ?

THE DEPUTY MINISTER IN THE
MINISTRY OF IRRIGATION AND
POWER (SHRI SIDDHESHWAR
PRASAD) : Efforts are continuing to
settle the dispute through mutual dis-
cussions and negotiations,

SHRI D. R. PARMAR : When there
be a dispute between two States in
regard to water and power or in
regard to the boundary between them
is it a fact that the AICC has passed
a resolution on the 27th July, 1965
that such disputes should be finalised
by being referred to arbitration, and
if g0, may I know the reasons why the
dispute on the Narmada river is not
being referred to arbitration ?

DEPUTY-SPEAKER : This is
the Question Hour. There can be no
point of order now.

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER : There
should be no point of order during
the Question Hour. If I make a
departure in the hon. Member’s case,
then some other Member also will
start with a point of order.

THE MINISTER OF IRRIGATION
AND POWER (DR. K L, RAO) : The
resolution of the AICC was that these
disputes must be settled by mutual
negotiations backed by a sincere
desire to find fair and equitable solu-
tions, and it is only when these efforts
fail, they have said, that the dispute
should be referred for arbitration.

SHRI D. R. PARMAR: When we
the Members of Parliament from
Gujarat had a discussion on this
matter with the hon, Primg Minister
on the 22nd June, 19867, we had
requested her to fix some time-limit
by which this question was to be
finalised. At that time, the hen.
Prime Minister had informed us that
the Chief Ministers of Gujarat and
Madhya Pradesh were going to meet
within two or three days, that is, on
the 24th June, 1967. Thereafter,
two or three meetings were held but
with no results. May I know from
the hon. Minister whether he is in a
position to fix some time-limit by
which he expects to finalise this
question and if not, the reasons
therefor ?

DR. K. L. RAO: We had a meeting
of the Chief Ministers in December,
1967. At that time, the Chief Minis-
ter of Madhya Pradesh had said that
due to the introduction of hybrid
varietics of seeds and new agricul-
tural practices, more waters would
be required by the Madhya Pradesh
Government; he wanted that a team
of engineers and agricultural experts
should be sent from the Centre to
discuss with their officers. Accord-
ingly, a team of those officers was
sent in January, and in the course of
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the discussions with these experts and
technical people, the Madhya Pradesh
officers said that they wanted another
month’'s time and accordingly another
meeting was held after a month. The
officers again met about four days
back at Bhopal. A note on the
studies by the Madhya Pradesh Gov-
ernment was handed over to the
Central officers.

After studying this, I propose to
call for a meeting of the Chief Min-
isters to finalise one way or the other
the decisions on this dispute,

SHRI RAMCHANDRA J. AMIN:
May I know why the Khosla Com-
mittee's report has not been imple-
mented ?

DR. K. L. RAO: The Khosla Com-
mittee was appointed to suggest the
best way of utilising the Narmada
waters and to recommend the distri-
bution of waters, in 1964. They took
one year and submitted a very use-
full report but unfortunately, at the
time of the setting up of the Khosla
Committee it had been stated that it
was only an advisory body ang its
decisions or recommendations were
not binding. As such, we cannot
straightway implement or act on
those recommendations. That is why
turther negotiations are to be held
between the States.

SHRI MANUBHAI PATEL : In view
of the fact that the Kutch Award is
already out and the border of Kutch
is already fixed and Government have
declared their policy to develop the
Kutch area with the Narmada waters,
may I know what progress has becn
made in this direction and to apply
the master plan to the Kutch area so
as to develop it? If some progress
has been made, may 1 know the
height required to make the waters
of the Narmada reach Kutch ? If that
has also been decided, may I know
whether the Ministry will ask the
Gujarat Government td start the
foundation work on the dam for the
required height in future but with the
height agreed to between the Madhya
Pradesh and Gujarat Government's at

present ?
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DR. K. L. RAO: It is true that a
large amount of area in the great and
small Rann of Kutch has got to
be developed. The question about the
waters of which rivers should be
utilised for this purpose has not yet
been settled. It may be the Mahi
waters or the Narmada waters or
the waters of some other river. I am
afraid that it is too premature to
answer the various questions which
the hon. Member has put.

SHRI MANUBHAI PATEL: The
last part of my question has not been
answered. Wherever might be the
future height, may 1 know whether
the Ministry will ask the Gujarat
Government to start the work with
the agreed height?

DR. K. L. RAO: I do not know
what the hon, Member is referring

to. Probably he is referring to
the project which was sanctioned
already. If that be the case, there

is no objection to proceeding with the
work which is already sanctioned. If
the hon. Member wants any further
amplification of the answer, 1 am
afraid I would not be able to answer
now,

DR. K. L. RAO: Fortunately, there

are only two cases of river disputes
in our country, one in regard to the

Krishna-Godavari waters and  the
other in regard to the Narmada
waters. We have been trying our

best in these two cases to settle the
dispute by negotiation if possible. If
these negotiations fail, then the law
is very clear, and we have got to
resort to the Inter-State River Dis-
putes Act and action will be taken
accordingly, if we find in the course
of the next few months that we are
unable to make any headway with
reference to these negotiations.

DR. K. L. RAO: I am glad the hon.
Member has siruck the correct note
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when he said that the resolution of
these disputes should be in the best
national interests. I entirely agree
with him.

With regard to these rivers, the
catchment area and other factors are
there, and when a river passes
through more than one State, that is,
in the case of inter-State rivers, the
river has to be developed in the best
national interest as well ag in the
interests of the States concerned.

With regard to the question of the
Centre overruling the States, there is
no such question. We try to carry
them along with us as much as possi-
ble. If that is not successful, we have
got the Inter-State River Disputes
Act which lays down very clearly
the provision for settlement by a
tribunal,

SHRI BAL RAJ MADHOK: Any
time-limit fixed ?

DR. K. L. RAO : So far as Narmada
is concerned, it is very tragic even
though at first we had reached agree-
ment in 1963—the Ministers of Guja-
rat and Madhya Pradesh and myself
signed the agreement in regard to
the project—later on this was repu-
diated or rather not agreed to by the
Madhya Pradesh Government. Since
then, we have been trying to find a
way out to come to an agreement
between the concerned States and I
think we have come fairly close to
the close of these discussions, We
shall have one more meeting and
then take a decision on this subject.

SHRI M. B. RANA : Are Govern-
ment aware that the Khosla Com-
mittee which reported on this ques-
tion was appointed by the Govern-
ment of India? Therefore, would it
not be proper for Government to
stop negotiations and implement the
Report ?

DR. K. L. RAO: As
already, the Report of the Khosla
Committee was only advisory in
character. However valuable it may
be, so far as this matter is concerned
one has to get the consent of the

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States, discuss the matter and try to
persuade them to come to an agree-
ment.

DR. K. L. RAO: With regard to
settlement of water disputes, there is
the Inter-State River Disputes Act
under which we can act. There is
no necessity for a separate Commis-
sion to be appointed. According to the
Act, the Chief Justice of India will
sominate a Judge and then the asses-
sors will be there. Their decision
will be binding on the parties. We
have not so far resorted to this; we
have been still feeling that we could
settle this by negotiation.

SHRI P. M. MEHTA: Apropos
the reply given by the Minister, what
time do the Government of India
want to finalise the issue?

DR. K. L. RAO: As I have already
said, we are going to have another
meeting of the Chief Ministers con-
cerned with regard to the Narmada
dispute. T hope that will be the final
meeting in this connection,

I will not be able to say when it
will take place. It has to suit the
convenience of the Chief Ministers, I
hope it will be in the next two
months,

SHRI D. N. PATODIA: The hon.
Minister just now referred to the
recommendations of the Khosla Com-
mittee. One of their important
recommendations was that 8,50,000
acres in Jalore and Barmer districts
in Rajasthan will have to be put
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under irrigation from which the yield
in food production will be 100 crores
of rupees. What consideration has
been given particularly to this recom-
mendation, is it being implemented,
and have the other States also agreed
to it ?

DR. K. L. RAO: What the hon.
Member has said is correct. The
irrigation of 8 lakh acres in Rajasthan
is a desirable project. The only point
is that in order to irrigate that area
we have to get water from Mahi
which flows into Gujarat, and to
replace the water we take off from
Mahi we have to depend on water
from Narmada. That is how it hap-
pens. Otherwise, Narmada itself will
irrigate only about one lakh acres in
Rajasthan. By taking water from
Mahi, we will be able to have the
advantage of another 7 lakh acres
being put under irrigation.

It is very necessary in the case of
Rajasthan where there are no water
facilities that we should assist in the
development of that area by borrow-
ing as far as possible from neigh-
bouring sources, as we have done in
the case of the Rajasthan Canal.

SHRI RANGA: He only gave us
the theory about it. But has the
Gujarat Government agreed to this
proposal ?

DR. K. L. RAO: The Gujarat Gov-
ernment has agreed.

SHRI AMRIT NAHATA: What
about the Madhya Pradesh Govern-
ment ?

“DR. K. L. RAO: T do not know to
what acceptance the hon. Member
refers. This will be effective only if
the waters we use from Mahi get
replaced by Narmada waters. To
what extent the water will be avail-
able depends on further discussions.

DR. K. L, RAO: It is not quite so.
The agreement was signed by the
Ministers but it was not signed by
the Chief Ministers. When it went to
the Chief Minister, Madhya Pradesh,
for his concurrence, he raised many
other points and therefore, it did not
come into effeet.

SHRI R, K. AMIN: In view of the
fact that at one time Madhya Pradesh
was ready to construct a dam at a
height of 465 ft. above sea level at
Harunpal, may I know what prevents
the Government of India agreeing to
the construction of a dam at the
same height at Navagam ?

DR. K. L. RAO: This is one of the
ways one can argue about it, the
relative height and other things. But
one has to get the acceptance, if
possible, of the State concerned, As
regards the construction of a dam at
Haranpal, Madhya Pradesh proposed
1o the height of 465 ft.; they do not
agree however to the construclion of
Navagam dam at 465 ft.

DR. K. L. RAO: I have studied the
resolution as also the speeches made
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on that occasion. The main peint
made out there in both was that
national interests must prevail and
should take precedence over the
interests of any particular State,

PRICES OF SULPHUR

*809, SHRI HIMATSINGKA: Will
the Minister of PETROLEUM AND
CHEMICALS be pleased to state:

(a) whether it is a fact that while
the price of sulphur in the U.S.A. has
increased from $ 16.00 in 1956 to $
38.50 per ton it has increased from
Rs. 150/- to Rs. 800/- per ton in India;
and

(b) if so, the reasons contributing
to this disproportionate rise in the
cost of sulphur in India?

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE
MINISTRY OF PETROLEUM AND
CHEMICALS AND OF SOCIAL
WELFARE ({SHRI RAGHU
RAMAIAH) : (a) The price of sulphur
in USA at the beginning of the decade
was $ 20 per long ton F.0.B. which
has increased to about $48 per long
ton F.O.B, for the supplies made by
the traditional suppliers of USA.
During this period, the CIF price of
sulphur in India increased from Rs.
150 to between Rs, 525 and Rs. 600 per
long ton, depending on the source of
supply.

(b) The reasons for the risc are:—

(i) Steep increase in prices in
the world market conseguent
on world-wide shortage of the
commodity ;

(ii) devaluation of

Rupee by 57.5% ;

the Indian

(iii) increase in freight costs due

to the closure of the Suez
canal ;

(iv) reduction of normal supplies
from traditional sources; and

(v) import of sulphur from non-
traditional sources at higher
prices to make up the short-

age.
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SHRI HIMATSINGKA: About a
million tons of sulphur is being im-
ported per year and the average price
for importing it through the STC
comes to about 75 US dollars... The
agreement of Dharamsi Morarji Fer-
tiliser Project with the Kuwait
Chemical Fertiliser Company provides
for a price which is 10-15 US dollars
less than the price paid by the STC.
In that context, may I ask the Gov-
ernment whether they would allow
sulphur to be imported by the actual

users rather than channelling it
through the STC? What is the
policy ?

SHRI RAGHU RAMAIAH: The

present policy 18 to allow not only
the STC but also the actual users and
the established importers to import
sulphur,

SHRI HIMATSINGKA : In view of
the fact that the use of sulphur is
increasing and the supply of sulphur
is diminishing in the world and even
countries which are producing sul-
phur are going over to other pro-
cesses to save sulphur, what steps do
the Government propose to minimise
the use of sulphur and what action
are they taking to exploit pyrite
deposits  in - Amjhore in Bihar and
produce elemental sulphur at an early
date ?

THE MINISTER OF PETROLEUM
AND CHEMICALS AND SOCIAL
WELFARE (SHRI ASOKA MEHTA):
Pyrite deposits are being developed
not only at Amjhore in Bihar but
also in Rajasthan. Both these deve-
lopments are going ahead.

SHRI RANGA : He has asked an-
other question—steps to minimise the

use of sulphur by adopting other
processes.
SHRI RAGHU RAMAIAH : This

question has been answered in reply
to . unstarred question No, 5242 for
21-12-67. I shall however give a gist
of that reply. Some production of sul-
phuric acid based on indigenous
pyrites, sulphurous gases available
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from non-ferrous smelter plants, re-
finery gases and coke oven gases has
planned as detailel below :

In addition to that in the nlacc of
single super phosphate in the manu-
facture of which large quantities of
sulphur are used encouragement is
being given to other fertilizers like
nitro-phosphate and phosphoric acid by
IMI process substituting sulphuric acid
by hydrochloric acid.

SHRI DINKAR DESAI: In the
world market, the prices have pone
up. What is the average world
market price ?

SHRI ASOKA MEHTA : There is
no average world price. The supplies
from the traditional sources have
been reduced; but their prices are
somewhat favourable. If we try to
get sulphur from other sources, we
have to pay whatever price the sup-
plier charges. But there is no such
thing as one single price in the world
market.

SHRI AMRIT NAHATA: Is it a
fact that vast reserves of rock phos-
phates have also been discovered in
Rajasthan, in Udaipur, Barmer and
Jaisalmer and, if so, what steps are
being taken to get these reserves
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exploited ? 1 want to know also
whether they would be exploited in
the public sector to feed our factories?

SHRI ASOKA MEHTA: The hon.
Member knows that I had replied to
this question when he wrote to me
about it. These are still under in-
vestigation and have not yet reached
a stage when we can take them up
for development. That is what I have
replied to him,

SHRI NAMBIAR : In view of the
fact that the present price is five
times more than the price prevalent
in the previous years, is it not possi-
ble for us to give up purchasing sul-

phur from foreign countries, because
of the foreign exchange shortage ?
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SHRI RAGHU RAMAIAH: You
cannot altogether avoid the purchase

of Sulphur; you can only reduce
dependence on it.
SHRI R. BARUA: Apart from

various steps taken to reduce the use
of sulphur, has any concrete step
been taken to get sulphur at cheap
rate from Kuwait and Iran?

SHRI ASOKA MEHTA: We Lave
entered into some arrangement with
Kuwait. Recently, I had been to Iran
and we have been exploring the
possibilities in Iran also. These are
matters which are being gone into.

SHRI SAMAR GUHA: Although
Indian has no elemental source of
sulphur, there are two other sources-—
iron and low grade coal. Iron ore
and low grade coal ore are rich in
sulphur content. One question about
the extraction of sulphur from iron
pyrites has been answered. 1 want
to know whether in the distillation
process of ammonia fertilisers  and
coal gas, sulphur also can be pro-
duced as by-product from low grade
coal? If so, have the Government
any plan to extract sulphur as a by-
product from low grade coal ore in
India which is in plenty ?

SHRI ASOKA MEHTA : These are
being investigated in our national

laboratories. So far no economic
process has been brought to my
notice.

SHRI SAMAR GUHA : Millions of
tons of ore are lost.

SHRI ASOKA MEHTA: These
things are being looked into by our
National Laboratories and no econo-
mic process has been brought up so
far.

If so, what is the
reason ?

SHRI RAGHU RAMAIAH : We are
not aware of any shortage of sulphur
for FACT.

SHRI K. K. NAYAR : I would like
to know whether the sulphur that is
used in the preparation of phosphates
and superphosphates goes into the
final product or whether it is recover-
ed?

SHRI ASOKA MEHTA: The sul-
phur that is used for the manufacturc
of fretilisers cannot be recovered.

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE

FARE (SHRI RAGHU RAMAIAH):
(a) and (b). During the period that
fertilizer projccts licenced before 3list
December, 1967 enjoy the freedom to
fix prices and distribute their products,
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fertilizer plants set up after that the
cannot be denied that freedom.

SHRI GADILINGANA GOWD : May
I know whether import licences to
the tune of several crores Fave recently
been given to a Bombay firm for
import of sulphur, ammonia and
several connected chemicals at any
rate from any part of the country,
without any restriction on prices, by
the Reserve Bank for manufacturing
fertilisers in India ?

THE MINISTER OF PETROLEUM
AND CHEMICALS AND SOCIAL
WELFARE (SHRI ASOKA MEHTA):
It is too general a question. It docs
not arise out of this also. If he writes
to me, I will look into it and give a
reply. I am sorry I cannot reply 1o
a very general question like that.

SHRI SHRI CHAND GOEL : May I
know why this concession has been
extended to factories established after
December, 1967 and how many fac-
tories have been actually established
after 31st December, 1967 which are
enjoying these concessions ?

SHRI RAGHU RAMAIAH : I have
already explained that during the
period during which these companies
enjoy that privilege, we cannot deny
the rest, because you cannot control
the price of one and allow the other
to sell at any price they like. About
the number, 10 companies have been
established.

SHRI GADILINGANA GOWD : May
I know what is the requirement of
fertilisers in the country for consump-
tion this year and what is the quan-
tity of fertilisers sought to be impor-
ted from other countries?

SHRI ASOKA MEHTA : Firstly, 1
do not accept that the prices here are
three times the prices abroad. Second-
Iy, the prices in somc countries are
subsidised. We were paying subsidy
till recently, but we have withdrawn
it. Thirdly, it was pointed out only
last Monday that when the new plants
are set up based on modern techno-
logy, the prices will go down even
to the extent of 40 per cent, though
I would not like to be bound down
to that figure. With the extensive
production programme we have drawn
up, we will be in a position to meet
all the requirements of fertilisers in
the country and the agriculturists
will be in a position to pay the price,
because the price will be comparable
to the price prevailing anywhere else
in the world without subsidy. Whe-
ther subsidy is to be given or not is
a matter with which my ministry
does not deal.

SHRI UMANATH: One of the
issues on which there has been grow-
ing resistance from all sides of the
House is the concession given in
pricing and distribution of fertilisers.
There has been even greater resistance
with regard to the extension being
givn from time to time. Is the ex-
tension given because recently in
their report, the World Bank advised
the Government of India—I do not
use the word ‘dictation’ because our
Government does not want it—to
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encourage and more freedom in
pricing and distribution? Is it in
consonance with this advice and the
pressura of the Weorld Bank on the
question of giving more loans to our
Government that the concessions are
being extended again?

SHRI ASOKA MEHTA : There has
been no pressure on the Government
of India. Secondly, the date 3lst
December, 1967 has not been extend-
ed. All these plants that have come
up during that period will have a 7
year period wherein they will enjoy
this freedom. Any plant that comes
up after that will not enjoy the free-
dom for a fresh period of full 7 vears,
but will enjoy it during the remain-
ing portion of that 7 year period. For
instance, even if it comes up in the
sixth year, it will enjoy the freedom
for 1 year. As my colleague pointed
out, we cannot pursue two entirely
different policies at the same time.
There i5 no question of extending the
period.

SHRI ASOKA MEHTA : I cannot
just now say when all these plants
will go into production, but we expect
most of them to go into production
in 1970, 1871 and 1972—some in 1870,
some in 1971 and others in 1872, The
requirements of fertilisers in the

country are growing and we expect
that all our requirements will be met
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from internal production by 1872.
After that again there will be a
further market increase. It is now
assumed that by 1975-76 the require-
ments of indigenous fertilisers will be
5 million tonnes. We have not yet
been able to locate the plants which
could produce all these fertilisers, We
are doing everything possible and I
am confident we will be able to have
this production in the country. About
the prices, I have already replied. As
far as organic manure is concerned,
the role of organic manure is com-
plementary to that of chemical ferti-
lisers and the Ministry of Agriculture
is doing all that is possible about
organic manure.

SHRI ASOKA MEHTA: I have
said that the Ministry of Agriculture
is doing all that is possible, If the
hon. Member has any questions he
may ask them of that Ministry.

SHRI K. NARAYANA RAO: We
have private sector units and also
public sector units for production of
fertiliser. I would like to know from
the hon. Minister whether the conces-
sion given to the private sector, both
in the matter of policy as well as
price fixation, would affect the price
policy and distriction of the woublic
sector production also or would they
also made along with the private
scctor policies and price fixation ?

SHRI ASOKA MEHTA : Public
sector also has to follow the same
po_licy when it has to organise its own
sales. I think it is not any privilege.
It is of great advantage to the agri-
culturists. When fertiliser producers
are asked to organise their marketing
they have to go about providing all
kinds of extension services and see
that they produce the kind of ferti-
liser mixture that agriculture wants.
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There is a close relationship between
the wants of the agricultrists and
what is being produced. The ferti-
liser production has to be according
to the needs of the agriculturists.
The fertiliser producers must be
responsible to see that what they
produce is really what the agricul-
turists want. There is no likelihood
of any kind of exploitation of the
agriculturists. Hom. Members will
themselves come forward after two
years, if there is any change in these
policies, saying that it would be
resisted and resented to by the agri-
culturists.

SHRI P. VENKATASUBBAIAH:
May I draw the attention of the
Government to the fact that so far
our technique or our allocation of
the projects in regard to supply of
raw materials to these projects was
coal based and later on it was switch-
c¢d over to naphtha based. Now it is
coming to imported liquid ammonia.
May I know whether Government is
seriously thinking of fully exploiting
indigenous resources to start ferti-
liser porjects rather than going in for
raw materials which are imported
from outside countries ? May 1 know
whether this fact is borne in mind ?
In that context, may I know whether
the fertiliser project in Kothagudium,
which was first started to be coal-
based, is now being brought back in
line with that thinking because the
technical know-how and raw mate-
rials are avialable in our country ?

SHRI ASOKA MEHTA : Our pro-
gramme of fertiliser production is
broadly based upon 75 per cent
nitrogen, 7 to 8 per cent of ammonia
and the rest on coal, electrolysis and
others. So, very largely it is naphtha
based while other raw materials
which are available in the country
are also being fully utilised. How far
we should go ahead with fertiliser
plants that are coal-based is an
economic problem. I believe that
coal-based fertiliser plant may turn
out to be more economical as far as
Madhya Pradesh is concerned. As
far as Korba is concerned, two
separate projects have been drawn up
and we are evaluating them in close
consultation with the Government of
Madhya Pradesh. After we find
which is economically feasible we
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would like to go ahead with it. About
Kothagudium also, while it is difficult
to say, we want to prepare {two
studies, one naphtha based and the
other coal based, and if om economic
ground we find that coal-based ferti-
liser would be advantageous we
would like to do it. It is desirable
to have a fertiliser plant in that area.
As to what should be the raw material
is a matter to be carefully gone into.
As far as ammonia is concerned, I
think oneg hon. Member—his neigh-
bour himself—asked the question,
what are you doing to get sulphur
from some of these countries. If we
want to get sulphur, nobedy is will-
ing to give sulphur unless we are
willing to buy something else with
it. There are all kinds of other
considerations with it. Secondly, if
we import ammonia we may be ablc
to produce fertiliser quickly in a
year or in 18 months and that too
with a much smaller investment. If
the hon. Member says that it is better
that we import finisheq fertiliser and
we need not import ammonia at all,
I can understand that point of view.
But the Government of India’s point
of view is that in all these things a
proper, carefully achieved balance has
to be struck. I would appeal to the
hon, Member, who is a very distin-
guished spokesman of the Ruling
Party, that he should not ask a ques-
tion or even make a remark in a
question which would be disparaging
about the policy.

SHRI P. VENKATASUBBAIAH:
Sir, I rise on a point of personal
explanation. I did not mean any
disparaging - remark. What I said
was, naphtha was originally intended
to be consumed in this country.
Because we could not set up factories.
that naphtha was being exported.
With regard to Korba our thinking
was to have it coal-based. We gave
it up after spending Rs, 5 crores. Now
we are coming back again to use that
raw material. I only wanted to ask
whether Government is thinking of
making the maximum utilisation of
the indigenous raw materials avail-
able,

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER: It has
been the practice- in this House not
to allow any point of order during
Question Hour. I would not like to
deviate from that.

SHRIMATI SHARDA MUKERJEE :
May 1 know from the han. Minister
as to what is the machinery he will
be having to see that there is a pro-
per distribution of fertilisers and
they are made available to the far-
mers at a price which he can afford.
Distribution gights have been given
to the private sector. Public sector
is also going to produce fertilisers.
What will be the comparison between
the prices of the two? 1 have just
been to some districts in parts of
Mysore I found that licensed ferti-
liser dealers had no fertiliser to sell
whereas on the road at several places
there were gunny bags full of ferti-
lisers available at prices at which the
blackmarkecteers were selling.  After
giving distribution rights to the pri-
vate sector if Government takes no
responsibility to see that fertiliser is
made available at economic prices to
the farmers, then where are we head-
ing to? Even if we have a larger
production in the country the situa-
tion is not going to change.

SHRI ASOKA MEHTA : The posi-
tion is not like that. The hon, Mem-
ber knows what the position is,
because 1 have explained it to her
personally on a number of occasions.
No. 1, 30 per cent of the production
the Government has a right to take
over; No. 2; almost 60 to 65 per cent
of the total production will be in the
public sector. All that is awvailable
to the Government. No. 3, whatever
is imported is also with the Govern-
ment. So, 30 per cent from private
sector firms, the entire production
from the public sector and whatever
is imported all that is at the disposal
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of the Government to deploy in what-
ever manner it wants. If in any
particular place something has gone
wrong. 1 shall be very grateful if
that matter is conveyed to me. I
will get it examined and satisfy the
hon, Member that it is being corrected.

schemes has been added.

No special irrigation programme to

- meet the drought conditions was

undertaken in 1967-68, except com-

pletion of works already taken in
hand in earlier years.

(b) The target for 1968-69 is 2
million acres by major and medium
schemes and about an equal area by
minor schemes

SHRI S. C, SAMANTA : Is it not a
fact that the Programme Evaluation
Organisation of the Planning Commis-
sion went thoroughly into the increase
in irrigational facilities in the coun-
try. May I know whether the figure
cited by the hon. Minister tallies with
the figure mentioned by that Organi-
sation? Secondly, what are the other
recommendations of that body ?

THE MINISTER OF IRRIGATION
AND POWER (DR. K. L. RAO) : Our
persistent aim has been to increase
the irrigation potentialities as far as
possible and wherever it is possible.
In the drought-affected areas like
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Bihar and UP special programmes are
also to be taken up. That is the
accepted policy. But it depends upon
the financial restraints. For example,
in 1967-68 we could not do very much.
But in 1988-69 an additional amount
is going to be spent in South Bihar
and at the moment 14 lakhs pump
jects like Gandak, and Sone high
level canal,

SHRI S, C. SAMANTA : Regarding
increasing the irrigation facilities I
would like to know from the hon.
Minister whether the requirements of
funds have been calculated and, if so,
what will be the amount necegsary
for increasing the irrigation facilities
in the country ?

DR, K. L. RAO: This year for the
irrigation projects the Deputy Prime
Minister has allotted Rs. 26 crores
more for giving extra assistance

to
those projects which are in an
advanced stage of construction and

which will give yields soon. On this
consideration this amount will be
distributed among 5 or 8 projects

which are in an advanced stage of
construction.

DR. K. L, RAO: Regarding Bihar
the case is really for South Bihar.
Anyway, the hon. Member has asked
about projects in North Bihar, With
regard to the Gandak Project, I have
already submitted that we are going
to have allotment of substantial addi-
tional amount this year so that the
work may be accelerated. In regard
to the Fast Kosi Project, it is well
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advanced and water will be available
to the extent required. With regard
to the West Kosi Canal, the first 22
miles of West Kosi Canal lies in
Nepal territory and we have to oblain
the permission of His Majesty's Gov-
ernment of Nepal for using that land
for the extension of that Canal.

DR, K, L, RAO: I would be very
happy if 1 could give a specific answer
to that question. But it so happens
that a portion of the West Kosi Canal
lies in a territory which is under the
Government of Nepal. So, we cannot
be very specific about it. Unless the
Nepal Government agrees to hand
over that land we cannot start the
work. As I have already submilted,
we hope that within the next [ew
months it will be finalised. As soon
as that is over, every effort will be
made to start that work.

SHRI LOBO PRABHU: I am con-
cerned with minor irrigation. We
agree that there should be no limit
10 the exploitation of this source. May
1 know from the hon. Minister why
the two deficiencies in the programme
for minor irrigation, namely, electri-
.city and provision of credit, why thcy
thave not been removed by the Gov-
ernment.

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electrification and credit for pump sets
have not been

DR. K. L. RAO: It is true that all
over the country there is very great
demand for electrification of wells
and at the moment 1} lakhs pump
sets are being electrified every year
all over the country. We are expect-
ing to accelerate this to double that
amount. The amount of money that
was given for rural electrification in
1967-68 was Rs, 48 crores. This year,
that is, 1068-60 it is being increased
to Rs. 60 crores and I expect that
there will be greater activity in this
direction.

SHRI CHINTAMONI PANI-
GRAHI May I know whether the
Government is aware that irrigation
has been given priority and in the
chronic drought-affected areas the
Government is committed to provide
more funds for irrigation if so,
whether Government is aware that
during the last three consecutive
years there has been serious drought
in Orissa and now it is completely
under famine conditions and people
are dying of starvation and there is °
acute scarcity of drinking water?
What steps has Government taken to
allow out of Rs. 25 crores, which was
allotted specially for providing irriga-
tion facilities, for Orissa to mect this
situation.

DR. K. L. RAO: Out of the special
allotted amount some amount will be
given to the Mahanadi Delta Scheme
which is in an advanced stage of
construction and which will give
benefit. As regards the importance of
minor irrigation facilifies and cons-
truction of wells and electrification,
it is well recognised. There is an
increased amount of money given
both for rural electrification as also
for minor irrigation. For minor irri-
gation we are going to increase the
amount from Rs. 88 crores to Rs.
115 crores for the next year; therefore,
to the extent possible, there is
increased assistance in this field.

Though it does not
relate to any of the items covered by
the settlement and may not therefore
be a technical violation of the agree-
ment it is felt that the strike was
not consistent with its spirit as one
of the chief objectives of the settle-
ment was to promote harmonious
industrial relations, better discipline,
efficiency and productivify.

Stage I comprising Rajasthan
feeder, Rajasthan main canal upto
mile 122 with its distributary system
costing Rs. 75 crores in 1870-71, and
Stage II comprising the remaining
works on the Rajasthan canal upto
mile 202 and its distributary systcm
costing Rs. 64 crores in 1877-78.

(b) A total expenditure on the con-
struction of the project so far is about
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Rs. 50 crores and the progress till the
last year was according to schedule.
This year, however, the work had to
be slowed down due to constraint ot
resources. Efforts are being made to
complete the project as early as prac-
ticable. Stage I will probably take
one year more than scheduled namely
1870-71.

(¢) An area of 28.75 lac acres is
expected to be irrigated by Rajasthan
canal. The actual irrigation this year
was about 1.7 lac acres including 0.3
lac acres of Rabi.

(d) On full development of the irri-
gation potential, the quantity of extra
food grains is expected to be about
14 lac tonnes on the completion of
Stage I and about 26 lac tonnes on
the completion of Stage II. These
quantities will increase further by
adoption of improved agricultural
practices.

(a) whether the recommendations
contained in the Report of the Com-
missioner for Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes for the year 1965-66
for reservation of 12¢ per cent and
5 per cent seats in all cadres of ser-

DouBLE TAXATION AVOIDANCE AGREE-
MENTS

THE DEPUTY PRIME MINISTER

Sir,

(b) At present, the Government ot
India has comprehensive agreements
for the avoidance of double taxation
of income with Pakistan, Ceylon,
Sweden, Denmark, Norway, Japan,
the Federal Republic of Germany,
Finland, Austria and Greece.

A limited agreement providing for
mutual exemption from tax earnings
from the operation of au-craft in inter-
national traffic also between
India and Switzerland. A similar
limited agreement was signed in the
month of February, 1968 with the
Government of the Republic of Leba-
non, and it will come into force after
it is ratified by the two Governments.
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CrLEARANCE Custom DuTIES

5005. SHRI SHIVA CHANDRA JHA:
Will the Minister of FINANCE be
pleased to state:

(a) whether it is a fact that the
persons landing at Indian Ports with
their personal effects have to pay
clearance custom duties; and

(b) it so, what is the minimum
duty and the reasons therefor ?

THE DEPUTY PRIME MINISTER
AND MINISTER OF FINANCE
(SHRI MORARJI DESAI) : (a) and
(b). There is no customs duty on
used personal effects ie. wearing
apparel and other articles in the
immediate personal use of the passen-
ger. Other personal effects and house-
hold effects upto specified limits arc
also exempt from payment of duty
depending upon the period of stay
abroad, frequency of visits and
whether the person is a tourist, is
coming on transfer of residence or
falls in the general category of passen-
gers. Exemption limits have becn
fixed to ensure that no duty is levied
on what would be usually brought by
a particular category of passcngers.
Those bringing more should naturally
pay customs duty on the cxcess. The
rate of duty as laid down in the
Import Tariff Schedule is 100% ad
valorem.,

ELECTRIFICATION OF VILLAGES

5006. SHRI SHIVA CHANDRA JHA:
Will the Minister of IRRIGATION
AND POWER be pleased to state:

Plan, the emphasis in rural elec-
trification schemes has been shift-
ed to energisation of pumping sets
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for increasing agricultural production.
It was also decided that, with the
emphasis on the programme of energi-
sation of pumping sets, as far as
possible, 15% of the villages should
be covered during the period 1966-67
to 1970-71, depending upon the availa-
bility of funds. Up to 30-9-1967,
57,660 villages have been electrified
out of 5,66,878 villages. It is difficult
to indicate the time by which all the
villages in India are likely to be elec-
trified as this would depend upon the
overall position of the resources
available for the purpose.

BAraUNI Om REFINERY

THE DEPUTY PRIME MINISTER

(c). An arrangement was made with
a consortium of importers in Delhi
who normally keep imported liquor
in Customs bonded warehouses and
meet the requirements of foreign Mis-
sions in India, to open a bonded store
and a retail shop in Vigyan Bhawan
to meet the requirements of the
delegates to the UNCTAD II. Re-
plenishment to the members of the
Consortium are to be done by allow-
ing imports keeping in view the quan-
tity cleared for the delegates.

Sales to delegates from the bonded
store and the retail shop in Vigyan
Bhawan are against payment in foreign
currency or in rupees to the delegates
from the countries with whom the
Government of India have rupee-
payment agreements.

The amount of import duty fore-
gone on such sales up to 21st March,
1968 is about Rs. 40.000.

(b) Three bars have been opened in
Vigyan Bhawan. The liquor sold
there has paid the full duty and sales
there are not restricted to foreign
currency.

Besides, the computer faci-
lity available with the Central Statis-
tical Organisation is being utilised for
bringing up-to-date the work relating
to compilation of All India Revenue
Statistics by the Directorate of Inspec-
tion (Research, Statistics and Publi-
cations) in New Delhi, Government is
considering how far the facilities
afforded by the Computer System at
important centres can be utilised by
the Income-tax Department for achiev-
ing greater efficiency and bringing
the work up-to-date.

With the withdrawal of the
14-carat restriction under the Defence
of India (Fourth Amendment) Rules,
1966, a provision was made that even
those goldsmiths who had received
rchabilitation loans could obtain certi-
ficates to work as goldsmiths provided
such loan was repaid within the period
specified. This period, which expired
on 31-5-1967 could, in hard and deserv-
ing, cases, and on sufficient cause being
shown, be suitably extended.

(b) Those of the goldsmiths who
repaid the loans with interest within
the prescribed period and applied for
certificates were granted the same.
The question of any representations
from them, therefore, did not arise.
Representations have, however, been
received to either waive recovery of
these loans or to permit the goldsmiths
to resvme their old profession while
the repayment of the loan was still
pending.

(c) The loans and other rehabilita-
tion benefits were intended to help the
goldsmiths to settle in alternative
vocations. The Government's policy
in this regard continues to be to en-
courage the displaced goldsmiths to
stick to their new vocations. The

fructed about 30 years ago and
“allotted through public auction for
carrying on specific trades. ‘The

monthly licence-fee varies from Rs. 14
to Rs. 355,

It so happens that in a number ot
cases the licencees sub-let the shops
or enter into a partnership thus in-
fringing the terms of licence. Ordi-
‘narily, such infringement would re-
sult in the cancellation of allotment
and eviction of the unauthorised occu-
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pants. However, on receipt of

‘written requests, the cases ars exa-
‘mined on merit and allotfnents, if

permissible, are regularised in the
names of such of the occupants -as
are willing to pay enhanced licence-
fees. The enhanced licence-fee, ‘al-
though higher than the original
licence-fee, is less than the market
rent.

Requests for change of trade are
also considered by the Committee on
merit keeping in view the rules and
byc-laws framed under the provisions
of the Punjab Municipal Act and Pre-
vention of Food Adulteration Act.

The change of trade/name is regu-
larised in such cases, irrespective of
the date on which the shop was origi-
nally allotted.

iral Water and Power Commission in
October, 1867, and also at a meeting
of the Ministers of the concerned
States in November 1967, to consider
further measures required for the
improvement of the drainage system.
Another inter-State meeting was con-
vened in January, 1968, to discuss
the question of financing the scheme
with a wview to complete the work
expeditiously.

(b) The initiation, formulation and
«execution of flood control and drain-
age scheme etc., is the responsibility
of the State Governments. The Cen-
‘tral Government render to the State
Governments necessary technical assis-
tance and such financial assistance by
‘way of loans as can be given within
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the framework of the Annual Plans
of the States. As the Haryana ana
Rajasthan  Government  expressed
difficulties in meeting their share of
the cost on account of their difficult
resources position during 1968-69, the
U.P. Government at the meeting held
in January, 1968, agreed to make a
start on the work during 1968-89 from
their own resources and to the finan-
cial procedure suggested at the meet-
ing for reimbursing to them the
amount to be spent during 1968-69 as
well as subsequent years by Rajasthan
and Haryana Governments. The draft
minutes of the meeting have been
ratified by the Government of Rajas-
than. The ratification of the Govern-
ment of Haryana is awaited and they
have been reminded.

(c) The proposed improvements to
the Goverdhan drain will require at
least 3 ycars to be completed.

(d) The increase in capacity of the
Goverdhan drain is required to acco-
mmodate additional discharge of 1400

Power tariff
for agricultural consumers as well as
for other consumers is determined on
the basis of the cost of generation,
the extent of transmission and distri-.
bution lines needed for supplying the
power, the cost of the connected
equipment and overhead charges.
Again the cost of generation is depen-
dent upon the mode of generation,
that is whether the generation is by.
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hydro, steam or diesel. With the ob-
ject of rationalising the rates for agri-
cultural consumers, state Governments
and State Electricity Boards have
been requested to introduce uniform
tariffs for various categories of con-
sumers within each State. In order
to accelerate the progress of energisa-
tion of irrigation pump sets for in-
creasing food production and also for
making the facility of irrigation by
agricultural pump sets available to
small land-holders, the State Govern-
ments and State Electricity Boards
were advised to fix the rate of supply
of power to agriculturists at not more
than 12 paise per kWh. The ceiling of
12 paise per kWh was suggested to
provide an incentive to farmers on the
basis that the cost of irrigation should
bear a reasonable proportion to the
cost of production. The States where
agricultural power rate is either 12
paise or less than 12 paisc per kWh
are Andhra Pradesh, Kerala, Madras.
Myvsore, Punjab and West Bengal.

The Government of India have
agreed to subsidize, with effect from
1-4-66, clectricity rates for agricultu-
ral purposes to the extent such rates
are in excess of 12 paise per unit.
The expenditure on the payment of
subsidy is to be shared 50 : 50 between
the Centre and the State Government
concerned. For the purpose of ascer-
taining the excess of electricity rates
for agricultural purposes over 12 paise
per unit, the rates in force on 1-1-66, or
the rates prevailing at any later time,
whichever are lower, arc to be taken
into account.

The Government of
India reimburses to the States at the
rate of Rs. 30 per case of vasectomy.
Part of this money is paid to the
person undergoing wvasectomy opera-
tion to compensate him for loss of
wages, meeting incidental expenses
ete.; some money is paid to the
motivator for services rendered in
motivating, and for covering expenses
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incurred by him in bringing a motivat-
ed case to a Family Planning Centre
for receiving services. Some fee is
also paid to the doctors for rendering
services. Part of the amount of
Rs. 30 is also meant to cover expenses
on drugs and dressing, transport ete.

INTER-STATE SALE OF POWER

tions of the Venugopalan Committee
are summarised below : —

1. Inter-State supplies of power
may be classified under the fol-
lowing categories :

(i) Long-term power supply for
a period of three years and
more;

(ii) Temporary power supply for
periods below three years;

(iii) seasonal power supply;

(iv) exchange of power between
inter-connected systems lead-
ing to integrated operation of
regional systems;

(v) “Distress” power supply (i.e.,
emergent demands resulting
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from breakdown of generat-
ing plant and/or transmis-
sion facilities etc.); and
(vi) restricted power supply
({peak or off-peak hours).

2. Costs of generation and transmis-
sion should be worked out on the
principles laid down in the Eighth
and the Fifth schedules to the
Electricity (Supply) Act, 1948,
respectively, suitably modified in
respect of interest and depreciation
on the lines appropriate to the
Boards.

3. The cost of inter-State supply
should be based on the pooled
cost of generation (including the
cost of power purchased, if any)
and the appropriate cost of trans-
mission of the grid from which
the selling Board supplies power.

4. The tariff for category (a) should
be based on the cost of supply
and also include the 3 per cent
profit element. (This is because,
under category (a) mentioned
above, the selling Board has to
install the required generating
capacity and reserve such capa-
city for the purchasing Board on
a long-term basis, and is similar
to the cases of power supply to a
bulk consumer within the arca of
the selling Board. The cost of sup-
ply should. therefore, be taken
into aceount in full as also 3 per
cent profit element for the pur-
poses of fixing charges for power
supply).

5. The tariffs for categories (b) to
(e) should take into account the
cost of supply only, i.e., the cost
of generation and cost of trans-
mission only and excluding the
3 per cent profit element.

6. The tariff for category (f) should
be negotiated by the purchasing
and selling Boards as the cost of
supply during peak hours and off-
peak hours may have to be deter-
mined by the concerned Boards
by negotiations.

7. Two-part tariff may be adopted in
the case of categories (a) and
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(b) and energy charges only may
be adopted in respect of the other
categories,

8. If the conditions obtaining in any
special case are not adequately
covered by any of the categories
recommended by the Committee,
the selling and purchasing Boards
should arrive at a mutually accep-
table tariff by negotiation.

9, As regards the levy of duty/tax
on inter-state power supplies, the
Government of India may take
up the matter with the State
Governments in the context of

the relevant provisions of the
Constitution.
10. These recommendations do not

apply ipso facto to the purchase
or sale of power as between Gov-
ernment Departments and Corpo-
rate bodies on the one hand and
the State Electricity Boards on
the other.

CALLING ATTENTION TO MATTER
OF URGENT PUBLIC IMPORTANCE

Discussions re, DEPORTATION OF KENYA
ASIANS

SHRI R. BARUA (Jorhat): Sir, I
call the attention of the Minister of
External Affairs to the {following
matter of urgent public importance
and I request that he may make a
statement thereon :—

Outcome of the discussion held
by Shri Bali Ram Bhagat, Minister
of State for External Affairs, in
Nairobi with the Government of
Kenya on the question of deporta-
tion of Kenya Asians.

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE
MINISTRY OF EXTERNAL AFFAIRS
(SHRI B. R. BHAGAT): On March
6, 1968, this House discussed some of
the consequences flowing from  the
Commonwealth Immigration Act which
affected those holders of British pass-
ports who were of Asian origin.
During those discussions Hon'ble
Members generally shared the feeling
that it might be desirable to have an
exchange of views with the Govern-
ment of Kenya and its leaders. Since
I was leading our delegatinon to
participate in the Independence
celebrations of Mauritius on March
12, I proceeded to Nairobi on March
14,

During my stay in Nairobi, I called
on the Vice-President of Kenya on
March 15. The Minister of State for
Foreign Affairs of Kenya was also
present at the meeting. This was
followed by my meetings with other
Ministers in the Kenya Government
and with some of the Representatives
of the People of Indian origin from
different parts of Kenya. These were
useful in promoting understanding by
all concerned of the complexities, the
magnitude and the implications of the
problem. An arrangement had been
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made for me to call on His Excellancy
the President of Kenya in his country
house on March 18 at 10 AM. How-
ever, this was later cancelled.

This House will be glad to hear that
the Government of Kenya has now
decided to extend for a period vary-
ing from one to two years, work per-
mits issued to non-citizens which will
include person of Indian origin,
holders of Britlsh and colonies pass-
ports. This will be subject to
renewal,

SHRI R. BARUA : The people of
Kenya suffered wunder British Im-
perialism and India always extended
a helping hand to them during the
Mau Mau movement. Keeping that
background in view, is it a fact, as
has appeared in some section of the
press, that the British Government
had some hand in scuttling this meet-
ing of our Minister with the President
of Kenya ? I would also like to know
how it is that our Foreign Ministry
spokesman came out with a statement
completely absolving the British Gov-
ernment before the Minister could
make a statement here.

SHRI B. R. BHAGAT: We do not
know and it would not be proper io
surmise on this matter particularly
when Kenya is an independent coun-
try. It is not for us to say that they
are guided by any other power. I
think, it is a wvery sensitive matter
and we should not go into this ques-
tion. As for the spokeaman, he
merely said that the British Minister
in the High Commission here had
represented to him and said that it
was not true that they had anything
to do in this matter. That was what
he said.

SHRI RANGA (Srikakulam) : We
do not want our relations with
Kenya to be spoiled in any way. But
are we to understand that it is in
keeping with the dignity of this
House that the representative of the
Prime Minister was entrusted with a
letter to be handed in personally to
the President of Kenya and when he
was not able to do that, he should be
allowed by this House to say  that
questions of national prestige and
self-respect do not arise at all. Are
we to allow this thing to be said in
this House by the Minister of State
for External Affairs?

MR, DEPUTY-SPEAKER: Mr.
Shivappa....

SHRI RANGA : I have put it to you.
Is it in keeping with the dignity of
this House that the Minister of State
in the Ministry of External Affairs
should be carrying a letter from the
Prime Minister of this country to the
President of Kenya, he should go
there but he was not able to deliver
it or he was prevented or whatever
it is; yet, heé sfould be allowed....

SHRI S. KUNDU (Balasore) : On a
point of order, Sir.

SHRI RANGA.: ....to state in this
House that the question of self-
respect or dignity of this country and
of this House does not arise at all as
a result of his failure to discharge
the functions with which he was
charged by the Prime Minister of this
country ?

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER: Even
assuming that you have put a ques-
tion, it is not keeping with the
dignity. ... (Interruptions). That is
true. But on occasions when you are
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angry, you have to be very palient
and you have to control your anger.
As the Minister has said just now,
and as you yourself know, it is a
delicate matter and we should not....

SHRI RANGA: Why did he say
that the question of self respect and
dignity does not arise at all ?

SHRI BAL RAJ MADHOK: We
want to know from the hon, Minister
as to what amounts to an insult in
international parlance.

SHRI RANGA : They do not deserve
to be in their places.

MR, DEPUTY-SPEAKER : The hon.
Minister. . ..

SHRI B. R. BHAGAT : I would....
SHREI HEM BARUA (Mangaldai) :

What is happening ? Here are  the
names of people who have given
notices; you have not called those

members, but you entered into a
dialogue with Mr, Ranga and now you
are asking the Minister to reply. It
is for you to reply. You do not
deserve to be here at all.  (Interrup-
tions). The Prime Minister should
take note of this that he does not
deserve to be the Deputy-Speaker of
this House,

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER : You have
not followed what he said.

SHRI HEM DARUA : My name is
here; you did not call me, but you
entered into a dialogue with Mr.
Ranga when he rose on a point of
order, and now you ask the Minister
of State to reply to the point of
order. You do not reply. (Interrup-
tions).

SHRI SURENDRANATH DWIVEDY
(Kendrapara) : We are following a
certain procedure : only the names of
those members who have given notice
should be called. If there was a point
of order, certainly you could listen
to that, but it is for you to replv to
the point of order and it is not for
the Minister of State to reply to that.
This is what is being objected to.

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER: I made
an observation. There is no question
of ruling. I made a general observa-
tion, but again he added something
to which he had to reply....

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER: I am
following the procedure. I allowed
him to raise the point of order....

SHRI SURENDRANATH ~DWI-
VEDY : Once you depart from  the
procedure, you have to allow others
also to start a dialogue with you.
That is the complaint.

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER : I do not
want to continue this dialogue or
angry exchanges on this issue parti-
cularly. I made an observation. I
want to be cautious in my language
and would ask the members also to
be cautions. He raised a point of
order; I made an observation and
again he put some sort of a question
and he was about to reply to which
you are objecting. What is Mr.
Kundu's point of order?

SHRI RANDHIR SINGH (Rohtak) :
Mr. Hem Barua should withdraw his
remarks.

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER : Was it

proper on the part of Mr. Hem
Barua. ...
SHRI SURENDRANTH DWI-

VEDY : In an agitated mood, he had
said that, but now I have explained
the position.

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER : Making
such remarks does not add to the
dignity of the House. Those remarks
should be withdrawn. It would be
in keeping with the dignity; he
should withdraw, whatever he has
said in anger.

SHRI HEM BARUA : I have learnt
in my boyhood that we should never
hide our feelings. That was my feel-
ing. You violated the procedure and,
therefore, 1 had a right to point that
out. I did not quarrel when you
asked Mr, Ranga to raise his point of
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order. You were justified in that and-

Mr, Ranga was also justified in rais-
ing the point of order.... (Interrup-
tion). It was for you to give the
reply to Mr, Ranga....

MR, ‘DEPUTY-SPEAKER: He said
something in anger. The best thing
would be for him to withdraw that.
This is not adding to our dignity. I
would advise him to withdraw.

SHRI HEM BARUA: If my words
have pained you, I withdraw them.

SHRI S. KUNDU: My point of
orglgr was very simple. The hon.
Minigter while replying said that
there had been no insult. Whether
tho_zre had been insult or not is a
thing which the nation will decide
and which the House will decide. It
is not a matter for opinion by 1he
hon. Minister. It would be by his
<conduct,

SHRI A. K. SEN (Calcutta North
‘West) : Is that a point of order ?

SHRI SURENDRANATH DWI-
_VEDY: What is this? One Member
is speaking, and we find that another
Member is asking whether it is a
point of order. I think the hon.
Member who is raising the point of
order has got the right to raise it
provided you accept it. If Shri A. K.
Sen wants to say anything, lLe can
seek permission from you and then
speak. If he is going to interrupt in
this manner, then there will be
trouble in this House....

SHRI A. K, SEN: I can object.

SHRI SURENDRANATH DWI-
VEDY : If he wants to interrupt, he
,can do so only after seeking the
permission of the Chair and he should
not interrupt like this. It is the Chair
which has to say first whether it is a
point of order or not. Before the
Chair decides it, no hon. Member can
get up and interrupt like this,

SHRI A. K. SEN: 1 can object on
the ground that it is not a moint of
order.
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SHRI HEM BARUA: He is trying
to usurp your authority by saying all
sorts of nonsensical things.

SHRI A, K. SEN: I have not.

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER : By
saying that it was no point of order,
he was not making any aspersion on
the Chair. It was just a side remark
which he made.

SHRI A. K. SEN:
knows it.

SHRI S. KUNDU: My point of
order was this....

MR, DEPUTY-SPEAKER: Some
hon. Members were taking exception
and asking whether it constituted
insult or loss of prestige for India.
That was the main question. The
question that was raised was whether
this House had the right to say some-
thing on that or whether the Chair
should rule on it.

SHRI S. KUNDU: My point of
order was this. When Shri Hardayal
Devgun put his question, the hon.
Minister said that there was no
insult. My point of order is this.
Whether there was inswt or not will
be decided by the House and the
entire country. It will arise from the
behaviour and from the code  of
conduct. The question which was
not answered was this whether when
the Minister came back to India, no
Government officials had met him at
the airport, which was a breach of
the protocol. Secondly....

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER : The
hon. Member has only got a right 1o
raise a point of order. What he is
saying now has nothing to do with
the point of order. He cannot extend
the area of his point of order and
start asking a question.

SHRI S. KUNDU : But the answers
to the questions must be specific.

DEPUTY-SPEAKER : The
question is whether this House should
take notice of the statement made by
the Minister that there was no insult;
it has been stated that a meeting
could not be arranged with President
Kenyatta, though he went there and

Everybody
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it was published that he was going to
meet him; whether he went there to
meet him or not is something which
I -do not knmow because I have no first-
hand information, but it was presum-
ed that he was going to meet him.

SHRI 8. KUNDU : The other ques-
tion was that when he came back....

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER: I have
followed his point of order. His point
of order, if I have understood it
aright, is whether this is a matter
for his personal opinion or the opinion
of the Government or whether this
House should take cognizance of it
and pass some remarks about it or
some judgment about it,

As 1 said earlier, Shri Ranga had
raised this issue that everybody felt
a little sorry about the whole episode.
There is no doubt about it. Everybody
felt it. But Is this the moment to
express our feelings in a loud and
cxplosive manner? For, as the hon.
Minister has said, so many other
complications are there. There are
quite a number of Asians there and
their problems are there, and their
fate hangs in the balance. Is this
the moment when we should take it
in that light and immediately explode
ourselves in this House? My view
is that hon., Members should consider
this aspect because it is a delicate
and sensitive matter,

SHRI D. N. PATODIA (Jalore) :
On a point of order. My point of
order is this that questions are asked
to elicit information, and it is obli-
gatory on the part of the hon. Minister
to give the information wherever it is
possible. Shri Hardayal Devgun's
question was whether the appointment
was cancelled by the Minister or the
President and what the circumstances
of that cancellation were. That point
has not been clarified.

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER: So far
as 1 know, he has fully answered it.

SHRI D. N. PATODIA : He has not
yet replied to that questi He has
not explained the circumstances,
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MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER: On a
point of order, if an hon. Member
puts a question, then it is for me to
dispose of the point of order and rule
it out. If the hon. Member was not
satisfied with the answer, he should
have put another question immedia-
tely. There is no point of order.

SHRI HARDAYAL DEVGUN: I am
not satisfied,

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER :
Shri Hem Barua,

SHRI HEM BARUA : We have the
best of relations with Kenya, and we
do not want them to be disrupted on
any ground whatsoever. But the fact
remains that the conduct of Kenya
towards our Minister was not praise-
worthy; it was disgusting conduct,
because President Kenyatta refused
to meet....

SHRI H. N, MUKERJEE (Calcutta
North East) : On a point of order. I
have been waiting with patience.
There is a very imperative rule in
this regard. Rule 41(2)(xix) says:

“it shall not refer discourteously
to a friendly foreign country;"”.

Here is a very experienced Member
who has said in regard to the conduct
of President Kenyatta. ...

SHRI H. N. MUKERJEE: ....that
it is something which is very—I am
not going to repeat it—... It should
not be done. If Government says that
some discourtesy has been practised,
this House can certainly take note of
it. But if Government appears to
deny any discourtesy, for Members {0
go on saying that discourtesy has been
practised is extremely wrong; it should
not be allowed in relation to a
friendly foreign country. Kenyatta is
Kenyatta and Kenyatta today is very
much a factor to be reckoned with
in Africa. After all, we should
function in a responsible way and we
should try at least from time to time
to do that.

Now,
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SHRI SURENDRANATH DWIVE-
DY : On this point of order I want to
say something,

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER : I have
already cautioned Members who are
putting questions not to use language
which, might exacerbate.

SHRI H. N. MUKERJEE : They are
using it over and over again.

SHRI KANWAR LAL GUPTA : We¢
would like to repeat it.

SHRI SURENDRANATH DWI-
VEDY : I do not think that what Shri
H. N. Mukerjee has said has any
validity whatsoever. For, Shri Hem
Barua while putting his question has
repeatedly said that we should main-
tain good relations with Kenya, no
matter whatever thing might  have
happened So, there is no discourtesy
'shown to the Head of Kenya. But
Shri Hem Barua had not finished his
question, It is only after he com-
pletes his question that the hon.
Member can say what he wants to
say.

SHRI H. N. MUKERJEE : He has
already used that word.

SHRI SURENDRANATH DWI-
VEDY : He only said that not meeting
a State Minister, a representative of
India was not a matter which we
could say was praiseworthy. That is
what he has said. He has not made

disparaging remarks against the
Head of Kenya.
SHRI HEM BARUA : We have the

best of relations with Kenya and I do
not want those relations to be dis-
rupted on any ground whatsoever.
But the fact remains that the Presi-
dent of Kenya refused to meet our
Minister who was an emissary of the
Prime Minister, and the fact also
remains that our Minister met the
Vice-President of Kenya who explain-
ed his case and did not wait for a
second to listen to our Minister's
explanations. And when he saw some
of those leaders in Kenya, one of them
turned round and said ‘Well, when
vou imposed visa restrictions on
persons of Indian ancestry whether
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they hold British passports or Indian
passports matters little to the persons
of Indian ancestry,—you do not have
the moral right to criticise us over
our measures. This was what hap-
pened. President Kenyatta wanted
to meet our Minister. That was on a
particular Monday. On Sunday he
informed him that he was not going
to meet him, whatever that might be
due to; I think this is an insulting
thing, and we must not overlook that
fact, although we want the best of
relations to be maintained with
Kenya.

In the context of that, may I know
from the Prime Minister whether she
herself proposes to visit Kenya or
whether she proposes to send some of
her senior colleague to Kenya so that
the senior colleagues might not be
treated as Shri B. R. Bhagat was
treated ? President Kenyatta refused
to touch Shri B. R. Bhagat even with
a pair of tongs. That was the trouble.
Therefore, I would like to know
whether the Prime Minister proposes
to send any senior colleague of hers
there.

Britain has adopted the Immigra-
tion Act which is based on racial
considerations, because there can be
no other consideration. May I know
whether the Prime Minister is geing
to take this matter up particularly
with Britain so as to see that Indians
who hold British passports are not
treated on racial grounds as they have
been treated at present.

SHRI B, R, BHAGAT: Although
the hon. Member has said that we
must maintain the best of relations
with Kenya, some of his remarks
were not purported to that effect.

SHRI HEM BARUA : 1 was stating
facts only.

SHRI B. R. BHAGAT: It is wrong
to say that nobody heard me, We
had good discussions, and I have said
that the result has also flowed; nobody
has made any remark....

SHRI HEM BARUA: They have
extended the period permit. They
had done so before our Minister
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visited. He waited for three days to
meet President Kenyatta, but he could
not meet him. But he is not saying
it. I can expose him to the marrow
of his bone.

SHRI B. R. BHAGAT : Nobody has
made any remark that we are impos-
ing restrictions on people of Asian
origin and yet we were going to talk
to them. All these things were not
true, and, therefore, the assumptions
drawn by the hon. Member on these
things which were not true are
wrong. 1 would again like to stress
that the people there were very cor-
dial and their Ministers and Vice-
President were very cordial. The
talks were very cordial and at no
stage there was a feeling that because
a very senior man had not come,
therefore, they will not meet or
talk. That is not the point. Even
the President—if I am not disclosing
a secrel—himself fixed up this appoint-
ment personally. But subsequently it
was cancelled, It must be due to
some compelling reasons and we
should not go into that (interruption).

THE PRIME MINISTER, MINISTER
OF ATOMIC ENERGY, MINISTER OF
PLANNING AND MINISTER OF
EXTERNAL AFFAIRS (SHRIMATI
INDIRA GANDHI) : If I may reply
to the last part of the hon. Member
Shri Hem Barua's question, we have
had discussion on this Immigration
Bill and our view also is that it has
racial aspects, there is racism behind
the proposal. But as far as the other
question is concerned, about whether
somebody proposes to go to Kenya,
there is no such proposal.

SHRIMATI TARKESHWARI] SINHA
(Barh) : From the answers of the
hon, Minister, he has made us under-
stand that we should not say anything
to strain the relationship between
Kenya and India. But why did this
situation at all arise? Does not the
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hon. Minister at all realise that the
relationship between Kenya and India
has been jeopardised, because of the
fact that the British Government had
been making a propaganda to this
effect, that the Indian Government
representative proposes to come to
Kenya with the intention to interfere
in their internal affairs? I would
like to have a categorical answer from
the hon. Minister, whether it was not
a fact, and whether this kind of pro-
paganda had been carried on by the
British to divide Asians and Africans,
to divide Indians and Africans, to
divide India and Kenya, and whether
any notice was taken by our High
Commissioner about the situation that
was developing there, because, in
spite of the fact that we have had
very good relationship with Kenya,
this kind of situation has developed.
Therefore our High Commiseioner
should have been in the know of
the developments taking place. I
want to know whether he informed
the Government of India about thuse
developments. The High Commis-
sioner deserves to be recalled, and I
have no doubt about it. The hoa.
Minister has mentioned about a
letter that he carried from the hon.
Prime Minister. Here is an official
spokesman of the External Affalrs
Ministry who says in reply to a
question that he was not aware if Mr.
Bhagat had carried a letter from the
Prime  Minister, Shrimati Indira
Gandhi, to President Kenyatta, The
spokesman of the External Affairs
Ministry has the cheek enough to
say that he does not know about this
letter. This is the state of affairs
which has been allowed to go on in
this country. Now, the hon. Minister
has categorically stated that there
was a letter which he carried. The
hon. Minister's position has been jeo-
pardised by the talk of the spokes-
man of the External Affairs Ministry.
1 would expect that the hon. Minister
will take proper action in regard to
this matter.

SHRI B. R. BHAGAT: It is true
that even before I went there, a
feeling, and some rumour was expres-
sed that 1 was going there to inter-
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fere in the internal affairs 6f Kenya,
particularly because I was going
there to ask them to slow down their
policy and thus interfering in their
own internal affairs.

SHRI UMANATH (Pudukkottai) :
By whom, please ? British or whom?

SHRI B, R. BHAGAT: Please do
not interrupt me. The High Com-
missioner, at one stage was hesitant
whether in this situation a wvisit will
be fruitful and he discouraged it. It
is true. But we asked him to coun-
teract this rumour, talk to the people
concerned and prepare the ground so
that a fruitful discussion may take
place. He informed us that he had
done so and this feeling had been
dispelled. I was here when this point
came out that certain quarters were
interested, in Nairobi also and here
also, that a certain country was inte-
rested in seeing that my mission is
frustrated. (An hon. Member : which
is that country?) But the British
High Commission’s representative has
come and denied it. It is not for me
to go over the whole matter once
again. Those who are in the know
of world affairs know that there are
forces working which are creating
divisions between the developing
nations and the nations which have
emerged out of their struggle against
imperialism and colonialism. Those
forces are in operation and our eyes
are wide awake. These forces are
operating within the country also.
Therefore we should know all these
things, What action we should take to
counteract such things is more import-
ant than to apportion blame against
any other country. It is not for me to
say which country was there, As far as
the other questions were concerned,
I will say this.

Sir, when the West Bengal State Legis-
lature (Delegation of Powers) Bill
was being considered, Shri S. M.

Therefore, even after your categori-
cal observation and after the whole
discussion, they have only mentioncd
very reluctantly that the expenditurc
will be mct only for the purpose of the
meetings and for no other purposc. 1
would say this is also some sort of
wilful negligence on the part of ihe
Minister.

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER : Lel us
put an end to this. Prof. Mukerjee hax
recollected the events and Shri Madnu
Limaye also rclated it. I was waiting
to get a reply because I was not certain
in my mind about this matter. In the
past—a few days back also—this point
was not brought to the notice of the
House; but due to the vigilance of
certain members we got scized of it.
Then I had to examine it. After con-
vincing myself, I put the question whe-
ther the Minister would state it cale-
gorically, because I wanted such a
statement from him. On such occa-
sions, it would be far better to say 'l
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would get it examined', because there
is & possibility of an error. I am not
going to follow the principle of the
Supreme Court’s prospective over-
ruling. Otherwise, I would have
pleaded with the Opposition *All right,
this time it has happened. They are
examining it’. 1 do not follow the
doctrine of prospective over-ruling.

So it would have been far better 1o
have the matter thoroughly examined
before making a statement, because
nobody can be.certain about past
practices. We have to examine it with
a view to observing correct procedure.
That is more important. Even if in
the past, there was certain irregularity
it is not that on that basis, quoting that
precedent, we could go ahead.

In future, this should be borne in
mind. I personally {feel everybody
would agree that there was no inten-
tion to mislcad, but the manner in
which it was said and the approach to
the problem ought to have been a little
different (Interruptions). It should
not be stretched too far. But I must
make one obscrvation regarding this.
As these things are likely to create
certain doubts, they will have to be
very meticulous about words.

Member, Shri Limaye,
relating to the alleged sale by some
Members of Parliament of cars
allotted to them from the Central
Government quota in contravention
of the statutory orders pgoverning
such allotment. I have had enquiries
made from the Central Bureau of
Investigation which is handling the

cases.

In his notice, the hon. Member,

Shri Limaye, mentioned the names of
five Members of Parliament. The
House will, naturally, be concerned
only, with the conduct of the Members
of this House namely, Shri Pannalal
Barupal, Shri Krishnadev Tripathi,
Shri Lalit Sen and Shri S. C, Besra,
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The case against Shri Krishnadev
Tripathi was prosecuted in Court.
Shri Tripathi pleaded guilty before
the court and the court imposed a
fine of Rs, 1,000 on him. Shri Tri-
pathi did not file any appeal against
his conviction. He has sent a letter
in which he observes as follows, and
I quote :

“All this time I have been tor-
mented by the thought that in a
moment of weakness, I should have
departed from standards of recti-
tude expected of me as a Member
of Parliament and been party to the
sale of my car contrary to the
statutory orders,

Az I have explained to you earlier.

I have, from the wvery beginning,
admitted my lapse. During the
investigations as also during the

trial I told nothing but the truth.

I do not know how to make
amends for it except once again 1o
express my unqualified regret. 1
do hope in your capacity as Leader
of the House you will convey to the
House my sentiments of deep regret
and also my sincere apologies at
the appropriate stage.”

In view of the finding of the court
and the punishment imposed by it,
and in view of Shri Tripathi's own
admission and expression of unquali-
fied regret, I suggest, after having
consulted the hon. Speaker, that the
House accept his unqualified apolo-
gies and treat this matter as closed.

The case relating to Shri Pannalal
Barupal is still pending decision in
court. Investigations in the case
relating to Shri Lalit Sen have been
completed and the case has been sub-
mitted to court for trial. Therefore,
so far as these two cases are concern-
ed, after consulting the hon, Speaker,
I suggest that in accordance with the
conventions and practice of the House,
we await the verdicts of the courts.

Lastly, in regard to the case relat-
ing to Shri S. C. Besra, I understand
that the C,B.I. has completed investi-
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gations, and a charge-sheet is being
filed in court against two other
persons. According to the charge-
sheet, the case against Shri Besra is
not being prosecuted, since the opin-
ion of the Legal Adviser is that it is
not possible to sustain the prosecution
in court.

Members of Parliament are accord-
ed special consideration in the matter
of allotment of cars on the basis of
priority. Any action on the part of
an hon, Member which amounts to an
abuse of this facility, and which
lowers the dignity of this hon, House
is deplorable. I sincerely hope that
no such lapse will recur.

SHRI SRINIBAS MISRA (Cut-
tack) : Mr. Deputy-Speaker, Sir, it
will be seen that this delegation of
powers under the Constitution will
also involve making of laws by the
President some of which will be
money Bills and some ordinary legis-
lation. Whenever the President will
legislate regarding money Bills, it
will be in violation of the mandate of
the Constitution because all money
Bills are to be initiated here. So, we
cannot by a colourable legislation
avoid the mandatory provision of the
Constitution, article 109. This could
be raised as a point of order, but
perhaps the hon. Minister will assure
the House that the President wiil not
use his powers for bringing in legis-
lation which will be money Bills. Of
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course, 1 examined the West Bengal
Budget and there is no proposal for
further taxation, but once the Presi-
dent tries to make some law imposing
some tax on the people of West
Bengal, it will become wultra wvires
So, we want an assurance from the
hon. Minister that the President's
powers will not be used for legislating
regarding taxation and other thines
which will make it a money Bill.

Then, 1 would request the hon.
Minister to accept my amendment
because the provision here becomes
untenable. Sub-clause (4) here says:

“Either House of Parliament may,
by resolution passed within thirty
days from the date on which the
Act has been laid before it".

Now, if on the last day of the
session, the Act is laid on the Table
of the House and Parliament is not
convened within thirty days, how can
Parliament modify this Act by noti-
fication within thirty days ? So, it has
to be changed. It must be thirty
sittings. That is why I want to change
it to thirty sittings; otherwise, we
cannot act, and, perhaps, the hon.
Minister does not want that Parlia-
ment should be without any power of
check over the Act.

Then, further on it says:—

“which period may be comprised
in one session or in two successive
sessions, direct any modifications to
be made”.

Why only “modification”? Will
“modification” also imply and com-
prise of repeal ? Suppose, this House
decides that the whole Act be repealed.
That power is taken away from this
House under this. Why should the
Ministry be afraid of this House ?
Théy should take it that this House
has that power. This House is dele-
gating the power. Has this House
not the power to repeal that Act?

So, 1 want to add “repeal or any"”
before ‘modification”.
Then, it says:i—
«Provided that nothing in this

sub-section shal affect the vaelidity
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There may be some instances where
the House may desire that something
which has been done should be recti-
fied with restrospective effect. Why
should this power be taken away from
this House ? So, my amendment No.
6 reads :—

“Either House of Parliament may,
by resolution passed within thirty
sittings of the House next follow-
ing the date on which the Act has
been laid before it under sub-section
{3), which period ma comprised
in one session or in cessive ses-
sions, direct repeal or any modifica-
tion to be made in the Act and if
the direction to repeal or to make
any modification is agreed to by the
other House of Parliament before
the end of the next succeeding ses-
gion of that House, the Act shall
stand repealed or amended accord-
ing to the modifications proposed in
the resolution, as the case may be:

Provided that nothing in  this
sub-section shall affect the wvalidity
of any action taken under the Act
before such repeal or amendment
unless otherwise expressly provided
for in the resolution.”.

Another thing which has bcen done
through this Bill is that after this
House passes a Resolution for modi-
fying the Act, the direction will be
given to the President who will
modify it by another Act. Why? it
this House, as the real repository of
the power, can direct the President to
make the amendment, as soon as
the Resolution is passed, the amend-
ment should take place,

This is the effect of my amendment.

SHRI K. NARAYANA RAO (Bob-
bili) : About the scope of delegation of
powers to the President, Shri Srinibas
Misra has raised an objection that, so
tar as Money Bills are concerned, the
power to impose taxes and all such
matters cannot be delegated to the
President. 1 would like to draw his
attention to article 357 of the Consti-
tution. Article 357 says:
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‘“Where by a Proclamation issued
under clause (1) of article 356, it
has been declared that the powers
of the Legislature of the State shall
be exercisable by or under the
authority of Parliament, it shall be
competent—

(a) for Parliament to confer on
the President the power of the
Legislature of the State....”

1 emphasize the words, “the power of
the Legislature of the State”.

“....the power of the Legislature
of the State to make law....”

This means, to make all the law,
including laws relating to financial
bills.

Now 1 repeat:

“....it shall be competent  for
Parliament to confer on the Presi-
dent the power of the Legislature of
the State to make laws and...."

And what is more,

*....and to authorise the Presi-
dent to delegate....”

So, this is the position. So far as the
power of the Parliament to delegate
to the President is concerned, so far
as the power of the Parliament to
confer on the President the power of
the Legislature of the State to make
laws is concerned, the Constitution
is categorical, unconditional and im-
perative. So, so far as Mr. Srinibas
Misra’s objection about delegation of
powers regarding Money Bills 15
concerned, I would say that he has
not properly understood the provi-
sions of the Constitution.

SHRI SRINIBAS MISRA : Articles
109 and 357(1l)(a) are not contradic-
tory. Both are to be observed.
Parliament has the power; I do not
challenge that, but I only say about
the process of initiation; it should have
been initiated in the House.

SHRI K. NARAYANA RAO: I do
not know how he got this particular
idea. Here it is clear. “The power
of the Legislature of the State {o
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make laws” includes the procedural
aspect also; the entire processes are
taken. All the powers are taken.
Article 109 and the other provisions
will equally apply here,

My second point is about 30 sittings
and all that. I think, perhaps he is
shrinking the very concept, because
every day we have two siltings and
that means that it will be reduced to
15 days. :

Thirdly, about modification and all
that, about the power of Parliament
to modify, notify and all those things,
I can assure Mr. Srinibas Misra that
even without an express provision in
this particular Bill, the power of
Parliament to modify any subordinate

legislation is implicit in the very
Constitution.
I, therefore, feel that there is not

much substance in what Mr. Srinibas
Misra has said,

SHRI VIDYA CHARAN SHUKLA :
The main purpose of the Bill is to
save the time of the Parliament, so
that we have not to go into the various
State Legislatures, for which we have
provided a particular process. If we
accept the amendments as suggested
by the hon. Member, the entire pro-
cedure which has been envisaged in
the Bill would be upset. 1 therefore,
do not think that we are in a position
to accept any of those amendments.

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER: I will
now put amendments, 1, 2, 3, 5, 6 and
11, to Clause 3 to the vote of the

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SHRI ZULFIQUAR ALI KHAN
(Rampur) : Mr. Chairman, Sir, the
Proclamation on UP was inevitable.
After Shri Charan Singh's resignation
there was a great deal of chaos, con-
fusion and bickerings, and the failure
to arrive at any unanimity by the SVD
was also a major cause. The law and
order situation in UP had deteriorated
and this had a serious impact on the
administration. There was no super-
vision at all, and the administration
hag nearly come to a standstill,

But why has the Assembly not been
dissolved ? The first reason is  the
faint hope that the Congress Party
which 8oes not enjoy a majority will
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get the chance to who away some
members such as Independents and
also some from various political parties
to produce a majority. The second
reason is the Rajya Sabha biennial
elections in which the Congress Party
is hoping to get 6 out of 12 seats
under the present alignment. The
third reason is that the Congress is
afraid to face the electorate as its
stock has fallen in the esteem of the
public of India and especially in UP—
the traditional home of the Prime
Ministers of India, till now. It knows
that it can never come to power;
moreover it might lose some more
seats and farc even worse than in the
1967 elections.

Sir, I would like to quote here from
the Governor's letter to the President,
of February 22, 1968. It reads as
follows :

“There are other weighty consi-
derations which, in my View, made
it necessary and undesirable for me
to suggest the dissolution of the
State Legislature. The dissolution
of a State Legislature, duly elecled
through the democratic process, is
in my view a very serious step
which would be resorted to only
when it is absolutely clear that
without doing so there is no possi-
bility whatsoever of constituting a
stable popular government. I feel
that the extreme situation has not
come about in the State so far and
it is likely that, given a reasonable
time, a reorientation of political
affiliations may emerge in the State
legislature such as may enable a
stable government to be constituted
without the necessity of the State
going through all the turmoil,
expense and distraction of another
general election, so soon after the
previous one. There is also the
consideration of 12 Members of the
Rajya Sabha retiring soon.”

The Central Government have
adopted double standards. Vis-a-vis
Haryana, in spite of Rao Birendra
Singh having a majority, the Assem-
bly was dissolved because of ‘Aynram
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and Gayaram’. But in UP also the
same thing should have been done but
they have hopes of repeating Rajas-
than,

Now that the Cenfral Government
has taken over, we hope that social
and economic problems will get pro-
per attention as we hope that the
Congress Government at the Centre
is not in the same boat as the faction-
ridden and discordant Congress Minis-
tries and the SVD of UP in the past.

Now, Sir, I come to agricultural
development. Not much provision has
been made for minor irrigation, Till
now, UP has been dependent on the
over-flush of the Ganga, Jumna and
medium projects, which is not practi-
cable. Take the case of tube-wells.
About 50 per cent of these tubewells
are out of order and not energised.
The prohibitive cost of power and the
inadequate supply of power makes it
impossible for these tubewells to work.
More tapping of ground = water
resources is necessary.

The sucrose coritent of sugarcane is-
low and hence sugareane is not lucra-
tive for farms as a cash crop. They
have to be given all facilities such as
credit, high-yielding varieties and!
minimum ground level price. The
Government and the millowners must
come to their rescuc. Proceeds from
sugar cess worth crores of rupees are
being obtained, which are added to
the general revenues but are not being
utilised for research or development
of this cash crop, nor are they being
used for improvement of communi-
cations like roads.

UP should follow the example of
Orissa in regard to abolition of land
revenue. Shri Charan Singh wanted
to abolish it but due to personal
bickerings amongst the constituents:
of the SVD nothing has been domne..
There should be abolition irrespeetive-
of the size of the holding in view of’
the fact that ceilings on land holdings:
have come into being.

Sir, take the case of Rampur, for
instance. The circle rate in most
parts of Rampur is at least four to
five time that in the neighbouring
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districts of Moradabad, Naini Tal,
Barielly and Pilibhit. I had approach-
ed the UP Government several timey
as regards this matter but was told
that Rampur being a State the circle
rate was much higher. They did not
seem to realise that the circle rate
in Rampur in the old days when it
was an erstwhile State included irri-
gation which now the circle rate does
not. So, T would request the UP
Government to please see that the
circle rate in the disfricts of Rampur
is brought at par with that of the
neighbouring districts.

The forest wealth is diminishing
progressively thereby resulting in a
loss of national property. Anti-
erosion and soil conservation measures
should be implemented expeditiously.
Lakes of acres of Riverain land and
waste land and also land along rail
banks in the Terai region should be
protected, reclaimed, developed and
settled with landless, Harijans, tribals
and other backward classes.

Now, Sir, I come to education,
Elementary education in UP is totally
neglected. Hence, the rural popula-
tion is illiterate, which suits the
purpose of the Congress to misdirect
them and lead them to the path of
destruction as well as to those anti-
social and antinational elements who
thrive on ignorance, poverty, chaos
and confusion. A good number  of
educational institutions and hostels
have been turned into profiteering
rackets by MLAs and other political
leaders, and this has resulted in serious
damage to teachers and students,
Government should stop the misuse
of these grants. The Institute of
Public Administration conductéd a
survey and endorsed the criticism of
the Public Accounts Committee of the
UP Legislature which is based on
truth,

Now, Sir, take the ‘case of the
teachers of Rampur. There were 276
teachers of Rampur after the merger
of the State. During those days, the
dearness allowance was paid to them
according to the rate of wheat. But
now they are not gettipg that dearness
allowance nor the present D.A, given
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to the teachers of the UP Government,
This discrimination has been going on
for the last seventeen aor eighteen
years. 1 had approached the UP
Government or several occasions in
this regard, but nothing has been done
because if they agree to this, they
would have to give to these teachers
at least Rs. 6 to 7 lakhs. Sir, I would
like to bring to the notice of the
House the statement of the district
magistrate of Allahabad to the effect
that after the visit of Shri M. Y.
Saleem, the Union Deputy Law Min-
ister, the situation in Allahabad had
taken a serious turn and that the
district administration would not be
responsible for any future outbreak
or danger. This kind of statement by
a responsible officer like the district
magistrate of a KABAL town like
Allahabad is not called for. We the
Members of Parliament who belong to
UP take this as a very serious thing
and we request that he should be
taken to task.

At the end, on behalf of my party,
I would like to say that we would
like a mid-term poll to be held in UP.
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“Mr. Charan Singh, former Chiet
Minister UP, revealed that certain
constituent units of the SVD Gov-
ernment wanted to get the Prime
Minister, Mrs, Gandhi, arrested
when she visited Banaras to inaugu-
rate the Indian Science Congress
two months ago”.
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“He regretted that the rule of
law was being flouted all over the
country. Speakers of Assemblies
were getting beyond their jurisdic-
tion and Governors were being
insulted and attacked at joint
sessions. The result was that
‘democratic institutions were becom-
ing weak. Mr. Charan Singh de-
plored the tendency of political
parties virtually to bribe the masses
by making false promises before
going to the polls”,

Thus Mr, Charan Singh talks of

cheap slogans.
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SHRI K. K. NAYAR (Bahraich): I

associate myself with ‘the sentiments
expressed by my friends Mr. Sinha,
Mr, Sheo Narain and Mr. Jharkhand
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Rai regarding the backward condition
of Eastern U.P.....(Interruption). 1
happen to have friends in all the
camps and I have preserved my
friendship independent of political
alignments,

The Eastern part of U.P. is a greatly
neglected area. Now that the Presi-
dent has taken over the adminisira-
tion of that area, I believe that there
will be some effort to remove the
inequalities and relieve distress of the
people there. I belong to that areca,
having been elected from Bahraich. It
is in that area.

Therefore two other problems
which afflicts two classes of employees
in that State, and which deserve im-
mediate consideration. One class
consists of local government employ-
ees who had been fighting long for
their just claims which have not yet
been conceded. The other class
consists of teachers who after long
education and training get salaries
lower than the peons in the collecto-
rate. Their distress also should be
relicved.

Before I start speaking on the Bill,
1 feel constrained to protest against
continued disparagement of civil ser-
vants by the Prime Minister and her
colleagues, as these civil servants
generally go undefended in the House,
. ... (Interruptions.) I never interrupt-
ed when others were speaking; I have
been disciplined in a school different
from politics. Four of us who belonged
to the much maligned Indlan Civil
Service are today members of  this
House and it is a matter of some
satisfaction to us that none of us
belong to the party in power. Another
opposition Member, Shri Biswas who
worsted and consigned to oblivion the
colossus of the Bengal Congress also
belonged to civil employ. The Prime
Minister forgets that we are here by
the will of the people, not by the
gracious leave of the party in power.
We are not the hounds of the Congress
elevated to gubernatorial offices to
despoil and maul democracy; we
are watchdogs voted into this House
to give people protection against
misrule.
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Congressmen pride themselves on
having served prison sentences for
crimes committed in the name, if not’
perhaps in the cause of, freedom. I
do not be little their contribution.
But let themn not forget that they are
not the only pariots in this country..
How splended would their example
have been if they had stopped com-
mitting crimes once freedom was
attained. While civil servants conti-
nue to live by their code of probity.
Congressmen pursue their tradition of
subversion of good order. Shall this
be their sole claim to glory ? Let not
imprisoned Congressmen forget that
patriotic civil servants had suffered a
purgatory worse than incarceration
and are still doing so. One does not
like to talk about oneself. But this
has become unavoidable now as my
personal experience is among the
bitterest. The Prime Minister  will
recall perhaps that in 1941 when her
father was in prison, I was posted as
a Judge at Allahabad and was an
occasional visitor at Anand Bhawan.
At the civil service dinner that year,
I declined the civilian Governor's
invitation to dinner and myself enter-
tained to dinner a few Congressmen
just released from jail....(Interrup--
tions.) Three of them are Shrimati
Vijayalakshmi Pandit, Shri Kripalani
und Shrimati Kripalanl who are
members of this House. The matter
was reported to the Governor with
the inevitable consequence to my
career. In December 1841 as Judge
of the Dehra Dun Court, I decided a
case in which Mr. Shanti Prapanna
Sharma was involved Mr, Sharma was
elevated to the Cabinet in U.P. I held
that the orders of the UP.

that I.was s nationalist in sentiments
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and conduct, I suffered a loss of
Rs. 36,000, But I did not pose as a
political sufferer. I asked for no
charity. My friends here are political
sufferers and assume all kinds of office
and claim to themselves various bene-
fits. They deem that they are the
only patriots.

Yet as a rebel against misrule, my
experience under the Congress regime
was worse. In March 1950 I asked
for voluntary retirement, having diff-
ered with the Government of the day
in UP. My request was granted with
the proviso that my retirement would
take effect only from July 1952, five
months after the general elections of
1952 Mr, Bhagwan Sahay who was
then Chief Secretary and now the
‘Governor of Kashmir told me that the
Chief Minister did not want that I
should be given a chance to fight the
elections in 1952 and I was kept in
service against my will. In February
1952, my wife stood against the Con-
gress and won a seat and became a
member of the First Lok Sabha.

MR. CHAIRMAN : By the time you
finish this biography, your time will
‘be over.

SHRI K. K. NAYAR : But why are
civil servants maligned? Am 1 a
patriot or not ?

MR. CHAIRMAN : This is a discus-
sion on the U.P. Bill

SHRI K. K. NAYAR: You are
‘taking away my iime; you must not
reduce this time from the time allotted
to me.

AN HON. MEMBER : He can ask
for a separate debale on this point.

SHRI K, K. NAYAR : We shall sec
to that. Facts should be known, When
my wife was elected to the First Lok
Sabha, disciplinary proceedings were
started against me on trumped up
charges and I was ultimately exone-
tated by a judge of the High Court. !
am still to get Rs. 72,000 of my salary.
I want to know if we have not suffer-
-ed for good causes or if only Con-
gressmen suffered for good causes. It
is very poor pastime to malign civil
servants who have no defenders in
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this House, The Minister is the rider
and the civil servant is the steed, We
have seen the rider perform; we have
seen the steed perform. We know
that the steed can run and rear,
plunge and prance and turn and
twist. But looking at the minister at
the saddle we are tempted to ask:
Mr. Minister, do you know how to
ride? For their poor performance,
why blame the civil servant?

Now about the Proclamation. Article
356 is the article under which  the
Proclamation had been promulgated.
We are launched today on a scheme
of legislation for yet another state in
which democratic governance has
wilted under Presidential fiat. It is
the largest State of the Union. Artic!e
356 occurs in Part XVIII of the Consti-
tution of India. It deals with emer-
gency conditions and it consists  of
nine articles—352 to 360. These
articles empower the President in
times of grave crisis to issue a Pro-
clamation of three kinds. Article 352
authorises the President to issue a
Proclamation of Emergency in times
of war, external aggression or internal
disturbance. With such a Proclama-
tion, a condominium is established
between the Union and the State con-
cerned in respect of subject enume-
rated in the State list. Article 36_0
deals with financial stability and i_t is
called the stringency proclamation.
What we are now concerned with is
article 356, under which the President
arrogates to Parliament all powers of
legislation and to himself all the other
powers of governance including thqse
of the Governor. In cuphony with
the proclamations of emergency and
stringency and in view of the conte_nts
and attitude behind this proclamation,
[ should call this a Proclamation of
Arrogancy, with which we are now
concerned.

Actually there have been four such
proclamations in recent weeks in
Rajasthan, Haryana, West Bengal _and
Uttar Pradesh, besides one in a minor
key in the Union Territory of Mani-
pur. Within a year since the fourth
general election, four States have
defuncted from democratic ruls, 44

Presidential autocracy. Historians of
the future may, according to pre-
ference, appellate our era of the
Fourth Lok Sabha as the Parlous
Parliament of Presidential Para-
mountcy or as the Demi-decade of
Despondent Democracy.

Of course, provision must be made
for legislation for the State. I do not
attack this Bill on the ground that
this Bill is unnecessary or redundant,
but on the ground that it is the cul-
mination of a course of conduct which
has been dishonourable and disgrace-
ful and which is a slur on the history
of democracy in this country.

In all the three States with whicn
we are for the moment concerned,
namely, Haryana, West Bengal and
U.P., non-Congress ministries were
functioning. I do not claim that the
non-congress ministries did not make
errors or that they worked uniformly
or thcy were brillant. Each of thesc
ministries was -composite and was
formed of components united not by
identity of political views or ends,
but by a burning desire to give the
people an alternative to congress rule.
Why did they have to join and build
these composite cabinets ? The Con-
gress had steadily been losing  the
confidence of the people. The per-
centage vote of the Congress had
been declining steadily. But they
succecded to stay in power partly
through the unpredictable vagaries of
electoral mathematics in multipartite
contests and partly through the help
of the financial resources of every
croesus of Indian industry, with whom
they dallied in unholy alliance, This
has heen the History of Congress rule
in all these States. But these cabi-
nets carried in their very inception
the implosive pressures of disruption
and collapse.

MR, CHAIRMAN: His time is up.

SHRI K. K. NAYAR : I am the only

speaker from my party and our party
has got 20 minutes. I will finish
within that time.

" While popular enthusiasm envision-
ed the cabinet of UP as a sturdy
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faggot fortified by many staves, it
functioned as a feeble and unstabla
spire in which each stave sought to
steeple on top of the others. I'he
result was inevitable and hardly un-
predictable. It was tragic but to the
discerning mind, the end was known.
Each of these cabinets was a chimaera
like the fabulous one which combined
in discordant continuity the head of
one animal, the torso of another, the
tail of a third and the limb of a
fourth. I concede that. But let not
my friends forget that same thing
happened in Bihar where the head of
a famished Shoshit wolf whelp was
put on the body of a dyspeotic old
Congress bullock. That too did not
survive,

MR. CHAIRMAN : I have checked
up and I find that your party has
only 15 minutes. So, you may please
wind up.

SHRI K. K. NAYAR: I will wind
up. Regarding the fall of this minis-
try, anybody could have predicted its

fall. Naxalbaris, defections and
resignations of ministers are the
results of ministries which are

chimaeras in the Constitution. My
complaint is that today the Congress
does not realise that we have entered
an era of coalition and that any
attempt of the Congress, which is
the chief miscreant in this, to dislodge
others and keep themselves in power
by buying people is bound to destroy
democracy in this country.

Congress-
‘men leave the Congress fold to become
Chief Ministers not only in UP, but
in M.P. also. I cannot say that their
conduct is justified. I find that Con-
gress is prepared to buy people and
give them ministerships. I do not
think their conduct is justified. I find
also that Mr. Gill and Mr. Mandal
who did not belong to the Congress
‘have been purchased and made Chiecf
Ministers.

Sir, while the same type of amend-
ment was suggested by me to the West
Bengal Delegation of Powers Bill, the
minister perhaps thought that it was a
matter of prestige and did not accept
it. Really if he goes through it, he
will find that it creates a certain
absurdity. The period for which the
President’'s Act will be laid on the
Table is not provided. The Bill merely
says that every Act enacted by the
President shall be laid before each
House of Parliament and within 30
days after it is so laid, this Parllament
can pass a resolution modifying the
Act. What will happen if, after the
Act iz laid on the Table, the Parlia-
ment does not sit for one month? If
the minister is sincere that the Parlia-
ment will contribute something by
suggesting amendments, etc., he should
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give this House the requisite time. If
it is placed tomorrow, it is all right.
But if it is placed on the 11th May,
what will happen? He should not

stand on prestige in these matters.
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Secondly, this House has the power
to modify the Act. But what about
repeal? What about saying this Act
should not be passed ? These are ordi-
nary matters for implementing the
Act. Why should he fight shy of
giving powers to this Parliament ?
After all, his party has a majority
here. 1 would request him to recon-
sider this matter.

SHRI VIDYA CHARAN SHUKLA :
We have carefully considered this
matter. It is not that we want to
circumvent the powers of Parliament.
It is only a question of the special
circumstances under which we have to
pass these legislative measures. All
these Acts which the President will
enact will be first, as far as possible,
placed before the consultative com-
mittee, which we seek to create by
this Bill. After that, they will be laid
on the Table of the House. It is not
that we want to lay it on the last day
of the session. It is only to see that it
is done within the proper time that
this Bill is being enacted. We have
no intention of circumventing the
powers of Parliament. If it is laid on
the Table and if members do not have
enough opportunity to discuss it, we
can even re-lay the whole thing; there
is no prohibition to it. I am not say-
ing that it will be re-laid, but it can be
re-laid. It all depends on what the
consultative committee says. I would
request him not to entertain any
apprehension and kindly withdraw the
amendment,

SHRI SRINIBAS MISRA: On the
assurance given by the Minister that
this power will not be used to circum-
vent the powers of the House, ¥ may
be permitted to withdraw the amend-
ment.

Then, I made one allegation that
there were thousands of spurious cards
in Delhi and actually there is no short-
age. There Is an artificial shortage.
My specj.ﬁc question is this. What is
he going to do to check the circulation
of spurious cards entered in the name
of different people ? The simple thing
to check it would be....

MR. CHAIRMAN : Please ask a
direct question.

SHRI S. KUNDU : In an arbitary
way milk bottles are being given
through chits, which is not accounted
for, to some people. I have got here
several documents to prove that. 400
bottles were given to a gentleman in
the course of three days. Then there
are also chits which are issued at the
discretion of the officers saying ‘issue
20 bottles, issue 40 bottles’ and so on,
and if the Depot Managers do not give,
then they are taken away from their
jobs,
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Another point that I want to touch
here is about the 2,000 young men and
women who are working here. It is
a very good thing that part-time job is
provided to poor people; they get
Rs, 25 or Rs, 50. But there is no
security of service. Anybody who
wants to turn them out can just turn
them out....

MR. CHAIRMAN : He should put
his question only.

SHRI S. KUNDU : I am putting the
question. I appeal to the Minister to
be sympathetic to them. I have already
told him. Let him consider the ques-
tion of these young men and women
and find out a solution; if the boys are
really wrong, he can haul them up,
but if they are not, he should protect
them.

SHRI ANNASAHIB SHINDE : I have
said, and I will repeat what I have
said. I said, he is a responsible
member, but he has today made irres-
ponsible statements,

MR. CHAIRMAN : There is nothing
unparliamentary in the use of the
word ‘irresponsible’,

SHRI ANNASAHIB SHINDE : The
first point that has been made out
is that the Delhi Milk Scheme is not
in a position to meet the full require-
ments of the Delhi population. It is
true that the milk which the DMS
procures and distributes does not
cover the total requirements of the
Delhi population. But may I humbly
ask whether there is any scheme in
the country anywhere which meets
the requirements of the entire popu-
lation of any city ? Take the case of
Calcutta. The Calcutta population is
almost double that of Delhi, but they
are not in a position to distribute
even that much quantity which the
DMS is in a position to distribute to
the Delhi population. The same can
be said to be true about Bombay and
other cities also.

SHRI BAL RAJ MADHOK : But
there is a difference. In Delhi almost
all the private dairies have been
abolished and the DMS has been given
a sort of monopoly. If they had
been allowed, this problem would not
have arisen. So, let him not compare
the position here with that in the
other cities. It is no argument that
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because the people of other places are
suffering we should also suffer.

SHRI ANNASAHIB SHINDE: It is
not a fact. No monopoly has been

given to the DMS. Other private
dairies are also operating.
SHRI JAGJIWAN RAM : Shri

Kanwar Lal Gupta had in fact sugges-
ted that,

SHRI ANNASAHIB SHINDE : In
fact, Shri Kanwar Lal Gupta had
mentioned that. In fact, he had

suggested that other private milk
product manufacturers and dairies
should be banned so that the DMS
would be in a position to augment its
resources. I  think therein he was
right. But may I submit that though
we may endeavour to augment the
milk procurement and supplies for the
DMS I do not think that in the imme-
diate future we shall be in a position
to meet the full requirements? After
all, the coverage of the requirements
of the entire population will depend
upon the extent to which DMS is in a
paosition to procure milk. As at pre-
sent, DMS is not in a position to pro-
cure the milk required, though milk
procurement has been going up from
year to year. It is not a fact as
alleged by Shri Prem Chand Verma
that milk procurement has been going
down. In fact, as compared to the
last few years, the procurement of
milk has been going up steadily.

For instance, take the month of
February. In the month of February,
1961 during the year 1960-61, the
monthly procurement was only 21
lakh litres. I am giving only the
broad figures and I am not going into
the details. But during last month,
the procurement has been 55 lakh
litres, which is almost 2§ times more
than what was procured in 1960-61.
Even as compared to 1965-686, in the
month of February this year, the
procurement has been more. In
1965-66 it was only 48 lakh litres, but
it has risen to 55 lakh litres,

SHRI S. KUNDU: It leaks
through spurious cards,

out
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SHRI JAGJIWAN RAM: They are
also respectable people,

SHRI S, KUNDU : That was what
I said, but then the Congressmen
jumped up.

SHRI RANDHIR SINGH: The
Opposition is also there.
SHRI ANNASAHIB SHINDE: We

are trying to make efforts to see that
procurement goes up and to the
extent possible we are able to increase
the milk supply to the Delhi popula-
tion.

Some statements have been made to
the effect that the expenditure of
DMS is very high. That is also not
a correct statement of facts. In 1965-
66 an expert committee headed by
very eminent experts in the dairy
world, who are known not only in
India but all over the world went into
the working of the DMS. They went
into a number of other problems of
the DMS but they went particularly
into the administrative working and
the administrative costs incurred by
the DMS and they suggested some

norms. Based on the experience
elsewhere of other dairies in  the
country they suggested that the

normal expenditure for procurement,
distribution and processing should not
exceed 21 paise a litre, because else-
where similar dairies are incurring
expenditure only of that order.
Actually in 1965-66 the DMS expen-
diture in this regard was only 19.75
paise a litre, which was even below
the norm prescribed by the expert
committee. In fact, there has been
considerable increase in the cost and
expenditure of the DMS during the
last two years, because the salaries,
wages, dearness allowance etc. has
gone up, and even the purchase price
of the milk procured has gone up,
but even then in 1966-67 the expendi-
ture per litre was only 20.4 paise.

SHRI BAL RAJ MADHOK : How
does he explain the loss?

SHRI ANNASAHIB SHINDE :
During the current year, it works out
to about 20 paise a litre. Even during
the last year, the DMS operated below
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21 paise, the norm prescribed by the
expert committee. This  includes
breakage of bottles, administrative
costs, salaries, processing costs and
procurement costs.

As the House is aware, we are pro-
curing milk from long distances, and
so we have to cover the transport
expenditure and other expenditure
also.

SHRI BAL RAJ MADHOK: How
does he explain the loss of more than
Rs. 1 crore?

SHRI ANNASAHIB SHINDE : I am
coming to that,

I have already submitted that our
efforts should be always to see that
the working is improved, that effi-
ciency is improved and that costs are
minimised. But at the same time, it
is not correct to say that everything
is wrong and there is inefficiency in
the DMS and so on, because that
would be unfair to undertaking itself.

It is a factual statement that the
DMS has been incurring heavy losses.
But the reason is that we are provid-
ing the Delhi population with the
cheapest milk in the country. No
other dairy in the country, except c¢ne
or two, is in a position to supply milk
at the price at which the DMS is
supplying. For instance, in Bombay,
milk is supplied at the price of Rs.
1.70 per litre, while in Delhi we are
supplying milk at the price of Rs. 1.04
a litre. Even then, toned milk is sup-
plied at the price of 74 p. per litre,
and double toned milk is supplied at
54 p. per litre, as compared to much
higher prices elsewhere in Calcutta
and other cities. At the same time the
DMS is required to procure milk at a
much higher price, For, the cattle-
owners have also got their problems,
and they must get also a remunerative
price. Unless they get a remunerative
price, the production of milk will not
increase, and so we have to see that
the interest of the cattle-owners is also
adequately protected. So, while the
‘procurement price is going up, the
price at which we are supplying milk

to the Delhi population is much lower
compared to that in many other milk
schemes. So, there is a gap, which
is very wide, and this is mainly due
to the fact that we are required to
pay a higher price for procurement
and we supply the milk to the Delhi
population at a lower price. This is
the main reason for the loss.

Here, may I ask one question of
Shri Bal Raj Madhok in all fairness ?
If they feel that the scheme is going
in the wrong way, why should the
DMS not be taken over by the Delhi
Administration ?

SHRI KANWAR LAL GUPTA : Let
them first make good the deficit of
the last five years.

SHRI ANNASAHIB SHINDE: We
make this offer to the Delhi Adminis-
tration. If they think that something
is being wrongly managed, why should
they not be fair enough to take this
over and run it? Why are they-mot
prepared to accept this fair offer ?

SHRI BAL RAJ MADHOK: It is
not a fair offer. They have made a
mess of it. There are so many losses
and still the hon, Minister wants the
Delhi Administration to take it over.
Let them clean up the mess and then
we shall take it over. Let them first
make good the deficit,

SHRI ANNASAHIB SHINDE : A
suggestion has been made why a com-
mittee of Members of Parliament
should not be set up. What is there
to be enquired into when the adminis-
trative costs have been found to be
below ever the norms suggested by
the expert committee ? The procure-
ment price is not within our control
and we have to look to the market
price at which milk is being sold to
the private dairy-owners, ang the
competition that we have to face in
the procurement of milk in the open
market. Since a committee of experts
has recently gone into this matter,
what is there to be enguired into?
May I however inform the House that
Government are considering a pro-
posal that the DMS should be con-
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verted into a commercial organisation?
I welcome Shri Bal Raj Madhok'’s
suggestion in that direction, and that
suggestion deserves consideration and
Government are actually considering
that suggestion.
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SHRI ANNASAHIB SHINDE : I am

not yielding.

=
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SHRI ANNASAHIB SHINDE : Shri
Kundu made the point that there are
a large number of spurious card-
holders. 1 admit that there is a subs-
tantial number of them. But we are
trying to set up a detection squad;
we are trying to tally them with ration
cards.

SHRI JAGJIWAN RAM: Many
ration cards themselves are spurious!

SHRI ANNASAHIB SHINDE : There
are certain limitations, But I welcome
his suggestion. It will be our endea-
vour to see that special efforts are
made to detect spurious cards.

SHRI S. KUNDU : If he accepts my
suggestions, ft will stop in three days.

SHRI ANNASAHIB SHINDE : Then
he said we are not sympathetic to the
depot managers who are working
there, the students. May I tell him
that only because we have sympathy
for the students who come of very
poor families that we have given
them this part-time employment. It
was because we were motivated by
this consideration that they should
get some income., Where is the ques-
tion of giving security of service ?

SHRI S. KUNDU: But you take
away their jobs arbitrarily. Some of
your officers misbehave towards them.
I can cite instances.

SHRI ANNASAHIB SHINDE: We
have not terminated the service of
any depot manager except in the case
of those who have indulged in some
malpractices, changing of seals, tam-
pering with milk etc. Otherwise, we
are very sympathetic to them. May
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1 assure the House that we shall
continue to be sympathetic towards
them and conslder their problems. I
shall be prepared to discuss this with
the hon. Member if there are any
problems.

The usual problem of a cattle
colony has been raised. What is the
experience of Bombay in having such
a colony? In Bombay, the cattle
colony is being maintained in Aarey.
The cost of production per litre
comes to Rs. 1.60. The justification
for maintaining a cattle colony can
be there only if we are in a position
to supply milk to the consumers at a
reasonable pricee. Who will purchase
the milk if the cost of production
itself is Rs. 1.60 or Rs. 1.80 ? At least
a large section of our population is

221.55/68
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so poor that it is very difficult for
them to purchase milk at such a very
high price.

SHRI BAL RAJ MADHOK : What
about private ghosi colonies ?

SHRI ANNASAHIB SHINDE: Shri
Kanwar Lal Gupta and Shri Kundu
talked of providing milk to the poorer
sections of the society. Double toned
milk is being supplied to persons
whose income is less than Rs. 300 per
month. We have  been very
sympathetic to the lower categories
and the Delhi Milk Scheme will con-
tinue to follow that policy.
