 The main reasons for the consequential train derailments include 

the anomalies that arise in Permanent Way, Coaches & Wagons (or the 

combination thereof), and human error in train operations. 

(c) & (d):  No, Sir.  

(e) & (f):  There were total 5 (five) Track Recording Cars (TRC) in 

Indian Railways during the period 2017-2021. Two new TRCs have 

been introduced during 2022-2023 and two new TRCs have been 

procured recently. Furthermore, procurement of 07 new TRCs (03 

against replacement of old TRCs and 04 additional TRCs) has been 

sanctioned.  

Besides TRCs, during 2017-2021 for monitoring the health of the 

track, additional run of Oscillation Monitoring System (OMS) has been 

carried out, which is also one of the systems for inspection of track.
