(a) to (f): Bureau of Civil Aviation Security had issued a circular on
08.04.2019 conveying the minimum standards/technical specification for Full
Body Scanners to be installed at airports alongwith standard operating
procedure for deployment of Body scanners for screening of passengers. A
well-established security screening system for passengers travelling through
airports in the country is in place. The induction of Full Body Scanner is
expected to enhance the existing security screening process at airports. The
installation of Full Body Scanner in the first phase is planned at airports in
Delhi, Mumbai, Bengaluru, Hyderabad, Chennai, Kolkata and Ahmedabad.
No fund is sanctioned/released by the government for installation of body
scanners at airports. The said expenditure is borne by the Airport Operators. 
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
