First of all, a Bill which was considered by the Joint Parliament
Committee, came back to the House and was withdrawn by the Government.

It was re-introduced. It cannot be introduced as a finance Bill.
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Secondly, it is a Bill which requires serious reconsideration by a Joint
Parliamentary Committee for the simple reasons that it is in complete
contradiction to the fundamental right of privacy upheld by the Supreme Court
in the Puttaswamy judgement.

Thirdly, this Bill cleaves the entire digital universe into two parts. The Bill
will apply with full force to all non-Governmental organisations and the entire
Government universe is going to be exempt from it. Therefore, the
fundamental right to privacy laid down by the Supreme Court in the
Puttaswamy judgement stands assaulted by the provisions of this Bill.
Therefore, | oppose this Bill. ... (Interruptions)

SHRIMATI SUPRIYA SADANAND SULE (BARAMATI): Sir, under Rule 72(2)
of the Rules of Procedure and Conduct of Business in Lok Sabha, | stand here
to oppose the Bill on two small points. | will not repeat any point.

First, there is excessive centralisation of all the data. Everything will be
controlled. It is a complete insult and it is hurting the spirit of the federal
structure of the Government of India.

Secondly, even the right to information is diluted. As Manish ji rightly
said, the Government of India will be completely protected; others will be
complexly exposed.

Thirdly, there is a penalty clause. From Rs.500 crore, it has been
brought down to Rs.250 crore. What is the meaning? Even a small NGO
tomorrow can challenge it. It is Rs.250 crore for a big industrial house which is

ridiculous. There is no compensation. There is penalty. But what about a
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victim? There is no clarity on compensation. Right to privacy is completely
evaded. So, anybody can have our data. There is no privacy. So, | would
request the Minister to kindly reconsider and send it to a Joint Parliamentary
Committee. ... (Interruptions)

SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): Sir, | strongly oppose the Digital
Personal Data Protection Bill, 2023. ... (Interruptions) | would like to make a
submission — yesterday also this matter was raised in the House — regarding
Rule 72(2). It is not only the legislative competence; any matter can be
opposed. Rule 72(1) is a general clause and proviso is saying that to have a
full-fledged debate in the House, legislative competence is to be there. But as
far as opposing on any ground is concerned, | can oppose the Bill.

So, the first ground is the basic, fundamental human right, that is being
accepted as a fundamental right by nine Judge Constitution Bench of the
Supreme Court in respect of Puttaswamy case, is being taken away. So, it is
totally violating the basic, fundamental human rights of the citizens of the
country.

Secondly, day before vyesterday, the Standing Committee on
Communications and Information Technology has submitted a report on the
floor of this House. In that, so many recommendations are there. Without
looking into the recommendation of the Standing Committee, coming with a
new Bill is not fair and proper on the part of the Minister to introduce the Bill.
So, | strongly urge that those recommendations may be taken up so as to

respect the Parliamentary Committee. With these objections, | oppose the Bill.
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SHRI ADHIR RANJAN CHOWDHURY (BAHARAMPUR): Sir, | rise to
vehemently oppose the Bill under Rule 72 of the Rules of Procedure and
Conduct of Business in Lok Sabha. The issue is that through this Bill, the
Government is going to trample upon the Right to Information Act and right to
privacy. So, we are vehemently opposing these kinds of sinister motives being
displayed by this Government. The Bill by amending the Right to Information
Act wants to introduce an era of corruption because new personal data like
assets and liabilities, educational qualification of corrupt Government
functionaries cannot be asked for under RTI.

Secondly, the Bill does not provide for compensation to an individual
whose personal data has been compromised or who has suffered loss due to
theft of personal data.

Thirdly, as has been referred to by other esteemed Members, the Digital
Personal Data Protection Bill, 2023 violates the Fundamental Right to Privacy,
as laid down in the Puttaswamy case, since the present Bill does not restrict
the Government to use and process personal data. Therefore, | will suggest to
the Government that they should send this Bill for further deliberation and for
wide discussion among all sections of the population. That is why, right now,
the time is not opportune for the introduction of this Bill. It is better that the
Government should send the Bill to the Standing Committee, or Joint
Committee, or any other forum for having a threadbare discussion with regard

to this very important Bill.
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DR. SHASHI THAROOR (THIRUVANANTHAPURAM): Hon. Chairperson, Sir,
thank you very much. ...

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(xvii) Need to waive the penalty for not linking
Aadhar Number with PAN
SHRI KOMATI REDDY VENKAT REDDY (BHONGIR): As the House is
aware, the Ministry of Finance has issued orders to mandatorily link the
Aadhaar and PAN. In this context, it is not out of place to mention here that,
people are facing various problems including Internet and server connections
due to which they could not link the same and especially in Telangana, people
are facing difficulties in Mee Seva Kendras to link Aadhar and PAN. Most
people don't know what to do and how to link the same and penalizing the
common man with rupees one thousand is an irony. Linking Aadhar and PAN
Card numbers is very much sensitive, and cyber security issues will also pose
many challenges which is a great concern for all of us. Around 30 crore people
in the country have not linked PAN-Aadhar till now and for this they have to
shell out Rs. 3 lakh crores which is a unnecessary financial burden. Therefore,
| request the Hon'ble Minister of Finance, to kindly review the matter and re-
think about common people for a moment in the interests of the common man

and completely waive the penalty.
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(xviii) Need to restore deleted job cards under MGNREGS

SHRI V. K. SREEKANDAN (PALAKKAD): Over 5 crore job cards have been
deleted in 2022-23 and 7.4 million so far during this financial year as per the
Management Information System of MGNREGS and a reply given to a Starred
Question in Lok Sabha on 25.07.2023. The main reason for the deletion of
such a large number of job card holders was due to the non linkage of job
cards with Aadhaar initiated by the Union Government for wage payment and
digital attendance and not largely because of the reasons cited in the said
reply. It is a well-known fact that net connectivity in rural areas is an issue.
During Covid-19 several young children suffered education online due to poor
net connectivity in rural areas. Rural masses should not be punished for lack of
net connectivity which prevented them from linking job card with Aadhaar. The
prime objective of MGNREGS is to take care of rural areas where everything
lacks, including internet connectivity. MGNREGS is a right of rural people and
not a consideration. Therefore, | request the Government to revert back to the
method as existed earlier in respect of Aadhaar and wage payment and

restore job cards of those whose names have been deleted urgently.
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(xix) Regarding development of park and associated area of
Payyambalam into an open military museum in
Kannur Parliamentary Constituency

SHRI K. SUDHAKARAN (KANNUR): The park and associated areas of
Payyambalam in my Parliamentary Constituency, Kannur, urgently require
rehabilitation as an open military museum. Payyambalam beach is a popular
tourist spot within the Kannur Corporation limits, attracting visitors worldwide.
The Kerala Tourism Department previously developed a park in the region by
removing over 2000 tonnes of sand two decades ago. Additionally, it offers the
best view of Payyambalam. However, the current state of the location is
deplorable. The approximately 65-cent area is completely neglected and
overgrown due to a legal dispute with the Ministry of Defence over ownership.
Antisocial elements have taken advantage of the dilapidated condition, causing
public disturbances. Transforming the area into a significant tourist center is
crucial. Rehabilitating the center as an open military museum would attract
thousands of tourists and provide a fresh experience for students and the
public. The intervention of the Hon'ble Minister of Defence is requested to
rehabilite the park and associated areas in Payyambalam into an open military

museum.
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(xx) Regarding extension of train services to Salem

SHRI S.R. PARTHIBAN (SALEM): Currently, only two trains operate from
Salem: the 13351 Alappuzha Express at 5:22 am and the 12626 Kerala
Express at 9:45 am. Unfortunately, there is a gap of around four and a half
hours between these two services, leaving passengers without transportation
options. Similarly, from Coimbatore, the only trains available are the 17229
Sabari Express at 4:25 pm and the 16382 Pune Express at 8:00 pm, leaving a
four-hour gap between them. This lack of train services during these intervals
has severely impacted the lives of residents. Daily wage workers, contract
workers, college students, government and officials, entrepreneurs, who
heavily rely on bus transportation, face immense hardship. They are forced to
spend a significant portion of their income on bus travel expenses, which
creates a substantial financial burden for them and their families. To address
this issue, we propose extending Train number 06801, currently running from
Erode to Coimbatore at 7:50 am, to start from Salem at around 7 am. Similarly,
Train number 06800, travelling from Coimbatore to Erode at 6:10 pm, could be
extended to Salem. These extensions would greatly improve transportation
options and alleviate the difficulties faced by the residents of Salem and its

surrounding areas.
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(xxi) Regarding Polavaram Irrigation Project

SHRI MARGANI BHARAT (RAJAHMUNDRY): The intermediate benefits from
the Polavaram Irrigation Project on the Godavari River can be achieved with
the swift execution of the project up to the Minimum Draw Down Level of
+41.15 mts. The ad hoc funds required to assessed as Rs. 17,148 cr. | would
like to request the Government that additional funds required to complete the
project up to the Full Reservoir Level (FRL) +45.72 mts is assessed at Rs.
55,000 crore as revised estimation cost (2019-20) to realise the full
contemplated benefits. However, the unprecedented floods in the Godavari
experienced during 2021 & 2022 and their subsequent impact on the
surrounding areas has expedited the need for immediate rehabilitation and
relief provision to the project evacuees. The Centre has agreed to revise ad
hoc grant estimates to Rs 17,148 crore from Rs 12,911 crore keeping in view
the state government's request. Hence, due to the circumstances created by
the Godavari floods, | request the Government to release the sanctioned funds
on an ad-hoc basis, pending the final assessment of the revised costs so that
the construction works of the project can proceed smoothly and to enable the
Government of Andhra Pradesh to continue the execution of the multi-purpose
irrigation project including land acquisition and providing rehabilitation facilities

without any delay.
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(xxii) Need to extend rail travel concessions to
partially visually impaired persons
SHRI GAJANAN KIRTIKAR (MUMBAI NORTH-WEST): Railway extends rail
travel concessions to persons with disability. In the case of blindness, the rail
travel concession is available to persons with 100% disability only and not to
those whose disability is less than 100%. It has further been observed that
persons with disabilities like hearing disability, the concession is available even
if disability is upto 40% only. The denial of railway concession to partially blind
persons has caused lot of difficulty to partially blind persons. This is huge
injustice meted out to blind person with less than 100% blindness. | urge upon
the Government to intervene immediately and carry out necessary
amendments in the rules at the earliest to do away injustice being meted out to

blind persons with less than 100% blindness.
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(xxiii) Regarding sharing of premium subsidy between the Centre and
State under Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bima Yojana

SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): According to Section 21.5 of
Revamped Operational Guidelines of PMFBY perils like hailstorm, inundation,
landslide, cloudburst, natural fire due to lightening etc. have been included
under risk scenario of localized calamity. However, as mentioned at Section
21.5.10, loss of crops like paddy, sugarcane, jute and mesta due to inundation
are not included under this provision as they are considered hydrophilic crops.
It is pertinent to mention that because of such exclusion the paddy growing
farmers who account for more than 95% of the insured farmers are deprived of
the benefits of the PMFB in case of loss to their crops because of inundation. |
request the Government for appropriate amendments in the provisions of be
Operational Guidelines of PMFBY so that more farmers can covered/benefitted
under the Scheme. In Section 5.2.5 of the Revamped Operational guidelines
the loss of crop due to attack by wild animals can be covered under PMFBY.

Since May 2018, the scheme has been implemented as the Pradhan
Mantri Jan Vikas Karyakram (PMJVK). In light of these disconcerting

SHRI DAYANIDHI MARAN: Sir, the same Government, your Government,
went to the Supreme Court and the Supreme Court said that you cannot
extend the term of the Enforcement Director more than twice. July 31 * was the
last date. But you had it back. You said that the administrative power is so

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SHRI KALYAN BANERJEE: Sir, it is apparent from the speech of the hon.
Home Minister that it is a targeted legislation and this targeted legislation has
been made to whittle down the powers of the present State Government
elected by the people of Delhi.

It is a malicious legislation now. It is very clear from the speech of the
hon. Home Minister. Our Constitution does not permit any targeted legislation
or any malicious legislation. This is bad. This cannot be done for whittling
down the power. | would like to quote an important sentence from the
Statement of Objects and Reasons of the Constitution (Sixty-ninth
Amendment) Act. It reads: “The Committee went into the matter in great detalil
and considered the issues after holding discussions with various individuals,
associations, political parties and other experts and taking into account the
arrangements in the national Capitals of other countries with a federal set-up
and also the debates in the Constituent Assembly as also the reports by earlier
Committees and Commissions.” This is one of the objects. The Sixty-ninth
Amendment of the Constitution has an important consequence for the special
status of Delhi as the National Capital Territory.

It emerges from all the speeches of Dr. Ambedkar in the Constituent
Assembly that India adopted a federal model in which the Union and the States
were meant to operate within their assigned legislative domains. The States
are not subservient to the Union. The majority of the 2018 Constitutional

Bench judgement held that while NCTD could not be accorded the status of a
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State, the concept of federalism would still be applicable to NCTD. Therefore,
the concept of federalism, structure of federalism as applicable to all the States
is applicable to Delhi also. The Constitution Bench judgement itself says so.

Let me talk about the most crucial things of the Bill which are really
violative. Many points have been raised and | am not going to repeat them. |
will speak about power and impinging provisions of this legislation. Power has
been taken; total control has been taken by the Central Government. As we
know, all IAS officers are appointed by the Central Government now under this
Bill. The Chief Secretary will be appointed by the Central Government. He will
be a man of the Central Government.

Clause 45E talks about the Authority which is called the National Capital
Civil Service Authority. Who will be its Members? The Chief Minister will be a
Member; the Chief Secretary will be a Member; the Home Secretary will be a
Member. Decisions will be taken on the basis of majority of votes of the
Members. Therefore, who is indirectly, really having the control? The Central
Government is having the control. Does it not destroy the concept of
federalism itself? Is it not against the wishes of the people of Delhi?

The hon. Home Minister spoke about 2015. All right! If in 2015 they
had done wrong things, if they had committed illegal things, why was the same
Party has been elected by the people of Delhi a second time? In a democracy,
people’s verdict is final; people’s mandate has to be accepted. If the Central
Government makes an allegation or anyone makes an allegation against

anybody, and if people say that someone is correct and he should govern
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them, the Central Government should hear the voice and wishes of the people.
That has not been taken care of. Therefore, you are taking away absolute
power. You need all powers. You say, “I, the Central Government will decide”.
Everything will be decided by them. Who are sitting in the Authority? It is the
Chief Minister, the Cabinet Secretary and the Secretary. Correct? What is
fundamental to democracy? Regarding fundamentals of democracy, there are
triple chains. The first chain is that the civil service officers are accountable to
Ministers.

The second chain is that the Ministers are accountable to the Parliament
and Legislatures. The third chain is that the Parliament and Legislatures are
accountable to the electorates. This is a chain. This is a Parliamentary
Democracy. How can you say that a Minister who is answerable under our
Parliamentary system, is equated with the Chief Minister or any other Minister
in a statute? In a statute, how can it be possible? It destroys the fundamentals
of democracy itself.

Hon. Chairperson, Sir, the judgment in the Government of NCT of Delhi
versus the Union of India, in Civil Appeal No. 2357 of 2017, was delivered by
the hon. Supreme Court of India on 11" May, 2023. It has been referred by the
hon. Home Minister. The hon. Minister has referred to two or three paragraphs.
| will request him to also read paragraph no. 117 of the said judgment, which is
laid down in the law. | quote it:

“An unaccountable and a non-responsive civil service may pose a

serious problem of governance in a democracy. It creates a
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possibility that the permanent executive, consisting of unelected

civil service officers, who play a decisive role in the

implementation of Government policy, may act in ways that

disregard the will of the electorate.”

Hon. Chairperson, Sir, which one is important? It is not important that
the Central Government is having the power. It is also not important that the
State Government is having the power. The important thing is the will of the
electorate. The will of the electorate has elected the State Government. The
will of the electorate has defeated the Ruling Party at the Centre in Delhi. That
has to be accepted. The will of the electorate shall be implemented by all the
Civil Servants. That is what you are destroying.

In a democratic form of Government, the real power of administration
must reside in the elected arm of the State and the elected Government needs
to have control over its administration. These are not my words. Let me say it
very frankly that these are the words of the Five Judges’ judgment of the hon.
Supreme Court. If a democratically-elected Government is not provided with
the power to control the Officers posted within its domain, then the principle
underlying the triple-chain of collective responsibility would become redundant.

In paragraph no. 121, it has been said by the hon. Supreme Court in the
11" May judgment that Article 239AA, which conferred a special status to
NCTD and constitutionally entrenched a representative form of Government,
was incorporated in the Constitution in the spirit of federalism, with the aim that

the residents of the capital city must have a voice in how they are to be

governed. It is the responsibility of the Government of the NCTD to give
expression to the will of the people of Delhi who have elected it. | pause here
to ask a question. Who is bound by it? The State or the Centre? It is the State
who is bound by it. The State has to give an explanation. If anything happens,
who will give the answer? They are answerable to the State Legislature. They
are not answerable to this Parliament at all. Therefore, it is destroying the
power itself.

It has also been said, ‘Therefore, the ideal conclusion would be that
GNCTD ought to have control over ‘services’, subject to exclusion of subjects
which are out of its legislative domain -- subjects like, land, police, etc. have
already been mentioned. If services are excluded from its legislative and
executive domains, the ministers and the executive who are charged with
formulating policies in the territory of NCTD would be excluded from controlling
the Civil Service Officers who implement such executive decisions’. This Bill
destroys the concept of federalism itself in NCTD.

Hon. Chairperson, Sir, | have quoted what Dr. Ambedkar has said. In
status, a State is not inferior to the Central Government.

No. Periphery may be different. But they are not subsumed into the
Central Government. Therefore, this Bill is destroying the federal character. It
is not that today AAP is here in Delhi, BJP is at the Centre and the Congress is
there or not. It is not that. Five years or seven years or ten years are not
important for the country. What we do now here will have an impact after 25

years. Our next generations will question as to what their previous generations
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have done. Do you want to destroy the federal character of this country? That
is an important question today | want to pose.

Why are Governors so active in non-BJP ruled States? Why are
Governors not active in BJP ruled States? Why is Governor acting in
contravention of Articles 162 and 163 of the Constitution?

Sir, | will tell you about these provisions under Article 361, that is
Protection of Presidents and Governors and Rajpramukhs. These are given in
the Constitution. The makers of our Constitution never thought that a regime
will come in which the Governors appointed by the Central Government would
violate the Constitution in States where the ruling party of the Central
Government would not be there. The makers of the Constitution would not
have given the protection to the Governors that no case can be initiated
against them. They are taking advantage of that. They are absolutely taking
advantage of that because no case can be initiated against them.

The Central Government, as we all know, operates from Delhi and Delhi
is a Union Territory with an elected Assembly. The foundation of the
discussion lies in Article 239AA of the Constitution which grants special status
to Delhi as a Union Territory with a Legislative Assembly and a Council of
Ministers headed by a Chief Minister. The Legislative Assembly possesses
the authority to make laws on matters within the State and Concurrent Lists
except for those explicitly excluded by the Constitution. However, the

Ordinance aims to restore certain powers to the Lieutenant Governor. The
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Ordinance also appears to be within the scope of the review of the Supreme
Court’s judgement.

While the Court recognised the Delhi Government’s legislative and
executive powers over services, it did not explicitly prevent Parliament from
legislating on the same subject. In fact, Article 239AA of the Constitution
grants Parliament the authority to pass laws related to services, even though
they fall under the exclusive competence of the States.

In this issue, nobody has covered themselves with glory. In the Supreme
Court, a specific prayer was made on behalf of the National Capital Territory of
Delhi that the Government has sought a stay of the NCT Ordinance on the
ground that it prevents the Government of NCTD from meeting its popular
mandate.

Mr. Singhvi, the learned senior counsel, has highlighted the instances
where the senior bureaucrats have ignored orders. The LG has terminated the
contract of 437 consultants working with various Departments of the
Government. | cannot understand, for the life of me, why 437 consultants have
to be appointed at your end by expense to run certain Departments here. |
cannot, for the life of me, understand, and, therefore, let me say this
straightaway that the Government of Delhi certainly has not covered itself in
glory in this regard.

Bill borders on contempt of court. | see no contempt petition having been filed.
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Why has the contempt petition not been filed in the Supreme Court? Instead, a
writ petition has been filed. The reason you cannot file a contempt petition in
the Supreme Court is because the Supreme Court itself, as | mentioned the
other day, gave the Government a lifeline by saying that if you bring a new law,
which the Parliament certainly has the power to bring, then the position will
obtain as per the new law. Now the Parliament has brought that new law.

Now, the Supreme Court with five judges will decide whether that law is
a good law or a bad law. The fact of the matter is that in regard to Article
239AA(7)(b) and (7)(a), there is confusion and a conundrum about how they
can be read harmoniously. There is no question about that. There is a
substantial Constitutional point involved here. The Supreme Court, therefore, is
seized of that Constitutional point today. That is the point on which Mr. Naveen
Patnaik, | think, has studied the entire position and taken a call. Then, to say
that an Ordinance will not be allowed to be translated into a Bill, | am sorry, is
begging the question because once an Ordinance has been issued, it is the
duty of the Government to bring it to the Parliament; and it is the duty of the
Parliament to then ratify that, if the Government has the numbers.

Therefore, today, yes, you can take a position politically and say, | will
not support. There is no difficulty. But do not say the Parliament does not have
the power. Let the Supreme Court decide whether the Parliament has the
power or not. The moral position is, as | said, nobody covers themselves with
glory in this regard because nobody has covered themselves with glory. But do

not say that the Parliament does not have the power. Article 239AA gives Delhi
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a peculiar and a special position in our polity. For instance, this law cannot be
brought with regard to Odisha or with regard to Rajasthan or with regard to
West Bengal. It cannot be brought because the Constitution does not permit
you. The Constitution permits you to bring this law with regard to Delhi.

The Government has taken a position because of certain acts of
omission or commission or whatever it is, and they have decided that to put an
end to it, they will want certain fetters to be put on the Government of Delhi.
Now, the Supreme Court will decide whether the Services can be included
among the other three provisions which were exclusion provisions in the
Constitution. So, it is a pure Constitutional issue. It is not a question of the BJD
supporting the BJP. The BJD only supports the Parliament’s power to enact
this piece of legislation. There is no doubt on that score. Kindly understand
that. Therefore, we continue to fight the BJP as we continue to fight the
Congress Party in our State.

And, as far as the No-Confidence Motion is concerned, when that is
taken up, we will certainly give our reasons as to why we feel that the No-
Confidence Motion brought by the Opposition today is, perhaps, not warranted
again in the facts and circumstances that obtain today.

what is the purpose? The purpose is to strike a balance between domestic
politics or domestic needs and national needs because Delhi is a capital city
where balance needs to be kept between the local as well as national and
international requirements because we are a capital city. So, it is a purposeful
legislation to achieve the balance between two methods of governance.

The second aspect has been that throughout there have been
misstatements by practicing lawyers by repeatedly saying that India is a federal
structure. Either they have not read or they are misleading. | will go by the
second that they are misleading, misstating, and misquoting. India is a quasi-
federal structure, which is what Constitution demarcates. India is not federal.
The Centre will always have a primacy. Otherwise, to govern a complicated
State as complicated as India is, as diverse as India is, will not be possible.
That is why Parliament of India, the Central Government of India has been
given the primacy even in the Constitution and this Parliament has every
business, every right to correct the wrong and bring the right law.

The next thing is about power and responsibility. | am purposely
addressing the argument that has come from the other side. About power and
responsibility, | would say, if a person by whichever method has come to power
and becomes irresponsible, will the Parliament... (Interruptions) | am so sure

the will of the people... (Interruptions)
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We have also seen ballots being rigged. So, do not tell me things which
you do not understand. We also understand how the panchayat elections have
been conducted in West Bengal. So, do not tell me all this. | think people of
this country are mature enough. ... (Interruptions)

When power vests with people who act irresponsibly, will this Parliament
not have the power to correct that wrong and tell people what their
responsibility is, to make people answerable to the very people who have
elected you? So, the answer is power and responsibility. The balance needs to
be struck and that balance is what this legislation is seeking to address.

‘Unaccountable and irresponsible’ are the words used. So, | would go
by that. Somehow, the power structure in Delhi has been unaccountable and
irresponsible. The manner in which the mutual democracy has been dealt
with, | do not know! | can only quote a great example of our own Prime
Minister. When he was the Chief Minister of Gujarat, we know how all kinds of
fake cases etc., were filed, and how those Chief Secretaries used to be
appointed by the Central Government. Did they beat them up? Did they take
them to a kona? Did they assault them? The answer is no. You do not do that.
You battle it out in the court of law. You battle it out by the method which is
prescribed by law. But here, the Chief Secretary, the bureaucracy, has been
put under immense pressure to do wrong things. Arvind Kumar, a bureaucrat
working with the Office of the Deputy CM is a witness in the case of sharaab
ghotala.

Now, | am coming to the need of the matter.
HON. CHAIRPERSON: Try to conclude.

SHRIMATI MEENAKASHI LEKHI: Sir, | will conclude.

Sir, the States Reorganisation Act was brought in 1956. Several
changes have come, and finally in 2023, the Supreme Court gives control over
services to Delhi Government. Then, this Ordinance was brought. Now,
people are questioning why the Ordinance was brought. It was brought so that
the Bill could have been brought. There was a gap of three to five months.

So, my point is that within less than 24 hours -- while the Sheesh Mahal
ghotala is being investigated by the Vigilance Department -- not just that
officer but 70 to 80 officers were transferred overnight. These were the officers

who were investigating the scam. Because they were investing the scam, they
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tried to circumvent the scheme of governance, and transferred those officers
overnight.

Thus, there was a need to bring in the Ordinance. After bringing in the
Ordinance, the Bill has been brought in. This Bill has been brought in to
correct the status. Why was this brought in? This Bill has been brought in to
statutorily balance the interest of the nation with the interest of the Union
Territory of Delhi in administration of the Capital by giving a purposeful
meaning to the manifestation of democratic will of the people reposed both in
the Central Government as well as GNCTD that is, Government of National
Capital Territory Region of Delhi.

By virtue of this, what has really happened? What has really happened
is that a particular body, namely, the National Capital Civil Services Authority
has been established. This National Capital Civil Services Authority will have
three Members. It will have the Chief Minister, who is not just the Chief
Minister but also the Presiding Officer of this Authority. It will have a Member
Secretary. The Home Secretary of the State of the Union Territory of Delhi is
going to be the Member Secretary.

Then the Chief Secretary of Delhi is there because he is the principal
officer dealing with administrative issues.

What can it do? It can deal with transfers/postings of officials and
disciplinary matters; sole discretion on several matters including those related
to the National Capital Civil Services; and Summoning/Prorogation/Dissolution

of Delhi Legislative Assembly. This is all what has happened.
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Being the capital of India, Delhi had been administered earlier by the
President of India directly, and a sui generis status was, however, conferred on
Delhi whereby it retained the Union Territory nature with a Legislature.

A lot has been quoted on 239AA, Entry 43, List Il. Now, | am reading
that part of the judgement, which has been oft quoted. | am sure people
familiar with legal procedures know that any judgement records all kinds of
arguments and all kinds of facts, and then it gives certain specific subject
matter related statements. So, it says that: “... in absence of any specific
Parliamentary legislation dealing with the subject of services as contained in
Entry 41 of List Il of the Seventh Schedule specifically and in detail, the
Hon'ble Supreme Court was pleased to pass a judgment dated ... and
whereas, in view of its special status as a national capital, a scheme of
administration has to be formulated by Parliamentary law, to balance both local
and national democratic interests which are at stake, which would reflect the
aspirations of the people through joint and collective responsibility of both the
Government of India and the Government of National Capital Territory of Delhi.
This would statutorily balance the interest of the nation with the interest of
Union Territory of Delhi in administration of the capital by giving purposeful
meaning to the manifestation of democratic will ... Our Constitution, the
formation of Delhi as a Union Territory is unique in itself, it may be
remembered that every Union Territory is administered by the President acting

through an Administrator, and while any UT may have an elected body, it does
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not diminish the supreme control of the President and the Parliament over
them as per the constitutional scheme”.

There are two more questions which | want to ask. | want to ask my
friend Pinaki Mishra, who has just left, a question. Hon. Home Minister also
talked about it. He said, Article 239AA(7) empowers the Parliament to make a
law to supplement the provisions, not to violate them. And he in this same
reference said that this will have to go back to the Supreme Court which is
three kilometres away. If it is going to go back and there is ambiguity in it, then
why are we discussing this and wasting our time?

So, this is a clarification which | would like to seek from the Government
because the hon. Home Minister also talked about Article 239AA (7). So did
Shri Pinaki Misra who is supporting this Bill but is still saying that it will go back
because there is an ambiguity. Then, what is the importance and relevance of
Parliament? We should get a clear clarification because it is confusing all of
us.

Another point about the same Article 239AA is that it says that the
Parliament does not enjoy concurrent powers of law making on “services” as
contained in Entry 41 of List Il. But no exercise of concurrent powers allows
the Parliament to withdraw the same power from the Delhi Government. What
does this mean? It is a complete contradiction. If what we are discussing is
going to get struck down, then whose ego are we pandering to here? Who are

we intimidating here? This is my question to this Government.
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They talked about Delhi Service Authority. Regarding Delhi Service
Authority, | have three questions. This is similar to the China model. Coming
to Clause 45D, there is a Committee of three people. Majority wins so far in a
democracy unless it will change to a dictatorship. | am not sure!
(Interruptions) People in power are intimidating us all the time.
(Interruptions) My question to them is this. There are three people, and
majority wins. It is two Secretaries versus one Chief Minister. So, if the Chief
Minister, who is elected by the people of Delhi, is vetoed by two Secretaries,
what will happen? So, it is ‘selected’ versus ‘appointed’. Will the Chief
Minister be rejected? This is my first question. My second question to the
Government is this. Will the officers overturn the power of a Chief Minister?
My next question is this. Can the LG overrule what the hon. Chief Minister has
decided? If he can overrule, then that leaves the Government powerless.
Then, why have a Government in Delhi? Is this the final agenda? So, these
are my questions on which | really need a clarification.

| am rising on behalf of my Party to strongly oppose the Government of
National Capital Territory of Delhi (Amendment) Bill, 2023.

Let me make it clear at the outset that this Bill is no ordinary piece of
legislation. It represents a great chapter in the history of the Indian Republic
seeking to ratify an ordinance that in many ways is an assault on our

democratic heritage and the spirit of federalism.
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During the introduction of the Bill itself, | had filed a Motion strongly
opposing its very introduction in this House at a time when a Motion of No-
Confidence is pending for discussion. In fact, the Bhagwat Gita of
Parliamentary Practice and Procedure, Kaul and Shakder page 772 explicitly
states: ‘When the leave of the House to the moving of a Motion of No
Confidence has been granted, no substantive motion on policy matters is to be
brought before the House by the Government till the Motion of No Confidence
has been disposed of.

Sir, in 27 No-Confidence Motions brought since Independence to this
House, no Bills were debated and passed before this Government did so with
two Bills in 2018. Therefore, such an improper introduction of a substantive
policy change while a No-Confidence Motion is pending is against democratic
morality to use a word much favoured by the Treasury Benches.

Let me remind my colleagues in this House that it was almost four years
exactly when this Government unceremoniously passed a Bill that sealed the
fate of a State Government practically overnight in rampant disregard for the
basic constitutional relationship of the people of Jammu and Kashmir to the
Republic of India without consulting them or their elected representatives. This
Government showcased the same attitude that we are seeing today - a
breathtaking betrayal of our democratic political traditions, culture and utter
contempt for the people of the State and of the value of the political

representation that these citizens of India give themselves through elections.
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Four years later, we are back in the House with the Government that is
clearly bringing the same attitude, same attitude, to our National Capital.

DR. SHASHI THAROOR: Now, the Home Minister in introducing this Bill
attempted to invoke Nehru Ji in his support and | think that the expression that
my friend Dayanidhi Maran was quoting in Tamil was that the devil can quote
scriptures for his own purposes. The truth is that times changed and with that,
facts changed as well. There were no elected representatives for Delhi
Assembly in those days.

We were talking about a different Delhi and we were talking about a
different India. Today, 76 years have happened since Independence. In any
case, | have to say to my dear friends in the Treasury Benches, you oppose

everything Nehru said; you oppose everything Nehru stood for; so why not this
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one too? Oppose him saying that Delhi should be under the Central
Government. That will be the end of the conversation. They also went in for
alliance politics. But let me stress Mr. Chairman this is not about alliance
politics, this is about the principle and the principle is that the democratic and
federal Republic of India sighs a great shadow cast upon it today, Sir.

The Union of States, so original and aspirational in its genesis, faces a
crisis of the federal division of powers. We saw the Minister of State for
External Affairs choosing to intervene on internal affairs. Fine, that is your
party’s prerogative. But the fact is she asserted that India is not federal. She
said it three times.

Why then do we have a State List, a Concurrent List and a Union List?
It is because we are federal. ... (Interruptions) | am sorry, Madam, | am not
yielding. | am responding to a point made in a debate and | have every right to
do so. Why does the Government and the Prime Minister speak of cooperative
federalism if she is right and we are not federal? Obviously, the Government
wants to sing the virtues of cooperative federalism but in stark contrast to that,
we see the ruling party impinging upon the sovereign domain of the States,
from vacillating on GST dues and MNREGA payments to States, to bulldozing
through laws on subjects from the State List. A blatant subversion of the
constitutional separation of powers is taking place again today through this Bill.
The difference is that this time around, the honourable Supreme Court was

loud, clear, and unequivocal and the Government seems determined to ignore
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it. Let me set out before the House the three dangerous prongs of this
amendment.

It removes services from the legislative competence of the Delhi
Legislative Assembly. In other words, it amends the Constitution without being
a Constitution Amendment Bill.

It establishes the National Capital Civil Services Authority consisting of,
as everyone has pointed out, the Chief Minister, Chief Secretary of Delhi,
Principal Home Secretary of Delhi. Now the Authority in which the elected CM
can be outvoted by the other two can even convene on the basis of quorum of
two. So, even without the CM, the other two officials can get together and
decide anything they like. They can then make recommendations to the
Lieutenant Governor regarding transfers and postings of officials and
disciplinary matters. And bureaucrats are going to henceforth exercise
authority that voters have given to their elected public representatives. If BJP
was in power in Delhi, Sir, would they have accepted this? It seems the case
of where you stand depends on where you sit.

Thirdly, the Bill empowers the LG to exercise his sole discretion on
several matters including those related to Civil Services Authority and the
summoning, prorogation, and dissolution of the Delhi Legislative Assembly.
This implies that the elected Chief Minister may even be unable to convene a
Session needed for essential Government business. The LG can overrule even
a unanimous decision of this Authority. He can define the powers and duties of

the officers of the Delhi Government superseding the Ministers.
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Now on executive law-making through an Ordinance, as the Supreme
Court held in D.C. Wadhwa (1987) is only to “meet an extraordinary situation”
and cannot be “perverted to serve political ends.” But the Government’s
arguments even today were all political. What is interesting is that it has
intervened on political grounds on a brazen manner. Most crucially, they have
added the subject of exemption of services to the existing exemptions in the
Constitution like land, public order, and police under Article 239AA which every
Member has been citing. To do it without amending the Constitution which
requires a two-thirds majority and a different process is an act of constitutional
subterfuge.

Now, how ironic that when the Supreme Court has said that there is a
complete breakdown of the constitutional machinery in Manipur, you do not
want to discuss it but you want to amend the constitutional machinery, when it
is functioning in a working order in Delhi without admitting it! What kind of a
contradiction is this, Sir? ... (Interruptions)

Is an Ordinance or a Bill even constitutionally permissible when the very
framework of the Constitution’s basic structure is being altered? Article 239AA
of the Constitution provides the Delhi Legislative Assembly with powers to
make laws on subjects in the State List and the Concurrent List barring police,
public order, and land. It is agreed. Parliament, of course, may also legislate
on subjects under the State List with respect to Delhi but the Bill specifies that
the Delhi Legislative Assembly will not have the power to legislate on the

subject of services which actually comes under the State List. By doing so, the
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Bill effectively expands the subjects that the Delhi Assembly cannot legislate
on, and therefore, is changing the constitutional framework. Under Article 368
of the Constitution, a constitutional amendment has to be initiated for such an
action.

So, | ask, Mr. Chairman Sir, as to how you can admit this Bill except
under the rubric of a Constitution Amendment Bill. It seems to me that this is
completely out of order in terms of the procedures of this Bill.

Now, let me take you back to what the Court has said in its judgement of
May, 2023. The Supreme Court has argued that democratic government rests
on a triple chain of accountability. Civil servants are accountable to Ministers.
Ministers are accountable to Legislatures and Legislatures are accountable to
the electorate. That is how we all function and that is our democracy. If a
democratically elected Government is not provided with the power to control
the officers posted within its domain, then the key principle of the triple chain of
collective responsibility becomes redundant.

By severing the first link of the triple chain of accountability, the Bill is
essentially contradicting the principles of parliamentary democracy in the very
year that the Prime Minister has held us as the mother of all democracies. Can
a mother treat her children in this way?... (Interruptions) Even a step mother
would not do this.

| do want to talk about Article 239AA. It conferred a special status to the
National Capital Territory and constitutionally entrenched a representative form

of Government. It incorporated the spirit of federalism so that the residents of
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the capital of India have a say how they are governed. It is the responsibility of
the Government of NCTD to give expression to the will of the people of Delhi
who elected them.

Now, the Supreme Court has said that Delhi has ‘sui generis’ status.
They keep saying that it is not a full-fledged State, but it has a special status.
The Supreme Court noted that the principles of federalism and democracy are
interlinked since the States’ exercise of legislative power gives effect to
people’s aspirations and that federalism — | am quoting the Supreme Court —
“creates dual manifestations of the public will in which the priorities of the two
sets of Governments are not just bound to be different, but are intended to be
different.” What are they talking about in the Treasury Benches?

The Supreme Court's May Judgement reiterates the principles spelt out
by its 2018 judgement that the Ministers bear the responsibility before the
legislature for every action undertaken by public officials in their respective
departments. The Court has observed that a paramount feature of a federal
Constitution is the distribution of powers in such a way that the Ministers
exercise their exclusive power over administration. How can you then say that
a Minister is responsible for an official who, in fact, can supersede him on the
provisions of this Bill?

If you were a Minister, Mr. Chairman, Sir and if your official is taking a
decision which you do not approve, how are you accountable? What happened

to the core principle of parliamentary democracy? You cannot hold your
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officials accountable even for bureaucratic delays. They are larger than you.
As Shrimati Supriya Sule has said, the selected are overtaking the elected.

The Lieutenant Governor under Article 239AA has to act on the aid and
advice of the Council of Ministers, except when exercising discretionary
powers. The Transaction of the Business Rules of the Government of NCT
Delhi, 1993 provides that certain matters must be submitted to the LG through
the Chief Minister and Chief Secretary for his opinion prior to the issue of any
order. These matters are: peace and tranquillity of Delhi, relations of the Delhi
Government with other State Governments and the relation of the Delhi
Government with the Supreme Court and High Court of Delhi, and summoning,
proroguing, and dissolving of the Legislative Assembly.

The Bill expands those mentioned matters now to include the relations of
the Delhi Government with the Central Government. Additionally, it expands
the powers of the Lieutenant Governor’'s opinion to have sole discretionary
power on these matters. If there is any difference of opinion even on matters
beyond these three matters between the LG and the CM, the LG will take
precedence.

This is the point that my respected colleague from DMK was making.
Already, there are a lot of controversies about the powers being exercised by
Governors in many States. We are now giving the Lieutenant Governor of
Delhi an unprecedented degree of power over the elected representatives of
the people who are supposed to implement the wishes of the public according

even to the Supreme Court
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The basic point is that we all know that Lieutenant Governors and
Governors are supposed to act on the aid and advice of the Council of
Ministers on matters within their executive competence. So, you are
contradicting the 2018 judgement of the Supreme Court which stated that the
decision-making power lies with the elected Government. How can this pass
the filter of this hallowed House?

What we have repeatedly seen under this Government is a brazen effort
to curtail the autonomy of States. The PM talks about cooperative federalism,
but we are witnessing instead a coercive federalism that seeks to centralise all
power in the hands of the Central Government. The problem is it looks as if in
the new India, some States will come first if they are ruled by the right party.
But others must remain subservient to the political wishes of those in Delhi.

| want to conclude with just two more thoughts. The first is that there are
multiple aspects to this Bill, not to the Bill specifically but to what the Bill
represents. There is a cultural aspect of assaults on States’ rights by the
unjustified push towards imposing Hindi on the Southern States. There is a
law and enforcement angle through the weaponisation of independent
regulatory and investigative bodies like ED, CBI, IT Department etc. There is
also definitely the use of legislation like the Disaster Management Act. We saw
an obscure provision used to ride roughshod over States’ rights in imposing
successive lockdowns during COVID-19 without consulting the States.

We have seen this. Sir, in the creation and misuse of the PM CARES

Fund which limited the flow of cash to the State-run Chief Ministers’ Disaster
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Relief Funds. We have seen this when the acceleration of Centrally-sponsored
schemes, which sought to... (Interruptions)

Sir, | oppose the Government of National Capital Territory of Delhi

(Amendment) Bill, 2023. It is a very critical legislation that is definitely going to
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upset and disrupt the delicate balance between the Centre and the States. It is
against the very basic Constitutional dictum that India shall be a Union of
States. | am sorry to say that it is a move for greater centralisation, which is
against Part Xl of the Constitution, which governs relations between the Centre
and the States. This is not well-intended and is ill-motivated. The motive
behind this legislation is very ulterior. It is equal to nullifying the recent verdict
of a Constitutional Bench which says:
“The subject of ‘Services’, covered under Entry 41 (State List),

will fall under the Executive and Legislative domains of the Delhi

Government.”

Sir, that is why, the legislative quality and competence of this Bill is
under question. We all know that it is against cooperative federalism. Nobody
can justify it. Whatever points may be brought forward by the learned Members
on the other side, you cannot conceal the negative aspects of this Bill which
goes against the very spirit of cooperative federalism.

Sir, it is highly condemnable that potentially divisive issues are brought
to focus. It is not for the good of the nation. Maybe, it is done by the
Government in the run up to the next year’s elections. But, Sir, it will not be for
the good of the nation.

Sir, another worst example of this kind of negative attitude is pitchforking
and triggering the dormant and contentious debates around the Uniform Civil

Code. That is also done at this juncture.
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India has remained uniquely unified despite infinite multiplicities of the
country in various ways of its life. We have to protect the values and ethos of
cooperative federalism. It is by protecting the diversity alone. Will we be able to
protect the values of federalism. The diversity cannot be subsumed in an
artificial uniformity. That is what we want from the Government also. | cannot
understand why the Government is rushing for and pushing for this kind of
negative legislation, which is against the norms of social, religious, linguistic,
ethnic, and political diversity of the country. It is going to surely affect badly our
structures of fiscal federalism, linguistic federalism, cultural federalism, and
also political federalism. | would also add our service federalism, which this
new legislation is definitely going to badly affect. So, | have to say that it is an
attempt to bolster Centre’s hold on the Capital’'s administration, an
encroachment on the remit of the State Government, and expanding the ambit
of the Centre.

Sir, we can’t understand this legislation. Instead of intervening in the
matters and setting right the burning matters in States like Manipur and
Haryana, why is the Government bringing this kind of very negative legislation,
which are against the spirit of the Constitution? This Bill, under discussion, is
against Article 239AA, and also it is against the recommendations of the
Sarkaria Commission, the Venkatachelliah Commission. Nobody can conceal
this. The foundation of this enactment is very weak.

ADV. A.M. ARIFF (ALAPPUZHA): Sir, on behalf of CPI(M), | vehemently

oppose the National Capital Territory of Delhi (Amendment) Bill, 2023.

It is very interesting to note that the hon. Supreme court gave its
judgement on 11" May upholding the power of the Delhi Government in
matters related to Delhi Services and within seven days, the Ordinance was
promulgated to override the Supreme Court’s judgement. What was the
exigency to bring an Ordinance in such a hasty manner? According to Article
123(1), the President can promulgate an Ordinance only when the
circumstances exist which render it necessary to take immediate action. And,
the hon. Supreme Court has pointed out several times that the power to
promulgate an Ordinance under Article 123 should be exercised with due
diligence and caution. It shows that the BJP Government cannot wait even for
a single minute to act upon matters which it considers are affecting their
supremacy.

Sir, by interpreting Article 239AA, the hon. Supreme Court made it clear
that the Delhi Government has the power to make laws and administer Civil
Services. That is why, the hon. Supreme Court limited the role of the
Lieutenant Governor over bureaucrats except to three specific areas such as

public order, police and land. The apex court made it clear that the Lieutenant
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Governor’s role is to either act on the aid and advice of the Council of Ministers
or implement their decisions.

Sir, the Supreme Court recognised that the concept of federalism
applies to Delhi despite it not being accorded the status of a State. The Bill
envisages the setting up of a new statutory body, National Capital Civil
Services Authority, which consists of two bureaucrats — Chief Secretary and
Principal Secretary of Home — and the Chief Minister of Delhi.

Sir, as decisions made by the authority will be based on majority, the
opinion of the Chief Minister, who is an elected representative, can be
overruled by the bureaucrats who are supposed to work under him. The irony
does not stop there. If difference of opinion prevails, the final decision will be
made by the Lieutenant Governor, effectively reversing the verdict of the hon.
Supreme Court. So, the object of the Bill is nothing but to place the Lieutenant
Governor of Delhi, as an autocratic ruler above the elected Government.
Because a non-BJP Government is ruling Delhi, this Government is trying to
sabotage the spirit of democracy in Delhi.

Sir, this Government is finding one or the other way to jeopardize
people’s mandate in the States. Either they will dissolve the Assembly and
impose Governor’s rules as done in Kashmir or they will purchase legislators
outrightly as we witnessed in many States like Goa, Karnataka, and
everywhere where non-BJP Government comes to power. And if that is also
not possible, it comes up with a Bill of this kind to snatch the power using

bureaucrats. One more tactic is there. That is of using the Enforcement
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Directorate, headed by the one and only life-long Director, Shri Sanjay Kumar
Mishra, to threaten the legislators and to switch their sides.

Sir, this Government is claiming that the Supreme Court judgment has
given it the powers to bring a new legislation, if needed, to control the services
of the Delhi Administration. Why is this Government silent on the Supreme
Court’s remarks against its handling of violence in Manipur? Even after the
Supreme Court indicting that there has been a complete breakdown of
constitutional machinery in Manipur, the BJP has not removed its Chief
Minister from the post. Why is BJP’s central leadership silent on Manipur? It is
because they have a clear political agenda in Manipur, which is the agenda of
RSS.

We have seen how this Government tried to bring BJP to power in
municipalities in Delhi by merging the four municipal corporations into one by
bringing a legislation in this House. Then, we saw how vehemently the BJP
has opposed the election of Delhi Mayor to sabotage people’s mandate as
they failed to get majority even after court’s directions. They registered a case
against the hon. CM, Shri Kejriwal, only because he asked about the degree
certificate of our PM. This Government is again and again making it clear that
they are not ready to accommodate any State or Union Territory Government
that is non-BJP. It will be repetition — no doubt it will be repetition — of what we

have seen in Lakshadweep, Kerala, Tamil Nadu, and West Bengal where the
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Governors and Lieutenant Governors are behaving like ..." in the hands of the
Union Government.
HON. CHAIRPERSON: No. You cannot say like this, Mr. Ariff.

The Tamil Nadu ...* even ordered the
removal of a Minister of the Cabinet at his wish and later had to withdraw his
order as it went against the Constitution.

SHRI ASADUDDIN OWAISI (HYDERABAD): Sir, | thank you for giving me the
opportunity. | stand to oppose the Government of National Capital Territory of

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Sir, let us deal with Article 123. In 2017, Supreme Court in Krishna
Kumar judgement held that an ordinance cannot be made to serve an oblique
purpose. An ordinance cannot be made to perpetrate a fraud on the
constitutional process and to achieve a purportedly oblique purpose. Supreme
Court has repeatedly said the ordinance making powers are not routine
legislative powers and are supposed to be used solely in emergent situations.
The word that has been used by the Supreme Court in terms of ordinance is
‘necessity and immediate action’, which indicates that ordinance making
powers are not to be used on mere whims. This is what this Government has
done. The Court held that if ordinance-making power is based on extraneous
grounds, then the purpose of ordinance was to perpetrate a constitutional
fraud. The courts will interfere and strike down such an ordinance. | hope that
third time again you lose this case in Supreme Court. What was this ordinance
if not petty politics in the garb of law making within eight days of Supreme
Court judgement? The purpose was mala fide because it snatched the
mandate of the electorate and gave it to an unelected civil servant. This is
constitutional fraud being perpetrated in broad daylight.

Sir, may | give you an example of what the Government proposes to do?
Sir, you are a very seasoned politician, a senior politician.

Look at Section 45-1(4). It requires that before issuing any order, a
Minister must submit his proposal to the Chief Secretary, Chief Minister, and
the Lieutenant Governor. The list of matters that must be submitted to the

Lieutenant Governor is expansive. It includes Section 45-1(4), which says:
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“‘matters likely to affect peace and tranquillity of NCTD.” Then, Section 45-
1(4)(9) says: “any other matter of administrative importance which the President
of India may consider necessary.” This basically means that before doing
anything at all, the Minister will have to seek the permission of Shri Amit Shah.
Of what use is having a Minister at all?

Similarly, let us look at Section 45-J(3) which places a duty on the
Secretary to the Council of Ministers to bypass the CM and inform the LG.
Similarly, Section 45-J(4) requires the Department Secretaries to determine
that something is likely to cause controversy with the Central Government,
Supreme Court, other State Governments, and other High Courts. Once they
have determined it, they are required to report it to the LG. The CM is a
showpiece. He is a show oy over there.

Now, under Section 45-J(5), the Chief Secretary is required to ignore the
orders of the CM or Minister, and report to the LG anything he determines is a
violation of the Act. On violation of Act, you go to the Court. That is why, in
our Constitution, we have Article 311, and every legislation states that if a civil
servant does not act in good faith, he is protected. But you are saying that:
‘Oh, now you should determine what is violation.” Then, why do we have
courts. Let us close down the courts.

Sir, | want to give you another example. The recital of the Ordinance
says that the Ordinance wants to ensure that the will of the officers of the
GNCTD is represented. The officers have no will of their own. The only will

that matters in our democracy is the will of the people that is expressed

through elections. This Bill which you have brought is horrible and absurd. It
is patently absurd and horrible. It violates the principles of federalism. Why |
say it is because the elected Government is being provided for, but the
Administrative Officers under it are answerable to the Union Government. For
any appointee, the principle of federalism clearly applies in this. You have an
elected Government. The elected Government decides the policy and not the
officials. | can understand the pressure which the Ministers are facing. But for
God’s sake, do not put your pains on other elected Governments. Here, it is
patently wrong.

The hon. Home Minister is here. He quoted Pandit Nehru. Let me quote
what Nehru said in Ludhiana’s State Peoples’ Conference in 1939.

Nehru said, and | quote:

“The only final authority and paramount power
that we recognise is the will of the people.”

Then, in 1938, our freedom fighters moved a Resolution in Haripura
stating that the ‘Purna Swaraj’ meant freedom for all of India including Princely
States. The Resolution said that the only kind of a federation that can be
acceptable is one in which the States participates as free units, enjoying the
same measure of democratic freedom as the rest of the India. Now, the hon.
Home Minister says that they will do a better job. Yes, we know it. You did a
fantastic job when a law was protested. We know that you did a fantastic job
by arresting people of only one community in the North-East Delhi riots. You

did a fantastic job, which will be written in annuals of history, on January 26,

when the farmers protested. So, what is the point of taking on more
responsibility when you cannot discharge these responsibilities?

Sir, at the same time, it is unfortunate that it is a lesson for this Delhi
Government. You supported the removal of Article 370. So, what goes around
comes around. You cannot shout, ‘we are victims’ now.

| want to know this from the hon. Home Minister when he replies. Atal
Bihari Vajpayee’s Government had tabled the Bill in this House for complete
statehood. May be, you were there, Sir, at that time. You placed a Bill in this
House for complete statehood. What is your policy? Why is the Government
demeaning the dignity of this august House? Take your political fight outside
this House. We want to know what is your position on that.

If you want to end this farce, remove this 69" Amendment. Remove this
farce. There is no need of that Amendment.

Lastly, why are you opposing this man? He is your genetically modified
product. He came out of your think tank. What went wrong? | am surprised.
We knew that he was your man, and he is still your man. Ideologically, he is
the closest to you.

SHRI KARTI P. CHIDAMBARAM (SIVAGANGA): Hon. Chairperson, Sir,
thank you.

Hon. Chairperson, Sir, this is a very paradoxical Government. Where it
has to intervene, it does not intervene, and where it should not intervene, it
meddles. Manipur is burning. Hundreds of people are dead. Ethnic violence is
happening there. Women are murdered. Looting and arson is happening. This
Government has Articles 355 and 356, which it can use to intervene, but it
does not choose to intervene. But it intervenes in places where its political
capital is low. Like in Kashmir, they abrogate Article 370, degrade a State,

demote a State, and make it into two Union Territories because they do not

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have a political capital there and they need to dismember it. That is exactly
what they are doing to Delhi with its anti-federal and a pro-colonial law. They
have lost successive local elections here. They have lost successive State
elections here. So, in order to meddle, they are bringing in this law here. They
do not want to act when Manipur is burning. They were mute and blind to the
atrocities which were happening there but they want to meddle in places where
their political capital is low.

Hon. Chairperson, Sir, this Bill is totally anti-federal and completely
colonial. An unelected Lieutenant Governor with unbridled power reeks of
colonialism. Our hon. Prime Minister always says that this country has to move
away from its colonial past. But | will tell you that this Government is more
colonial than our past colonial masters. They want unelected people and
unelected representatives of theirs to rule over the population.

Hon. Chairperson, Sir, other colleagues have all alluded to Sections
here. The National Capital Civil Service Authority (NCCSA) is made up of three
people, two of whom are bureaucrats — one is the Chief Secretary and the
other is the Principal Home Secretary, and the third one is the Chief Minister.
The two of them can overrule the Chief Minister. The two of them can even
convene a meeting because the quorum is only two. On top of that, if by some
chance there is unanimity among all three, the Lieutenant Governor can
overrule them. In fact, by the vehemence of the speeches from my colleagues

on the other side, particularly the MPs of Delhi, | think the real job they all want
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is to be Lieutenant Governor and not contest the next election as MPs. That is
why, they are all supporting this Bill with such great vehemence.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Kindly conclude your speech. You have got only three
minutes’ time.

SHRI KARTI P. CHIDAMBARAM: Hon. Chairperson, Sir, this Bill goes against
the federal spirit. This Bill goes against the sentiments expressed by the hon.
Supreme Court. This Bill is going in this path because of their brute majority.
You have such a big majority and you can pass any law. Tomorrow morning,
you can say that all the crows are white, and you can pass a law and that will
also get passed in this House. | do not expect that you would change your
minds about anything.

Hon. Chairperson, Sir, this Bill will lead to a path like what is happening
in Israel today, a country which they profess great friendship with. It always
baffles me how the Ruling Party says that they are friends with Israel, but they
admire Hitler....

Coming to certain provisions of the Bill which have already been stated
by Shrimati Supriya Sule and Dr. Shashi Tharoor, kindly examine Section 45C.
The rule-making power is exclusively with the Central Government. What is
the scope of the State Legislative Assembly? Rule-making is a legislative
function of the State. The legislative function of the State is being taken by the
Union Government. Only the Union Government is having the authority to
promulgate or pronounce or make rules. Then what for is the State
Government existing? The legislative functions of the State Government are
being taken away by Section 45C. We have repeatedly spoken about the three
Member Committee.

Home Minister who is
piloting this Bill to one point. You may kindly see Section 45J. Nobody has
mentioned this point. It is on preparing a Cabinet note. You dissolve the

Government. Why is a State Government required? Why is a political
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executive required? Even before preparing a Cabinet note for the Council of
Ministers, it has to be intimated and informed to the Lieutenant Governor. That
will be at the discretion of the Lieutenant Governor. What is the collective
responsibility of the elected Government in a State? Why should it be? If
preparation of Cabinet note, transfer, posting, and everything are dealt with by
the Lieutenant Governor, then there is no need of an elected Government in
the State of Delhi. You please dissolve that Government and have the
administration from the Centre. That is the best way by which you can rule the
State of Delhi.
