Kolkata Industrial Corridor
DR. NISHIKANT DUBEY (GODDA): As per the announcement, the Inter-
Ministerial Group was to examine the feasibility of setting up the Amritsar-
Delhi-Kolkata Industrial Corridor along with the structural and financing
arrangements that would be required. The Amritsar-Delhi-Kolkata Corridor will
use the Eastern dedicated freight corridor as the backbone. The Eastern DFC
extends from Ludhiana in Punjab to Dankuni near Kolkata. Therefore, the
Amritsar-Delhi- Kolkata Industrial Corridor will be structured around the
Eastern DFC and also the highway network that exists on this route. It will also
leverage the Inland Waterways System being developed along National
Waterway-1, which extends from Allahabad to Haldia. It will cover Punjab,
Haryana, Uttar Pradesh, Uttarakhand, Bihar, Jharkhand and West Bengal. This
is one of the most densepopulated regions in the world and houses about 40%
of India's population. Interestingly, the corridor is to cover the cities of Amritsar,
Jalandhar, Ludhiana, Ambala, Saharanpur, Delhi, Roorkee, Moradabad,
Bareilly, Aligarh, Kanpur, Lucknow, Allahabad, Varanasi, Patna, Hazaribagh,
Dhanbad, Asansol, Durgapur and Kolkata. While originally, the alignment was
being considered differently, changes seem to have been suggested. These
changes would result in this vital corridor bypassing the Santhal Pargana
Region and that too by just 100-odd kilometres. While the corridor is proposed
to link Patna, | would urge you to consider connecting Deoghar in Jharkhand,

which is less than 100 kilometres to the proposed alignment. The area is in
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extreme need of infrastructure and just a slight change in alignment would
make a huge difference to the lives of the poor tribals of the region. The tribals

of Santhal Pargana will forever thank the Government of India for this.

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(xviii) Regarding setting up of an AIIMS in Kerala

DR. SHASHI THAROOR (THIRUVANANTHAPURAM): | wish to draw the
attention of the Hon'ble Minister of Health and Family Welfare towards the
delay in setting up of an All-India Institute of Medical Sciences (AIIMS) in
Kerala, despite repeated iterations of the issue. The announcement to set up
an AIIMS in Kerala was made by the Central Government in 2015. Under the
Pradhan Mantri Swasthya Suraksha Yojana, the Government plans to
establish an AIIMS in every state. 22 AIIMS have been sanctioned under
PMSSY but Kerala does not feature in the list. After repeated requests over the
years, including several interventions | made personally, the Union Ministry of
Health in April 2022 had given in-principle approval for setting up of an AIIMS
in Kerala. In January 2023, the State Government had also urged the Centre to
give approval for the project. Yet, there is no allocation for the proposed AlIMS
in the Union Budget. The doctors in the state's Medical College Hospitals are
overburdened, and tertiary healthcare is inadequate. An AIIMS with its premier
medical facilities will evenly distribute the state's worrying patient load while
ensuring state-of-the art treatment for patients. Given the enabling conditions
in the state, | therefore, urge upon the Hon'ble Minister to expedite this process
so that the patients of the state can avail of the medical facilities of our premier

medical institute without delay.
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(xix) Need to increase the procurement
ceiling of Copra in Tamil Nadu

DR. PON GAUTHAM SIGAMANI (KALLAKURICHI): | am bringing forth the
plea of coconut farmers in Tamil Nadu, who have been requesting the Union
Government to increase the quantity of procurement under Price Support
Scheme( PSS) as market prices are low. Since huge stocks of copra are lying
with the farmers, they are worried. In Tamil Nadu PSS procurement is done by
National Agricultural Cooperative Marketing Federation of India Ltd (NAFED) |
wish to state that Tamil Nadu is 3" in area and 2™ in production of coconut at
the National level with an area of 4.46 lakh hectare, production of 53,518 lakh
nuts and productivity of 11,692 nuts per hectare. So, market price of copra has
declined form Rs. 11,500 per quintal to Rs. 8,100 per quintal, this has resulted
in a spike in procurement of copra under PSS in 2022 and this year. Hence, |
urge the Union Government to increase the quantity ceiling from current 25%
to 40% for copra procurement and also increase the procurement target from
56,000 MT to 90,000 MT for Tamil Nadu. This will help to stabilize copra

market price by which coconut farmers in Tamil Nadu will be benefited.

The Department of Personnel & Training (DOPT) vide
O.M. No. 36036/3/2018/Estt. (Res.) dated May 15, 2018 again reiterated the
instructions relating to reservation in temporary appointments. However,
despite Government instruction, there have been complaints from stakeholders
regarding violation of extant guidelines by various Ministeries / Departments /
Autonomous Bodies/PSUs etc. The DOPT should make provision in the
guidelines for strict action against officers for noncompliance of existing orders.
| request the Hon'ble Minister of Personnel, Public Grievances and Pensions to
formulate an Institutional Monitoring Mechanism for compliance of instructions
related to reservation in temporary appointments by all Ministries/

Departments/ Organization.
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(xxiv) Regarding construction of a new railway line and creation of
a separate Railway Division at Jajpur
SHRIMATI SARMISTHA SETHI (JAJPUR): There is an urgency for a new
railway line from Jajpur-Keonjhar Road to Dhamra-Road to connect industrial
areas in the district to the deep seaport in Bhadrak. A survey was carried out
for construction of the 95.950 kilometres length of the new railway route. The
survey officials had estimated that East Coast Railways would reap a profit of
33% from construction of this new rail route. However, the proposed railway
line has been shelved in final RET survey. The proposed new line will pass
through Jajpur town which is the abode of Goddess Biraja and Aradi. Besides,
it will help in export of steel products manufactured in this region through
Dhamra port. Jajpur has four railway junctions, six goods train sheds and 21
stations. It is around 100 kms. from Bhubaneswar and Paradeep and Dhamra
ports. 98% of chromites in India are from Jajpur and it is where Kalinga Nagar,
one of the biggest industrial zones in Asia is located. The district has a vast
potential in tourism. A separate railway division in Jajpur will ensure
administrative smoothness and it will add value to economic development. |
request the Government for favourable consideration of above mentioned

issues on priority basis.
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(xxv) Need to complete all pending CPWD projects for ITBP in border
areas of Ladakh and Arunachal Pradesh
KUNWAR DANISH ALI (AMROHA): It is imperative that immediate attention is
given to the delays in completing 106 projects by the Central Public Works
Department (CPWD). The CPWD has been entrusted with executing over 100
infrastructure projects for the Indo-Tibetan Border Police (ITBP), including
critical ones like the construction of barracks in bordering areas of Ladakh and
Arunachal Pradesh. Regrettably, the CPWD has failed to make satisfactory
progress on these projects, despite multiple attempts by the ITBP and the
Union Ministry of Home Affairs to address these delays. A letter addressed to
Special DGS and Additional DGS underscores the gravity of these uncalled-for
delays in critical projects, including infrastructural ones at Joshimath.
Moreover, the number of arbitration cases involving CPWD works is also seen
to be on the rise. It is of utmost importance that infrastructural projects of
national importance are completed and handed over as soon as possible. |
strongly urge the Ministry of Home Affairs and the Ministry of Urban
Development to take further action beyond creating a monitoring group to
oversee project progress. It is essential to identify task dependencies and
establish reliable project controls to ensure that these projects are completed

without further delays.

SHRIMATI SARMISTHA SETHI (JAJPUR): Thank you Sir. This Bill is the
outcome of several years of consultation among the stakeholders. Data
protection legislation is very much needed. It is believed that once enacted, the
Bill enables individuals to govern their own personal digital data and will drive
enterprises who are Data Fiduciaries to process the personal data of
individuals lawfully. However, concerns have been raised over certain
provisions of the Digital Personal Data Protection Bill, that they can have an

adverse impact on freedom of press.
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Further, Section 17(4) allows the Government and its instrumentalities to
retain personal data for an unlimited period of time. Certain provisions of the
Bill also shift the balance in favour of non-disclosure of information, including
information sought by journalists in public interest, thereby reducing
accountability.

The proposed amendment to Section 8(1) of RTI Act therefore seeks to
exempt all personal information. It does away with the exceptions carved out
within the Section based on which personal information could have been
disclosed. The proposed blanket exemption is problematic since it does not
limit the exemption from disclosure to only sensitive personal information.

Given that the Government is the biggest data repository, the law should
not give wide discretionary powers to the Executive. The DPDP Bill, 2023,
empowers the Government to draft rules and notifications on a vast range of
issues. The Union Government can exempt any Government or even private
sector entity from the application of provisions of the law by merely issuing a
notification, potentially resulting in immense violations of citizens' privacy.
Though the Bill talks about 'privacy by design' and ‘transparency’, it fails to
implement them in a binding manner. The objective should be to protect the
privacy of the people and make sure that they have ultimate control over their
data.

Another big issue is violation of the spirit of federation. While the
provisions with respect to constitution and operation of Data Protection Board

have been significantly expanded in the Bill, it disempowers State
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Governments in controlling its own data. How can a single Data Protection
Board will have jurisdiction and control over data belonging to State
Governments? My suggestion is on the lines of RTI, let there be the State Data
Protection Boards also. | request the Government to consider these
suggestions.

| support and advocate the passage of the Anusandhan National
Research Foundation Bill, 2023. It is a transformative and revolutionary
legislation. It will save the future of scientific research and development in our
nation. This ground-breaking initiative is designed to ensure equitable funding,
foster private sector participation and facilitate collaboration between academia
and industry and this is all aimed at catapulting India to the forefront of global
innovation and progress.

The primary objective of this Bill is to evolve colleges and universities in
scientific research. It is disheartening to note that currently less than half of
vast array of 40,000 higher learning institutions are actively engaged in
research. This discrepancy indicates a pressing need to bridge the gap and
instil a culture of scientific inquiry across the academic landscape by

encouraging and supporting active researchers to take up NRF professorship
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and collaborate with existing faculty. The NRF will cultivate research
capabilities within the universities and foster an ecosystem of innovation that
will enrich our nation’s intellectual capital.

One of the most commendable features of NRF is that it has an inclusive
approach to research. It does not confine only to natural sciences rather it
recognises the value of research in humanities, social sciences and arts.

This forward-looking integration is essential for nurturing creativity,
critical thinking, and communication skills which are qualities that are
indispensable for tackling complex societal challenges.  Unfortunately,
research in these domains has been historically underfunded and the NRF’s
establishment of dedicated Directorates for social sciences, Indian languages,
and knowledge systems, arts, and humanities will provide the much-needed
support and impetus for research in these spheres.

In addition to promoting a holistic approach to research, NRF is
committed to identifying and prioritizing areas where science and technology
interventions can contribute significantly to national objectives. From clean
energy and climate change mitigation to sustainable infrastructure, improved
transportation, accessible and affordable health care, NRF’s focus on these
priority areas is commendable. By aligning research efforts with our country’s
larger goals, NRF ensures that scientific advancements are strategically
directed to uplift our society and contribute to national development.

However, we must acknowledge the existing challenges in our research

ecosystem that demand immediate attention. The status of research and
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development in India is a cause of concern. Our country’s spending on R&D
currently stands at below 0.7 per cent of our GDP, a figure that falls short in
comparison to many other under-developed nations. Even Egypt and Brazil
allocate more substantial resources to R&D, and the gap between their
investment and ours reflects the pressing need to bolster our research
capabilities.

Moreover, the decline in gross expenditure on R&D over decades serves
as a stark reminder of the urgency in revitalizing our research sector. This
decline signifies a slowdown in research progress which is detrimental to our
nation’s growth and development. Further, eminent institutions like the IITs
and lISc get a bulk of research funding but the State Universities get very little
funding. This is a point of great concern. NRF’'s emphasis on increasing
funding from both Government and private sources is a step in the right
direction.

We also laud NRF’s ambition and potential. It is crucial to acknowledge
the challenges that lie ahead. The financial crunch faced by NRF is a matter
of concern. While the inclusion of private sector in funding is an encouraging
development, we must carefully consider the strategy for raising the necessary
funding amounting to Rs. 50,000 crore for five years.

Functional autonomy is also a crucial aspect which needs to be
addressed. Timely disbursal of funds is vital for researchers to embark on

their projects without unnecessary delays.
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The NRF Bill, 2023 is a momentous opportunity to revolutionise scientific

research in India. By ensuring equitable funding, prioritizing national
objectives, and fostering collaboration, NRF will unleash the full potential of our
researchers and innovators. More so, women and people belonging to SCs,
STs, OBCs and minorities should be encouraged. Equal growth has to be
ensured in towns and tier 3 State Universities. Thank you, Sir.

It
is not only to the IITs — of course, | am a proud graduate and the 1ITs are doing
cutting edge scientific and engineering work in many disciplines — but also to
other universities and research institutions across India, these peer reviewed
competitive grants will be provided so that we build capacity, capability, and
world-class expertise across India.

| dare say, | proudly say that in my own Hazaribag where we have the
largest University in Jharkhand, the Vinoba Bhave University, we are doing
exemplary research in mining, geology and tribal studies and | will very much
hope because we are including humanities also where we can do scientific and
sociological research through these kinds of grants or experts, that even the
Vinoba Bhave University will benefit greatly. All the universities and institutes
in your constituencies will also benefit greatly from the kind of grant-making
and the kind of expertise that we will be building through the National

Research Foundation.
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It is indeed a historic Bill and | am really, really sad, as the hon. Minister
said, that our Members of the Opposition are not here to be able to appreciate
it and understand how important and how game-changing this is for India and
India’s economy and scientific and engineering community. Our start-up eco-
system will benefit. Where does the innovation come from? That power is our
start-ups, if we have to build world beating companies like Google, Apple, and
Meta. They have come out of Stanford University. They have come out of the
University of California, Berkeley. They have come out of MIT. They have
come out of Caltech. They have come out of Harvard University. Unless we
provide that type of support and encouragement to our research institutes and
to our universities, we will not beat these world-leading companies. We will not
create our own world-leading industries and that will hurt our job creation and
our competitiveness in the long run.

So, this Bill is vitally important for our human development, for our
universities, and for the growth of new industries in India as well.

The second point | want to emphasise on is this. | must commend the
hon. Minister and all the experts who have worked on this. The design of the
National Research Foundation, which is going to bring experts from around the
world, which is going to be independent, which is going to have these different
directorates, has been done very, very thoughtfully. Here, | must point out that
the funding for this, as the hon. Minister said, is going to come from multiple
sources. So far, most of our science and engineering has only received

funding from the Government. As Jagdambika Palji said, a lot of it in the State
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Governments has been very, very modest. But here, not only are we going to
mobilize the resources of the national Government but we are also going to
mobilize the resources of the corporate sector, philanthropists, and institutions
around the world.

DR. SANJEEV KUMAR SINGARI (KURNOOL): Thank you, hon. Chairperson,
for giving me this opportunity to speak on the Pharmacy (Amendment) Bill,
2023 on behalf of YSRCP. My sincere thanks to our beloved leader, Jan
Hridaya Neta, Shri YS Jagan Mohan Reddy, for encouraging me at all levels.
Sir, with your kind permission, | would like to speak in Telugu now and then.
The Bill proposes to amend the principal Act called the Pharmacy Act, 1948.

As we know, the principal Act was enacted to curb the unethical
pharmacy practice which was in vogue in 1948. The Bill is a welcome step as it
aims to benefit the Union Territory of Jammu and Kashmir, and the Union
Territory of Ladakh. This is one more step towards realising the dream of
‘Sabka Saath, Sabka Vikas, Sabka Vishwas’. So, | congratulate the
Government of India and the hon. Minister for taking care for all parts of India
equally and implementing the Reorganisation Act of Jammu and Kashmir.

Sir, | would like to highlight two important points of the Bill. The Bill
amends the principal Act by introducing Section 32(c) wherein thousands of
pharmacists who are co-registered with the erstwhile Jammu and Kashmir
Paramedical Council will have an opportunity to register with the Pharmacy

Council of India again within one year of time period. Similarly, an opportunity
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will be given to students who were pursuing their courses at the time of
introduction of the Reorganisation Act in 2019.

There is a cause of concern regarding biodiversity of Jammu and
Kashmir in this regard. With the scheme launched called Jammu and Kashmir
Industrial Development Scheme, dozens of companies have come to Jammu
and Kashmir. Now, they are trying to do over harvesting in medicinal plants
wherein biodiversity of Jammu and Kashmir will be at risk. So, | would like to
ask the hon. Minister what is the blueprint of Government of India in this
regard. Since this is a very small Bill, | would like to take the opportunity to
stress on a few points and challenges faced by the pharma industry and
pharmacists in particular. The first challenge faced by the pharma industry in
India is over-dependence on China for Active Pharmaceutical Ingredients,
APls. It is very astonishing to note that nearly 60 per cent of APIs were
imported from China in 2022. This import dependency needs to be addressed.
| request the hon. Minister to let the House know about the blueprint in this
regard from Government of India.

The second challenge is, there is a risk of e-pharmacy. It is a two-fold
risk. One is, lives of the patients in e-pharmacies are at risk. That has to
addressed by a separate legislation by Government of India.

Secondly, the risk of e-pharmacy is the privacy of patient data. It would
be very astonishing if it goes into unscrupulous hands.

Sir, one important point which we should think as a nation, is that the

people are calling India as the Pharmacy of the World. As a doctor when |
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scrutinised all the data from the internet, | noted that we are supplying
medicines to nearly 140 countries. The medicines which we are supplying are
very cheaply priced. For example, we are supplying one lakh tablets and
getting just Rs. 10,000. It indicates that we are a labour-driven economy rather
than a knowledge-driven economy.

So, in this situation, can we call ourselves as the Pharmacy of the World
since we are supplying only cheap drugs, only labour-intensive drugs? We are
not supplying quality drugs. We are concentrating more on the quantity rather
than on the quality.

Sir, for seven decades, we concentrated on pharmaceuticals and we
neglected pharmacists and pharmacy practice in India. As we know, our
doctor’ population ratio is 1:834 when we include all the systems of medicines
like Allopathy, Ayurveda, Unani and other specialities, whereas the WHO has
recommended 1:1000. Similarly, about nurses, the ratio is 1:70 whereas the
WHO norm is 1:300. About pharmacists, their ratio is 1:1785 in India whereas
the WHO has recommended 1:2000. Despite having such good numbers of
doctors and good numbers of pharmacists, why are we in a very dismal
situation with regard to health indices?

Here, | would just mention a few health indices worldwide, which are
considered to be very important for assessing the quality of healthcare in any
country. For example, in Human Development Index, India ranks 131 out of
189 countries. In the World Happiness Index, India ranks 136" out of 146

countries. In Health System Performance Index, India ranks 112" out of 191
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countries. In Physical Quality of Life Index, India ranks 90" out of 160
countries. Then, out-of-pocket expenditure in India is the highest in the world.
It is nearly 50 per cent.

Sir, it is very sad to note that every day, one lakh Indians are becoming
poor due to poor healthcare services. Every day, nearly 50,000 Indians are
becoming bankrupt. Every day, 80 Indians are committing suicide because of
health issues. It is very painful to note that 23 per cent of Indian patients are
suffering silently due to lack of healthcare.

Sir, coming back to the pharmacy situation and healthcare of India, we
are facing nearly six challenges. We have never concentrated on pharmacy
practice in India. Pharmacists can play a very huge role in healthcare of our
country. Though we have a very good number of doctors and pharmacists, yet
the indices are low. In that juncture, we can use the services of pharmacists.
For example, we can use the services of pharmacists for explaining to the
patients, counselling the patients about the mode of drug administration and
other points to be taken care of in the recovery period.

So, we need to train the teachers. But we do not have appropriate
numbers of teachers to train the pharmacy graduates. The pharmacy practice
needs to be concentrated upon now. There is no real-time training of students
in hospitals and medical colleges. We are training our nurses, we are training
our doctors, but we are not training our pharmacy students in medical colleges.

So, this area also needs to be taken care of.
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Sir, there is a lack of networking among pharmacy institutions. For
example, these days, it is an upcoming subiject in India. So, we need to have
good networking among different pharmacy institutions so that their faculty and
the students can be exchanged, and the pharmacy practice can be
implemented in the shortest possible time in India.

Sir, for MBBS students, we do not have community training programmes
for pharmacy students. This is being done in many countries but in India, we
are not doing it. Likewise, there is no interaction between the pharmacy
students and clinicians at OP level or at hospital level. We also need to

sensitize our students who are moving abroad looking for good pharmacy jobs.

*Those who do not know the history cannot create the history. When
India got independence in 1947, our life expectancy was just 32 years. Today
Indian life expectancy is more than 70 years. We gradually improved our life
expectancy, but life expectancy in Japan is 84 years in comparison to 70 years
in India. | ask this Government “by when will we be number one in life
expectancy?” We have Ayurveda for many generations; still our life expectancy
is only 70 years. By when can we achieve life expectancy of 84 or 87 years? |
request the Government to take immediate actions in this direction.

Good government should provide three basic amenities to the public —
Health, Education and Justice. Though we are far from giving Justice, we can
provide health and education to our people. | request you to kindly study the

schemes that are being implemented by our Chief Minister in our State of

SHRI N. REDDEPPA (CHITTOOR): Thank you very much, Sir, for giving me
this opportunity to speak on the Mediation Bill, 2021.

Being familiar with the Indian Judiciary System, we are cognizant of the
fact that it takes so much time to resolve cases. The number of cases pending
in Indian courts has only climbed over the previous decade. As of August,
2023, a total of 4.44 crore cases are pending in the courts of our country with
an average case lasting 13 years. In such cases, Alternative Dispute
Resolution Procedures such as mediation come into play.

The Mediation Bill, 2021, will be a standalone legislation on mediation
although few mediation-related provisions are mentioned in the Code of Civil
Procedure, 1908, the Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996, the Companies
Act, 2013, the Commercial Courts Act, 2015, and the Consumer Protection
Act, 2019.

This Bill is a welcome legislation and | would like to highlight some of its
aspects. There are some positives of the Bill. It addresses some legal

loopholes. The Bill makes successful attempt to alleviate the workload of the
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Indian Judiciary System. It addresses the gap in the existing legal framework
by encouraging private, online, and community mediation as acceptable
practises, enforcing a successful medium of mediation in the form of ‘Mediation
Settlement Agreements’, and so on. It provides a uniform procedure to be
followed for mediation in the country.

As far as domestic legislation on Singapore Convention is concerned,
India is a signatory to the United Nations Convention on International
Settlement Agreements Resulting from Mediation, also known as the
Singapore Convention on Mediation. This smoothens the enforcement of
International Mediation Settlement Agreements amongst the signatory nations.
This Bill includes the domestic measures required for the Convention’s
international mediation settlements to be enforced. India has progressed from
being an observer in foreign affairs to a frontrunner and pioneer by enacting
domestic laws to implement the Singapore Convention.

It also strengthens India’s Alternate Dispute Resolution Mechanism.
Between 2016 to 2022, there was a 16 per cent increase in the strength of
judiciary as compared to 54.6 per cent increase in pendency of cases.

On an average, there is just one Judge for 73,000 people in India. There
is a shortage of Judges to decide cases. In the High Courts, 42 per cent of the
total sanctioned posts for Judges are vacant and 41 per cent of the cases have
been pending for the last five years. A total of almost 50 lakh cases have been
pending before the Subordinate Courts and High Courts. Therefore, an

alternate dispute resolution mechanism such as mediation has become an
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important tool in increasing the access to justice by providing redressal and
settlement of disputes.

Mandating pre-litigation mediation would require availability of sufficient
trained mediators. Establishing of more training centres and institutes for
mediation would definitely lead to a rise in the employment rate in both skilled
and unskilled employment. Therefore, | request the hon. Minister to make
similar provisions in the Mediation Bill, distinguishing domestic and foreign
residents of India, which would ultimately fulfil the objective of this Bill.

Not only this, mandatory pre-litigation would also require the availability
of sufficiently trained mediators. NITI Aayog, in 2021, noted that a framework
for mandatory pre-litigation mediation in India must be planned, keeping in
mind the number of mediators available and the ecosystem’s ability to provide
a large number of mediators. Hence, it is recommended that mandatory pre-
litigation mediation be carried out in a phased manner — first for certain
categories of disputes and then, eventually, for a wide range of disputes.
Expansion in the classes of such disputes would also see a corresponding
increase in capacity, in terms of mediation and ADR centres.

Now, | come to the issue of community mediation. The Bill provides to
establish ‘community mediation’ to ensure peace and harmony among the
people or the families in a community, at local level. This move is appreciated.
However, such community mediation may prove to be diametrically opposed to

individual rights in general and women’s rights in particular. Community
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mediation may meet the same criticism as informal associations have met in
the past.

In circumstances where an Indian party is involved in mediation outside
India, the issue of enforcing settlement agreements emerges. The Bill states
that mediated settlement agreements shall be enforceable in the same manner
as a court’s judgment or decree. In this particular regard, the Bill is not in
accordance with the Singapore Convention on Mediation as it allows
international mediation agreements to be enforced in other nations.

In conclusion, | would say that for India, the Mediation Bill, 2021 came in
the right direction, following the footsteps of the Convention. It would improve
India’s Ease of Doing Business credentials by allowing for quick mediated
resolutions of corporate conflicts. It would also boost confidence expressed
through India’s commitment to following international practice in Alternative
Dispute Resolution. However, all of this would only be fully realised if the
shortcomings of the Bill are taken care of. Hence, | hope, the Minister
addresses the issues raised and also provide reasonable solutions. Thank you.

(AMENDMENT) BILL, 2023

THE MINISTER OF FISHERIES, ANIMAL HUSBANDRY AND DAIRYING
(SHRI PARSHOTTAM RUPALA): Sir, | beg to move:

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Motion moved:

SHRI PRATAP CHANDRA SARANGI (BALASORE): Sir, | am thankful to you
for having allowed me to participate in this revolutionary Amendment Bill.
...(Interruptions)

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Hon. Member, just a minute please.

Hon. Members, if the House agrees, the time of the House may be
extended by one hour for discussion of this Bill.
SEVERAL HON. MEMBERS: Yes, Sir
HON. CHAIRPERSON: Thank you.

Yes, hon. Member, please continue.

SHRI PRATAP CHANDRA SARANGI: Sir, | am thankful to you for having
allowed me to participate in this Coastal Aquaculture Authority (Amendment)

Bill, 2023.
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Our hon. Prime Minister, Shriman Narendra Modi ji injected new life and
spirit, and vigour into the fishery sector and aquaculture sector, which was long
forgotten and was not visible during the previous Governments. Probably, it
was unimaginable to apply this Department for the economic growth of our
country. The Budgetary allocation in the previous Governments for this
Department shows how neglected this Department was. Under the able
leadership of a great champion like our hon. Prime Minister, Shriman Modi ji, a
revolutionary Scheme like Pradhan Mantri Matsya Sampada Yojana has been
introduced to enable our fish farmers, fishers and all the stakeholders working
in the field to stand on their own feet and contribute for the economic growth of
our country.

This Amendment became a necessity and became inevitable. We know
that coastal aquaculture is mostly in the form of brackish water, shrimp culture
witnessed rapid growth in 1980s and 1990s. This growth was mostly
unregulated, which drew widespread concern from environmentalists and the
matter went to the Supreme Court. The Supreme Court in its judgement dated
11" December 1996 in Writ Petition Number 561/1994 Shri Jagannath V/s.
Union of India held that shrimp aquaculture is an industry and hence covered
by the prohibition imposed in paragraph 2 (1) of the CRZ Notification 1991.
Accordingly, it ordered, among other things, that no shrimp culture pond can
be setup within the Coastal Regulation Zone and that all shrimp culture
industries / ponds operating in CRZ are to be demolished before 31/3/1997,

and that the Central Government shall constitute an Authority under
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Environment Protection Act, 1996 to deal with the situation created by the
shrimp culture industry and to regulate it as per precautionary principle and
polluter pays.

The operational part of this judgement is very pathetic. Accordingly,
many shrimp culture units were closed and to avoid this an Act was formulated
and thus the Coastal Aquaculture Authority Act, 2005 came into existence. But
this Act was not sufficient. We know how persons engaged in the field of
aquaculture suffered. Besides, the definition was so narrow that the modern
developments like seaweed culture and others -- which were not known by that
time and our hon. Modi ji popularized these concepts -- were not included in
the definition. So, this necessitated the Amendment.

The CAA Act has specifically excluded Coastal Aquaculture Zone from
the purview of CRZ Notification. The recent NGT judgement has given a
different interpretation and has opened the door for more litigations. Unless
this is addressed quickly and suitably, it will be difficult to attract new
investments. Besides that, simplification of the procedure of registration was
inevitable. Many of the provisions with respect to registration are too rigid and
need to be reviewed. Similarly, a number of administrative procedures laid-
down in the Act need revision. For example, there is a need to clearly define
the powers of Member Secretary under the Act for administrative efficiency and
accountability.

In the CAA Act, there is a provision of imprisonment for a period up to

three years for carrying out coastal aquaculture without registration. For minor

omissions, criminalising it and sending poor people to jail is a very serious
harassment for the fish farmers. This appears to be a very harsh punishment
for an offence of purely civil nature. Hence, it has been proposed to replace the
same with suitable civil instruments such as penalty in line with the principle of
decriminalising the civil transgressions.

A recent order of the NGT dated 29" September, 2022, has ruled that
hatcheries cannot exist within 200 metres from the HTL citing the provision of
CAA Act. Further, they need to be situated mostly within 200 metres from HTL
to ensure steady supply of saline water which is now a No-Development Area.
Accordingly, relevant provision in CAA Act, 2005 need to be suitably amended
to permit continued establishment of hatcheries.

Over the time, definition of coastal aquaculture has broadened beyond
shrimp aquaculture which prompted the Government to bring this Amendment.
Secondly, the Coastal Aquaculture Act, 2005, addressed the issues arising out
of 1991 CRZ Notification. Subsequently, CRZ Notification had been amended
in 2011 and then in 2019. So, there is a legal ambiguity whether this Act will
override the subsequent CRZ Notification or not. To remove this ambiguity, this
amendment has been brought in.

There are some administrative issues like how the coastal aquaculture
authority will move forward in certain situations. It was not fully described. So,
in order to bring clarity to this, we have tried to create and amend some
provisions to bring some definitiveness into the Act so that the Authority runs

smoothly. For example, to make its member secretary function like a CEO, it
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has been tried to insert some provisions and the Coastal Aquaculture Act was
made. It was thought that it is only for shrimp farming but later, it is found that
there are ancillary activities such as hatchery where shrimp seeds would get
produced without which coastal aquaculture is not possible. Whether hatchery
is included in the coastal aquaculture or not, there are certain ambiguities.
Through the amendment, this ambiguity is expected to be removed. The main
objective of this Coastal Aquaculture Authority will be to harmonise the CAA
Act with the CRZ Notification issued from time to time and to treat the
registration granted under CAA Act as a valid permission under CRZ
Regulations, to keep coastal aquaculture outside the provisions imposed by
CRZ Notification, to reduce the regulatory compliances burden without diluting
the core principles of environment protection in coastal areas, to remove
difficulties and ambiguities in the Act for effective implementation and for
promoting ease of doing business, to decriminalise the offences under the Act,
and to expand the scope of the Act to bring all coastal aquaculture activities
under its ambit.

It is also to cover all verticals and activities of coastal aquaculture
including hatcheries and aquaculture inputs, to permit hatcheries, broodstock
multiplication centre and nucleus breeding centres within the No-Development
Zone synced with the CRZ Notification section 30(8), to permit activities like
cage culture and seaweed cultivation in the creeks, rivers, and breakwaters
within the CRZ Zone, to replace imprisonment provision under section 14 of

the Act with a combination of suitable monetary and other penalties, to make

provisions for authorisation of officers, to impose penalties against use of
banned anti-microbial agents to pharmacologically active components in
coastal aquaculture, and to provide for recovery of unpaid cost and penalty as
arrears of land revenue.

Sir, it is apprehended that this will encroach into the rights of the
provinces. This is not a fact. It is clear that up to 12 nautical miles, States will
make legislation; and up to 200 nautical miles, Centre will make legislation. But
this is question of environmental protection and the protection of the fishers
and fish farmers which is the exclusive right of the Union Government. This is
in the interest of the States as well. So, this amendment is in the interest of our
fishers, fish farmers, our processors.

The major amendments proposed are mostly to decriminalize the
offences which are civil in nature. These proposals are - removal of the
provision of imprisonment under section 14; substitution of imprisonment with
monetary penalties; provision for authorization of officers. Sir, what was the
problem? If the Chairperson is not present, for years together, the application
for registration and renewals were pending. But here an amendment has been
made. The Chairperson may nominate somebody to decide these cases and
people will not have to wait. Under Section 13, provisions have been made for
authorized officers and adjudicating authorities.

There is a proposed provision of condonation of delay. Earlier if it is not
filed on the right time or on the fixed date, that was not considered at all. The

case was lost. But condonation of delay in submitting the renewal application
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Section 13 is also provided. This will ensure that farmers are not put to undue
harassment and difficulty because of minor slips. Provision for providing new
certificates in case of mutilation, damage or loss and for effecting changes in
ownership etc. is also provided here. There is a provision for validation of the
meetings of the Authority during the absence of the regular Chairperson of the
Authority.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please conclude your speech.

SHRI PRATAP CHANDRA SARANGI: Sir, provisions empowering the
Authority to appoint Committees for efficient discharge of duties have been
made.

Sir, these are the revolutionary amendments which have been brought in
through this Bill. | appeal to all to pass this Bill unanimously. Unfortunately, our
Congress and other people are not here to discuss this Bill in the interest of the
people. They have left. But this is a sorry picture.

| appeal to all to pass this Bill. With these words, | conclude my speech.
SHRI LAVU SRIKRISHNA DEVARAYALU (NARASARAOPET): Sir, thank
you. If the growth story of India has to be discussed, if the success story of
India has to be discussed, it has to be the story of aquaculture. In the last eight
years, it has grown by leaps and bounds, almost to the extent of 15 per cent
per year. In this growth story, Andhra Pradesh has been at the forefront. Every
year, we are exporting shrimp to the tune of Rs. 35,000 crore. That means
almost 70 per cent of the exports that happen from India are actually

happening from Andhra Pradesh. One lakh farmers are dependent on this.
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These are not normal farmers. They all pay income tax. These one lakh
farmers actually pay income tax. An area of 1.8 lakh hectares is being used for
aquaculture. This is the success story that we should all discuss.

Last year, we have seen in Andhra Pradesh that our farmers had to
struggle because of countries like Ecuador and Vietnam where they had higher
productions. Our hon. Chief Minister Shri Jagan Mohan Reddy Garu had come
forward and given some sort of subsidies to the farmers, so that they could
survive. But it should not be like that. It should be more sustainable. That is
why, when | saw this Bill, when | read this Bill, | was very, very happy. But for it
to be moved forward, for the industry to move forward, | think we need to invest
more in the technology. At the same time, we need to be more focused on
sustainability and traceability. These two should be the mantras for going
forward.

For this, | have two small suggestions to make. To begin with, PM
Matsya Sampada Yojana is a very good Scheme for which you are increasing
the allocation year on year. Last year, there was an increase in allocation of
almost 25 per cent for this Scheme.

But the issue with this Scheme is that the individual farmers are not
getting benefitted. Individual farmers are not able to access Rs. 6000 crore or
Rs. 7000 crore which has been allocated for the same. Take the example of
drip irrigation in agriculture wherein an individual farmer can actually get the
subsidy and utilise the drip irrigation technology in order to decrease the input

cost. But here, it is not happening. Therefore, through you, | would like to
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request the hon. Minister to look into this matter. At the same time, since the
individual farmer is not able to access this fund, he is not able to invest in new
technologies. Countries like Ecuador, Vietnam, and others are able to increase
their productivity by almost per acre. If they were getting one tonne last year,
they are able to take out two tonnes this year. It is almost like hundred per cent
improvement in productivity. For that to happen, we need to invest in
technology. We cannot expect our farmers to use their ten-year-old
technologies and expect their productivity to be competing with other countries.
Therefore, through you, | would like to request the hon. Minister to tweak
Pradhan Mantri Matsya Sampada Yojana so that individual farmers can take
subsidies from the Central Government and invest in smart aerators, smart
feeders, and smart meters so as to reduce the energy cost, feeding cost, and
all the input costs. So, | would like to request the hon. Minister to look into this
matter.

The second matter is with regard to sustainability and traceability. In
India, there is one main issue with our industries. When we export to other
countries, there is always a question mark -- whether any antibiotic has been
used; where such antibiotics have been used; whether such antibiotics have
been used at the farm gate level or they are used in the hatcheries itself. We
are not able to trace such things. There are four hundred hatcheries in India
mainly for the shrimp culture. Let the Coastal Aquaculture Authority register
these four hundred hatcheries and let it hold periodical inspections of these

four hundred hatcheries. There should also be a very strict adherence to
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policy. If they fail to adhere to such things, and if any antibiotic is found at the
hatchery level itself, then ban them for six to eight months. Otherwise, this
industry would not move forward, and we would not be able to compete.

The third most important thing is that there is a need to increase more
testing laboratories mainly across the coastal States. Right now, there are a
few testing laboratories which are accessible only to a few farmers and
hatcheries. Unless we have one testing laboratory in every three Parliamentary
constituencies of the coastal district, farmers would not be able to access
them. So, | would like to request the hon. Minister to look into this matter.

The fourth issue is with regard to Coastal Aquaculture Authority which

comprises eleven members as of now. Four of them are from Coastal States.
But in India, there are nine coastal States -- Gujarat, Maharashtra, Goa,
Karnataka, etc. — and all of them are involved in aquaculture. So, we would like
to request that the number of board members be increased so that one
member from each coastal State is actually represented. ...(/nterruptions)
HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please continue.
SHRI LAVU SRIKRISHNA DEVARAYALU: | hope this Act is amended, and
nine members can be included in the Board. | hope you will do some
aquaculture in Bihar and Jharkhand as well, if possible, and Nishikant Sir can
actually invest in that.

Now, | come to the lack of representation of the coastal community.
Presently, the Authority comprises eleven members -- a High Court Judge; an

expert in the field of coastal ecology; representatives from the Ministry of
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Agriculture, Ministry of Fisheries, Animal Husbandry and Dairying and Ministry
of Commerce; and four members from the Coastal States. However, no
representation has been given to the coastal community. Coastal community
comprises the most affected people. Therefore, through you, | would like to
request the hon. Minister to involve coastal community also.

With these suggestions, we welcome the present Bill. This whole thing
will promote ease of doing business. It is good for the exporters. It is also very
beneficial for the farmers.
