He feeis thai when 00 many pros­
peroul (armers have come uP. they Ihould 
be alked to pay aDd the pro'perity In 
(armlDI has been m.de po"itlte by Ihe 
adyanta.es of developmenl. especially 
invettment made by I he Governmelll in 
irrlll.tion and other project.. Tho,. 
adYantales accure to them; ,h:re'or., he 
feel., some portion of it should be t.ken 
away by rhe Government to he re.inv .. tcd . 
That II the ju"ification he Ii~d,. Or. he 
says: there i. improved technololY dnd 
beneHts accure from il to the f.lfmers. Why 
not Imaller farmers or the s .. dety toke 
benefil 'rom improved lechnolo,,·? Bul 
concealed behind the mind 01 Iht Ftn I.:e 
Minister as well ii' hi! el.!onomk ddvhen. 
there are other reason, which have not 
been stated. They wanl 10 tax the rural 
"ector : they say: the ruru1 !u::;tnr il 

pro.porous and mure m,'ue~ .lIould be 
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taken away from it as the farmers Bre now 
spending money iD conspicuous CODsump. 
tion'. Tax the inputs used by tbem and 
thereby take away their money. Concealed 
behind their mind is another motive. If 
this money ts taken away they think they 
can control inflatloD. Tbese are the 
motive. behind Ihe Finance Minister and 
his advisers. There is a di/l'erence between 
agricultural wealth tax and agricultural 
income· tax. On his own admission, I can 
state thaI. we are havins a spurt In alri· 
cullure due 10 excepllonally ,good years; 
it happens every 6ve years We had it in 
1958-59 ; we had it again in 1664-65 and 
again in 1967·68. After that there is one 
normal year aDd one or 19110 bad years. 
The weallh lax is 10 be paid out of the 
agriculturist's income every year. he will be 
required 10 pay when 110 income does not 
accure to him. If he hal earned an income, 
I! can be taxed but you cannot tax wealth 
whIch has II very flUcluatinl income and 
tbereby ask him to pay althoulh there Is 
no come. 

Secondly. there I. lack of inveslment 
nnd Investihle resource' in "Irlculture, 
Every year the labour population In 8gri· 
culture is tncre.slng by two per cent. Impro­
ved technology is nothing but the Improved 
"mollnt of land If lhe ouput i. stagnant, 
It meuns Ihat your capital is depleted. 
Lund, labour and capital·all Ihe three put 
loaether will yield output. While land is 
increasing and Ihe labour input also i. 
increusing. if lhe out put remains the same, 
il mean. that the capital is depleted. Tbat 
i. why 10 many cultivato ... are debtors aod 
you have to say 10 the banks to KO to Ibe 
allrlcul!ural sector and ask of the State 
Dank of India 10 harness its resources for 
allriculLural development; thaI is wby you 
have been saying thioss ab"ut locial 
contr..,1 or Ihe hanks sO that they .:an give 
more aQd more credit to the BgriculturillS. 
It means that "e are not supplying eooulh 
credit to the allriculturi.". There have 
been record yields in our country but they 
huve not been railina of avcraacs by level· 
lina up. What Is e .. cntlal il to rai»e tbe 
averaae. It can only be done wben im· 
proved techDology is taken to tbe amall 
fa rm..... We kDOW of electricity aud 
c~~..;trrc bulbs but do tbey noc.."05Sarily 

spread electricity to all the villalea. Tbere 
are many thill8s remain to be done, there 
are many sltp,=betwcen the cup and the 
lip. Thlnlls would improve in agricuiture 
only if credit is provided, if facilities 
for education are crealed and other 
inputs are put in a big way. But 
here our Finance Minister comes in: 
the moment he starls to earn anything 
from allriculLure or even before he starts 
earninl. he 1I0e. there and tax", the inputs. 
If it i. done after the output is realised, it 
is undertandable. But he taxes the ferli· 
Ii.ers which are the inpuls. May I roquesl 
him to refer 10 hi; Governmenl's own 
survey reports published by the Ministry 
of Agriculture. Shri Jagjlvan Ram is not 
here; other wise he woutd agree wilh 
wh.t I say. The Ministry made survey of 
the various areas which were using 
improved varieties of seeds and to those 
surveys Ihey have round thaI Ihe ferllllser 
input required by Ihem Is the largelt hem 
of cost. Exaclly at the time when the 
cultivator is beginninll to use fertiliser in 
combination with Improv~d .eeds. he 
increases the cost of ferlili,er. If. anybody 
is thinking now of using fertilisers and 
imprnveJ varielies of seeds, he will SlOp 

doin& so; this tax i~ a strons disincentive. 
There were IWO justllkations for agricultural 
imposls that he wants 10 see Ihat black 
money does not gel white under the name 
of agricutture and the rich 'armers pay for 
their wond«full gain, You can slap il by 
seeing who are the real farmers aDd who 
are wealthy people who wanl to conv_ 
their black money into white mODey. There 
are olher ways to stop these Ihinlls. You 
can slOP black money coming Inlo exlslence 
and you can also pick up those people who 
are not agriculturisls. There are at hen 
who are aeouine cultivators. There 
had been other reforms and you can imple. 
ment them, If you cannOI imptement those 
reforms. how can you find out allricu\!ural 
weal!h aDd separate cornfrom the (h,f\' 7 

Therefore, I sunest : do nOt touch the 
.Iricultural sector just now wheo It I. 
startlo. some green revolution ; it is 
cOlDlOI up. On the other hand, there 
should be more credit and Irrillatioo faclli. 
ties clitoodcd to the cultivatOR. If you 
C"'DDOt at least lublldlso, do DOt till Ibe 
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alriculturists. Fertilisers are Dot heiDI 
used by the rich farmen alone; small 
farmers also use fertlllsen. Why do you 
ask them also to pay more? Fertilisers 
arc, again, used in the irrigated und unirri .. 
gated arcas You ask Ihe dry farmers also 
10 pay more. Then they are beinl uled ia 
foodlrains cultivatioo and oil seeds also. 
What is the fun of increasing Ihe cost of 
fertilisers used In the cultivation of these 
commodities where modern technolollY hal 
not come'1 How do you exempl Ihe small 
farmers. who use ferillisers in dry areBS ?

Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir, I would like to 
congratulate the Finance Minisler on the 
courageous budget which he has pre~ented. 

He is known for his courage and integrity. 
I think one as>ociates these two qualities 
with him and in Ihis budget also we find 
evidence or those, particularly in the way 
in which he has attempled 10 lap the 
re,ources rrom the agricultural sector. For 
many years, Ihey have not been touched 
at all. in spite or great increase or wealth 
in that sector. This certainly reqllires 
courage.. I know that certain rrieDds or 
mine, even rriends who proress 
to be lertists. have also criticised this 
slep, regardless or Ihe ract that If 
the country is to prosper and ir our total 
output is to increase, certain capital 
investment must be made Tbe urban 
section has reached almost the satur~lljou 

point su far as taxation 18 concerned. So, 
from that point of view, I think. it is 
really ft courageous step. There may be 
room ror crilicism on details and Ihere 
may also be room ror critism whether the 
eleclric pump should be taxed at this 
stage or not or what the rate of tax should 
be. But, his attempt to tax this sector 
certainly des~tves our praise. 

Sir, I hope, I will be rorgiven ir I say 
that while the two characteristics of courale 
and IIllegrity are clear in this budget, thore 
are two olher aspects or his character 
which we do not like so much aDd which 
arc also reflected here. There is a certain 
lack or vision and im.\gination. Shri Desai 
is a man of greal integrily. but very often 
he has lacked this larger and wider vision 
which is necessary to dispense with the rate 
or so vast a country as ours. 

I think. ror a number or }ears, what 
has heen wrong with our 6scal policy in 
BeDeral IS this lack or vision. I have 
hoped thai a courageous Finance Minister 
like Shri Morarji Desai milbt rectify Ibi • 
mistake. That mislake has beeD due to tbe 
nCllltct or two Clsenti.1 ractors in tbe 
e~onomic life of the nlltion. To a very 
I.rae extent, tho consumer has always "een 
disrelarded in aU our "onomie policies in 
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the coune of th. 1 •• 1 ten or fifteen yean, 
certainly In the last ten years, If not the 
entire fifteen years of the Plans. Durinll 
all this periods, the interest of the conlumer 
have continually been ne,lected, overlooked 
and ianored. And the other is the aspect 
of employment. I think the prime defect 
of our plannin. lince independeDce has 
been nellect of emplovmeDt. And, this 
has had a very far'reachinl effect on the 
lIeneral economic situation of the country. 
We bave increased material wealth. There 
is no denyinll of that. Allricultural pro­
duction hal almost doubled aince indepen­
deDce. Industrial production has probably 
quadrupled since ;ndependence. But. in 
Ipite of thele mauive increases, there i. an 
atmolpbere of frustration in almost every 
section of the community because unemp­
loyment has increased even fJster. In 
fact, the planners arc to be blamed because 
every plan has nol only accepted that there 
will be a continuing unemployment, bUI 
what is ,""orse, every plan has provided for 
increased unemployment.

Once I a.lced Shri Oulzari Lal Nanda 
wben he "as in charge of Planning, wbether 
he was MiniSler for Plannlnl or MiniSler 
for Unemployment. I think thi. is tbe 
crucial factor in our economy today. Many 
of the difficult lituationl which we face in 
the country today arise from the IIrowinll 
unemployment in rural.. welt as urban 
aroal. I also said that the conlumer has 
been nellecled. We are one of those 
countries in Ibe world where parado~ically 
the COlt of production i. continually loinl 
up. Tbe conlumer is asked to pay more 
and more and at Ibe same time we want to 
increase our exports liS well; IIDd therefore, 
we bllve thil fantastic lituation. OD the 
one hand tbe cosl of productioD is loinll 
up and on the other, hilh subsidies lire 
beinl liven to sell the lood, in Ihe foreiln 
marketa. If, on the other hand, the Fin­
ance Minister had added vision and imali­
nation to his courale and inlegrity and 
revened this economic policy of the last 
ten year5_spe~I~lIy Ibis diustrou. poticy, 
I would say, whicb bas been follow~d sin:e 
tbe Blldlet of 1957-.. ad if b. bad Pllt tDC 
,mphasls OD employment and oa con,ullle", 

I am sure, he would h..... earned the 
Iratitude of tbe teemiDI mlllinns or Ibis 
country; and tbe Indian ecoDomy would 
have beeD .iven a fllIlp (rom wblcb succee­
dinll lIeneration. would have beDefited. 

It i. also fortuaate, Sir, that these two 
factors, namely, consumer demands aDd 
employment are clnsely inter linked. If 
we look 10 employment we will also at 
the same time 'erve the consumer. If we 
try to caler to tbe coasumer IDterestl and 
live a fillip to Ibe con.umer Indullrie. of 
Ihis country, to a very lar,e uteDI 
unemployment will also be .ub.tanlitllly 
reduced 

Sir, Ihese two IhinlJ! 10 tOlether. 
will give you only a few examples. So rar 
a, I h. coosumer loods are concerned. take 
a commodily like sUllar. Tbe price loday 
in what is called the blaclt.-market is exor­
bilaol. Bul, I Ihink the distinction bet­
ween while market and black mark.t has 
almost disappeared. We find very orten 
in ration shops, even IhoUlh sUlar rations 
are prescri bcd, the shop-keeper says that 
no sugar is available; so Ihat, eilher you 
have 10 buy it from "'hat is called the white 
black markel or you 10 wilhout sUlar at 
all. And yel we want to e~port lu,ar 
abroad when the international price of 
.u~ar i, in the relion of si~ or eilht .nnas 
or say, about fifty p"i.e. Our price here 
is about three.and-a-batf or four rupees. 
Tho idea of exportinlJ sugar may salisfy the 
dem:lDds for f()reilln exchan"e, but is certa­
inly neilber economic Dor makes sense, It 
means a double burden on the Indian 
con,umer; because he has to pay more for 
the susar whlcb he CODJIumei and he pays 
in addition for tbe sUlar wbich is nported 
oUlside so thaI the consumer outside Indi. 
can leI su,ar at inlernational prices. 

This is nol tbe only example. Take 
alain various kinds of loods wbich arise 
out of pelroleum, say petrol and kerosene, 
These have also become artiel .. of conlum­
plion for vast millions in Ihis country 
And here alain. prices are artificially infta­

ted. In re;eDt years there ba.e been 
lubst.ntial ecoDomie. due to Impro ved 
le:hnololY SOl, ;n.teJd of passlDI on Ihe 
benefit, even in put, to Ihe conlumer, tbe 
beneSt h.. been Itep' entirely by tbe 
O~vernmen'. 1'1 mlny Cales, price. are 
boln, arblCrarliy iacroated witbout any 
reference to productioa Cotl or I""0Qt. Til" 
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ha, a snow-b3l1ing efFecl on a number Df 
indulltriel 811d add, 10 Ihe lotal CDsl of 
production. 

If, therefore, more allention were l)diJ 
tD the consumer and Ihe policy re"flented 
I., that the consumer lot Ihings al a reuo· 
nable price, Ihere would be a fulfilment of 
Ihe consumer's demand, and to some ex lent 
diversion of the regource' from uneconomio 
indullrie' to productive indu;tri ...

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE 
MINISTRY OF FINANCE (SHRI P. C. 
SETHI): Sir. I have listened with greal 
attention 10 the views of the hon. Member. 
on the hudlet proposal.. A 101 of passion 
and eloquenc~ has cerlainly aone inlo some 
of the slatements by some of the han. 
Memben. But I am constrained to 
remarlc that I have got a feelina that 
feeling thai most of the criticism had a 
familiar rina and displayed laclc of appre­
cialion of the cODslraints under whkh the 
budllet-maker has to function. 

I would. therefore. somit that the 
budget w. bave to look in terms of dat 
objeclive. which are feasible in Ihe contellt 
of the economlce situation of thc day. 
FrOID this poi.t or Yiew, we will bave to 
survey lbe economic acene of our country . 
We would realise that on the agricualtural 
front the success wbich was attained in the 
year 1967-68 has ~ sustnioed. As far 
a. industrial recovery is COIIcerned. It haa 
been secured oYcr a wide ran,e and not 
oaly haa there been an iDl;reaso of tlac out­
PUI or consumer ,oods but even the 
demand for eDgiDeeriDg gOodi IIIId tbe 
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capital soods has cerlainly improved during 
the last ycnr. As far as exp0r! is con~eured, 
there has been as striking impro,ement 
and we have C(lVereO new "ariel ies and 
new articles. The exp0r! of ,teel has con· 
~ideri:1bly improve,!. The export of cngi· 
n~ering industry has also Improved, wilh 
the resuh thaI our balilnce of paymenl. 
po,ition h,1S improved on the .xpon ,ide. 
Therefore. from thi~ point of view, we 
will have 10 see whether our CXPUriS were 
declining and we Sciy.. from last ye.tr's 
exports tigures that the ex I")ort s of jute. 
texllle, and tea \\ere declinlflg. Therefore, 
it 'Wa~ quile ne ... ·e."sary in order to sustain 
the export marhl thaI we have to improve 
the situation on these fronlS. 

Certainly. Ihere was again need 10 raise 
the level of savill~s ~nd investments in the 
economy ;;Ind thus se~ure a Luge demand 
for Ihe products of the capilal goods 
induSlr). Therefore. what is necessary is, 
on the one hand, the tax system has to be 
respllr·~iv(l to the oted~ of the ec'-'nomic 
IIrowtil and, ,.econdly, on the other hano. 
I,,;hangcs in the tax s~stem should not be 
such as would affect Ihe course of c<:onimic 
gr"wlh properly. SimolarJy, while Ihe lax 
Det hali 10 be cast wide to cover many 
Inxury itcm~ 50 as to raise a I.user volume 
of revunue. it should not affect the inceo· 
tive to plOduction. Finally, while there IS 
Deed to rai!te outlay anc1 MimuLliC grIJwth, 
Ihe increase .hould nol be such Ihat we arc 
forced 10 resorl to unorthodox methods of 
laxation so that the delicale price stabiltty 
which prevailed during the years 1967·68 
and 1968·69 may not be disturbed 

Therefore, as far as the tax proposals are 
concerned Ihes. h •• e to be in three impor­
tant directions. One was to provide. a mea.· 
ure of relief. II was necessay particularly 
i. the interest of "pOrts. savinR and moder 
nisation of the key industries. The second 
wos to spread the burden of laxalion more 
evenly on commodities and goods which 
were not hitherto taYed, or tHed .lightly 
in relation 10 the essentiality of consump· 
tion or capacity to pay. The third is to 
make tbe lOX system more responsive to the 
Deeds of ecunomh.: arowth. Hon. Members 
will allree tbat the~e objectives are some· 
thin. which one ClIanot quarral with if 
c1evelopl1'llllll i. our lIoai. And if tbere is 
• di5pH.ssionale eUDlination of 'he proposals 
made in tbe budpt, it would be clear tbat 

the budgel has made a Ihru.1 in these 
directions. 

Reliefs in dUlies and changes in taxes 
have been made where they are necessary 
in order 10 promole growth "nd laxe. have 
been levied where Ihey will increase 
Ihe tax burden prim.lCily on tho.e who 
can afford 10 pay. Certain changes in the 
tax system have heen made wah a view to 
rtltionalh.e the ~ystem and make it more 
responsive in the years 10 come to the 
grOWl h of Income. 

I would like 10 Illustrate my observa· 
tions by ~ommenlm" un a few of the laxa­
tion proposals. First of all, lbe taX holi· 
day, which has been critlci.ed by lome 
han. Members, h~s been eXlended by 
another five years lip 10 March 31st, 1976. 
Now, this con...:ession would go a IOD. WBy 
in promoting industri~1 growlh in our 
country. Thdrefurc. it IS not desirable that 
Ihis tax holiday ~houlu be criticised or it 
should be viewed from olher point. of view. 

Apprehen..,ion" about continued availa­
bility of rJ~vell)r'm"!nt,d reb.tte have been 
dispelled and CalIon and jUle lextile Indus· 
tries have been included tn the li .• t of 
priorily industries for Ihe purpo,e of the 
developmenl rehale. This wnuld certainly 
f.lcilitate :Idvance palnning for new indus­
tries as well as for exp',"sion of Ihe existing 
units, and thi'\ would al"l proviJe a fiilip 
to the modernisation and renovation of the 
coUon ,lOd jUlt t~xti\e mills. As far as jUle 
industry i. concerned, it i. employing abou t 
2,94,000 people and Ihe textile indu.try i. 
employing aboul 10 Jakh< or people. If 
we t;lke into at.:l.:ount their dependents, 
the people dependiu~ on these two indus­
tries come :0 aboul 50 lakhs of porSOD •. 
Therefore, it;s quite cS'ienlial that these 
two induslries have 10 be suslained. It i. 
a well known fact Ih>! on accounl of the 
dimiOishing e"porh i.JIld on account or the 
dtflicultie< f.lced by some of Ihe texlile 
mills, these indtlstries were 
This wao; taken into 
has b~en provided.

Apart frolll removiDK mnst of the 
difficultie. aDd controvenie. iDvolved In 
delerminlng whet her a public company i. 
wide-held comp.&ny or " closely·bel4 one. 
(he proposed mealure wilJ encour,,8C jovell­
ment in pubhc compani .. which are li.ted 
or wbich ale ejiaible (or \iIIID, iD the 
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stock urhanaes and will also act as an 
incentive for public companies Dot now 
listed to invite wider public participation in 
Iheir share capital so as to make them 
eliaible for listing And this would. turn. 
Itrengthen the corporate sector, encourage 
formation of compJnles with broad public 
participalion, generate greater public confi· 
dence in such companies. and lenerally help 
to strengthen the share and the capital 
markets. This rationalisation of corporate 
taution, along with the proposal 10 raise 
the Iimil of tax free dIvidends from Indian 
companies from Rs. SOO 10 Rs. 1,000 a year 
should encourage larger investment ill 
equity shares 

Some bon. Members bave characterised 
the proposed increase in the rates of 
Income·tax on the income·slabs of 
Rs. 10.001·IS,OOO and Rs. IS.OOI to Rs. 20,000 
as a measure of hardship for the middle 
income lrouP of assesses. I would like to 
dispel some fears on this a;;·.lU~. Tn. 
incidence of income·tax at Ihe exi" ing 
rale i. rather low up to the income level of 
RI. 20,000. For example, it is h.Hdly 
9.24 per celli on a taxable income of 
Rs. 15,000 and 12.43 per cent on an inc"me 
of RI. 20,000. Compared as incidence of 
Income-tax on multiples of flu CUPId 

Incomes the In incldellce in India is, Indeed. 
olle of the lowest in the doveloped as well 
as developina countries. This is so bec.u,. 
the progression of existing ra'es is very 
mild upto an income level of Rs. 20.000: 
It belDI only 5 per centage points for ea.;h 
Income slab of Rs. 5,000. Beyond the 
income level of Rs. 20.000 however, Ihe 
prolression il quite stcep ; for example, the 
tax rates jump 10 30 pel' cellt for the i1l' 
come slab of Rs. 20,001·25,000. 40 per ~ent 

for tbe lIext slab of Rs. 25.001·30,000 and 
SO per cellt for the next hilher slab. So. 
what the hon. Member, Shri Madhu 
Limaye wu sayilll is nOI coro·ect. From 
thi< point of view, as we go from one 
Income slab to a hllber income slab the 
rise is in a stoop directioll. You would 
lee Ibat tbe relief i. provided to tbe 
amaller lacorne Iroups. Some people are 
completely tn-free and for some tbe 
percentap of incidence al far III lower 
Incom"lloups are cOllcerned Is camp'" 
aliv~ly Ie .. and therefore this allomaly I. 
to some exten, beilla slral,hlelled. 

I may, huwever. mention that the addi­
tional lax payable by this middle-illcome 
group would be very nominal. For 
example, il would be less thaD Rs. 4/- a 
month for persons earninl Rs. 10.000 per 
year: hardly Rs. 7. Rs. 9 and Rs. 12 a 
month for those earning Rs. 14,000, 
Rs. 15000 and Rs. 16,000 per annum 
respectively and only Rs. 17 per month 
even for a per.'on with a net taxable income 
of Rs. 18000. Then. sir, it should be borne 
in milld that all those income·groups above 
R,. 20,000 will also be liable to pay all 
additional tax of Rs. 27S/-. It is not as if 
the illcidence of this tax is only on the 
middle-income groups This has also been 
levied on all income-groups comina UDder 
highest slabs. 

Coming to Ihe export duties which 
have heen under consunt pressure, as a 
result of decltning values, I have alre.dy 
said that" far as jute Is cOllcerned export 
promotion w". needed and therefore this 
was done and you will see th.t e~cept for 
carpet backing. our exports h:'tve 
declined appre.:i.hly amounting to as much 
as 35 per cent hetween 1965 and 1967 In 
the ca<e of sackin~s and to 24 per cellt 
between 1964 and 1967 in the cas. of 
Hessians. Jute is our large!'t single carner 
of foreign exchange and with tho sort of 
competition that we are facing not only 
from Pakist"D but also synthetice, relief 
was clearly called for. We hope that the 
relief provided would enable thi' industry 
to mailltaill its share in the world market. 

In tea th. position has been more or less 
simil~r. Although we have been able to 
sell a laraer quantitv or tea in recent years 
the unit value realisation has shown a 
tendency to decline. IlIdia's main com· 
petitor'i in (0.\ arc! Ceylon CLnd, in rCl.!cnt 

yelfs, East Africa. ~c.use or tho shup 
IrOwth in ted proJu~ti()n in East Africa and 
elsewhere. total supplies of tea in the world 
markel have merea.ed substalltially wDerea. 
demand, ill traditionally iIDportanl markets 
like U.K., is siagoallt if Dot deClining. /I is 
not showing O;IIIS of illcrease ID other 
market. like the USA or tbe EEC. It II 
tbls factor combined with tbe illcrease iD 
supplies available that i. depr ... in. tbe 
prices of tea alld the price decline i. panl­
cularly marked ill tbe case of the commo­
Der tOolS wbicb &l:COUDt for a fair propor_ 
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tioD of IDdia', exporlR. Therefore, 
Sir, If IDdia has to malntaiD the export 
market iD tea, it certainly needs the help 
aDd assistaDce from the Government and 
Iherefore the duty relief given takes into 
account this faCI nnd would afford a 
Ifeater measure of assistance to common 
or low· priced leas. 

Sir, as far a. texlile industry is cun· 
cerned, while some Hon'hle Members have 
not been lacking in apprecialion of measu· 
res of relief announced in tbe Budgel, 
some have been critical of it. I would 
certainly like 10 mention the name of 
Hon'ble Sbri Sreekanlan Nair who perblps 
did nol understand th. incidence of the 
reliefs on dulies which have been announced 
and therefore took a very contrary view of 
tho wbole thing. He has gone even to 
the extent of sJyjn~ tha! Ihe relief 
"as liven parllcularly to benefit a 
particular relion. namely, Gujaral and 
Maharaahlra and lome hardship has heen 
cauled 10 Ihe South. What I am goina 10 

put forth before Ihis Hon'ble Hou.e will 
.how that the Hon'!>ie Member has com· 
pletely mlscoD!.trued the incidence of this 
duty. He hOi proceeded on the basis thaI 
tbe mills of S,'ulh Ind:a produce "Diy lower 
type of yearo. It Will nu doubl come 
10 bim as a .urprise wheu I say thaI Dearly 
61 per cent of tbe yarn of !lne and super­
finc yearns released for chil consumpliLn 
comes from mill. of South India, oamely, 
Andhra Pradesh Kerala, Mysore and Tamil 
Nadu. Sub.lantial relief has been given 
by reducinll the dUly on haok yarD of even 
fine aDd superfioe counls, and by abolishing 
the sizinl duty on Ihese counts. Tbese 
measures are deliloed to stimulate the

also on fine .nd luperftne varieties. Tbe 
incidence of duly 00 Ihese parlicular mills 
which are makinl Superfine aod fine varle­
t ies of cloth Is hilber at prescot and they 
will, on Ihe contrary, lot a reHef. Thil 
point has 10 be made clear and Ihal il what 
I am Iryio~ 10 do. 

One point has been made by Hoo'ble 
Member Shrlmatl Such eta Kripalaoi. She 
said thot .he wao amazed 10 see Ihat durlDI 
the cenlenarv year of Gaodhljl tbere was 
no increa.e of duty on alcohol or liquor. 
I would like to explain that al far al liquor 
is conceroed, prior, 10 October 1967, Ibe 
duty on liquor worked OUI to 280 per cent. 
On the avera,e c.1 f. price or RI.9/· per 
bottle of Scolch Whisky the aver ••• duty 
was R~. 25/-. In O:tober 1967, Ihe duly 
wa. raised to R.. 40/- per bottle, wblch 
worked out 10 450 per cenl. 'D tb. Jail 
b'ld,et, the duly was railed 10 RI. ~/. per 
bottle, which works out to 510 per ceDt, 
As far as the lotal ioeolDe Is cODCerned, 
lhe revenue realised ffOID Ib, dUly OD 
alcohol II only about RI. 2 crom, Tbere 

i. Ibus. IilDh 10 Ibi. alld II II.. ""' 
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covcrcd already in the last year and there­
fore it was not taken up this year. The 
aon'hle Member will appreciate that even 
a steep rile in the import duty of liquor 
would not have lIiven tbe Government any 
larae dividend. 

Now. I would like to come to the point 
about rise in the Central Government's 
expenditure in 196\1-70. It ba. become 
almoat customary for Hon' ble Members to 
critici .. the ellpenditure side of the Govern­
ment machinery, Rnll every tax-payinll citi­
zen would cerlainly respoad to it because 
everybody would certainly like th~t Govern­
meat Ihould keep its ellpeaditure to the 
minimum and it should not be iDcre .• sed. 
But thare is R limit to that. The HOD'ble 
Members who bave pointed out th.t 
Governmental expenditure .hould be 
pruned, have 'Dot takea any pains to show 
in what directions the pruniai could take 
place and thereFore I am jastified in sayinl! 
tbat this is a rouline lype of critici.m 
which cOmes. Hon'ble Members would 
realise that as far a, Government's buJ&et 
Is concerned, there is a limit to it. The 
lDcroase is on account of the incrc lSC in 
walles and on account of meraer of dear­
ness allowance with pay the benefit of 
which will accrue to mosl of Ihe employees 
That is wby Governmental ellpeaditure ha. 
aone up. 

Beyond this there b one more point 
to make and I hal Is that the pl.n expendi­
ture aoxt year becomes non'Plan expendi­
ture. It is from thi~ poinl of view that 
tb, nOD·Plan e~pcnditure Increllle~. There' 
for., as f4r a. Goveramental expenditure i. 
concerned, you will hlve to reali •• that. 
It hal been said thlt about R •. 100 crores 
could be a mea,ure of e-:on"my on th. 
defence lide. I would like to say that a~ 
far as d.fence i. concerneJ, InJia's d.fence 
expenditure, as complreJ to olher countries 
II much Ie" India's lIefenee expenditure 
is approximately 3.1 por cont of the 
national income of I ~68-69. As compued 
to that, tbe defonce e.penJ'lure in USA. 
wal 9.1 per c~nt of the nation11 in:om, 
In U,I{.. it wal 7.6 per cent. In am.1I 
collOtries like Turkey, il was 4.4 per cent. 
Both Franc. and Germany spent 5.4 per 
ceDt and 4,9 per cent respeclively. Pakistaa 
I. allo bavin. about 4.5 per ccat. 
~w,'ilfn bat ,ot ~.l por ceot. Tllerofor., 

we will soe that, as far as defence expendi­
ture Is concerned, we had an obligation on 
this side and, before 1963, certainly, our 
defence expenditure was oaly 2 per cent. 
But on account of the Cbinese ullllre5.lon 
and on account of the bellicose attitude or 
(lur other neighbour, we had to sustain a 
lar,er expenditure on defence side. It is 
not possible lhat we can sbow economy 
here. Certainly, I would say that wherever 
economies are pOlSible, we sbould move 
in that direclion. All tbe lame, we bave 
to keep the defence need. of tbe country 
upper·most In our mind. Therefore, there 
is hardly any ,cope in the reduction of 
defence expenditure. A, cOmpllred to 
1963, when our defence expenditure had 
goo. upto the level of 4.8 per cent, the 
defence expenJitur. Ihis vear hus, certainly, 
come down. So, whatever defence upendl­
ture we are h"ving i. ~b,olutely nece.sary. 
Of course, 10 the extent there are pouible 
SCO;,.I of economies eithor In the mainten­
ance or inveOlor;e~ or in any other direo­
tion, the Government has been, certainly, 
keen un that side and we would try to 
eft'ect economle. wherever pOllible.

SIlRI P. C. SETHI : The Hindustan 
Steel has shown a loss of 38 crores ; tbe 
Heavy Engineering Corporation bas shown 
a loss of Rs 13 crores ; tbe Mining and 
A !lied Machinery Corporation has sbown 
a loss of 5 crores; the Bharat Heavy 
EI~ctr;cals has shown a loss of Rs. 5 crores. 
and another Heavy Electricals has shown 
a loss of Rs. 5 CrMes. There ars certain 
companies who have sbnwn a loss. 

SARI KANWAR LAl GUPTA 00 
oDe Malaviya means so many .rores of 
rupees 10". how many more Mal3vlyas 
you want to have? 

SHRI P. C. SETHI On the public 
sector front. while some compantes have 
shown profits. have declared dIvidends. the 
overall position Is there has been a loss of 
Rs. 35 to Rs. 38 crores. We have to talcen 
into acrollnt that In 1967-68. the .ross 
profit of these companiLS was Rs. 178 
crore~. 

Now. a. far 8. the public sector 
IInoertakings that are showin. loss are 
concerned. I would lilce to explain that 
there are special reasons for It. Some of 
them ,ue in the gestation period. Some 
of them have heen estahlished on the 
green·field site. We have sot heavy 
investment on amenities and townships. 
On townships 31011<. the public sector 
companies are losing "bout Rs. 22 crores 
every year. The Hindustan S'eel alone Is 
losing about R. 6 crores on the townahip. 
Besides, in the last year, the new oxpanslon 
unl .. were commi"ioned with the result 
that the v had to provide for a blBher rale 
of depreciation and a higher rate of Inter­
est. The depreciation .. ent up ; the 
interest wcnl up. But Ihese uoit. couid 
not function a,'cordinl to their rated 
capacity because they were the new expan­
sion units. Therefore, on account of 
many of these factors. some of the public 
sector llnilo; were nol wotklnl properly. 

It has become faahionable for some of 
our hon. colleagues to criticise the public 
sector very much. But the public scclor 
hat done a t:!teful job in our country. 
They hove not only sustained the national 
requirmenll but they have also entered the 
~~port roarket. 

SHRI KANWAR LAL GUPTA: Are 
you honestly satisfied with the workinl of 
the public sector? The publie seclor has 
become a slur on tbis country, 

SHRI P. C. SETHI: I would, certainly 
not go to tho oxtent of 81yinll Ihat we are 
satisfied wilh the workin. of tbe public 
soctor undertalcin!lS. As I have already 
said, wherever there is scope for economy, 
wherever there is scope for Improvemen I 
in certain directions, we will seo 
that economies and improvements are 
elfected. We. certaInly. want that not 
only those public sector underlakinls 
which have ,"own profit should show 
profit but the other public sector under­
takings which are runninll at a loss should 
also improve. 

I would like to point out that the 
National Coal Devolopment Corporation 
which. a year before la.t. had shown a loss 
of RI.

All possible oft'orts are bel nil lalcen In that 
direction either from the mana,orlal poInt 
of view or from the point of view of 
controlllnil the Inventories or from the 
point of view of maklnl improvements 
wherever they are possible. Cerlalnty, 
there have been limitations and the results 
have not been very brilliant as far as 
certain Indullrle. are concerned. But we 
are all maklns possible effort. in that 
direction. Certainly, I would like the 
hon. Members' cooperation Ihll direction 
also because. from tho polnl of view of 
employment, specially in lome of the public 
sector undertalclnlls. there Is over employ­
ment and thi. problem hal to be r .. olved. 
I am quite lure with the cooperation of 
the hon. Members and tho labour union., 
it can be aatlsfaclortly lolvell.

Accordiog 
to t he demand study whicto hal beeo dooe 
by the National Council of Applied 
Economic Research as well a. by tb. 
Departmeot or Steel, it h,. beeo reallied 
that even after Dokaro is commisslon«'. 
we Ihall be Iliahly io sbort supply as far 
as fial producls are coocerned.

Cachar constituency which I represent. 
A,sam has more tban ber share of problems, 
I have in mind the special problems of the 
bill districts, the special problems of the 
border distri~ts of Assam wblch are affect· 
cd hy Pakistani infiltration, and tbe special 
problems of defence and development 
which, I think, must ao together In a re­
gion whicb is const.nlly under threat from 
Pakistan and China. 

The olher day. the hon Chief Miaister 
of As~am had stated on the floor of the 
Assembly that the border blS to be alerted. 
In addition to Naaa trouble, which haye 
become a constant feature In my State, the 
Mizo troubles bave added more problems to 
tbe State of Assam particularly to tbe 
Cachar constituency. 

The House will recall that my speeches 
in previous years I submitted concrete SUI' 
lestions for the consideration of the House 
and the Ooyernment for appointing a 
Study Team by the Planninl Commission 
to report on tbe problem. of social and 
economic development on the hill districts 
of Assam and the appointment of another 
committee. a Parliamentary Committee, to 
look into the special problems of the bor· 
der district. in eastern India, so that the 
8nal formulation of the fourth FiYe Year 
Plan is made more realistic and necessary 
linanclal provision is duly made. To my 
knowledge no sucb committee or Study 
Team haa boen constituted 10 far to 10 Into 
thcae problems. These problems still e.ilt, 
which led tbe bll1 districts of Assam to 
demand a separate hili State. I conlratu' 
late lbe Government of ladla on tbeir mucb 
COOIldcrcd move in tbe rilbt direction to 
amend tbe Cooatitution for croatinl aD 
autonomoua bill State within Auam. At 

the ume time, I tbank tbe Auam Oovern­
ment and also the leaders of the APHLC, 
the Brahmsl>utra valley. Cacbar, etc,. for 
their Ileneral support to the line, reliectinl 
a consensus. 

It will be wrODI to think tbat tbe adop· 
tion of the Constitution Amendment Bill 
which bas been placed before tbe House 
will clear the way for a comprebensive 
leais!atioo for creatinll an autonomoul Hili 
State within Assam. A lot of thlnls de­
pend on the way the people and circles con­
cerne:1 alree to work out tbe cbanles In tbe 
right spirit. Provisions in tbe Constitution 
or in statutes are not .ufficient to brlnl 
about a cbanRe In tbe emotional atmo­
sphere. 

Tbe problem of etholc aspIration., 
political and ~conomic grievance. Is Dot 
confined to bill districts alone. It Is a 
pity that the constitutional cban,es envls­
aaed in tbe Bill do not provide scopes to 
remoye such grievances In the plains areas 
in leneral and those (>f Cachar in particu­
lar. Wben the re,( of the country Is 
e.e~utinl schemes for construction of rail· 
way Ind and .upar hilh.,3\·", the Cachar. 
Mizo region. which I represent is aven 
without a stabilised metre ,au,e railway 
system or all weather mljor road network 
iD spit of this area's leolraphlcal isolation 
and stratelic·politic.l importaDce. Tbe Hill 
Section of the N. E. Railw.IY, i.e. Lumd. 
ing Badarpur line, which Is the only outlet 
for this area is hopelessly inadequate, while 
the JowaiBadarpur Shillonl Road needs 
further Improycment, wldeninl and con­
version into a national highway in view of 
its belDg the only road link of Southern 
Assam. Tripura and a part of Manipur 
with the rest of the world. 

The Ca~har-Mizo relion, with a popu­
lation of nearly two mi1ll0n coverllli an 
area of nearly 11,000 square milea b 
leollraphical1y nearly Isolated from the 
rest of the country .iDee the partltiOIl and 
Cacbar i. the core of this relion. TraDI. 
port and communication 11Il0l to tbe out. 
lying unitl of the relioD, have all to pa .. 
throulh Cacbar. So. the vitality of the 
economic life and security of the e.tlr. 
relion are vitally linked up with and de­
pendent upon tbe .tabl~ty and Ilreqtb of 
the core. But It il a Ireat pity tbat botb 
the Central and Alum GoverntDellta bave 
11'0111,. netI.c:leci lb. _Domlc aDd lad .. 
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tri'lll d-vclopment of this region, which ha, 
(he richest bamboo resources in Asia. 
A'ccorCling to the FAO, the copacity of the 
Mizo District aod the North Cachar hills 
is about 2,60,000 tonnes of bamboo per 
,ear. Recognised experts have estimated 
that a 300 10 400 toone pulp unit, wilh a 
paper unit attached, can utilies Ihis source 
of T1IW matertals. The capacity for paper 
can be 190 tonnes per day. 

Cachar'.abundant bamboo resources 
are consIdered suitable for both rayon 1'Ulp 
lind paper pulp, particularly aner the 
Japanese experls worked Ollt the technology 
of making rayon pnlp from Muli bamboo. 
Agaimt the back-ground of growing demand 
for rayon srade pulp in the country, parti­
cularly in vie ... of the low level of present 
production, Cachar'. potentIal for a large 
pulp ~oroplex ~b"th rayon and paper-­
cries for suitable utilisation. "beginning 
in this regard can be made b~ localing Ihe 
proposed paper and pulp plant in Ihe pub. 
IIc sector In Cachar, J hope the C.overn­
mllDt of ludia would lake initialive 10Slart 
tlds project at the earliest and thus make 
tbe first move to oorrect the pathalic re-
1i0llal imbalance. 

I draw the attention of the House and 
the' Government to the fact that the deci· 
slon to Introduce selected reMional langu­
aps as the media or instruction at Ihe 
university-level bas aiven rise to a number 
cf di'iBcultirs, apart rrom jeopardising the 
unity of the country, I feel if this is fully 
Implemented. a situation will arise in Ihe 
very near fulure when an Indian citizen 
from one State will require an interpreter 
to converse with his fellow citizens in 
another State. Besides, educatioo will 
fail to ensure Ihal broadn_. of violon and 
applteation wMch Is ellpecled or higher 
education to fulfil. 'Even students with 
post-lradnale dearees from one University 
wili lIot pi jobs ullder 81Iy Nhcr Univer­
lity.

Univenities of -Gauhati and Dibruaarh. 
Both Ihe Umver;ities are spending tbe 
entire allocations under the Centrally 
sponsoredsclreme 'for "ProifoiC!ion of iLite­
rature in Indian Lenguagesas media of 
Instruction al the 'University stage" 'for the 
development .f Assantese langua"!!e ato\'le. 
although both the Unive"ilies cover other 
linguistic group" and !'he Oallhati univer­
sity particularly includes the Bengali,speak­
inl Cachar distrIct enjoying official recOil­
niiton as the district in Assam with 
Bengali as ths sole officlal language. 00 
28th January last the Registrar of the 
Gauhati University revealed at the Univer­
sity court meeting Ihal the Wliversily would 
impart instruction in ASsamese alone in the 
plaiDS dtstrict and English would be allowed 
in hill areas only. This has cau,ed great 
indignation and uncerlainty in Cachar. 
The House will T(call Ihat in Cachar a 
peaceful satyagraha had to launched by the 
people in May 1961 to secure recoanition 
for their language, Bengali, and eleven 
innocent lives were sacrificed, As the 
member represenling Cachar in this 
august Hous •. I deem it my duty to souDd 
a note of warDing that unless the reco­
goised language of Cachar lIets rull and 
equal recolDitioD "I the Gaubati University 
alonll with Assamese and olher regional 
laDguages, the people of Cachar will nol 
rest. The Government of India, as the 
custodian of people's righls and as the 
leader of people's duties and responsibili­
lies must act now to see that the whole 
issue is brought to its correct perspective. 

Moreover. I would appeal to the 
Government to consider the question of 
Ihe medium of instruction at the unlve .. ity 
level afresh and weigh the points carefully 
before lIivioll a go-by to EnlJlish, which 
has been serving 001 only as a usefull 
instrument of Indian unily but also as a 
1001 of international breakthrough without 
aDY extra efforts liII HiDdi comes 10 Ibal 
status. Is it not a suicidal policy to 
replace EnllUsh 'by a myriad of regional 
lanlualles ? 

Before I cODclude I would like to say 
a fow words rcaardiDII'the new taxation oa 
lugar and kerosene. It will bit 'be 
common men. I feel tbat Ibe ~on 
men abould be exempLed from lutb 
lautioa. Pub.... Uto' bon. Fi_ 
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Mlalster Is aware that teroseae Is Dot 
available In many parts of the couDtry. 
Tbouah Assam produces teroseDe. it is not 
easily IIvaliable even at Shillonl. the 
ca"ltallown of the Slale. I would request 
that the hon. Finance Minister should 
consider and give relief to the common 
!'eOple who consume both SUlar and 
kerosene. 

I congratulate the Finance Minister for 
reducinl export duty on lea. It will be a 
Ireat relief at least to Assam. Then I 
draw his attention to Ihe income-tax paid 
by tbe bachelors. I feel Ibey are beavily 
taxed. On the one hand the goverDment 
advocates the policy of family planning 
aad. on the other hand the bachelors are 
beavily taxed. Do they not support the 
policy of tbe government indirectly? 

I would request the hon. Finance 
Minister not 10 levy excise duly on fertili­
zer and pumps. as it will hit the small 
cultivators. We are tryin, to be self­
~ufticfent in foodllrains. it will not give any 
incentive to the small cultivators hut it 
wll1 compel them to grow less. Then. I 
support the proposal for a tax on allri­
culturat income. but there must be an 
exemption limit so that small agriculturists 
are not affected. With these observations. 
I conclude my speecla.
