Will the Minister of WATER RE-
SOURCES be pleased to state:

(a) whether experts on water resources
management have recommended to the
Government to formulated Southern Water
Grid for better utilisation of water;

(b) it so, the details of the recommenda-
tion made to the Government in this regard;

(c) whether the reaction of the State
Govemment has been sought thereon;

(d) if so, the details thereof alongwith
the recommendations accepted by the Un-
lon Government; and

(e) the benefits to accrue to the respec-
tive States, particularly to Andhra Pradesh?

THE MINISTER OF WATER RE-
SOURCES (SHR!I VIDYACHARAN
SHUKLA): (a) and (b). Suggestion for a
National Water Grid including inter-linking of
southern river have been received from
individuals and organisations from time to
time. Keeping in view the objectives of opti-
mum utilisation of available water resources,
a National perspective plan for water re-
sources development was prepared by the
Govemment. 1t aiso envisages linking of
various peninsular rivers for transferring
waters from water rich basins to waler deficit
basins.

National Water Development Agency,
established under the Ministry of Water
Resources to work out the further details of
the National perspective plan, has aiready
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completed preliminary feasibility reports of
(1) Mahanadi-Godavari link, (2) Godavari
(Inchampalli) - Krishna (Pulichintala)link (3)
Godavari (Polavaram) - Krishna(Vijayawada)
link, (4) Ken - Batwa link, (5) Pamba - Ach-
enkovil - Vaigai link, (6) Par - Tapi link, (7)
Kalisindh - Chambal link and have found
them worth further considration and detail-

ing.

(c) 7 pre-feasibility reports of link and
110 water balance studies pertaining to
basins/ sub-basins have been sent 1o the
basin States for their comments and obser-
vations. The State Government have fur-
nished their comments on some of the stud-
ies.

(d) After taking into account the re-
sponses received from the State, prepara-
tion of detailed feasibility report has been
taken up for (1) Par-Tapt - Narmada link; (i)
Pamba - Achenkovil - Vaigai link: and (iii)
Ken-Betwa link

(e) From the Mahandi - Godavari and
Godavari - Krishna links, the following bene-
fits are anticipated: -

(  Annual irrigation of about 3.5 lakh
hectares in Manibhadra command
in the districts fo Puri, Cuttack,
Phulbant and Ganjam of Orissa.

(i) Annual irrigation of 1.05 takh hec-
tares in Srikakulam and
Visakhapatnamdistricts of Andhra
Pradesh,.

(i) Annual irrigation of 2.23 lakh hec-
tares in West Godavari district of
Andhra Pradesh.

(v) Annual irrigation of 1.18 lakh hec-
tares in Nagarjuna Sagarcommand
in west Godavari district of Andhra
Pradesh.
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(v} Annualirrigation of 3.20 lakh hec-
tares in Warangal and Naigonda
district of Anghra Pradesh.

The details of benefits in drought prone
areas of Rayalaseema and water short basins
of Pennar, Cauvery and Vaigai willbe known
afterthefeasibilty of remaining components
of link between Knshna - Penner - Cauvery
- Vaigal are completed during the VIl Year
Plan.
