Oil and Gas Exploration In Rajasthan

•415. PROF. RASA SINGH RAWAT: 
Will the Minister of PETROLEUM AND NATU­
RAL GAS be pleased to state:

(a) the particulars of the agencies en­
gaged in exploration of new sources of oil 
and natural gas in Rajasthan during the last 
three years;

(b) the places where the exploration 
work is going on;

(c) the amount incurred thereon during 
the said period; and

(d) the results achieved so far?

THE MINISTEROF PETROLEUM AND 
NATURAL GAS (SHRI B. SHANKARA- 
NAND): (a) Oil and Natural Gas Commis­
sion (ONGC) and Oil India Limited (OIL).

(b) At present work is going on in 
several locations including Dangiwala, 
Ghotaru and Manhera Tibba structures by 
ONGC and in Bikaner-Nagaur Bhasin by Oil 
India Limited.

(c) During the last three years (1988-89 
to 1990-91) ONGC has spent Rs. 50.30 
crores and OIL has spent Rs. 49.80 crores 
on exploratory drilling and surveys in 
Rajasthan.

(d) ONGC has discovered gas in 
Rajasthan at 5 places viz. Bhakri Tibba, 
Bankia, Ghotaru, Khartar and Manhera Tibba. 
OIL has discovered gas at Tanot, Ramgarh, 
Dandewata and Jalaiwala in Jailalmer basin 
and heavy oil at Baghewala in Bikaner- 
Nagaur basin.
