Corporations are jointly engaged in the
development of warehousing facilities in
the country. The number of warehouses
with these Corporations, owned and hired
taken together, increased from 1,330 as on
31.3.1980 to 1,525 as on 31.1.1985. During
this period, their covered storage capacity,
owned and hired together, increased from
81.0 lakh tonnes to 112.8 lakh tonnes.

(b) to (d). The Central and the State
Warehousing Corporations have set up the
warehouses at various places in the
country keeping in view the business
potential and operational considerations.
Addition to warchousing capacity is under-
taken to mect the increasing requirecments
and is a continuous process. During 1985-
86, these Corporations are expected to
construct an additional capacity of 12.0
lakh tonnes.
