Sir. Apart from supplies of Calcium 
Ammonium Nitrate to Punjab by the 
^angal Unit of Fertilizer Corporation 
of India, there were stocks of imported 
Calcium Ammonium Nitrate, to the 
tune of about 18,146 tonnes lying in 
the State as on 1st August 1977. It 
seems that there was no offtake from 
^ese stocks in Punjab during Sep- 
tember-October, 1977.

(b) The experts do not specifically 
Commended the use of Calcium Am- 

îonium Nitrate for potato crop. 
rea can also be an equally effective

source of N. No report has been 
received from the State Government 
to the effect that the NPK mixtures 
available in Punjab are not suitable 
for potato crop.
