Water supply is in the State Sector 
of the Fifth Five Year Plan and Funds 
for rural water supply schemes are 
provided in that Sector.

However, the Government of India 
have allocated a sum of Rs. 100 lakhs 
to the State of Kerala under the new 
Centrally Sponsored Accelerated Ru-
ral Water Supply Programme during
1977-78 for providing drinking water 
to problem villages i.e. villages which 
do not have a source of drinking water 
within a distance of 1.6 Km. or where 
water sources are endemic to cholera 
or where drinking water sources are 
infested with guinea-worm or where- 
the sources of water have excessive 
toxic chemicals ilke chlorides, fluo-

rides etc. This allocation of funds is 
in addition to the funds provided for 
rural water supply in the State Sector.
