According to the 
information furnished by the Univer-
sity Grants Commission, the compila-
tion of data relating to the number 
of graudates produced each year 
takes about two years or more to 
complete. This information for the 
years 1975 onwards is not therefore 
available at present. The total num-
ber of graduates produced during the 
years VJ72, 1973 and 1974 were 4,82, 
813.5.30,804, and 6,06,11Z respectively, 
Out of these, the number of those who 
have graduated in various profes- 
sioal fileds like Agriculture, Engineer-
ing, Law, Medicine, Teachers’ Training 
etc. during those years are 1,07,310,108, 
178 and 1,19,619 respectively.

Pilferage of Foodgrains in Depots

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN 
THE MINISTRY OF AGRICULTURE 
AND IRRIGATION (SHRI BHANU 
PRATAP SINGH): (a) Food Corpora- 
tion of India have reported that re-
gular watch and ward staff of the 
Food Corporation of India is deployed 
for protection of foodgrains against 
theft and pilferage in FCI depots. 
The Central Industrial Security Force 
has been inducted in the Eastern Zone 
at Mokameh, Gaya. Phulwarishariff, 
Dighaghat, New Jalpaiguri and also at 
Ujjain (Madhya Pradesh) in the 
Western Zone. At other vulnerable 
places where C.I.S.F. has not been in-
ducted, armed police guards, parti-
cularly for CAP Storage and abando-
ned Air Fields are deployed.
