After 
discussions with the representatives of 
these State Governments it was assessed 
that the gap in their resources for financing 
the Plan outlay for [977-78 was likely to 
be around Rs. 650 crores. These States 
approached the Central Government for 
additional as~istance not only for covering 
the gaps in resources but also for various 

·other purposes.
