Arrangements for service of
meals at Shunvarapukot and Koraput
is in hand.

Proposal to run Trains from Utkal and
Pari to Nizamuddin

7171. SHRI SARAT KAR: Will the
Minister of RAILWAYS be pleased to
state:

(a) whether there i8 any propusal
under the consideralion of Govern-
ment for running National trains from
Utkal and Puri to Nizamuddin daily;

(b) whether Government is aware
that a number of pilgrims are facing
difficulties without daily service of
this train; and

(c) if so, the steps Government has
taken in this regard?

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN
THE MINISTRY OF RAILWAYS
(SHRI SHEO NARAIN): (a) Yes.

(b) and (c). For the convenience
of pilgrims a bi-weekly 77/78 Utkal
Express was introduced between Puri
and Nizamuddin in October, 1969.
The frequency of this train was in-
creased to tri-weekly from 15-3-76
and to 4 times a week from 1-4-77.
Besides, 143/144 Kalinga Express, a
weekly fast service has also been in-
troduced between Puri and Nizamud-
din from 1-4-77. The proposal to
run a train between Bhubaneshwar
and Delhi via Asansol is also being
examined.
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
