the administrative control o f  the 
Em ploying Ministeries. These stan­
ding orders seek to regulate the con ­
ditions o f  the m ploym ent o f casual 
labour, and provide inter-alia fo r  nor­
mal hours o f w ork, paym ent o f wages, 
overtim e, w eek ly  day o f rest, proce­
dure fo r  termination o f em ploym ent 
etc. W hile there is no proposal at pre­
sent to  abolish the system of casual 
labour as such, the question o f the 
further safeguards needed to be pro­
vided in respect o f this category o f 
workers, was review ed at an Inter- 
Ministerial meeting convened b y  the 
M inistry o f Labour during January
1978 to asses the m agnitude o f 
the problem. I he. matter is to be 
considered further in the light o f the 
additional information being collected 
follow ing the discussions d u r i n g  
January, 1978.
