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the Public and Indian sectors, to en*

Vthe production of drugs and pharma­
ceuticals. Factors such as high tech­
nology, non-availability of indigenous 
•technology and absence of current in­
digenous production have also been 
kept in mind while preparing these 
lists.

With increased indi-
genious production of life-saving 
drugs and price control, such situa­
tions are not likely to occur.
