repoct.. covering a master plan for, the
reorganisation of mines in the Jharia
coalgeld of Bharat Coking Coal Ltd.
This report, in six volumes, was received
in July, 1978. It recommends the division
of Jharia coalfield into differcnt 40 mining
blocks .and combi both  under-
ground and op-ncast, . mining
methods. It further recommends imple-
mentation of mechanised opencast mining
method in the reserves lying at shallow
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depths. This report is intended to serve
as a guide for detailed mirke-planning
and designing for the reconstruction of the
individual mines. The report is presently
under study.
