their profitability is not unduly eroded.

This period is not
uniform and varies from branch to branch
depending on the potential of banking
business in the area of its operation. The
banks also usually draw up their branch
expansiop programme in such a way that
while meeting the social objectives of
reaching the rural areas, their initial
losses are minimised.
