The Cultural Research Department
is intended for research into the
dances, music, festivals, folk-songs,
folk-tales and other cultural aspects
of the life of the Tribal people. A
subsidiary objective is to devise means
by which such tribal customs and prac-
tices of the hill people as are sound
and healthy, may be preserved and
promoted.

Dictionaries »f Sentences, Word
Lists and Grammar of some of the
Tribal languages have been rompliled.
Story books and Collection of folk-
songs, folk-tales have also taken
in hand.

Japanese Government sought informa-
tion. through their Embassy in New
Delhi, on the whereabouts of the re-
mains of Japanese nationals, both
soldiers and civilians, who had died
on Indian territory during the second
world war.

(b) Since it was believed that such:

deceased Japanese internees were
buried in the arcas covered by the
jurisdiction of the State Governments
of Delhi and Ajmer, the Government
of India addressed these State Govern-
ments in the matter. The Government
of Delhi have replied that, as Japanese
internecs were not registered in Delhi,
no information about their graves is
available., The reply of the Ajmer
Government is still awaited.
