307 Indian satyagrahis were admitted into 
hospitals in Belgaum, Karw'ar and Ratnagiri 
for treatTDcnt of injuries received on 
account of firing and other brutal treatment 
meted out to them. Of these, 127 were 
admitted for treatment of serious injuries 
66 of which being bullet injuries.

(b) Government have not given any 
diiea relief. But other arrangcmenti 
hive been made to  give relief.
