It is how­
ever. proposed to intensify the pro­
gramme of oil exploration during the 
Second Five Year Plan.

(i) In some areas in Assam in 
partnership with Assam Oil Com­
pany.

(ii) In some areas in West Bengal
in partnership with Standard Vacuum 
Oil Company.
