Kheria, (7) Pachlora, (8) Bakanj, (9)
Kherua, (10) Babai, (11) Kauria, (i2)
Pagdhal, (13) Powerkhera.

In Bhopal :
(14) Khapuriakalan, (15) Bareli.

(b) All the above 15 wells are
being converted into production wells.
Pumps have been installed on two
wells viz.,, at Arai and Kheria. The
remaining wells are expected to be
installed with pumps shortly.
