In addition to this service, special
trips at 0830, 1000, 1550 and 1750 hours
on route 901 have also been provided
during peak hours. For commuters
bound for Central Secretariat, change-
over facilities at Azadpur, Kashmere
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Gate, Punjabi Bagh Terminal and Red
Fert etc. are available. Tt is not feasi-
ble for the D.T.C. to provide direct
services to Central Sectretariat from

all points in the city,
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
