(c¢) The State Government has as-
sessed the cost of providing protective
measures to be Rs. 78.7 crores.

(d) and (e). On the request of the
Kerala Government for  converting
the central loan assistance now being
provided for anti-sea-erosion works
to an outright grant, the State Gov-
ernment hag been requested to give
some further information which is
awaited.
