Doordarshan does not have a separate
news-gathering network of its own,
and depends almost entirely on the
news services of AIR and the four
national news agencies, The News
Services Division of AIR prepares a
master copy of news, called the ‘Pool’,
w hich contains material for inclusion
in the news bulletins. To a great ex-
tent, Doordarshan draws jts news
items from this ‘Pool’. However, the
news bulletins telecast from Door-
darshan Kendras are compiled and
prepared independently by Door-
darshan’s own Editorial Staff, keep-
ing in view the needs of a visual
medium with a localised audience.
