Data collected under the EB"zploy,,", 
ment Market Information prOll'.mme 
of the Ministry 01 Labour indicate 
a decline in the level of employ-
ment in the establishments engaged 
in cashew processing between sept ... 
ember and December 1979 due to tem-
porary closure of establishments or 
due to non-availability of raw cashew 
nuts. 

Government have been and are 
taking a number of steps to increase 
the supply of raw ca,shew nuts snd 
these will help in giving employ-
ment to cashew workers on a signi-
ficant scale. These steps are: 

A. steps to increase Import of ra w 
cashew nuts: 

(i) A scheme to allow eligible 
manufacturer-exporters of 
cashew to i:rr..port raw 
cashew nuts from non-tra-
ditional sources under the 
over-all supervision and 
cOntrol of the Cashew ':or-
poration of India was evol-
ved in July 1979; and 

(ii) Permissi.'On fOr direct imp0rt 
of raw cashew on nlerit.::; for 
the purpose of processing in 
India for re-export subject 
to such conditions as rnay 
be stipulated in each CEase. 

B. steps to increase indigenous 
production of cashew: 

(i) A World Bank aided ploject 
for cashew nut development 
in 4 states viz. Kera}a, Kar-
nataka, Andhra Pradesh 
and Orissa has recently been 
firmed up for implementa-
tion from the current year 
1980-81;
