5973. SHRI R. R. BHOLE: Will the 
Minister of ENERGY AND COAL be 
pleased to state: 

(a) what is the monthly require-
ment of coal for power plants in 
Maharashtra State; 

(b) the quantity supplied durine 
the last six months; 

( c) reasons for short supplies, and 

(d) steps taken to avoid power 
cuts in the State? 

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN 
THE MINISTRY OF ENERGY (SHRI 
VIKRAM MAHAJAN): (a) and {b) 
A statement showing the requirement 
(Allocation) actual receipts and con-
Gurnption of coal by thermal power 
plants in Maharashtra during the iast 
six months of January-June, 1980 is 
enclosed. 

( c) The main reasons for the sho.rt-
f all in supply of coal against the al-
location have been inadeq':lacy of 

movement by rail as well as by road. 

(d) A number of steps have been 
taken to augment the coal supplies to 
the various thermal power plants in 
the country including Maharashtra. 
These include: -

( i) Coal Companies and Railways 
have been asked to step up coal 
supplies to the various thermal 
power stations. 

(ii) Close liaison is beini main-
tained between the Department of 
Coal Railways and Department of 
Power and high level inter-Minis-
terial meetings are also held perodi-
cally to review coal supplies to the 
power plants.
