(a) and (b). There is no Centrally 
sponsored scheme for Nutrition Pro_ 
gramme in Madhya Pradesh as such. 
IIowever, under the scheme of 'Food 
for Nutrition' being implemented in 
drought affected areas, supplementary 
nutrition is pI'\')vided to the moSlt 
vulnerable sections of population viz. 
children below 6 years Of age, nursing 
mothers, the old, infirm, destitutes 
and handicapped persons. The Gov-
ernment of India have allotted to 
Madhya Pradesh 20,000 metric tonnes 
of food grains (r'lce and wheat) free 
of cost f'\lr utilization upto 30th Sep-
tember, 1980. The State Government 
is expect.id to bear the incidental 
E:lXpenses, and is directly responsible 
for implementing the programme. The 
scheme envisages coverage of appro-
ximately 13.30 lakhs of beneficiaries 
in the drought hit districts Of the 
State. By the end ot March, 1980, 
1042. 15 MT of foodgrains had been 
released by the F.e.I. to the State 
and the Government of India met 
the cost of foodg'rains amounting to 
nearly Rs. 14 lakhs.
