THE MINISTER OF PARLIA-
MENTARY ATFAIRS AND WORKS
AND HOUSING (SHRI BHISHMA
NARAIN SINGH): (a) We have no
information. However, the Municipal
Corporation of Bombay sent  some
provosals for transfer of Salt Deptt’s
land to them. Some of these have been
cleared and the remaining are with
Salt Department.

(b) Tranfer of Central Govt. lands
to the Corporation can be made only
in accordance with the Govt. rules
and orders laid-down for the purpose,

(¢) In case proposals are received
complete in all respects together with
necessary undertaking to pay the mar-
ket value etc., the land can be consi-
dered for transfer. However, in cases
where the lands are already leased out
for salt manufacture, for a specified
period action has to be taken for ter-
mination of lease and closing the
Salt factory, or portion thereof, in
accordance with the rules Dbefore the
lands can be transferred.
