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The project may become viable if 
the plants are sealed up to currently 
economic sizes. It would, bowever. be 
necessary to establish adequate re-
serves of bauxite fOr sustaining an 
ahtmina plant of the requisite capa-
dty. It bas therefore, been decided 
to conduct f~rther explorations and 
re-assess the bauxite reserves in the 
area. Depending on the final picture 
of the bauxite reserves, a decision on 
taking up fresh fe;:rSibilty Ituay for 
the project may bF> taken. 

(c) The Indian Aluminium Com-
pany holds a lease over Nagartswadi 
and Kasarsada mines in Kolhapur dis-
trict. The despatches of bauxite from 
the mines to its alumina at Belgaum 
in Karnataka was .about 4.4 lakh 
tonnes in 1979.

As the Sunderbans is a vast area the 
possibility of developing tourist facili-
ties in the area will be consioered 
after making a survey. It 1$ however, 

proposed to provide a motor launch 
for cruising in the Sunderbans area 
subject to availability of funds.
