THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE
MINISTRY OF COMMERCE (SHRI
KHURSHEED ALAM KHAN): (a) A
limited quota of 50,000 tonnes of H.P.S.
Groundnuts has been placed at the dis-
rosal of NAFED through which the ex-
port of this item is canalised.

(b) In the oil year 1979-80 (Novem-
ber—October) a total quaatity of 10.20

lakh tonnes of edible oils and imported
through STC.

(c) Efforts are being made to in-
crease production. In the meantime

arrangements are made to import the
requisite quantity of edible oils.
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
