The Board 
tMldertakes regional hydrogeological 
surveys and exploratory drilling in 
various parts of the country on a 
macro-level basis to assess the ground-
water potential. Under Regional Hy-
drogeological Surveys the Board bas 
so far covered an area of 16.10 lakh 
sq. kms. out ot the c0verablearea of 
28.70 lakh sq. kms. upto March, 1980. 
About 4.000 bore-holes have also been 
drilled 

During the Plan period l980--JJ5~ 

an additional area of 6.6'0 lakh sq. tans. 
is proposed to be covered under such 
surveys and survey of the balance 
area is proposed to be epmpleted by 
1990.
