(b) U 80, the reasons therefor and 
remedial measures taken? 

THE MINISTER OF COMMERCE 
AND STEEL AND MINES (SHRI PRA-
NAB IV1UKHERJ1EE): (a) Since the 
last few years, there has been prolres-
sive decline in the production ot sale-
able steel. In course of the last seven 
months of the current )'ear also there 
was a tal! ot about 5 per cent in pro-
duction ot saleable steel compared· to 
the production ftgure for the corres-
ponding period of the last year. In 
view of the continuing constraints on 
supply of ma.jor inputs like coal and 
power, it has not been possible to se-
cure any siinifl.cant change in the trend 
of production even during the current 
year. 

(b) Main reasons for shortfall in pro-
duction have been inadequate supply of 
coking coal and restrictions on power 
supply to steel plants. Some of the 
important steps taken or are proposed 
to be taken to optimise the production 
of saleable steel at SAIL plants are 
indicated below:-

"Ci) ,To. supplement the indigenou~ 
supply of coking coal, import of J.2 
MT of coking coal was arranged in 
1978-79. The entire quantity has heen 
received by August/September, 1980. 
.Government have allowed further im-
port of 0.5 MT of coking coal during 
this ye::\r and supplies have alreadY 
started arriving. Global tenders for an 
additional 1.0 MT of coking coal have 
ellso been issued by SAIL.
